Ih ibis article we wish to writs of 
some of the gracious experiences ol 
the paved soul that are matters oi 
portopal knowledge.

Thq great trouble with that daw 
of religionists is, that they look into 
tbe Word of God and the ventiea of 
his kingdom with tbe eyes ot tbe 
“ natural man.” Many a man reads 
the Bible just a* he reads Blake- 
apeare or Milton, Bancroft or Macau­
lay—At a matter of intellect al in 
atrnction, profit, and, possibly, quick 
oning. He forgets that, as in Jesus 
Chrit^ there is a harmonious and 
mysterious blending of tbe human 
and the divine—the divine giving 
aignifipsBce and value to the person 
ality and work of our Lord—even 
thus it ia with the written Word. It 
has aapirit as well as a letter; and 
while V the letter kiileth," “the spirit 
maketh alive." And to comprehend 
and apprehend that spiritual mean 
ing, “ the eye* ot the understanding " 
must be “ enlightened.” 11 For the 
natoril man recoiveth not the things 
of tbeSpiritof God, neitner can he 
know (hem, because they are spiritual­
ly disogrted.”

In addition to the five senses ac 
corded to man by philosophers, there 
i« a-sixth, a spirititul sense, that 
whereby he cognises God and all 
spiritual verities. Naturalists tell 
ns that there are some animals that 
have but a single tense—that ot 
touch dr feeling. Were such animal 
capable of thought and reason, would 
it not be the climax ot absurdity for 
it to conclude that there is no beau­
tiful world about it; that delightful 
strains; of harmony never fall npon , 
the eark and that tbe Sowers, swing 
ing their tiny censers in the breeze, , 
shod ho pleasing fragrance about 
them—facts of which it can gain 
knowledge only by the addition of ' 
other senses? And so, for any man 
to argue against the presence and ' 
power of a conscious epiritual ex 
perionep, is simple, yet convincing 1 
evidence that the spiritual sense has 1 
never been imparted to him. j

“auurhnoe of hope"—is that to j 
which every Christian may attain. 
Tbe apostles attained unto it, as also 
bave done all the earnest Coristian 
toiler! of every age. The great

Harrowing should be done twice 
and before the lest time the soil should 
have a dreuing of compost which will 
ensure a vigorous start for the carrots. The 
field ihould be laid out in ridges made by 
ploughing through in straight lines, and on 
them tbe seed Is sown, which should be fresh 
and about five pounds to tbe acre.

Peter Henderson say* that this ii a particu­
larly «afe crop for the farm, and we can ntever 
go far wrong in growing plenty of it, aa it is 
a harder root then beet, and can be left until 
late in tbe fall and dug at leisure times, but 
always before there is danger of being frozen 
In; and will always bring a fair price in 
market, rarely selling for les* than LI per 
barrel. The average crop on suitable soils is 
about 300 barrels to the acre.

Tn e different varieties of strawberries roo- 
cood upon a grest variety of roils; on moist 
land tho berries sre generally larger, fewer 
in number and of inferior quality, while on 
light land, more and tweeter berries are pro­
duced, but they will be smaller. To over­
come tbe lait difficulty heavy mulching br 
thorough irrigation mu-t be -'.orted to. ;

lx England crop* of wheal am grown on ' 
comparatively small an-a* through thorough ' 
farming. In this country small—per acre 
—crops are grown on large areas. Tbe 
Dslrymple farm in Dakota bad 30,000 acres 
in wheat last year, wbieh averaged from 14 
to 16 bushels to the acre. The proprietor 

expect* to get *20 and 25 bushels per acre 
from the recuperated soil.
