Baptist pastor too commonly over­
estimates the value of numbers on his 
eburok roll; and we can scarcely 
doubt-* that, in too many of our 
obnrobea, the Baptist hosts, like that 
of Gideon, are too large. It ie a trite 
remark, but one whoae significance ia 
often utterly overlooked, that a largo 
membership is not even preeumptive 
evidence of the effeotivenese of a 
church, and that frequent and numer- 
oua aooeeaions are no satisfactory evi­
dence, either of the efficiency of a 
pastor, or of the spiritual health of 
the church. I knew a church, in one 
of o«r Southern cities, whose 
pastor seemed to be remarkably sue 
oesafsl in tbe matter of ingatherings. 
In the course of three or four years 
he added, perhaps, one hundred and. 
fifty *lo his roll. To an outsider 
things seemed to be moving on swim­
mingly ; and yet, during tbeee years, 
and for several years afterwards, I 
happened to have an acquaintance 
with tbe general workinga of tbe or- 
gaaiBation, and I am not sure that I 
ever knew a church, which, all things 
considered, wsa in a more unsatis­
factory condition.

The pastor was a preacher of de- 
oMed abiHiy, a very fine scholar, and 
an OSoeNent student; and yet tbe 

SSjr increaee of his roll seqmed to be 
deetease of his strength, and, after

God is represented in Scriptuse as 
thinking; and as an infinite intelli­
gence, his thought* are necessarily 
infinite. Man tbinka, and his capac­
ity for thought separates him frocj 
the mere animal creation. However 
different it may be, in some cases, to 
determine the boundary line between 
instinct and thought; yet there ia 
such a line, and it fixes man's 
moral accountability. If there be no 
power to think, there is no moral 
obligation to yield obedience to the 
government of God. Without the 
powers of thought, man ia a mere 
animal, and as such, ia irresponsible.

While the moral condition of tbe 
। race is affected by the fall; yet no 
I faculty of tbe mind or heart of man 
1 baa been destroyed. Man thought at 
the first. He sinned and fell from 
his high estate; but no faculty of the 
mind was destroyed. “ Tbe gold be 
came dim and the moet fine gold 
changed,” but not destroyed. Sin is 
not an attribute, or a creation, but 
rather a perversion or misdirection 
by man of bis original powers. Not 
only from his very nature, but from 
the fact that sin is not a creation, 
but a perversion ; God could not be 
tbe author of sin, as somstimss charg 
ed by his enemiss.

The moral actions of men are the 
consequences of their tbougbte. 

' Carlyle puts it, " the thought is par­
ent of the deed.” An action baa no 
moral quality in itaelf, merely; it ia 
neither good nor bad; it becomes 
good or bad only aa it embodies a 
thought. This idea is implied, if not 
indicated, by God through the pro 
phot. “My tbougbte are not your 
thoughts, neither are my ways your 
ways”—tbe ways or actions following 
the thoughts.

Aad then it is tbe thoughts of men 
which determine their moral obarac 
ter; actions their reputation. Char 
actor and reputation are not naosa- 
earily parallel. It often oooars that 
a man has a fair reputation but »

are vastly different in relatfowtotha 
doctrine of divine forgiveness. Man 
never thought of forgiveness accord­
ing to law.

He is a native Kentuckian, hie birth­
place being Richmond.

The boy was tbe man Id embryo. 
He was educated at Daoville, but bad 
been there only two years when tbe
Mexican war broke out He had 
reached the mature age of sixteen and 
was so burning for glory thst he threw 
away hia books and ran off to the 
war. He enlisted as a private in Col. 
Humphrey Marshall’s regiment, and 
nerved a year under that officer. The 
swar ended then, and be came back 
home to complete hie studies at Tran­
sylvania U Diversity.

