These meetings bad their origin, if 
I mistake not, about sixty years ago. 
and they have been oonfined to no 
one section of tbe country. They 
have been hold in the North and in 
the South, in tbe East and in tbe 
West, in oities. towns, and country 
places. I have often, during my long 
ministry taken part in snob meetings, 
and hence tbe views 1 chall express 
in this article may be to some a Bur- 
priso.

Far be it from me to sav that there 
are no circumstances in which pro 
traded meeting are justifiable and 
oven called for. It is often well to 
bold them in places in which there 
is no regular preaching of tbe gospel, 
and it may be expedient to bold them 
in churches that have monthly 
preaching only. But if churches 
have preaching every Sunday and 
prayer-meetings during the week, 
the propriety of holding protracted 
meetings at all may well be ques­
tioned.

A very decided objeetion to those 
meetings is that they disparge tbe 
ordinary means of graoe, especially 
the regular ministration of tbo gos 
pel. A church in reso>ving to hold 
a protracted mooting virtually says 
that tbo gospel, as preached by the 
pastor, is not successful, and that 
something extraordinary should bo 
done. This is a very unsatisfactory 
view of things and can not afford tbo 
pastor much gratification. Protract­
ed mootings must in the nature of 
the case be occasional. They are not 
generally hold more than once a 
year, and their average continuance 
is not more tban a month. What be­
comes of tbo other eleven months ot

tbe work of the Lord aa they should 
be during the other eleven months. 
Who does not knew this? Who baa 
not seen an almost immediate reiaxa 
lion of effort on the part oi church- 
members at the close of a protracted 
meeting ? They eeem to thin^tbat 
a time of eaee and rest has ame, to 
continue till another “meeting ot 
days." Certainly this is a deplorable 
state oi things.

Another objection to protracted 
meetings is that there is generally 
too much excitement in them. Ex 
citement which follows tbe exercise 
of tbe undenUdidin^, the judgment 
and tbe conscience, is a good thing, 
but tbe excitement which has to do 
with the feelings alone is tM»e dep­
recated. It has done and is doing 
immense injury. Under its influence 
multitude in protracted meetings 
have been numbered among tbe 
“ convortl," but they have known 
nothing of genuine conviction of sin, 
their biptiam has been null and void, 
and very soon they have gone back 
to the world. “ Thia is a lamenta­
tion and shall be for a lamentation.” 
It is very difficult to suppress tbe 
unhealthy excitement to which 1 re­
fer, and to keep unworthy persons 
from uniting with the churches. 
This is specially the case where 
“ professed evangelists " have control 
oi meetings, for they, having “ like 
passions” with other mon, are tempt­
ed io report more “ converts " than 
facta justify. The evils resulting 
from spurious excitements are legion.

1 name one other objection to pro 
traded meetings. Where they are 
the established policy oi tbe churches 
impenitent sinners in the oongrega 
tion* are accustomed to dismiss from 
their .attention the groat matter of 
salvation, during tbe intervals be­
tween these mootings. They see 
that the churches do not expect con- 
versions under the regular means of 
grace, and the devil avails himself oi 
this fact to foster tbe spirit of pro- 
orMtinakton. Whatever keeps sin- 
nors from'an immediate acceptance ot 
Christ and salvation is to be deplored.

Before closing this paper it may be 
well for me, in proof of the danger 
Of excitement and tbe difficulty ot its 
Bupprossion, to reter to my personal 
experience and observation, in tbe 
year 1874 Ibero was, at Upland, Pa., 
the greatoBt revival I ever saw. For 
nine HUceessivo Sunday nights the 
ordinance ot baptism was administer­
ed, and ibo number baptized was 200 
There was no boisterous demonstra 
lion at any time, but 1 know now tbat 
there was too much excitement. No 
mootings were held during tbo day 
except on Sunday. Then there were 
two sermons as usual, and every 
night in the week, except Saturday 
ni. ht, there was meeting for prayer, 
exhortation, and an occasional ser­
mon. This meeting was preceded by 
an “inquiry meeting." To many 
person# ii will appesr ibat ibo num­
ber of meetings was not large enough 
for such a revival, but if I bad known 
then wbat 1 know now, 1 would have 
boon in favor oi lessening the num­
ber. Thai is io #ay, I would have 
had but one extra prayer-meeting 
during the week. If asked why, 1 
have io say there was too much ox- 
oitemenl, and under ibo mere impulse 
ot leeling #omo proleseed conversion

