Wsrklsi Oss'* Way TbrM|k Callas*.

It ia a common remark now-a days 
that poverty need not keep any 
healthy boy from getting a college 
education. Thia sound* well and is 
true enough; but *o vague a state, 
ment can give little annranoe to the 
pennileu youth who ia beaitating to 
attempt a college course because be 
baa no definite idea how to pay hi* 
way. A few facts from tbe experi­
ence of one now working bis way 
through college may be interesting to 
some readers of The Examiner.

What are the expense* to be met ? 
Most Eastern ooilege* give such re­
daction* to poor student* that the ex­
pense* peculiar to college is very 
small. The main coel is for books, 
food, clothes, and fnel. Tao price of 
these will of course vary with oir- 
camstancoa. The writer, although 
living in a city, has found that 8250 
will carry him comfortably through 
the college year; and he knows many 
student* who spend no more.

How shall these expenses be met ? 
Let the writer give bis own experi­
ence. Two years ago he camo to 
college with sixty dollars. After 
furnishing half oi a room and buying 
a tew necessaries, be bad enough 
money left to pay bi* board in a 
cheap club fw about twelve weeks. 
He at once began to look for work. 
He made a few dollar* by taking 
orders lor coal among tbe students ' 
bat found no steady employment until 
hi* capital was almost gone, when 
ho got work in tbe mailing room ol 
an evening paper. With this work, 
which paid bis board bill, he managed 
to get along for a few months until 
be obtained a position on the mailing 
corps of a morning paper. The wagon 
boro were sufficient to pay all bis ex 
pensoa for tbe rest of the college

Tbe work, however, was seVere, 
requiring him to rise at half-past two 
and work more hours than ha could 
well spare from study. He was 
therefore glad to drop it the next 
year and become ooilege correspon­
dent for the paper, and provision- 
buyer for the club in wnicb ho bad 
been boarding. The income from 
the two positions, together with the 
coal buBinesa and what ho can make 

1 daring tho summer vacation, meet all 
his expenses and leave plenty ot limo 
tor study. Tn is is no uxeeptional 
case. It i* only a specimen ot what 
college Btudenu are doing continually. 
To enumerate all tho torms of work 
in which they engage would be tedi­
ous; a few will servos* illustrations.

The writer knowa two studonto 
who aro scx'.ons of small churches.

Amid the literary atmosphere at 
college some student* develop a talent 
for writing before unsuspected, and 
earn considerable money with the 
pen. A cousin of tho writer paid a 
large part of tbe expense of his Sen­
ior year by contributing storie* to 
papers and magazine*. Other 
student*, as ba* been hinted, write 
college note* tor local papers, or get 
occasional work a* special reporters. 
A few student* even attain to tbe 
dignity of miniaton, and preach tbqir 
way through college. In the suburbs 
of a city are many small churches or 
mission station* which, in the lack of 
a pastor, are glad to Moure the serv­
ice* of college student*. To preach 
while at dying is a severe strain. 
Some Professors unconditionally con­
demn tbe practice. But much de­
pends upon tho man. The writer 
can call to mind seven or eight 
student* who preach more or le*«, do 
excellent work in their studies, and 
yet suffer no apparent injury to their 
health. A classmate to tbe writer 
ha* preached almost every Sunday 
since coming to college; be is in 
robnat health and leads hi* claa*. 
Tho summer vacation affords a 
chance to lay up money tor tbe next 
year. Some student* have marvel 
ou8 bucoom canvassing for books or 
maps. Many servo a* waiters at the 
mountains or seashore. Others by 
farm work store up. if not much gold, 
a large stock of health and vigor tor 
the next year's struggle.

The above are a few of tho ways in 
which college student* at the present 
timo aro wholly or partly paying tbe 
coat ot their oouotion. Much of tbe 
work mentioned ia posaible only in a 
city ; but there are corresponding ad­
vantage* at a college situated in a vil 
lage. In any case those examples aro 
useful mainly a* illustration* of what 
cAn bo done by energy and pluck. An 
intelligent and enterprising young 
man will find new kind* of work if 
none ot those mentioned are open to 

, him. Tho old saying is still true,
