In reply to the statemonts made in 
our laat article, it it <asy to say, tbat 
it is not the theory of Baptists to join 
the church first, and prepare for it 
afterwards. Certainly not; and I 
with it could be said that it ia never 
tbeir practice; but stern facta forbid 
any Boob a**ertion. While it is true 

church ia, in theory, a

John made the significant reply, that 
they were “food for powder," and 
would “fill a pitas well a* better." 
It seems tbat our vast and unwieldy 
host* will do to fill “ minute* " with, 
a* well a* better, and that the printer 
find* it juat a* profitable to print a 
statistical table of “dead head*” as 
to print a table repreeenting only our 
actual effective strength.

What proportion of our member­
ship ever give anything to our South­
ern Baptist Theological Seminary? 
Wbat proportion of them are sub- 
ecribing to any religious paper? How 
many have never been reached by 
any “ agency ” whatever? The truth 
is, that, to any observing mind among 
us, there are few thoughts more ap­
palling than this of our vast, un­
wieldy, undisciplined, nnawakened 
numbers.

But the looseness of discipline in 
our churches does not proceed alto­
gether from a mere over-estimate of 
the value of numbers. An erroneous 
view of the nature and end of church 
discipline has an evident and power 
ful influence in tbe matter, The very 
terms commonly applied—and, when 
rightly interpreted, properly applied 
—to the act of a oburch when it re­
lieve* itself of a disorderly member, 
are so generally mieinterpreted^as to 
mislead our people, and to introduce 
among them a very indefinite and 
confused idea of tbe whole general 
subject. “Exclusion," “expulsion,” 
“ excommunication," are all harsh- 
founding terms. Tbe second of these 
terms ought, perhap,, not to be used 
av all ; and the third savors too much 
of Roman Catholicism to be very ac­
ceptable to an average Baptist, t bough 
strictly speaking, it expresses pretty 
accurately tbe thing tbat ia done 
when a member is gotten rid of by 
tbe action of tbe church on any 
charge of disorderly conduct.

Evon the term “exclusion" ia not 
entirely free from ambiguity; for it 
seems to involve tbe ideaot “shutting

manifest in shaping afid directing h 
destiny.

Before passing to tbe application 
of these facte, it may be observed in 
the language of Dr. Miiman, in his 
“ History of tbe Jews." After hav­
ing thoroughly canvassed the char­
acter end iwt-n^insl dimentioos of 
Wn*M, and the widely extended in­
fluence ot bia legislative wisdom £*“* 
political sagacity, he ••T* ■' * Tho 
Hebrew law-giver baa exercised a 
more extensive and permanent influ­
ence over the destinies of man than 
any other individual in the annals of 
the world."

History, sacred and profane, richly 
abounds in examples of this remark­
able character; tbe simple mention 
of one other of the most prominent 
and illustrious will be enough for our 
present purpose. When the ignor­
ance and superstition of the “ Dark 
ages," with the horrible cruelties 
engendered and perpetrated during 
that long night of the world’s bis- 
tory, could no longer be endured, 
and the time had fully oomefor the Re­
formation, the man for tne occasion 
was found in tbe person ol Martin 
Luther, whose wonderful endow­
ments, long and careful training, 
fitted him in a pre-eminent degree 
for tho tremendous and far reaching 
work, which the hand of God so 
plainly indicated ho bad been called to 
perform. Rev. Hollis Read thus epi 
tomises tbe matter: “Martin Lu­
ther stands tbe second of tbe world b 
three mightics — Moses tbe first, 
the third is yet to come—and may 
oome when the church has reached 
her next grand climacteric When 
God shall arise to deliver her from 
that low spiritual prostration-from 
the dismal night, though we trnst 
short, tbat shall precede bar millet- 
nisl d»y. ’« have no fear that God will 
not raise up another, yea, more than anot^r Luther, who shall be equal 
to tbe emergency-

Tbe zealous adherents of a religious 
hierarchy have ever found it best for 
tbeir cause to oppose the education 
ot tho masses—but tbe enlightened 
and advanced sentiment has become 
so universal and ao powerful tbat the 
thunders of the Vatican have ceased 
to atari le and alarm any considerable 
portion ot the world, for oven in that 
very hierarchy many are crying out 
for “more light"—struggling for 
freedom of thought and action ; and

broken off, tbe dark and gloomy cur­
tains uplifted, ail people free, and 
popular education everywhere oom 
mended, and surely this is a oonsum 
mation for wbioh all should-most de­
voutly pray.

