There are *ome things which are 
self evident to all who admit the 
truth of Curiitianity. Amqng them 
are, that God's Word is as unchange 
able a* ho,—not varying With tbe 
times nor changing with the seasons, 
snd that be is, an atmolato sovereign. 
If be cboo*e* to explain hi* reasons, 
ws must bo grateful; if he does not, 
the obligation ion us to obey; is none 
the les* binding. All we have a right . 
to**k is, “what did he sat?" To 
ssk, “why did he say it?” is pre­
sumption. Imagine a subaltern say­
ing W his general on the battlefield— 
“ why do you give me this order 1 I 
must understand and approve yonr 
reasons befor* obeying it.? There 
wist be no question of expediency, 
or of your own desires or interest*, 
when God ooipmands. “ T&u* *a>tb 
ib* Lord ” most be an end to all c >n 

-troversy and Jo all hesitation. Con 
Mquence* must bo left in bi* bands. 
It will not dojto say, “ I cad not sue 
esed, 1 can ndt live,” still less “ I c«n 
act bo happy! unless 1 disobey" tbo 
hast ol the command mon|*. Your 
success, y curt life, and your bappi 
new, are Go4 * business, nbt yours. 
You are med Hing with wbat docs 
not belong to>you whenever you stop 
to consider wbat effect his commands 

j will have oh these things. Your 
’ duty is simple, unquestioning obed­

ience to ev^ry, “ Thus with the 
Lord." “ Fear God and Xeop his 
eommandmente, for this is *ho whole 
duly of man."

THE OBEDIENCE OT ABRAHAM.
What an example for alt time we 

have in the grand obedient?ot Abra­
ham. Thore was no doubt >bout tbe 
command, no possibility of mistake 
in the order io sacrifice bi| son, his 
only son, Itaao. Think oi tbe un­
swerving faith which want back of 
Abraham's rradinert to obey that 
command. God zoomed to dontradict 
hisown promise, “in Isaac shall thy 
•sod be called!" In tbe epistle to the 
Hebrew* wo are given a glimpse into 
Abraham’s thought* as ho took that 
■Mmorablo jobrney to tbo mountain, 
Mid it i* precious a* a revelation of 
th* character of him who wa* called 
“ the friend of God.”

Going to hi* awful task,<Abrabam 
i* not thinking of bis owh grief, of 
th. Io cell no** of bi* old ago, or of 
th. horror knd anguish bf Sarah 
when bo .ball tell her Of Isaac’s 
dsatb. If ever a man was justifiable 
is thinking of himself, or excusable 
ior hesitating to obey, thed was the 
time. Ho did not wait to reconcile 
the seeming conflict between tbo 
promise and tbo command. That 
would have b»en to sit in .judgment 
•pouGod. Abraham obeyed prompt

were the father’s tboughtb, we are 
told in Hebrews—ah! what faith waa 
there! He bad never beard ot one’s 
being raised from the dead—but 
God s power waa infinite. An un­
heard of miracle Abraham oould 
easily believe would bo worked, but 
that God’s promise should fail, he 
oould not believe.

Tax MBANINO OF THU TBXT.
And now with these self-evident 

truths laid down, and Abraham aa an 
example before ns, let u* consider 
the text, asking the only question we 
ought to aak—“ what hath God said?”

“Bo not unequally yoked together 
with unbelievers.” There is refer­
ence to the command in Deuteron 
omy which forbade an Israelite to 
Yoke together an ox and an aaa. 
They were the animals most ussd in 
farm work and which would bo most 
liable to be yoked together. The one 
waa a clean animal, under the law, 
and the other unclean. This com­
mand might bear hard on the poor 
farmers. If one ot bis oxen bad 
been injuried in the busy season, it 
might be a great inconvenience and 
a serious loss to him not to be allow­
ed to harness an ox and an ass to­
gether /or work in the fiolda Wha’ 
possible barm it oould do, the farmer 
might not be able to see. Then wby, 
be might ask, should God, who oare* 
so for the poor, give a command 
which would bear often hard on them 
and not so on the rich with their 
many yokes of oxen? But there 
■the command stood, requiring obe 
dienoe, and to it the apostle make* 
reference in the text.

Tbe idea held forth, is that believ 
era and unbelievers are distinct and 
separate species. All through tbe 
B.ble, thia distinction is sharply and 
clearly made. No matter bow ami 
able or honorable an unbeliever may 
be, be is a child ol sin, a child of the 
devil, an enemy of God, a goat to 
be driven away at last, snd one who 
is condemned already. Tbo Bible 
knows no middle class. Theije are 
to be different degrees of punishment

There may be a sort of faith 
without obedience) for tbo devils be­
lieve and tremble, yet do not obey. 
But there oan be no obedience with­
out faith, though it be only the slave s 
faith m the power and purpose of the 
master to punish. It is therefore the 
unbelieving a*d disobedient with 
whom. Christians must not be yoked.

