Here, in fact, is one of tbe reasons 
of tbe incarnation, or enflesbment oi 
Deity. J u«t because wo are more or 
loss swayed py our bodily organism*, 
it pleated tbo Father that in Jmub 
Christ, hi* Son, all the fulness of the 
Godhead shoukl dwell bodily, body­
wise. Tbe inoarnation career oi tbe 
Son of God i* Deity in sensible out­
flow and material manifestation. 
Tbe visible Jesus help* us to see tbe 
invisible Father. Herein, also, lies 
the meaning of the ordinance of bap­
tism and holy communion. Thesesre 
outward acts, palpable to the senses, 
and therefore have been appointed 
to help us, body-invested as we are, 
to grasp tbo spiritual truths which 
they visibly symbolize. Forms of 
worship, then, are necessary; but 
they are necessary merely as moans 
they are not themselves in any wise 
worship. Tbe great thing, then, is 
to use forms intelligently, conceiving 
them as being nothing more than 
aids to worship, mere ladders by 
which the soul may climb to her 
eternal habitation. For God is spir 
it; and, therefore, they that worship 
him «u«f worship in spirit and truth. 
Nevertbelees, we are still in the 
body; and, therefore, even spiritual 
worship must take on some kind of 
form or liturgy. Beware, then, of 
that pantheistic philosophy which, to 
use toe words of one ot ite moet dis 
tinguisbod champions, teaches that 
“ religion demand* no particular ac­
tions, forms, or modes of thought, 
man’s ploughing is as holy as bis 
praying, his daily bread as the smoke 
of his sacrifice*, bis home as sacred 
as bis temple; bis week dsy and his 
Sabbath are slike God’s day.” No, 
I believe in Sabbath days, and ser­
mons, and hymns, and prayer-meet­
ings, and tho sacraments of tbe 
church, and family worship and 
stated seasons of closet-prayer. 
Without these, I believe that true, 
personal godliness wonld speedily be 
swept away from the faoo of tbe 
earth. That royal thinker, of whom 
all Christendom is proud, your own 
Horace Bushnell, preached a sink 
ing sermon, entitled “ Routine Ob-

uiui um- ; wane mary,
with characteristic reverence, *at at 
the Lord’s feet, and listened to hi* 
word. Martha was doubtlea* a true 
disciple. She wished to do her Mas­
ter tne utmost honor. But her hos­
pitality was demonstrative and bust­
ling ; she waa “ cambered about much 
serving." Hence her querulous com­
plaint: “Lord, dost thou not care 
that my sister did leave me to serve 
alone? bid her therefore that she 
help me." But the Lord said to her, 
“ Martha, Martha, thou art anxious 
and troubled about maffy things; 
but one thing is needful; for Mary 
bath chosen the good part, wbiob 
shall not be taken away from her." 
it is a fine instance of Obriat's tak­
ing advantage of the possibilities oi 
words, gliding from tbeir lower to 
their higher meanings. It is as 
tbough he had said ; “ Martha, thou 
frottest too much in trying to serve 
me ; I do not need so many outward 
attentions; there I* one thing how­
ever, that is needful, it ia inward 
devotion to me ; and tbis ia tbe good 
part which M*ry has obosen ; the 
good, I say, not as against tho bad, 
but tho good as belter of tbe two 
good ways of serving me, and there­
fore Mary's part shall never be taken 
from her, for outward service is per­
ishable, bnt inward service is immor­
tal." Thus these two sisters stand as 
types of two religious tendencies. 
Martha's service was outward, Mary *

r«g*r<iaf a* practical apostac^^oS' 
faith on tbe part of most Christians, 
wrote a book in advocacy of tbe 
modern faith cure movement. Tbe

was devotional; Martha worshiped 
in tbo. outer court of tbo temple, 
Mary worshiped in the inner court. 
Ind Mary’s worship was the better. 
Not but that Martha's service is 
needed ; the bodily Jesus re appears, 
if I may say so, in the bodies ot bis 
people, and therefore be must still 
be entertained body wise; that is to 
say, wo must have our organizations, 
and societies, and conventions, and, 
if yen please, onr American Congress 
of churches. But such service is in 
ite very, nature more or leas complex 
and detracting. What we need i* 
lea* tumult and more calmness; leas 
business and more worship. Would 
God that our conception of worahip, 
and tbe architecture that would sure­
ly follow, were such that our sanctu 
anes, like the English cathedrals, 
could bo open the livelong day 
throughout tbe year!

This then, at least in part, ia the 
function of worship in promoting 
tbe growth of tbe church. Worship 
ia tbe mean* of awakening tne care 
Ices, restoring tbe penitent, voicing 
the thankful, comforting tbe sorrow-

brethren, confidently expecting the 
Lord to werk a miracle and heal 
him by faith. But alas, the telegrapn 
informs the world ho died in mid 
ocean, of afunctional disorder which 
might easily have been cured had he 
listened to the voioe of science and 
common sense. 1 submit that in his 
rejection of the means ot recovery 
he manifested not faith in hir Master, 
so much as unjustifiable presumption 
and practical unbelief. To demon 
strata my point it is neoessa-y only 
to read intelligently and interpret 
consistently God's promisee.

