England to put their hand* to the 
Bunday-school woik. William Fox 
was a deaoon of a Baptist church, 

I and so was William Brodie Gurney, 
tie founder of tbe London Bunday- 
schcol Union. We recall these facto 
with special thankfulness, and we 
would treasure up their history that 
it may stimulate us to a more ardent 
seal and a larger liberality. And if 
we would feel its stimulating influ 
ence, we must gather up for ourselves 
important facts in Baptist history, 
and rot depend on others to do it tor 
ua In bunday school history, bow 
little we know of William Fox, or 
William Brodie Gurney, compared 
with wbat we bave beard of Robert 
Raise*. The name* of all this hon­
ored three should be held in ever­
lasting remembrance.

In tbe first number of “ TAs Sun­
day tekod Repantary. ' or “ Ttachtr't 
Magazine," vol. 1, p 10, published in 
London, in 1813, in au account of 
tbo rise and prog res* of the, General 
Bunday school Society, the editor

society.” At the annual meeting of 
the London Sunday-school Union, 
tor the year ending May 1st, 1831, 
a plan was submitted for a Sunday 
school jubilee, to be celebrated Sup- 

< tember 14th, 1831, the anniversary 
of the birthday of Robert Raikes, 
the founder of Sunday school* At 
this meeting, Isaac Mann, pastor of 
ths BsptIsC- church at Mase Pond, 
London, said: “ He was glad to hear 
tbat a day was to be set apart in 
honor of th* memory of Raikes, a 
man whoso name could not be men­
tioned without feelings of gratitude 
to God. He rejoiced in the circum­
stance that R»ike* waa an Episco 
pahan, and be prayed God tbat there 
might be many such men connected 
with tbe establishment, which would 
then thrive and flourish under tbe 
blessing of God. He could not but 
have in his recollection tbe name of 
William Fox, who ranked among tbe 
first perrons in tbe establishment of 
Sunday schools. So far as dates oo- 
our in bis recollection, Fox and 
Raikes were ooeval in their labors; 
and while the one Mt forth tbe insli 
tution, trie other canght it up in bu 
arms, and fostered and cherished it 
by the devovon of bis life. It was 
not bi* busineM to make tbo motion, 
but be atibuld 1 k« to *ee Fvx and 
Raiko* beside <aoh other; and that 
in tbe proposed engraving they 
abould sbkke bands.”

Mr. Mann's address was followed 
by an address from Mr. W. Jones, 
Secretary of tbe Religious Tract So­
ciety, wbo said, “The gentleman 
who preceded him had united in tbe 
cause of Sunday schools tbe names 
of Raikes and Fox. Tbe fact wue, 
tbat when engaged in the cauae ol 
their blessed Master, they forgot tbe 
names by which they wore known 
among men. Christian people, in 
tbeir Tabors, seemed to resemble tears 
falling from many eyes; which it 
they were collected together, could 
by no process of analyxstion be again 
•operated so as to show which be­
longed to th* Churchman and which 
to tbe Dissenter, for they were pro­
duced by the same «pW» of love to 
immortal soul*." (8undayscbool 
Teacher’s Mags sine, London, June, 
1831, p 380.) .

This seems to have bean tbe only 
response at that meeting, to Jhe eng 
geation of Mr. Mann, that Fox and 
Raikea abould stand uaited in tbe 
proposed jubite* engraving.

Atthe celebration <M the Sunday- 
school jubilee, September 14th. 1831, 
Dr. K. A. Cox, pMtor of B*pl»t 
church, Hackney, London, Mid, 
speaking “on th* origin, prqgr***,

proximation, distinct, and yet united 
—and thus may Robert Ra(kes, the 
founder of the system, and William 
Fox. the founder of the society, be 
viewed asd celebrated a* a double 
star in the moral firmament, enlight­
ening and leading the way to Sun­
day-school institutions. I must ask 
then, of history to correct bis line, 
and inscribe on his tablet at once 
the names of Raikes and Fox; then 
add, that tbe meeting of this night, 
of teachers and promoters of Sun­
day school* baa given a new impulse 
to these institutions, while it ba* 
tended to elevate the motive, and 
that they are adapted to lead the 
present, ns well a* future generation*, 
to piety, glory, and immortality.”

