One of the most attractive things 
in tbe world is a good nswspapsr full 
of mwi Your readers, like the rest 
of the world, want the news. They 
cars little for anything else in your 
paper, however well the editor may 
wr to. A newspaper letter-writer 
who turns aside from telling some­
thing new to express an opinion, is 
soon thrown aside. Now it is very 
hard to write a news-letter from 
some places, bnt especially from Chi­
na. There are not many new things 
in China. They have been using tbe 
same impiementa, making the same 
kind o! crop* and building the same 
kind of houses, and wearing tbe 
same kind of clothes, and doing the 
same kind of everything else here, for 
centuries. Tbe monotony of China is 
oppressive. How then am I to write 
a letter containing any news? If I 
address myself especially to the relig­
ion* aspect of the Chineee, that is 
oven more monotonous than tbe rest. 
There isn't one iota of difference be­
tween the religion of China to day 
and when the first missionaries wrote 
home about it. The missionaries 
themselves get to be monotonous.

The re­
cent rainfall and electric explosions 
in Hong Kong were the severest 
known to tbe oldest citizens. Tbe 
average rainfal1 for the month of 
Jane during the last fifteen years is 
12 16 inches, and the rainfall during 
twenty-four hours of tbe storm, week 
before last, was 10 28 inches.

The war cloud has passed away, 
the blockades are raised and our wa­
ters are again quiet. The people 
seem friendlier, the congregations in 
the chapels are Largo, and the mis- 
aionariee are in better spirits. The 
Presbyterians are planning two ex­
peditions into the interior of tbe pro­
vince of two families each, and we
