Then the American Bible 
Society which bad patronized Jud 
son's Barman version was appealed 
to and tbe missionaries said, in the 
simplicity and innocence of their 
hearts, tbat their version had been 
made on tbe ume principle that 
governed Judson’* vereion. Tbi* 
led tb* executive committee ot the 
•ociety to inquire into this principle. 
They found, and it is marvelous they 
did not know it before, that tbe 
principle require* the faithful trans 
lation of tue original Hubrow and 
Greek Scriptures into tbe language* 
ot tho heathen and does not permit 
tbe trantfer of anv term ausoeptible 
of a litoral translation. Tbi*. princi 
pi* was recognized bv the Board of 
Managers ot tbe old Triennial Con 
vention as far back as tbo year 1823 
In accordance with this principio 
Judson had ho hesitation in tram 
lating tho Greek verb b iptieo into a 
Burman word signifying to immeree, 
aod Yates and Pearce did the samo 
thing in their Bengalee version. Not 
to be tedious, I need only ssy tbat 
both the societie* named decided to 
wilbhold appropriation* from all ver 
aion* recognizing tbe Baptist princi­
ple, and appropriations have been 
withheld to thi* day. The trouble 
was and I* that io versions made by 
Baptist missionaries baptizo is render 
ed immerse, *ud no man among them 
can honestly translate in any other 
way.

mind or Christian feeling, a painful 
incident to come in contact with him.

Thia year, when the centennial of 

our aaeoointioni ia celebrated, and 
which, indeed, ia practically the cen­
tennial of ourdenominational history 
in thia State, should be characterised 
by an awakening throughout our 
churches of greater seal for the prop 
agation of Bible truth amongst the 
people, for the enlargement of the 
missionary operations of our church­
es, for the incoming of the blessing 
and powsr of a higher life, and for 
the salration of sinners. How won- 
drously God baa led us during the 
oentury now closing 1 One hundred 
years ago our empire State, now bud­
ding and bloeeoming like the rose, 
resounding with the hum of its man­
ifold industriM, with its cities throb­
bing with life, its not-work of rail­
roads, its schools and its oharchM, 
training mon for grander service 
here and for the life that is to oome, 
was one vast, unbroken wilderness. 
The Indian claimed this as his hunt­
ing ground, and held undisputed 
sway over the vast domain. Previ­
ous to thia time there were very few 
—and they the more daring and ad­
venturous spirits—who ventured to 
trespass upon the red man’s territory. 
Among those, as John X. Peck tells 
ns in the Anurica* Quarterly Register 
in 1841, there were a few hardy and 
sturdy Baptista aa early as 1775 
These men went to work earnestly, 
in the fear of God, and their labors 
were blessed, so that at the close of 
1785, according to the authority al 
ready quoted, “ there were three as 
eociatione. twelve churches, thirteen 
ministers, and, probably, more.” Our 
denomination waa the earliest in 
preaching the gospel within onr State 
bounds, and for many years in every 
thing we held the ascendancy.

From thia small beginning of a 
century ago, our denomination has 
grown to be one of the most influen­
tial among all the religious bodies in 
our State. Few of the towns west of 
the mountains but have Baptist 
preaching, while churches are scat­
tered all over the rural districts. In 
deed in thia we are blesaed “over 
much." Our ministry, for talent, pi­
ety, culture, eloquence, will suffer by 
e>foparison with that of no other de­
nomination. Schools and colleges, 
with men of broad and varied schol 
arship and of fine administrative 
qualities at their head, are planted 
every here and there for the culture 
of our sone and daughters, and their 
more ample preparation for the 
higher dutiee that come to them in 
life. Indeed the whole State is per 
vaded by moral, social, intellectual 
and religious influences that should 
make all our hearts glad. Such 
abundant blessing as has been con­
ferred upon m U 1 denomination 
calls not only for devout thanksgiv­
ing to the great Head of the church; 
but for oome substantial recognition 
that shall result in enduring good to 
the people. At this particular epoch 
in cur history, special effort should 
be made for the enlargement of our 
work in every way.

And, first of all, Kentucky Baptists 
should become interested in them- 
selves, in their history—should know 
themselves. Plenty of Baptiste there 
are in our State who have no more 
idea of the strength of the denomina­
tion, of the triumphs that, under God, 
we have won, or of the work wo are 
now carrying forward, than the in 
font of yesterday. It is a shame! 
Every man calling himself a Baptist 
ought to know »Ao we are, wkat we 
are; what we have done, and what 
wo are doing. This will inspire solf- 
reapeoL It will inspire, also, to 
grander efforts in the future. And 
to this end, the history of the Bap­
tiste of Kentucky, now ready for the 
proas, ought to have a place ia every 
Baptist family ia the State Pat it 
in the mildest form possible, it is a

prevalent fa our country oburobee, 
ought to bo abandoned. Scarcely a 
oburob that can not make advance in 
this matter. Aad ability always Um 
its obligation. Ability to do Imposes 
obligation to do. It is the only 
standard of measurement in matters 
of religion. God holds his people re­
sponsible for the use or misuse of 
that which he has conferred upon 
them. Being able, wo ought to do. 
Many of these churches should have 
the gospel regularly preached every 
Sabbath, and have their own Sunday- 
school and prayer-meeting. In some 
other instances, churches san have 
preaching twice a-month, two church­
es contiguous uniting in the support 
of a pastor. U nder such a system ws 
can have pastoral work—organising 
of forces, and training of young con­
verts for work in the kingdom of 
Christ. There are many churches in 
which there are no workers ;’and Ibis 
because they have no pastoral labor 
and oversight, and can have none un­
der the present system. And^the ex 
tinction of the life of these churches 
is only a question of time. Yet these 
churches are abundantly able to do 
more and better. Members of onr 
churches, making from one thousand 
to five thouMnd dollars a year, who 
give only ten, twenty-five, or even fifty 
dollars a year for the spread of the 
gospel, have an account to render at 
God’s judgment bar which we should 
not wish to meet. Sam Jones says 
some things, about Christians of this 
sort that we should not care to say, 
but there is tremendous truth in it, 
after all.

Another thing that we should do is 
to give a more liberal patronage to 
our denominational schools. It is 
too late in the day to asy anything 
about the advantage and necessity ol 
cultured mind. Educated mind ia 
more and more ruling onr world. 
The denomination that falls behind 
in this, will fall behind in everything 
else. We need an educated ministry; 
we need an educated people. We 
have good schools, as at Georgetown, 
Russellville, Hopkinsville, Glasgow, 
Bardstown, Clinton and elsewhere, 
and our own sone and daughters 
should be sent to our own schools. 
They need to be kept under Baptist 
influence during the years of their 
mental training and drill Other de­
nominations are wise in this regard. 
We should be wise aa they.
