The plead 
ing against mystery in religion, tho 
excuse tbat we do not understand, has 
a certain dignity. Lt is ill-directed, 
for it is not religion only or mainly 
which compels ng to deal with the 
mysterious; all living is in the shadow 
of the unknowable; and the man who 
for lack of reasonableness In religion 
abandons it, goes on complacently 
living upon mystery, and consenting 
unto unreasonableness (as he moas 
ores things) in all the activities and 
passivities of his life, and yet tbe plea 
against darkness has some dignity. 
It assumes a love for light and a 
thirst lor knowledge; while tbe plea 
that religion demands too much comes 
from the mouth of indolence, and 
brands tbe pleader as a Isay person 
who has no proper sense of bis obli­
gations to God or of the meaning oi 
bis life.

Tbis is the season when the indo­
lence of men in religious matters, and 
th»ir habit of pleading that religion 
asks too much of them, arc especially 
prominent They find it easier “to 
say tbeir prayers at home "—though 
no one can feel quite certain that they 
do say them at home—and thinned 
congregations and neglected prayer- 
meetings are the common and obvious 
fruits of each indolence. One may 
doubt whether such Christian, feel 
sty claims of religion as they ought. 
They eoem to be saying “it is too 
much" to most of tbe demands ot 
religion. Tne collections are too 
many, tbe subscriptions are too large, 
tbe Church services are loo numerous, 
and it costs too much every way to 
be religious. They, perhaps, join in 
singing:

But tho likeness is not identity; for 
on these oheap altar, they do not 
offer up themselves and their "all " 
Our lives, our most prooiou. thingy 
our dearest hopes, our tonderest in­
terests, all that we love beat and most, 
must be consecrated, surrendered, 
consumed in tbe worship and service 
of Jesus. He hu only one rule for 
all men; they must oast into his
treasury “all their living" Cheap 
religion is false and worthless. It 
looks like the genuine baamse other 
people bavo made it look »o; it is not 
genuine to you because you have not 
paid tbe prioe of it. It is a very sol­
emn business to trifle with a law of 
self surrender like that of Christ. It 
is to incur not leanness and misery 
only; it is not merely to make the 
preaching poor and tbe Church use­
less to yon; it is to rush upon the 
ruin wbiuh overtook Jeroboam, to ba 
condemned and punished tor refusing 
the demands ot God, for counting bis 
religion of sacrifice "toomuch" in its 
claims upon our souls and fortunes. 
Brother, is your religion unsatisfac­
tory? Flavor it with saorifioea, cruel­
ly your self-love for it, bleed at the 
puree for it. When you have put 
more into it, you will got more out 
of it.— FPesfrra r,Kri»t>an Advocate.

Well, it is answered, 
so ie opium a poison ; and people will 
take it to raise their spirits, and 
make them comfortable. But all tbe 

: world has for a long time been satis­
fied that opium eating is injurious;

, and therefore but a small portion oi 
, mankind give way to taking opium 
( or laudanum, even a less number 
[ than yield to drunkenness. Yet

tobacoo are cumulative, and will and- । 
denly culminate in grave, disorder*. । 
A wooden bouse does not fail from 
decay which i* produced within a 
few week* or month*; but from that 
dlaorganisstion of tbe woody^fiber 
which has been taking place in*idi 
ousiy and unieen for many year*, and 
suddenly culminate* in that condi­
tion which render* tbe bouse unin­
habitable.

And, 
(ret of *11, the design of baptism is 
sT*wtined. According to our author, 
ft ia intended to fiymboliso or*show 
forth the fact that we, as Christian*, 
are dead to the world; have «ra- 
nounoed It," wi henceforth 
new creatures in Christ." That bap­
tiam thud symbolisaa our death to 
sin, our burial to tho o(d, and resur- 
Taction to a mw life, is readily ad- 
mittad; but that this either exhausts, 
or ia the central purpose of, its sym­
bolism, we squarely deny..

There are two, only’two, central 
facts in Christ's redemptive work— 
death and resurrection. Upon these 
rest the whole superstructure, even 
as a building rests upon the pillar* 
that sustain it. There are two ordin- 
anoee keeping alive, by their striking 
symbolism, in the memory of the 
raoe, these precious facta. The Sup­
per shows the death—the broken 
bread, the wine poured out, showing 
th* broken bod^ and tbe shed blood 
of Jesus. Wbat can show forth hia 
death and reeurroction ? The answer 
ia found in the other ordinance—bap 
tiam. To deny this is to evince great 
recklessness in matters of logic and 
common sense. Bat what, except 
immersion, can symbolize the burial 
and reenrrection of our Lord ?

Next our author makes merry over 
the idea that the Paariieee immersed 
themselves before eating—upon their 
retura from the market. We would 
always prefer to think that a man is 
ignorant rather than wicked; but 
our charity, in this instance, will 
hardly give our author the advantage 
of tbe plea ot ignorance. A man 
who attempt* to interpret tbe Sorip- 
tures surely is not so ignorant aa not to 
know jastwhatthePhariseesdid; that 
they actually immersed themselves. 
Meyer says, speaking of thia: " After 
the return from the market, where

Cremer, in hit 
Biblloo-Theologioal Lexicon on the 
New Testament Greek, which hat 
very recently been translated, defines 
baptitn,11 to immerse, submerge," and 
then proceed* to speak of " tbe pe­
culiar New Teetament and Christian 
nee of the word," aa, an •• immersion, 
eubmertion for a religions purpoas.” 
Wilkes’ Lexicon of tho New Toeta- 
mont Greek, also recent, gives the 
eense of baptiio thus: " To immerse 
repeatedly, to submerge, to waah or 
bathe by immersing or submerging; 
to overwhelm." He declares New 
Testament baptism to be " an immer­
sion in water." Now the man who, 
in tbe face of such evidence a* this 
as to the meaning of baptize—and it 
multiplied a hundred times—can dare 
to say that it is guess-work as to what 
baptism is, is not the kind of man we 
like to talk with.

When it is said that Jesus was bap- 
tizad, we know jast wbat it waa to 
which he submitted. When we read 
that John baptized in Jordan or in 
Boon, we know just what he did. 
When tho eunuch waa baptized by 
Philip we know to wbat ho submit 
ted—yea, oven although be was bap- 
tizad in a well! The word signifies 
tho aot That the Holy Spirit sbonld 
make saoh bungling work as to al­
ways use baptizo wbon he meaat 
rantizi or ekkeo, wo can net believe 
even although tbe statement has be­
hind it the authoritative name of 
Simmons. Ho must pardon ns. We 
can not think that tbe Holy Spirit 
makes mistakes. And so long aa tbe 
Bible rays immersion, we intend 
bolding to it