He afterwards studied law at the 
same university, and, after gradua­
tion, practiced at home for a year or 
two: Afterwards he moved to Cov­
ington, where ho soon won a lucra­
tive and important place at the bar. 
At the breeking out of tbe war be 
wm seat to tbe Legislature from Ken­
ton county, and served in the stormy 
sessions that immediately followed. 
He took the side of the Union, and 
at the end of his term volunteered as 
a private ia Col. Bush Forty’s home 
regiment lor tbe three months’ ser­
vice. When his enlistment expired 
he was offered the position of Major 
in Col. Jackson’s regiment, and re- 
oruited a battalion. His brigade wont 
into active service, and his rise was 
rapid. He was appointed Colonel of 
the Fourth Kentucky Cavalry, then 
Brigadier, and then Brevet Major 
General. He was promoted from 
Colonel after a suopessful fight with 
that dashing cavalry officer, Gen. 
John Morgan. In this engagement 
Col. Smith waa wonnded in tbe leg 
by a musket-ball, and ita effects are 
su 11 occasionally felt For his gal­
lantry in the action bo was made 
Brigadier General.

He met Gen. Forrest at Franklin, 
Tenn., afterward, and a sharp fight, 
i® which each had about 4,500 mon 
engaged, followed. Tbe battle was a i 
hqtly-oonteated one, and resulted in ■ 
a handsome victory for the Kentucky । 
commander. For this achievement . Q«U. X*WW«a«aew LwmvsvW hetaM vrabM | 
complimentary order*, which wore < 
read before tbe army, and his com­
mission as Brevet Major General soon 
followed.

Gen. Smith was elected to Congress 
while in the field, and took hie seat 
in 18G3. At tbe expiration of his 
term be waa re-oiectea, and took part 
in tbe stormy legislation of the recon­
struction period. President John­
son next appointed him Governor of 
Montana, and he served as the Execu­
tive bead of tbe Territory till 1869, 
when be resigned to enter the min­
istry.

Gen. Smith's first pastoral chargee

1 cheater, and from there wont to a five 
■ years' charge at Frankfort. Two

Hois one of the hardest of 
workers, and, id addition to hia la- 
bora for hie church and the temper 
anoe cauas, ie one ot the moet sue- 
oeaefhl evangelista in the State.

In brief, thia ie the story ot his life. 
Itdoee not tell of the youthful dreams 
ot the student and lawyer, ot tbe sol­
dier's patriotism, contempt for danger 
and thirst for glory ; ot the states­
man’s struggle for civic honors, nor of 
how willingly he laid down b:s high 
office to become an bumble minuter 
of tbe gospel. Lawyer, soldier and 
politician vanished long ago, and in 
their place has ooms tbe man of God. 
The Past lies all behind, and from 
tbe contemplation of tbe Eternity be­
fore him he turns back no rogrelful 
eyes.—Courier- Journal.

. Rev. James P. Boyce is the founder 
of tho Southern Baptist Theological 
Seminary. He has done more than 
•ny one elM to keep np that institu­
tion, having spent on it a large part 
of his private fortune and the best 
years of bis life. He is the Chairman 
ot its Faculty, Chairman of its Exec 
ntire Board, Chairman ot its Audit 
ing Committee, Treasurer, General 
Agent, and Prolessor of Systematic 
Theology and Church Government.

Dr. Boyoe has a national reputation 
as a scholar and theologian; He is 
the author of a number of publica­
tions which have attained a wide cir­
culation. Among them are, " A 
Brief Catechism on Bible Doctrines," 
"The Doctrines and Uses ol the 
Sanctuary," "Death and Life, the 
Christian's Portion," “ The Suffering

Systematic Theology in Furman Uni­
versity, was also published.

The Doctor is of Scotch Irish de­
scent, though bis parents were na 
fives of South Carolina. He was 
born in Charleston, January 11,1827, 
and in that city received his early 
education. He spent two years at 
Charleston College, subsequently en­
tering Brown University, from which 
he graduated with tbe degree of 
Bachelor of Arts in 1847. The pre­
ceding year had witnessed bis con­
version. He was baptised by Rbv. 
Riobard Fuller, D.D., and united with 
the First Baptist church ol Charles- 
the same year.