came ixceoeary for the church to 
withdraw her fellowship. The num 
her of these was not great, but I 
think the meeting would have been 
a bettor ono had there bion loss ex­
citement.

pastor during that period is sowing 
the seed. Even so, snd the pastor 
should also reap. Will it bo said that 
a protracted meeting is tbe reaping 
time? This seoms to be so. but why ? 
Because tbe church will have it so. 
There is no expectation of a harvest 
oi ingathering al any other time. It 
is, in effect, understood that tbo con­
version of sinners is to be looked for 
in protracted mootings only, and that 
tbe regular preaching ot tbe word is, 
to say the least, to be without visible 
reeulta Hence, if a sinner is con-

garded as something irregular and 
ont of the established order of things. 
Will it be said that it is better for 
sinners to be converted at protracted 
meetings than not to be converted at 
ail? This, no one will deny, but they 
will be-converted at other times, 
even under tbe ordinal ministra­
tions of the word, it preachers confi 
dently expect, and churches earnestly 
pray for this result We can not 
doubt this if we believe in the power

In reading I bo remaikable volume 
ot sermons just published by Dr H. 
H. Tucker, entitled, ■' The Old The­
ology Hosla.ed,” we have been led 
lo think ot several leading Baptist 
preachers of different periods, who 
represent special types of preaching. 
Thore may very well be volumes of 
sermons from other brethren, show­
ing ability quite equal to some oi 
these, and certainly many of tbe very 
ablest preachers that have lived must 
be omitted in such an article, because 
they have left no Hermons in print, 
and are known only from memorial 
sketches or from tradition.

From John Bunyan wo have several 
sermons, really worthy of the man 
who wrote tbo “ Pilgrim's Progress." 
which would onoe have been saying 
very little, but is a high eulogium at 
the present day, when the merits ot 
that wonderful book are umveraally 
appreciated, and perhaps sometimes 
exaggerated. His sermon on tbe 
“ Barren Fig-tree ” presents tbe finest 
example pulpit dramalism that can

: seem even to intensify tbe dramatic 
reality. And in the whole scene 
there io nothing irreverent, notwith­
standing the touches of grim humor, 
nor is there bad taste of any kind , 

- and the total effect ia thoroughly de­
votional and practical. Now it Is 
quite poMibte that others have 
achieved, in actual speaking, an 
equally vivid dramatiom. Very likp 
ly John Jasper, the colored Baptist 
preacher in Richmond, Virginia, may 
have been equally dramatic in de­
scribing some of the gospel miracles, 
at least in former days when he 
preached with living power to 
thoroughly sympathizing hearers, 
and had not become bo conscious of 
an admiring audience of white peo­
ple in the Mmi-circutar pulpit behind 
him. But the matchless wonder is 
that Bunyan could write this ont in 
such perfect taste, and with such un­
broken dramatic reality. They who 
can be highly dramatic in pulpit nar­
ration and deacription have therein a 
great element of power in all of the 
young and moat of tbe old among 
tbeir bearers. But many who at­
tempt this fail in respect oi good 
taste, and there ie probably no such 
model to be studied as John Bunyan?

Taken all in all, Robert Hall is 
probably the foremost preacher that 
has used the English language. He 
has higher merits and fswer: anils tban 
can be found combined in any other 
person. The study of hie masterpieces 
ought to kindle tbe susceptible soul 
of a young minister into such admir­
ing delight and such passion of long 
ing as a gifted young artist feels 
when be gazes at the Apollo, tbe 
Venue, tbe Parthenon, or at tbe 
Transfiguration, or the Madonna of 
San Sieto. And then in Hall'e re­
ported sermons, his other writings 
and bin life, one may study in detail 
the elements of hie wonderful power. 
Of what ah ail we-call him a type? 
Of immense strength in argument 
and splendor in illustration and pas­
sion in appval, united with an almost 
faultlees beauty of style.