In the commendable efforts now 
being made for tbe attainment of thia 
glorious triumph of light over dark­
ness, prosperity over adversity, truth 
over falsehood, and life over death, no 
class ( t people are doing a grander 
work cr deserve more credit than 
teachers. They are a noble band of 
men and women, laboring zealously 
and faithfully for humanity’s sake, 
and they should be assured of our 
cordial sympathy and encouragement, 
that they may .wisely and prudently 
train those committed to their care, 
tbat we may have herein this great 
country of our«, a nation of cultured 
m< n and women, folly realising all the 
obligations of eitisonship, and nobly 
doing their part to make this the 
happy people whose God is the Lx>rd.

Aa a good deal is being said in tbe 
public journals of our city, from tbe 
pulpit*, and elsewhere, as to tbe rela 
tion* of secular and religious learning; 
or, rather, as to tbe legitimate spheres 
of popular and denominational 
Bobools. It may not be improper, in 
bringing tbeee observ*tions to a close, 
to notioe that subject briefly. Relig­
ious or denominational training with­
out secular or popular learning too 
often leads to narrowness, bigotry 
and intolerance, as ths history ot the 
post abundantly shows. Both relig­
ious and secular training, however, 
have their proper pfoore, nor should

If this remark is not en 
lively true, it would give me very 
great pleasure to be convinced of my 
error ; but if it be true, then it de 
serves tbe moat serious consideration 
from every Baptist—preacher or not

The conversation showed 
that the man was utterly ignorant of 
the subject of conversion, and tbat 
his views of religious truth were in a 
most chaotic state. In short, be evi­
dently knew nothing about what was 
involved in a profession of religion. 
The preacher told him that be ought 
not to join tbe church just yet; and 
advised him to wait awhile, and get 
more instruction about tho matter. 
“ Very well," said tho man ; “ but i’ll 
join tbe Free Masons."

Now this man had evidently got it 
into bis head somehow that it was

tant, for him to "jpin" tomelMng, 
though be seems to have thought tbat 
there was no very material difference 
between the several societies ol 
whose existence bo knew, but of 
wboee principles be was ignorant.

It ia a very sad reflection, that 
there are people who will laugh at 
this man’s ignorance, and yet will fol­
low Mt example. And yet bow many 
members ot Baptist churches there 
ere ail over the land, who have evi­
dently gone into the church without 
any adequate view of the nature and 
extent ot the duties and the reeponsi 
billties which are involved in church 
membership? If a long church roll 
were any evidence of < fficienoy, or it 
large numbers were indicative of 
largo grace*, it would be easy to un 
derstand this all prevailing anxiety 
for numbers , but where it u perfect 
ly clear to tbe dullest apprehension 
among us, that such is not the cane, it 
must be confessed that this wild de­
sire for counting up our hosts ia too 
highly suggestive of David’s sad sin 
in numbering Israel. Who, where, 
and of wkat va hit are the multitudinous 
hosts of Baptists tbat wo put into the 
statistical tables ot our various asso­
ciations and conventions in tbe 
bounds of our Southern Baptist Con­
vention? Of a tearfully largo pro­
portion, I fear we must answer tbat 
they are “ dead headstbat they 
are on paper, and that they will do to

They are coming. Tbe songs of 
ths Senior birds are rolling over the 
hills.

They have gained strength intellec­
tually—they have become more con­
firmed in character—they have some­
what formulated I their religions 
creeds. They take a higher place 
than tbe one they left, when they 
matriculated at college. They will 
be felt. They will revolutionise 
home-government—they will in­
troduce now customs into society 
—they will add new life to social 
affaire. They think they see wbat 
ought to bo done and 'with fearless­
ness, they will attempt a reformation 
in many things, and it would be 
well for them to bo apprised 
in advance, that they will meet 
with much opposition, and bo 
severely criticised, and in many in­
stances will be mortified with the 
consciousnes* of having made a meet

Give them work in the Sunday-school, 
prayer-meeting and church, A class 
in Sunday-school would save some of 
them from afar off—loading in prayer 
would keep some of them quite hum­
ble—serving on a committee to buy a 
stove for the church, or repair tbe 
bouse of worship, or ornament tbe 
grounds would identify some of them 
with tbeir father's old “meeting 
touso." Employ them in visiting tbe 
sick, carrying supplies to the poor, 
Encourage them in making literary, 
temperance, agricultural and relig­
ious addresses—appoint them if neo- 
emary these services—and then 
speak as favorably aa possible of tbe 
effort.