Let us next inquire what the 
Holy Spirit meant by the words 
"unequally yoked together," with 
an earnest desire to dojoet what he 
requires without any sflbrt to explain
away the words or give reasons why 
we oan not obey him. Let us not

about when be gave us these oom- 
mauds, and it in ours simply to learn 
and to do what be has directed, leav­
ing results to him- It is but one 
word in the Greek which we trans, 
late “unequally yoked together," 
and it occurs only in this passage 
The moaning is “unequally yoked 
together," so that progress in the 
right way will be hindered. And 
the command forbids any alliance 
which will be in the way ot our spir­
itual growth and progress. We must 
consider God first of ail in every re­
lation of life, which wo choose for 
ourselves. We can not' decide in 
reference to who shall be our fathers, 
mothers, brothers, and sisters, bht 
we can and mnst see to it that these 
i elationsbipe do not hinder our obe- 
dienoe to Const. “ If any man oom- 
otb unto me and hateth not bia fa­
ther, and mother, and wife, and chil­
dren, and brethren, and sisters, yea,

the lost, there is, even in this world, 
agreatgulf.

sight of It is the grandest cruelty 
to the unconverted to allow them to 
forget the groat gulf between them 
and the saved. It loads thorn to lose 
sight of tbo vital importance of a 
change of heart. Si sure as the 
church grows worldly, so sure does 
tbo world begin to think that rogon 
oration is a small matter, that a 
decorous walk is all that is necessary, 
and that God is loo merciful to bo, 
hard on a man wbo ba* been guilty 
of no daring sin or crime. •

Never forgot, novor allow others 
to forget, that saint* and sinners are 
distinct species, incapable of amalga 
mation. L"t the line be drawn 
sharply. This docs not moan that 
we should set ourselves up asjiolier 
than other*; very far is it from 
thanking God in a Pharisaical spirit 
that wo are not like other men. It 
is rather like a man, himself rescued 
from gfcat peril, striving to rescue 
Others! 1 have seen it in tbo paper* 
that a Spaniard ha* discovered a 
method of inoculation, which gives 
perfect security a.-amst cholera. 
Suppose that dread dieease was rag­
ing in it* fell fury in this city and 
you had been inoculated and were 
sate from all danger; would you be 
proud of the gulf between yon and 
those who wore in peril? Would 
your continually reminding them of 
tbeir danger and urging them to ac­
cept the remedy which bad saved 
you—would this be any proof of phar 
isaism on your part? Would yonr 
novor making any allusion to the 

. remedy bo Ay proof of love and con­
sideration for them? Would it not 
rather be proof of criminal inhuman­
ity?

NO ALLIANCE WITH VNBXLIBVBBS.
“ Be not unequally yoked together 

with unbelievers,” not merely infidels 
or heathen, but unbe/ievert. Tne 
command in Deuteronomy is not 
against yoking an ox with a lion or 
a tiger or any wild beast, but against 
thus joining in work an ox with a

THS COMMAND IS BXCEED1XOLY BROAD.
But in our marriage, our business 

rela'ipn*, and our intimate friend- 
ships1 wo are free to choose, and 
therefore for those choices we are re- 
sponsible. In those things we mnst 
not for a moment forget our obliga­
tion to make our pleasure and our 
worldly suc-jcm entirely subordinate 
to God's glory. The text does not 
refer specially to marriage, as is so 
often taken lor granted, in quoting 
tbo passage. It refers to all connec­
tions and relationships ip the world 
and to marriage only as one of these 
connections. But it is one, and one 
of transcendent importance, because 
of its intimacy and because it is for 
life. Every Christian should decide 
the question of marriage with an eye 
tingle to God's glory. Will I be more 
useful, more Christ like in character, 
more separate from the world and 
more devoted to God by marrying 
this person than by marrying some 
other, or by remaining single? This 
is first of all, and above all. God 
will not bo made a secondary con 
sideration. 1 bave not time, and the 
rigut^treatment of this text does not 
require that I should dwell upon this 
point; but 1 will say that many, es­
pecially Christian women, have suf­
fered in themselves and in their chil­
dren by reason oi tbpir disloyally 'o 
Ged in the matter ot marriage. Ex 
cuso my saying that Cnri»t>an wo 
mon, as a rule, more recklessly dis­
obey this command than du Cari.tmn 
men. Thoughtful mon, though they 
are unbel'ovors, know how largely 
their reverence for their mothers is 
based on the piety of those mothers 
and they desire their sous to grow 
up with similar reverence. The 
thought of a godless mother is revolt­
ing to us all, and mon who care tor 
the character ot their sons will not 
lightly expose them to the danger of 
having godless mothers by marrying 
women wbo are ungodly in tbu vague 
hope that they may be converted 
afterwards.