To justify the modern faith cure 
theory it is incumbent on ite Mdvo 
cates to show that the power con 
terred on the apostles and some other 
believer* at the establishment of 
Christianity has been transmitted to 
Christians of all time. It ia not a 
question of wbat God can do, but 
what God baa promised to do. It is 
no proof of want of faith in our God 
and his Christ to question that theory 
which affirms the perpetuity of mir 
aculous powers as the law ot the 
kingdom. Admitting that there are 
abiding promises of healing, the 
question arises whether the modern 
faith cures harmonize with those 
promises. Perhaps no passage is 
more frequently, or more confidently 
adduced in support of (he faitn cure - 
theory than J*mee5:14,15 : “ Is any 
among you sick? let him call for the 
eiders of the church; and let them

In life they 
were pilloried and scourged and 
murdered with every accessory of 
cruelty ; now they are *landered by 
men who bring to th* task a learn­
ing worthy a better cause. Wbat 
man, though he be a Baptist, would 
not defend the memory of his anoes- 
tor* from unjust reproach.

Th* 8tity ef Bsptlat History.

The anniversary of the Baptist 
Historical Society at Saratoga was a 
very pleasant meeting, if one may 
judge from the reports of it, and some 
witty impromptu addresses were de­
livered. But a* tbe annivershry ot 
tho Historical Society of a great de­
nomination it must be pronounced 
a mere farce. Not a paper was read 
or an address delivered that showed 
tbe result ot historical investigations 
during tbe year, and no report was 
rendered of any progress made by 
the Society. Tbe year, so far as ap 
pears from any report, was one of 
complete inactivity. Is it worth
while for a Society to live at this 
poor dying rate ?

The trouble dose not arise from 
lack of work for such a Society to 
do, nor from lack of workers. Aside 
from the Professors of History in 
our educational institutions, there 
are known to be a respectable num­
ber ot men wbo are engaged in ac 
tive researches into various periodr 
of Baptist history. Still, it is true 
that, ae a denomination, Baptists 
have taken and are taking loss inter­
est in their history than any other 
religious body that can bo named. 
Presbyterians, Methodists, and Epis­
copalians are publishing elaborate 
histories and able monographs, but 
there is an almost complete dearth of 
scholarly books on Baptist history.

One explanation ot this fact is 
doubtless to be found in the peculiar 
reliance on Scripture by Baptists, ' 
and their rejection of human prece ' 
dent. We say to the world that it is 
of no consequence what has been 
held in the past, that the only impor J 
tent question is, What says the Word * 
of God? And in saying this we say 
the truth. But one of the indispen­

In this region there are no wood*.

The people ♦ear garments heavily 
wadded with cotton during the win 
tar. The kang oan be easily hkated 
with a little straw and pine burs 
Thus they use very little wood. Wo 
burn ooal which costs about *10 per 
ton.

“ What animals have they 7 ”
The animals are, principally, men,

kang, or brick bed, upon which the 
wowen sit all day, and the whole 
latnily sleep during the night. Ot 
the1 poorer classes two families have 
but three rooms. These three rooms 
etasd in a row, in either end of which 
there is a family and a dog, while 
they nave a kitchen in common. 
Tbdr tables are ab >ut sixteen inches 
square and one foot high. It is 
placed on the kang, and they all 
gather around with ohop Htieks in 
band, and the one who can make the 
most noise by sucking the food into 
his mouth scows the greatest appre- 
oiavon ot the meal. Toe poor eat 
very little pork, bat all Chinese are 

great many mules, but most of them 
are small. Their horses are also 
email. The cows are very ugly, but 
they are made on the same general 
plan aa those in America. The sheep 
have broad, flat tails and a few have 
four large horns, either set of which 
seem to me to be enough ter suon 
sited sheep. Tne hogs are every one

Yoa a«ked about houses both in 
tows and ooun ry. There are no 
separate bouse* in the country. AU 
live in cities, towns and villagee, in 
order to protect themselves from nil 
enemies. But these villages, con­
taining almost ary number from 200 
or 300 up to 7,000 oi 8,000, are al­
most aa numerous aa farm houses in 
America. Ju the smaller villages 
every body has the same thing, that 
is, surname; in the larger ones, per­
haps thede are two or three family 
namea Where there is but one 
■bing, they are all related.

“ How do the fields and woods 
took? ”

I don’t suppose there ia a single 
fenoe in all China. If you had said 
bow do the patchct look, instead ot 
fields, your question could have been 
answered.