Several speakers followed Dr Cox 
on thia occasion, but none of t^em 
seemed disposed to do honor to Wil­
liam Fox. And bad not Joseph 
Ivimey, in his life of William Fox, 
called tbe public attention to th* 
early and benevolent exertion* of 
this philanthropist, in connection 
with universal education, bis deeerv 
ing character might have been con­
signed to oblivion. The Bible teach­
es us to give, “ Honor to whom hon­
or" i* dpe- While, therefore, wo 
V6nd?tbVWay-W Mtarfirftarm 
tbe founder of Sunday schools, Wil 
l am Fox should be known to pos­
terity as being tbe originator of tbe 
first Sunday school society for nro 
moting universal, scriptural, gratui­
tous education. It was under hi* 
management, and at bis suggestion, 
that the first Sunday-robool society 
was formed. Joseph Ivimey, after 
associating Mr. Fox ,<with Howard 
Hanway, Thornton, and Granville 
Sharp, adds, " I am not aware that 
any consideration would bave in­
duced me to write tbe life of tbe late 
Mr. William Fox, but the persuasion 
that he was a benefactor to tbe world, 
by planting tbe acorn wbiob ba* pro­
duced, to speak figuratively, one of 
the finest oaks even oi British growth, 
and wbiob appears destined to be the 
glory and defense of our own native 
country, so long as ignorance and 
vice make it necesasary that tbe 
children of the poor should be taught 
to read and understand the Bible. 
When thinking of William Fox, as 
tbe oompanion of the noble band of 
pbi'ancbropists above named 1 fool a 
regard for bis memory approccbing 
to vehorat'on; and when contem­
plating him as a de»con of one of our 
London oburohes, and who shared 
tbe confidence and affection of ibe 
excellent Abraham Booth, 1 cherish 
an affection for bis name perbap* 
bordering on enthusiasm ; but when 
dwelling on tbe prominent features of 
his character, as tbe projector and 
chief agent in promoting a national 
and scriptural education, rising su­
perior to all personal friendships and 
sectarian feelings, tbe founder of tbe 
Suuday-scbool society, .1 am borne 
away with admiration and surprise; 
andwbilo I acknowledge the divine 
band which formed him for snob a 
work, I fee) strongly impelled to 
apply to bim wbat is recorded by the 
inspired evangelist respecting tbe 
benevolent Barnabas : " He was a 
good man, and full of the Holy 
Ghost;and much people was added 
to tbe Lord.”

Tbe view is filled 
with mountain ranges a* far as tbe 
eye can reach. The air is pure and 
balmy, and tbe soenes beautifully 
picturesque. Fayetteville is only 
about 24 miles from the Indian Ter­
ritory.

I have jut returned from tbe last 
service bold by tbe now famous 8am 
Jonea, in the great “ gospel tent ” in 
Murfreesboro, Tenn. Although it 
was raining hard, not less thfcn 5,000 
people assembled to hear the Georgia 
paragon. The revivalist was not at 
hie beat, but the service waa wonder­
ful and peculiar. It is no common 
eight to see congressmen, judges and 
lawyers leading penitent friends to 
the altar, nor to see the leading men 
of the community come forward in 
advance of women and children. 
Not leas than one hundred gave their 
bands, signifying their surrender to 
God and their intention ot joining 
the church of their choice. Two 
hundred had already, during the 
week, set the example. The service

In speaking of his trust in God’s 
providence, how delicate and beauti­
ful: “ I shall always (rust as long as 
I eee the lilies bloom and the ravens

about two hundred, who had a sec­
tion to themMlvea, sang alone while 
tbe whites came forward, and some 
of them shouted. And suoh ringing 1 
Theodore Thomas might covet for 
his orchestra the time, harmony, and 
spirit with which these untutored 
blacks rendered " Let us cheer tbe 
weary traveler." In one volume the 
holy song rolled over the vast con- 
gregation like the melodious cadence 
of distant thunder.