He was licensed to preach in 1847, 
the year of his graduation. For six 
months afterward he edited tbe South- 

1 era Baptiit, and from September, 
1849, to April, 1851, was a devoted 

। student ot theology al Princeton 
Seminary. In 1855 ho was elected 

। Professor of Systematic Theology in 
Furman University, Greenville. S. C. 
He took the chair in July, 1856. on 

• which oocasion ho delivered ao inau- 
: gural address entitled “ Throe 
i Changes in Theology." The lecture 

waa subsequently published, and it

Seminary even while engrossed with I 
official duties, and it was his untiring I 
labors and the liberal sacrifice of bis 
means which kept the struggling in­
stitution in existence. He gradually 
withdrew from public life, and since 
then haa devoted himaelf almost 
wholly to the Seminary which he, 
mere than any one else, has brought 
to its present prominent position.

In 1872 the Doctor was elected 
President of the Southern Baptist 
Convention at Raleigh. He was re­
elected at each subsequent session 
nntil the one held at Lexington in 
1881, when he peremptorily declined 
the honor.

In addition to hie other dutiee he 
ie one of the Trustees of the John F. 
BlatcY fund, for the education of the 
colored race. Thie honored and re­
sponsible tract waa given him in ap­
preciation of hie interest in tbeir 
progress. He it one of tbe truest 
friends the colored people have, and 
bae labored hard to advance them in

-Bight 
years ago, when the third party had 
juH assumed existence as a poiilical. 
laotor, be boos me ita first sundard- 
bt-arer. in 1876 the first National 
Convention uonynated him for Presi­
dent, and be accepted their call. At 
tbht convention only eight Slates 
were represented, and there were bat 
250 delegates. In Kentucky it took 
six months ot persistent work tb ob­
tain a State Convention, and when it 
did meet in this city there were only 
twelve men besides Gen. Smith. 
There were not even enoagb to make 
oat the State Electoral ticket, bat 
that did not deter tbeir determined 
leader. Ho named men for each 
place, and when they ssnt word that 
they ooald not serve, be replied, char- 
aeterisiically, that they would have 
to till after tbe election. Tae old sol­
dier never bad halt so much need of 
courage on the battle-fluid as be did 
in this canvass. He bad nothing tor 
which to fight but principle, and noi 
only defeat, but ridicale, stared him 
in tbe taoe. Still he persevered, and 
made stump speeches from city to 
city Dll ho bad rallied tbe fgiibfal, 
and 10 000 ballots showed tbe fight 
had not boon altogether in vain. Tne 
third party bad gained a foot bold, 
and Green Clay Smith was tbe man 
who won ii.

The personal appearance of Gen. 
Smith is an illustration of Harbart

started tbe movement which resulted 
in founding the Southern Baptist 
Theological Seminary. In 18.59 the 
Seminary was opened, and be .was as 
signed to tbe same chair that he bold 
in Furman University. H» was also 
elected Chairman ot the Faculty, and 
he has hold this position over since.

. only partially successful.
i Dr. Boyoe waa a member of the

Ho i 
has a magnificent noad, and wears bia , 
thick hair, deeply studded with gray, [ 
combed straight back from a reggoe 
brow. His face isoneot tbe best hu- J 
mored in tho world, and is covered i 
with a full, irregular beard. Ho , 
seems always smiting, and it takes a ! 
sioond look to discover tbe lines । 
which show tho massive intellect and ( 
resolute will masked behind so much i 
good nature. It is a lace to which a 
child would go by instinct, and which 
a physiognomist would instantly re­
spect.

Dr. Boyce is one of the leading > 
scholars of tho South. Tbe degree , 
of D.D. was given him by Columbian । 
College, ot the District of Columbia,; 
and that of LLD. by Union Uciver-. 
sity, ot Murfreesboro, Tonn. Ho has 
a uiugn hconi library, composed of 
over 13 0UU volumes. Il is tho larg-1 
oat private one in the South, and ie o 
moderate fortune in itself. Some ol;
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the books ate oxcc dingly rare, and a . 
few are unique. Tne genial Doctor 
is a bibliophile, and delights in the Tn^uionusof