Beyon^ question, tbe foremost 
preacher now living is Mr. Spurgeon. 
You can easily mention several im­
portant respects in which be is sur­
passed by some other man, aa Uanon 
Liddon, or Bishop Magee, or Beraier, 
or Beecher; but take tbe man's 
preaching aa a total phenomenon, and 
whore is his equal? Mr. Spurgeon 
himself mAde merry at ^is Jubilee 
over tbe attempts of some to analyze 
him, intimating that there was no 
secret to be discovered ; and we shall 
not at present repeat the experiment. 
But it is certainly worth while for 
any minister to study him, in his life 
and character, his sermons and other 
wntings, bis pastoral and general 
work ; and there is room for care, in 
this as in all cases, lest one should 
mistake some point ot partial weak­
ness for a principal clement of 
strength.

Alexander Maclaren's half-a-dozen 
little volumes (to be bad separately) 
present exact models of tbe preach 
ing best suited io an average city 
congregation of the present day. 
They are always interesting, easy io 
lis:on to, taking great pains to dose 
before tbo Mancoestor bearers grow 
wear)-. They aro not deep nor 
grand nor powerful—the average 
bearer cares little for those things; 
but they are always Iresb, practical, 
helpful. Tbe style ie simple, without 
any effort at simplicity, and highly 
engaging. The sermon always has 
a spirited movement, a certain “go" 
tbai bears you on from beginning to 
end ; aa there are somo tunes which 
once begun muBt.be song through. 
Maclaren does not seem so far beyond 
ibe posaib.lity of imitation as Hall or 
Spurgeon ; and yet ono who should 
tfy to equal him in his own linos 
would find ibo task more difficuli 
tban ho had imagined. That which 
appears simple, and yet is racy and 
sweet, must spring from a subtle 
combination of delicate excellences.

Any candid student of the history 
ot American preaching, if asked to 
name the baB-»-doien foremost 
preachers our country has produced, 
could hardly fail, we are persuaded, 
to inola e Richard Fuller. We tried, 
a year or two ago, in the Homileical 
MnniMy to make a critical estimate 
of Dr. Faller's preaching, but with 
tbe consciousness of very moderate 
success. You can draw a mountain, 
distinctly outlined in the distance, 
without painful sense of failure ; but 
when you have often beheld it near

at band, in ail its vastnese and rich 
variety, When you have climbed its 
mighty stopes, lirtening to some 
musical stroamtet hare, and there to 
some torrent's roar, and again to the 
wind sighing amid the forests, when 
tor some brief moment you have been 
exalted to its very summit, and looked 
out over a universe of grandeur and 
beauty with bewildering delight and 
despair,—how can you draw tbat 
mountain ? One who intimately 
knew such a man as Dr. Fullsr, haar- 
iog him often in tbe pulpit and on the 
platform, visiting him at home, and re­
clining with him for hours by the 
seaside in never-to-be-forgotten con­
versation, but a few weeks before his 
death, must always feel helpless in 
tbe attempt to mi forth the nobility 
of his character and the power of his 
eloquence. As in the case of alf great 
orators, tbe physical man wm an im­
portant element of bis power; and 
tbe printed Mrmon seems liken pic­
ture with the eyes put out. But the 
young American Baptist minister 
who does not read the life and ser­
mons of Richard Fuller will have 
missed one of the most valuable 
means of improvement, and will have 
overlooked ono bright jewel in our 
Baptist heritage.