The commandment, however, re 
fora to all working together in any 
relation into which sin enters, or 
wbioh hinders the Christian's growth 
in grace or usefulness in the king 
dom of God. It forbids all business 
connections which lead to violations 
of our Lord's commands. A Chris 
tian must not enter in partnership in 
a business which involves any disbon 
esty, or trickery, or gambling. It is 
not enough that he is not directly re 
sponsible for the sin, or that be does 
not do it himself and can not prevent 
others doing it. It he profits by the 
iniquity he is guilty. He must not 
be unequally yoked together with 
unbeliever* thus, be should come out

any corporation wtioh disregards the 
Sabbath. One of ourgreatoet preach- 
era baa said—* if any busi net* lead* 
to the neoe*sary violation of tbe Sab 
bath, then the case is plain. A 
Christian is to have no fellowship 
with such unfruitful work* of dark 
nes*, but is rather to reprove them.” 
Do you aay in amazement “ Thia is 
too hard? In these day* of corpora 
tions and partnerships, who oan 
avoid feeing yoWd tbu* with unbe­
lievers?" Did I not tell you at tbe 
beginning that th* churcbe* have bo 
coma ao worldly that many profess 
ing Otarfatiana stand aghast before 
the plain teaching of God's Word? 
Do you rapport God changes bis law 
one Jot or little because of the com­
mercial transactions of the nine- 
teenth century ? “ Como ye out 
from among them aod bo ye separate, 
saith tbe Lord, and loach no unclean 
thing, and I will receive you, and 
will be a Father unto you, and ye 
shall be to me eons and daughters, 
saith tbe Lord Almighty " (2 Cor. 
6:17, 18.) Can any human being 
mock God by refusing to obey this 
command and yet hope that God will 
be a Father to him while he persist* 
in such refusal ?

OBJECTION.
It may be objected that withdraw­

ing from every alliance which in 
■voire* dishonest dealing or tbe vio­
lation of any of God’* commands 
might result in financial ruin. W bat 
of that? In > few years financial 
suooert or ruin will be a matter of no 
conMqaenoe to you, my friend, and 
as yon. stand before the Judgment 
Bur, no one will ask now much 
money yon made in life; the one 
question then will be, and it is a 
question of vital and everlasting -x>n- 
cennt undmentsWSWW O?trtT 

Christians do not obey this require­
ment What of that? You aro not 
to be judged by tbe conduct of Chris­
tians, but by the Word of God. But 
it does not involve financial ruin to 
maintain a good conscience before 
v-od. William E. Dodge, wbo began 
life poor and at his recent death left 
an estate worth several millions of 
dollars, refused to own stock in a 
railroad which ran trains on Bunday, 
setting a notable example, which all 
can follow, if they will.

It is true that but tor the support 
of professed Christians many ot tbe 
worst evils in our lends would not be 
sustained. Suppose all who wear 
Christ'* name refused to be indenti- 
fiod with any businea* which involv 
ed tbe violation of Bible teaching- 
bow long till such business would 
oea»o? The terrible growth of 
worldlineM, tbe easy yeilding to be­
ing yoked together with unbeliever* 
which bus made .uch stride* in our 
churcho* in the last fitly year*, we* 
recently brought homo to mo quite 
sharply. 1 was reading in tbe Ex 
aminer u brief skotch ot a prominent 
Baptist merchant wbo had just died 
at a goad old age ib Albany, N. Y. 
When a young man bo came from 
Eoglind, intending to make bis home 
in Cleveland, O. Tbe stage from 
Now York City, reached Albany on 
Saturday evening, and bo stopped 
over Sunday. Tbore bo mot a friend 
who persuaded him to make Albany 
bis homo. This young business man, 
though hurrying through a strange 
country, would not travel on tbe 
Lord's day. On the very day tbi* 
article was published Dr. Link of 
lerod a resolution in tbo Southern 
Baptist Convention,changing the day 
of meeting from Wednesday to Fri­
day, because if tbo Convention ad­
journed on Saturday night, a* wm 
usual, the delegate* would travel on 
Sunday! And observe that the 
majority of the delegate* are pastors! 
Like people, like priest! When the 
Lord comes, will bo- find faith and 
obedience in the earth ?