But be excels in humorous illustra­
tions, and this is another secret ot 
his drawing power. “ Don’t talk to 
me of leoognition in heaven, I want 
you to recognise me on earth, and 
when I get lo heaven and get my 
harp in my hand and my crown on 
my bead, and am sitting under the 
tree ot life, I don’t care whether you 
recognize me then or not* “If 
there'e a man on earth who thinks I 
don't love him, let him oome here 
and I'll hug him till he hallow, and 
if there is a woman who doubts 1 
love her let her come and I'll—I’ll 
make my wife bug her."

In speaking about one's waiting 
for fitness, before becoming religione, 
be used this illustration : “ There's 
a faller starving and here's a table 
richly spread. Tbe host says to the 
hungry man, ‘ Come on and eat.' *O, 
no,’ he repliee, ‘I'm not fitten, my 
bands aredirty.' * Well, here’s water, 
wash your hands.' * No, no, I’m not 
fitten to wash my hands.”' The 
gospel feast is spread and I ini lie 
you to oome and oat, and you say, 
“No, I'm not fitten," and 1 said, 
' Then oome and get fitten.' “ No, I 
aint filten to get fitten.”

These sayings and original illus­
trations might be recorded indefinite 
ly, for they arc remembered with 
peculiar vividness by all who bear 
him.

I shall leave, for more competent 
pens, the difficult task of justly criti­
cising tbe great preacher—at least 
this week. I may be somewhat in- 
fleeccod by what he said of those in 
Nashville, who began cho last day to 
criticise him. “ When I go a-fishing, 
1 sit with a good deal of patience 
until the terrapins begin to bite."

You may imagine my 
answer when I tell you 1 had asked 
Dr. J. M. Pendleton the same ques­
tion and saw him shake his head.

Mx. Jonea is 38 years old, about 5 
feet 8 inebee in height, haa brown 
hair and moustache, expreeeive dark 
eyoa, and a sallow complexion. He 
hasn't a commanding presence, and 
would not be erieoted from a crowd 
of men as a man of more than ordin­
ary character and ability. His voice 
is dear, somewhat melodious, and it 
doesn't westry the ear, though it ie 
heard an hour at three services a day 
for more than a week

Having been with Mr. Jones in his 
meetings at Knoxville and Murfrees­
boro, I am prepared to say that, 
while I dleeent from much of his doc­
trine and many of hie methode, 1 
have the utmost confidence in him, 
and believe him to be a great, good 
man, and a meet wonderful preacher.

To aay, as some are inclined to sky 
who have never heard him, that he 
is a “religious crank,” a “fanatic," 
or a " mountebank," is a tremendous 
reflection on the intelligence of Geor­
gia, Tennoasoe and Misaiaaippi, where 
he has received tbe enthneiaatic in- 
doraemant of the beat and wiseel men. 
Could a crank have 6,000 of tbe best 
dtizena nt Nashville lo come to hie 
tent morning (6 o'clock), noon and 
night, far over two weeks, and listen 
to him talk never lea* than an hour? 
Could a mountebank bring to re­
pentance, a* Mr. Jonea did in Mur- 
frees bore, the mayor and sheriff, five 
lawyers, and scores of other promin­
ent men? “ By their fruits ye shall 
know them." A judge told me thie 
evening that he did not believe there 
was a man in the U nited States who 
oould keep together so large a crowd 
for m long a time as Mr. Jonos did in 
Nash villa.

His manner is deliberate, sell-pos­
sessed and positive. This is one se­
cret of hi* power. As soon as he

Kimbrough.