The most widely-read of all Ameri­
can ministers, in every department of 
knowledge, is probably William R. 
Williams. It is vain to lament tbat 
be baa not given the world a larger 
share in tbe spoils of his varied learn­
ing. His lectures on the “ Lord’s 
Prayer” must be placed, we think, 
iVthe very bead of tbe popular worka 
on that great theme. C His other 
worka will amply reward tbe reader. 
And why should he not give us a 
volume of his noble Mrmons, without 
making us wait for their publication 
till a time which all American Bap­
tista hope may bo yet long deferred ?

Dr. George Dana Boardman has 
few equals in Amenca aa an exposi­
tory preacher. He shows that it ia 
poMible tor expository Mrmons to be 
aa highly finished in style as tbe 
most elaborate topical discourses. 
We know of no modern parallel to 
the fact that he has given connected 
expository Mrmons in the same 
church on the entire New Testament. 
" Tbe Model Prayer,” and “ The 
Mountain Instruction ” (Sermon oa 
tbe Mount) make ono greatly desire 
to seo more ol this noble series of dia-

Dr. Lorimer's volume, “ Isms Old 
and Now," has repelled some readers 
by tbe unpleasant sound oi tbe title. 
But it is a model of high excellence 
in tbe pulpit treatment ot current 
errors. Ho has made laborious study 
of each subject, and is scrupulously 
fair in stating tbe views be opposes ; 
and be shows tbe skill of a gifted and 
trained orator in seizing tbe oratori­
cal points of each theme, and con­
structing ot them what is not at all 
an essay, but a living discourse.

Dr. Tucker's volume, which we 
mentioned at tbe outset, appears 
likewise to be somewhat unfortunate

theology, but a volume of live ser­
mons. Many of them are not even 
“doctrinal" discourses, but aa prac­
tical aa possible. Tbe author de­
fends the title because " be treats 
that no doctrine will be found on its 
pages which is not at least eighteen 
hundred years behind the times.” 
And yet these old truths aro here 
presented with singular freshness, 
and some of them with astonishing 
power You are dealing with a man 
of tbe strongest convictions, who 
thinks his thoughts into perfect clear- 
Qoes, links his arguments into invul­
nerable nnd irresistible logic, and 
states the whole in a style so simple, . 
eo varied, bo vigorous in movement 
that you go forward with animated 
intoreel and sometimes almost 
breathless in your i-agerneM. Tbe 
sermons entitled “The Unity of 
Guilt," and " A Character and a 
Destiny,” it would be very difficult 
to parallel in their power of oon- 
Htraining tbe hearer to cast himself 
on God's mercy in tbe gospel. The 
two sermons on Baptism are unique 
in tbeir treatment of the subject, and 
extraordinary in tbeir argumenta­
tive force. “Multiform Love"— 
“ tbe name is my brother and sister 
and mother "—is in our judgement 
one ot tbe most delightful sermons 
in existence. The “ Dedication Ser­
mon for a Negro Church " is an ad­
mirable example of preaching u> tbe 
colored people. There is no conde­
scension to them, nor glorifiaation of 
them—not a word to intimate that 
they are different from other people 
—but things are said which they do 
especially need to hear said with 
singular directness and force, and 
with an unpretending Christian af­
fection.

Why should one hesitate to apeak 
his mind about these great represen­
tative preachers, simply becasss they 
are ot our own denomination? — Tn*

On Good Fri­
day, tho biggest day with them, I 
went up to seo them, but could not 
get closer than one hundred yards of 
them, as tbey do not like for people 
lo come close io them. About 200 
yards from tbe lodge was a largo cross 
to which tbe penitonteos had to bear 
their crosses after the manner of 
Christ. Thore were 8 peni ten toes 
the day I saw them. They were 
stripped to the waist and boro tbo 
crosses on tboir naked shoulder. 
Those crosses are made of rough 
hewn pine. Tho main tree of some 
of tbom was about MxlO inches thick, 
and 12 feet long; cross bar, f>x8 
inches and 5 foet long. They carried 
them to the cross standing out in tbo 
field, and there they lay beneath the 
crosses for nearly one hour, in tbo 
cold chilly air. When they started 
back to tfio lodge, one man gave out 
and tbey had to carry him back. 
I learned that evening, that it was 
thought he would die, and have 
learned since, that he did die ; but it