It is tbe old story of Saul and the 
cattle spared for sacrifice. Our 
eburohe* are growing in members, 
wealth, education,‘and wbat is called 
Christian activity; but are we grow 
ing in earnest lovo for God's Word 
and faithful obedience to hi* oom 
manda? Will be comproroi*e with 
u*—bo much Christian activity for 
so much being yoked together in dis­
obedience with unbeliever*? Wo

together with unbeliever*.” Otari* 
tian* hava their yoke, and on be 
liever* have theirs. The one is tbe 
yoke of Chriat,—“ take my yoke 
upon youand the other ia the 
yoke of the world, the fieeo, and the 
devil; the yoke oi *elfi«bneM, of liv­
ing for pleasure, of money-loving; 
in brief, of making God’s command 
ments a secondary consideration, and 
of being indifferent to a plain “ thus 
saith the Lord." This interpretation 
covers much of tbe ground of the 
other, and it gone deeper in cutting 
away all conformity to tbe world. It 
ia tbe unbeliever's yoke a Christian 
wears when be baa any part or lot in 
any businea* or pleasure which in­
volve* sin. How often does the 
apostle enforce this command, and 
bow wicked a* well m absurd is it 
for Christiana to wear the yoke of 
unbo'ievcrsl

APPLICATION.
" Be not unequally yoked together 

with unbelievers.” Are you obeying 
this command, or are you ignoring it? 
If you bave violated it in tbe past, 
will you ask God to forgive you and 
to grant you grace to obey it in the 
future? Think you tbls will be bard? 
Religion never wm intended to be 
child's play. But it is hard only to 
tbe carnal nature, and O! tbe glori­
ous promise if you will do it 1 
“ Wherefore, come ye out from among 
them, and ba ye separatereaith the 
Lord, and touch no unoleanStbing; 
and I will receive yon and will be to 
you a Father, and ye shall ba to me 
sins and daughters, saith the Lord 
Almighty.” The infinite God risea 
up in.hia might and majesty aa he 
makea thia promise— lost any should 
fear tbe consequences to tbeir tem­
poral interests of obedience to thia 
command. Sona and daughters to 
the Lord Almighty I There oould be 
no grander promise than that, for 
time and for eternity—sons and 
daughters to tbe Lord Almighty! 
And may tbe. Holy Spirit carry home 
to every heart, ibe exhortation ol 
the apostle which follows: “ Hiving 
therefore Xbeaepromisee, beloved, let 
us cleanse ourselves from all defile­
ment of (hah and spirit, perfecting

But there ia a seriou* question 
which we must face. We bave mul 
tiplied converts, but not contribu­
tions. Are we raising up a ciaas of 
bard-heartod Christiana? la tbe 
lamentable fact referred to due to 
tbe indifference of the rich and oi 
tbe rank and file a* well? Tbeae are 
important queationa, and they de­
mand an all aufficient answer. They 
will be partly anawered when we ac­
cept tbe practice of proper giving. 
Tbia must be regulated by our in­
come. This proposition is simple. 
Yet it must be taught Christians 
often, laboriously, line upon line and 
precept upon precept.—R. S. Mc­

I was much interested in Dr. 
Hiden’s article on tbe sin against the 
Holy Spirit; all tbe more ao, per- 
hapa, because more than ten years ago 
I expressed, through tbe Western 
Recorder, substantially the same 
viewa held by him. Nothing in the 
New Toatament ia clearer to my mind 
than that tbe ape«ial ain against 
wbicb onr Lord warned bia bearers 
was a definite act of the mind and 
heart, and not a teriet of wo*. But 
I took up my pen to call speciaUat- 
teution to one passage to which Dr. 
Hiden makes reference, viz., 1 John 
G IG. “There is a sin unto death; I 
do not say that be shall pray for it." 
Two years ago, in an article on this 
question, in tbe Now York Examiner, 
1 think 1 showed bow the point of 
tbe apostle is generally missed. So 
far from authorizing a setting of our­
selves in judgment, and so deciding 
against our fellow in this particular 
direction m to refuse to pray for him, 
tbe apostle discountenances this very 
course.