Bro. Kit Williams, General Super­
intendent of Sunday-school work in 
North Texas, gave a general review 
of the work done during tho ten 
years prior to the one just past. He 
tells of the struggles of the pioneers 
in this work, the failures, the suc­
cesses. The work dm been slowly 
developed, but it is now a grand in­
stitution. Over 450 Sunday schools 
have been organized, and over half 
of them during tbe last two years oi 
tho ten. The report of the work of 
the iMt year will be given subso 
quontly.

W. R. Maxwell, General Superin­
tendent of the Sunday-school work in 
Southern and Western Texas, said 
his greatest difficulty was to raise 
money to pay the missionaries, and it 
was owing to tho scarcity of money 
in the State. The oolportage ieatare 
baa been added during tho last year. 
To help in chia work, tbe American 
BapUst Publication Society baa oon- 
tri outed *1,650 worth of booka, tracts 
and Blblea. About 250 Bibles and 
400 000 page* of tracts bavo been dis­
tributed. Thirty conversion* have 
been reported aa resulting from read­
ing these tracts.

Now the missionaries aro called out 
to give an account of Choir steward­
ship. They tell ua of their failures 
and their successes, their joys and 
their sorrows, tboir ups and their 
downs. They make us weep, they 
make us laugh, they make us serious, 
they fire us with zeal, they make us 
sad, they make us glad. A grand 
work has been done, and those men 
show by thoir sunburned faces as well 
as thoir reports, that they bave boon 
hard at work.

T. Hanks preached the annual eer- 
mon.

Wo are all happy over tho result, lor 
all regard tbe consolidation m a tore 
gone conclusion. Tbo only step loft 
to be taken is tbe ratification of tbe 
action of this convention by tho Gen­
eral Association, which meets next 
week at Ennis U aifiaation goes on 
grandly in Texas.

H*nl ie a sentence from a sermon 
by Hew. A. Blackburn to hie people 
last Sunday morning: "Wo are told 
that when a strong man ii lying on 
hie back asleep, if* yon plaoa a pound 
weight on fain cheat, he will imagine 
that tome one haa built a bouse oa