The bouse. are built of clay, the walla about 
dx or eight feet high, and covwed with a 
grata roof. They are built around an irreg­
ular iquare facing an open court, and there 
la no way of getting into them houeea from 
the outside except through a gate on one aide 
of thia court. The root extendi beyond the 
front of the bonae, that ia, the part facing to 
the court, far enough to form a covered 
porch, which often baa a low Wall along ita 
aide. In thia porch the people live moetly. 
The eavea come down so low that one haa to 
itoop to get under, and the doora into the 
house are the tame way. We oall theee 
iquaree compound!, and each one haa from 
twelve to one hundred persona in It.

The natives addreaa ua M oyinbo, people 
from over tho tea, or daddy, our English 
word, but used here M a term of honor or to 
old persona.

Small idol bouses and objects of worship, 
aa trees orfrocka, may be seen dn every band, 
and fetiches am as numerous as the people 
and their possessi na There II a large rock 
not far from tho mission house that the peo­
ple worship.

I will take up the rest of this letter in tell­
ing you ol our visit to the king.

*• I haven't seen it yet, not oven the 
advance sheets. 1 tried to procure 
tbeae Iasi spring from a friend who 
was on the revising board, but be 
wrote mo that they could not be ob­
tained. I have seen nothing more 
than what baa apppearad in tbe news- 
papers, and in consequence can say 
but little.

“ I have no doubt, however," Dr. 
Boyce continued, " that the version 
generally will be very much superior 
to tbo King James translation. Tbe 
revisers are scholars ot tbe highest 
attAinments, and they have bad a 
promising field tor work in iho Old 
TeaUment, whose translation was 
not nearly so well done as that of 
tbo new. This is manifest in Dr. 
Conant's version, part of which, es­
pecially the Proverbs and Book of 
Job, are much bettor than tho old.'

More valuable results are, of course, < 
to be expected from the great number 
of scholars who have been engaged 
upon tbe later revision.

“ I see that many criticisms have 
been made upon the substitution of 
the word ‘ nephelim ' for ' giants' in 
tbe celebrated passage, “ There were 
giants in those days." Tbe change 
obscures the meaning of the sentence, 
it is true, but the reason of this was 
doubtless because the translators 
were not certain of the exact meaning 
of the original. In this case it was 
maniiestly better for them to substi­
tute the word itself for an uncertain 
translation. You may remember in 
the old translation mention is made 
of playing upon an 1 instrument ot ton 
Hirings.' Tbo name of that ton- 
Htringcd instrument is not given, but 
it is merely described by the transla­
tors of King James Version, as an 
Indian, who had never Hoan ono be­
fore, might describe a violin.

“ It is stated that there has been 
but little departure from tho original 
text, but this ia not surprising. Tbe 
Old Testament translation is from 
the Hebrew text, and there arc only 
two sources except those from varying 
Hebrew texts, from wbioh variations 
oould be drawn. Those are the Sa­
maritan and Pentateuch, and the 
Greek translation of the Soptuagint 
The Jows nresorvod tbe old Hebrew 
manuscripts with a superstitious care 
far beyond that exercised by the 
Greek scribes. In copying, tbo words 
and even letters were repeatedly 
counted, and if an error waa discovered 
tbe manuscript was.thrown away and 
a new oho prepared. As a consequence 
the uniformity is remarkable. The 1 
principal difficulty of translating lies 
in tho fact that tbo ancient Hebrews 
used no vowels in their written lan­
guage. These were afterward in 
sorted by tho Masoretic Doctors. ■ 
You can readily see that ths change । 
of a vowel might make a very onsen 
tial difference in many cases and it 
might bo impossible to tell what ' 
won Id bo the correct rendering. 
Take the sentence ' tbo mao went,' 
for instance. You might insert either 
‘a ' or ' o ' between ' m ’ and ‘ n,’ and 
thus give the sentence entirely differ­
ent readings. The difficult of select­
ing the correct letter was not so I 
great with the Hebrew, as it was a j 
much simpler language than oars. , 
If you were to take the vowels out of 
an English book, no ordinary boy 
could read it satisfactorily, but the 
Hebrew read their MSB. without 
much difficulty."