The meaning is obscured by tbe 
u»o ot tbe word “ pray " to translate 
tbe Greek verb eroteeeee. Nowhere 
else in tbe New Testament is this 
verb used of th* prayer of man to 
God ! The verb (aiteuei'), rendered 
“shall ask ” in tbe first part of the 
verse, is expressive of such prayer. 
In hi* "Synonyms of tbe New Tos- 
lament," French very clearly show* 
tbe difference in tbe use of the two 
words in tbe New Testament. Th* 
latter is the Latin peto; tbe former 
is rogo, or eometimes (a* John 16 23) 
interrogo. French says interrogo is 
tbe only meaning of erotao in classi­
cal Greek, never there meaning to 
ask, but only to interrogate, to in­
quire. “ Like tbe Latin rogo, it im­
plies on tbe part ot the esker a cer­
tain equality, os of king with king 
(Luke 14.32), or if not equality 
familiarity with him from whom tbe 
gift or favor is sought, which, lends 
authority to tbe request" See Sy­
nonyms, page 196.

This verb (erotao) is found in tbo

Luke 4:38; John 1:19; 14:16; 16:23. 
The lait passage referred to admir­
ably shows the distinction between 
the two words: “ And in that day, ye 
shall ask me nothing. Verily, verily 
1 say unto you, whatsoever ye shall 
ssk of the Father in my name, he 
will give it you.” Here the distinc­
tion is entirely obscured in our trans­
lation. In the margin of the revised 
version an attempt (feeble enough) is 
made to bring out the distinction by 
rendering the first atk (eroteetete) 
“ shall ask no question." The second 
thall atk is aileeteete. The meaning 
ol the Ix>rd is this: “ When the 
Comforter, the Holy Spirit ot truth, 
shall have come in your hearts, in 
that day, you will have no need to 
interrogate me as to the meaning of 
my teaching, for he shall guide you 
into all truth." Tne next clause be­
gins the promise of an entirely new 
blessing, viz., the answer to prayer 
offered in the Savior's name.

Turning now to the clause in 1 
John 5 16, let us inquire into the 
apostle's meaning. Ol Ibis French 
says: “Tbo Christian intercessor 
for hi* brethren, St. John declares, 
shall not assume the authority which 
would be implied in miLsg rtguul 
for a sinner wbo bad sinned the sin 
unto death, whatever this may be, 
that it might be forgiven him."

It d not the purpose of the preeeat 
article to discuss, in any general way, 
the qpeetien as to the necessity of re 
pentsace. It ie sorely enough that 
God has commanded iL He now 
“oommandeth men everywhere to 
repent." “ RepenJ. and be converted, 
that your sine may bo blotted out." 
“Repent sod believe the gospel." 
Quotations might be greatly extend­
ed; but these are euflScient to show 
tbe drift of Scripture teaching. And 
as the Lord enjoins nothing upon 
men in hu unregonerate sUto that is 
not essential to his salvation—i. e., 
nothing that ranks among the funds 
mental requirements; it is clearly 
evident that repentance is an abeo 
lute neceMity. Oar meaning will 
becotqo clearer ae we advance.

Man is not only depraved by na­
ture ; bat as he comes to tbe years of 
personal accountability, be becomes a 
transgressor. Ho is not simply a 
negative sinner; be ia a positive 
transgressor. He not only departs 
from, be absolutely breaks over, tbe 
law—the divine safeguard that baa 
been thrown around tbe moral and 
spiritual well-being ot the race. Min, 
therefore, in heart and in life, stands 
condemned. Farther than this; sin 
not OQly degrades manhood and ex­
poses the soul to tbe fiery indignation 
of a sin-avenging God; dishonors 
Him, the authority of whose law it 
defies, just aa the parent is dishonor­
ed by resistance to parental author­
ity upon the fart of the child. And 
as sin has a two-fold relation, even so 
repentanoe has a two fold character, 
—what the old theologians denomi­
nate a legal and an evangelical. We 
are well aware that these terms have 
been objected to by some of tbe later 
theologians. But everything in tbe 
way of theological terminology has to 
be explained and interpreted to the 
popabir mind. Legal repentanoe 
may be just as acceptable to God as 
is evangelical, provided, by that term, 
we mean sorrow tor having trans 
grossed a right and just law. Bnt if 
it arise from fear of the consequences 
of Bini simply, it is of no value in tbe 
eight of God. Evangelical repent 
ance has respect to sin as against 
God.

A serious error is tbe sup 
position that a double set of flannels 
worn next tbe skin affords double 
protection. The fact is that in such 
a case tbe inner flannel absorbs all 
secretions and perspiration, which 
are there retained by the outer flan 
nel. An almost poultioe-like action 
is thus brought about, softening the 
skin and rendering it highly suscep­
tible to tbe slightest exposure. Over­
heated, ill ventilated rooms, and the 
sudden transition from these to tbe 
sharp outer air, are other avoidable 
predisposing causes of the disease.