Those people are interesting by 
reaaos of tair reUgiou and social 
vagartbs. Celibacy and communism 
are thair most distinct outward foa 
turoa. They dwell,in village*, the 
men and women apart, each in a 
great family. Deacons administer 
all their temporalities. Each com­
munity has four ministers, two male 
and two female. Theologically they 
are UniterianA They believe that 
God is dual in nature, a mother as 
well aa a father, and that Christ was 
the same, and that bis second appear- 
anoe occurred in 1770, in the person 
of Mother Ann Lee. They accept 
the Scripture* as inspired, bnt repu­
diate the sacramenta,^ud the doc­
trine of the reourreotion of the body. 
They chose their name from tbe nu­
merous propheoiee of the Old Testa­
ment which express the divine threat 
ening* of “ shaking " things. The 
nearnea* of the millennial ora was the 
doctrine which called them into dis­
tinct existence, about a century and a 
half ago. They have four settlements 
in Ohio, a number in New York, and 
a few in various oth^ States, aggro 
gating between six and eight thou­
sand souls. Our visit was to their 
community in Warren county, Ohio, 
near Lebanon, where they own a 
tract of 4,590 acres of very choice 
land. They devote themselves al­
most exclusively to agricultural and 
pastoral pursuits. There are some 
excellent modern building* in “ Sha­
kertown, ” bnt the majority are plain, 
and ahow evidence* ot decay and 
neglect, and many of them ot com­
plete abandonment Entering the 
reception room of the viaitora’ build­
ing, they were met by “ Bister Mar­
garet," who might easily have been 
mistaken for either a Quakeress or a 
nun. Learning our mission, she sent 
“ Brother Peter " (Boyd) to ua, who, 
as one of the oldest inhabitants and 
elders, proved a very intelligent and 
aflable informant. Ho was strikingly 
patriarchal in appearance. Over six 
test and well proportioned, bi* four 
score year* left him robust and rud 
iy, hi* complexion contrasting beau 
til ally with his full snowy locks. 
There seemed no need of the seven 
foot staff which be carried. His 
broad brimmed bat remained on, in­
door* as mneb a* out He informed 
us that this settlement was instituted 
in 1805, and the following year his 
father and mother joined it As in 
all such esses, they no longer were 
known as husband ’'and wife, but 
lived apart respectively with the 
"brother*" and “■later*." In thoir 
rule* tor visitor* yon will read 
“ Married person* tarrying with u* 
overnight are respectfully notified 
that each sex must occupy separate 
sleeping apartments while they re­
main. This rule will not be departed 
from under any circumstances.” In 
conversation with " Brother Peter, ’ 
ho frankly confessed that be was a 
Shaker by rearing and not from 
cboioe. Wo asked : “ Would it not 
seem that tne theory of your religion 
is wrong, since if it were to become 
universal, the race would end ? " To 
this be replied with a significant 
smile, “ Yoa, but thore is no danger 
of it* becoming universal." "How 
are your numbers perpetuated, hav­
ing no marriages?" O, we adopt 
orphan children, and, besides, persons 
of every age join ua" " Do all who 
are reared among you adhere to the 
faith?” “ Nay, by no means. They 
often want to marry when they grow 
up, and wo permit it, bnt of course 
they must go ; wo * turn the rascals 
out;’ " and a jolly chuckle, decidedly 
secular, followed this sally of wit. 
“ Do you have missionaries to make 
converts to your Relief? ’ "Nay, 
not any more. It doesn't pay. Those 
who join us como mostly ol thairown 
■coord. Jt is the community feature 
that attracts them. For tho main part 
they are persons who have failed 
financially, and not being able to 
live as they once did, they prefer tho 
retirement and quiet of a good bomo 
here to tho struggle of more public 
life. Our numbers are not what they 
once were. There were more who 
joined us in tho Millerite excitement 
than over since. Wo once had about 
500 in this settlement. Now there 
aro only about 200. Bat it may 
build up again , we can not tell. My 
opinion is that there will always be 
Shaker* in the world, although they 
are now waning.” “ By taking per 
son* ae you do, 1 would think there 
was danger of yonr being impoeod 
on in tboee bard time*." " Yea, 
thore ia That is one oi our hardest 
problems, how 10 distinguish between 
the worthy and tbe unworthy. We 
do not accept all applicants, and 
when we discover that we have boon 
deceived we set tbe impoetor adrift 
again. Those applying servo a kind 
ot probation, sharing our labor and 
worship, still controlling their own 
property it they hove any, and keep­
ing it if they are dismioicd. If they 
prove satisfactory they are at tb* 
proper time received into full follow 
•hip, and thoir mean* are then 
merged into that of the oommuniw. 
But they meat *ottle up wiUi the 
world before we receive them.”

" Have they never any oootrel of

their property star that; nfotadivM- 
ualowMiMhipofanything?" "Nay,

ed, and doctored out of the common 
treasury, and beyond that he haa 
nothing and needs nothing.' O,some 
may have a little private puree, per­
haps, bnt of no consequence. The 
tin* was when we were not allowed 
to own a watch. But if a friend 
were to give you a watch, or you 
had one oa joining us, yon would be 
allowed to keep it now." “ You have 
no trouble, then, from extravagance, 
and following the fashioba of the 
day?” “ Tea, we have some difficulty 
with our young people. Shaker hu 
man nature ia the same as any other 
kind of- human nature. Tho young 
stere want to put on style and ape 
the fashions, and that is one thing 
that takes some of them away from 
oa But we are growing more len­
ient. For example, there once came 
up the question whether pne might 
carry a silver pencil. A brother 
owned one, and it was taken from 
him. But when they took it to e 
jeweler to learn its value, he said 
there wasn't enough silver about that 
to hurt any one, and so it was return­
ed to its owner. Since then such 
trifles have been permitted in a lim­
ited way." « What about the per­
sonal habits of your people as to the 
use of narcotics and intoxicants?"