We think not 
Indeed, <• know of no each thing aa 
natural goodneoa. The Scripture* 
know nothing of it For tbe imag­
ination of man’e heart ie evil, and 
only evil, and that continually and 
from hi* youth np. We are conceived 
in «in and ebapen in iniquity. The 
carnal mind i* enmity—not in a etate 
of enmity, but enmity itoelf— against
God. Oar rigbtaoa*n«M la M filthy 

, rag*, and oar iniquitioa, like tbe 
wind, have carried ua away. In ue 
thoro is no good thing. We are ver­
ily nil earnal, sold under sin. Wo are 
all children of wrath—aye, children 
of the devil, and his works we do. 
Saoh is the harden of Scripture teach­
ing.

There is, then, no such thing as 
natural goodnese. All the goodneas 
that ia found in man comes as a re­
salt of the influence of tbe gospel. 
Even in heathen lands, this is true. 
The teachings of tbe Bible have di­
rectly or indirectly, to a greater or 
leas degree, given shape and color to 
the thought, tbe civilizations and tbe 
moral codoe ol the nations, the ago* 
through. Tbis, we think, could be 
made to appear, did the scope and 
limits of this article permit. And as 
divine truth always, consciously or 
unconsciously, influences tbe minds 
of men, it comes to pass that we have 
never seen men as they would bo 
without the gospel's refining power. 
It remains true, therefore, as the Bi 
bie toacbes, that man naturally has 
no goodness in him. This fact of the 
universal depravity of the race, is ev­
idenced—

(a) By the universal tendency to 
sin. We are prone to evil, as the

I j Dteravlty. (
That man it a totally depraved be-11 

ing, it a teaching of Scripture. Tbe , 
Spirit of God, by the prophet laaiah, t 
departs: “The whole bead is sick, j 
and the whole heart is faint. From t 
the sole of tbe foot even unto the { 
head there is no soundness in it; but i 
wounds end bruises and putrefying , 
•ares*" It is evidently a pretty bad 
sort of disease that requires language , 
Of such startling strength to describe t 
it. Moreover, .it affects the entire e 
man What man would have* been j 
Intellectually, but for tbe influence of » 
the fall, we have not the means of ] 
knowing.- That be would have been ] 
vastly greater and stronger, capable t 
of mote marvelous achievements in ( 
intellectual pursuits, of soaring high- t 
er and wider, we have not the slight- , 
set doubt True, the knowledge of ( 
Adam, and, through him, that of tbe , 
race, was augmented by partaking of , 
the forbidden fruit; but it was a ( 
knowledge of evil—its existence, ite , 
character, and its demerit. It was . 
the same that comos to every man 
who enters forbidden grounds. Be- । 
hind the screened doors, and in the 
dark places, are serpents of evil, and 
darkly horrid forma of vice, of which j 
the uninitiated and unsophisticated 
are ignorant. Then, too, there is an 
unrest of soul, a remorse of oon- 
aciencs, a spiritual tumult, a “fearful 
looking for of judgment and of fiery 
indjgnption," of which man would 
have been blissfully ignorant had it 
not been for sin.

Yet sin has blinded the mind— 
weakened its powers in tbe percep­
tion of, at least, moral truth ; so that 
man '‘puts darkness for light, and 
light for darknee*, bitter for sweet 
and sweet for bitter.” “ The eyes of 
the understand! ng ” are closed. Hav­
ing eyes, he sees not. He sees, be 
understands, not the heinous nature 
of sin, nor tbe demerit of bis guilt. 
He seo* not bis danger, though the 
lightnings of divine vengeance, aw­
ful as those that played round about 
Sinai, flash before him. He under­
stands not his peril, though his feet 
may press upon ruin's brink ; and ail 
beesnso sin has deranged bis under­
standing, and perverted bis reason. 
And tbis is what the prophet means 
when be says “ the whole head is 
mck." Because of tbe fall, man can 
not reason or think arigbt aa to tbe 
law and government of God, as to sin 
and righteousness, death and eternity.