’ " We use no stimulants except as 
medicine. Nor is tobacco allowed 
among the younger member*. * The 
aged are permitted to chew or emoke 

. moderately, if they had tho habit be­
fore they camo” “ I see you make 

। your own medicines by these advor- 
, tisomonU on the walls of “ Shaker

Bitters," and "Shaker Cough Cure." 
“Yea, we doctor ourselves except in 

, extreme casse, when we call a physi­
cian." “ Do you take any part in 
public or political life?"

Of tbe narrative and certain ’ 
other parts of the Bible, it is suffi- ' 
ciant to be able to give tbe substance. 
There ia next to no advantage in bo- 1 
ing able to repeat the precise word- 1 
ing. But, in other parts of tbe ! 
Bible, as, for example, the psalm, 1 
" The Lord ia my Shepherd,” the 1 
■piritual effect standi so closely en 
twined with the rhetorical structure 
that the foil power is felt only when 
the passage is given word for word. 
It would be well if there were pre- ( 
pared a volume of selections from t 
Scripture, especially impvrtant tc be । 
oommitteed to memory. In such a 
collection the Psalms and Proverbs 
would be prominent. It may be ro- 1 
marked that those which are the 
most important to be memorized are ’ 
also the easiest, tbe verses being , 
short. It would also contain select­
ed psMages from the Prophets, and ' 
some from the Gospels and the Epis 
ties, and then the sublime Apocalypse 
would contribute. These could be 
learned in connection with tbe reg­
ular Sunday-school lesson. It is 
often tbe case that a well selected lea- 
son will contain no verses which it ia 
important to be able to repeat word 
for werd, and the memorizing of 
them is thus a partially, unprofitable 
labor. But, from a collection such as 
has been spoken of, there might be

On these occasion, he wore his dross 
uniform, cocked bat, aiguillettes, 
saber, and spurs. Hi. staff proper, 
besides all officers constructively on 
bis staff—engineers, inspectors, quar­
termasters, etc.—followed also in uni­
form and in prescribed order. Or­
ders wore prepared with great care, 
and evidently with a view that they 
should be a history of what followea.

I never aaw a garment too fine for 
a man or a maid ; there never was a 
chair too good for a cobbler or a 
cooper or a king to ait in, never a 
house too fine to shelter the human 
bead. These elements about us—the 
glorious sun, the imperial moon—are 
not too good for the human race. 
Elegance fits man ; but do we not 
value those tools a little more than 
they are worth, and sometimes mort­
gage a house for the mahogany we 
bring into it? I would rather eat

All the 
elegance in the world will not make 
a home, and 1 would give more for a 
spoonful of real heart love than for 
whole ship-loads of furniture and all 
tbe gorgeousnoss all tbe upholsterers 
in the world can gather.—Dr. Holmes.

Tbe inhabitants of these townleM 
steppea live in carts, each cart con­
taining a family, and lead a wander 
ing life somewhat like that of our 
own gypsies, only incomparably more 
romantic. Their women are indue 
trions, possess much more indepon 
denco than Mohammedan women of 
other nations, and wear no veils. 
The mon are not smart in appear- 
an-e, and their national costume does 
not approach tbe splendor of tho Cir 
caMian drew, or even that of the Cos­
sacks.

They treat their hor-oe very affec­
tionately, and though they are not 
graceful in tho saddle, and can not 
perform any feat, of bortomanebip, 
they are indefatigable riders. This 
quality of endurance their horses 
share with them, and a Turkoman 
thinks nothing of galloping twenty 
miles at a stretch. As tbe Turko­
man's horse is his most valuable pos­
session, be bestows more than ordin­
ary attention on iL Ha, his wife, 
and bis children may be in rags and 
starving, but hie dear steed must 
want for nothing, and be richly 
caparisoned abd wrapped in several 
horsecloths.— Youth's Companion.

The members express the opinion that the 
instinct of an animal might be regarded as a 
guide in selecting food, and this dependence 
would certainly be safer in tbe use of coarse 
fodder, if no artificial moans were employed 
to deceiva as in sprinkling meal upon tbe 
coarse butte of corn stalks.