But, beyond this, “ the whole heart 
is faint" in other words, man's 
moral nature is totally depraved. By

And not 
simply does he thus quietly ignore— 
he sins actively—“ sins as with a cart 
rope"—desecrates tbe holy Sabbath 
day, profanes God's holy name, lies, 
perjures himself, defrauds, steals, and 
imbrue* his band in hie brother's

denoe than this of the total depravity 

, of the human heart?

00140. Even the finally impenitent, 
when damned, will not bo as thor 
ou^bly steeped in degradation and 
ssn ao they shall come to be during the 
circling soon* of tbe future.

। tbqrightcous when they enter heaven 
are presented pure and holy^ “ with­
out spot or wrinkle or any such 
thlpg,” before the throne, and yet 
progress eterually in holiness, ever 
approximating the moral perfection 
that ia found in God alone, even so 
th* lost are ever gravitating toward 
tbe lowest depth* of sin and of sin'* 
dark night *

When we say that man i* totally 
depraved, we mean, therefore, that 
thqro ia an utter absence of moral 
go^dneM; that the tendencies of his 
nature are downward — downward 
only, downward always. True, there 
ia jnuoh in mon to commend. Many 
an one ia well furnished with what 
man are pleased to stylo natural 
goodness. Men are, betimes, honest, 
truthful, law-abiding, and just in 
th»ir dealings with their fellow-men ; 
kind as husbands and fathers, gener­
ous and benevolent in their deeds, 
civil and courteous in all their rela­
tions with men ; and this in their un-
regenerate state.

On Friday morning, at the close ot 2 
the afternoon seMion, and when it J 
was customary to make announce­
ments, Senator Joseph K. Brown 
asked permission to read some resolu­
tions on the subject of divorce, not 
with the purpose of discuMing^hem, 
but in order to prepare the way^ jor 
tuture debate on the question. The 
presiding officer granted tbo necess­
ary leave, and entertained a motion 
from Senator Brown to make his res­
olutions tbe special order for four 
o'clock on Saturday afternoon. Ob­
jection was made to this motion, but 
Dr. Mell ruled that the objection came 
too late, and the motion to fix the 1 
special order was carried by a large 
majority. It is fair to state that the 
hour named waa selected on the 
ground that it was the only unoc­
cupied time left by tbe committee on 
the order of buafneu, and that a limit 
of three quarters ot an hour was 
made necessary by the previous ac 
lion of the* Convention in setting 
apart the topics for discussion on 
Saturday afternoon.

When tbe hour arrived for the con­
sideration of the divorce resolutions, 
itie writer moved to discharge tbe 
special order, which was defeated by 
a vole of 113 yeas to 133 nays, reveal 
ing the presence of loss than one-halt 
ot tbe delegatee. The motion to dis­
charge the special order was not de­
batable, and hence no explanation 
could be made at the time as to the 
position ot the minority. Senator 
Brow® was entitled ’to tbe floor, and 
be proceeded to discuss the resole 

, tious, which declared in effect that it 
, was the sense of this Convention 
! that adultery is the only scriptual 
, gromd tor total divorce, and that it 

is not lawful for a Baptist minister to 
‘ join in marriage any divorced person 

having a living husband or wife 
' divorced for any other cause than 
’ adultery. The Senator consumed 
' tbe time allotted for tbe discussion ol 
‘ his resolutions, and there waa again 

no opportunity to explain tbe position

The remarks of Dr. Furman and 
Judge Stewart plainly revealed a 

> wide divergence in views upon the 
■ subject of divorce, and that tbe pre 
' vions action of tbe Convention conid 
’ not bind tbo consciences of brethren 
’ who did not agree with Senator 

Browers resolutions. It was speedily 
’ and wisely decided to reconsider toe 

action ot the Convention, and an op­
portunity was given ior tbe statement 
ol divergent vi«wa

It waa contended on the one hand 
that the Convention was not organ- 
ized for the discussion of such ques­
tions; that its action could not bind

discussion. On cho finsl vote, the 
Convention stood 196 yeas to 92 
nays upon the motion to table the reso­
lutions of Senator Brown, and thus 
was needed a remarkable episode in 
the history ot tbe Southern Baptmts. 
As a precedent in keeping out simi­
lar resolutions hereafter, we think 
the final action of the convention will 
prove to bo wholesome, aa it is assur­
edly conclusive against tbe idea that 
such a body can legislate upon moral 
questions.—Baptist Couritr.

Many animals are black, others 
central in color. Borne fish are pro­
vided with boring-taib, no that they 
can burrow in the mud. The surface 
of the submarine mountain is covered 
with shells, like an ordinary seabeach, 
showing tuat it is (.be easing house of 
the vast shoals of carnivorous ani­
mals. A cod-fish takes a whole 
oyster into its mouth, cracks the 
shell, digests the meat, and spits out 
the rest Crabs crack the shells and ' 
suck out the meat. In this way 
come whole mounds of shells that are 1 
dredged up. Not a fish bone has . 
ever been dredged up. A piece ot , 
wood may be dredged up, but it ii ■ 
honeycombed by the boring shell fish 
and falls to pieces at the touch of the 
band. This shows what destruction 
is constantly going on in these 
depths. If a ship sinks at aea with • 
all on board, it will be eaten by fish, 
with the exception of the metal, and 
that will corrode and disappear. . 
Not a bone ol a human body will re- f 
main after a few days. It is a oon- 
stant display of the law of the sur 
rival of the fittest.

In the majority of 
i these cases the injury has proved to 
■ be a severe strain through the loina 
1 or the muscles of the upper part of 
l the thigh and the region of the groin, 
■ accompanied with swellings and 
t severe pains in the latter region.

For women and girls especially 1 
> consider it a dangerous pastime. If 
i one were to make it the.business of a 
- life-time to walk on roller skates, no 
I doubt his or her muscles and joints 
• would become use to it, and eventual­

ly suffer no harm. But there is 
much danger, and there are many 
chances that before they would have 
arrived at this immunity from barm, 

’ they would meet with many serious 
aopidenu and permanent injuries. 
It is a moat dangenous form ef 

’ amusement, and the sooner the orsae 
1 subsides the better.” u.

Buch an expression of option from 
' so able a man in his profession would 

seem conclusive, but I heard others 
’ speak even more strongly. Yon have 

all noticed the fine, flour-like dust 
1 which covers the floor of the rink 
‘ and floats in the air. Under the 

microeoope, this dust proves to be 
minute splinters of the floor boarda 
When yoa think how painful a splin­
ter in your hand is, you can easily 
imagine the effect of theev particles 
upon the delicate structure of yoar 
lungs. Dr. Montrose Pallin said, 
concerning this: “ My chief objec­
tion to roller-skating is the fact that 
the rinks are always under cover, the 
atmosphere is confined, the air ia fall 
of an impalpable dost consisting of 
fine particles of wood fibre, which 
are detached from the floor by the 
constant friction of the rollers of the 
skates. The evil effects of breathing 
an atmosphere consisting of devital 
ited air, freighted with maplewood 
splinters, can be imagined. The ex­
ertion of skating opens the lungs, 
and causes prolonged inspirations 
In the open air, where these inspira­
tions fill the lungs with pure air, the 
effect is moat healthful. In the skat­
ing rinks, where the air is confined, 
and each breath is simply drawing 
into the lungs air which has already 
been breathed and rebroatbed, ac­
companied by wood-fibre and other 
impurities, lung and throat troubles 
are the inevitable result”
