While there are strong objections 
to many of the popular amusements 
of tbe day, we confess that we can 
not but deprecate the lack of rational 
and innocent amusements for the 
million in our own time and country.

Intelligent foreigners say of us, 
that wo have “ no national amuse 
monte exoept playing cards and get­
ting drunk—in neither of which, 
ought any well-bred gentleman to 
engage." With one prominent ex­
ception, which will presently be no­
ticed, this criticism seems to be well 
founded. We Americans have been 
fond ot boasting that we have been 
so busy subduing a new continent, 
conquering wild Indians, opening 
and improving rivers, and perfecting 
our institutions, State and Federal, 
as to have neither time nor talents to 
spare for producing a distinctively 
national literature. How then could 
we be expected to spare time and tal­
ents for excogitating anything like 
national amuse menu?

True, tbe country is somoM-hat im­
perfectly subdued, as witness the vast 
primeval forests and the “ dismal" 
swamps in the oldest of the Slates; 
Che Indians have not become so do­
cile m one could wish, as the many 
millions of dollars, paid out of the 
United States Treasury to carry on 
Indian wars within tbe last ten years 
will testify; the rivers seem still to 
be rather refractory, if we may judge 
from the manner in which the Father 
of Waters makes swamps of Louisi 
ana plantations; and our constitu­
tions would appear to be in a seme 
what rickety condition, when we con­
sider the inordinate amount oi mend­
ing which they seem 'to require.

Upon the whole, we are not alto­
gether satisfied that some portion o* 
our time might not have been batter 
employed then it has been. Wo sus

A few yean ago, while in London, 
I had a conversation with Mr. Spur­
geon, at his house. Of course there 
was much talk about many things. 
He referred to the London Baptist 
Aasociational meeting, which he had 
attended by a very cordial invitation, 
and at which he bad spoken .more 
than once. He eaid that the forma­
tion of that body and getting it 
started, bad cost him the hardest 
year’s work of his life. The London 
Baptist churches had been divided. 
They had reached out into the coun­
try in different directions and had 
never been accustomed to co-operate

obstaclee. He thought that there 
were enough denominations, and one 
SpvrpsM amoMtinatiM would be one 
too many, certainly, and be wanted 
to work with the other churches. 
He gave some circumstances of the 
difficulties that had to be enoounter 
ed.

They iaro here; tbey are in our 
country; they are in our city; they 
are our neighbors; their children are 
the neighbors oi our children, if you 
want to take a personal interest in 
the matter. Their vote* decide who 
are to be our rulers. Thoir future 
will affect our future; tbey are our 
tellowmen with souls to save which 
must be raved through our Redeemer, 
sod they are at our doors. Wo an 
sufficiently familiar with the habit 
aow-a days ot calling for help to do 
our work from other people, but 
chore is nobody with braes enough in 
bis feoetogo into the country and 
uk for contribution* to help them to 
do city mission work.

Henoe 
ho gave me bis card, and told mo that 
he should be glad to have me visit 
the community at Shaker Village;

would take pleasure in talking with 
me further, and showing me through 
the village.

A few days ago, armed with this 
card and accompanied by my wife 
and her sister, I visited tbo com­
munity. I was dissapointed in not 
finding “ Brother Blinn ” there. He 
bad gone to Enfield, another com­
munity in the same State, to minister 
to them. However, the card proved 
a successful talisman, and we were 
received, escorted around, shown 
through the buildings, entertained 
and instructed by explanations, in­
troduced to a large number of the 
member* of the community, saw 
them work and beard some of them 
sing, and finally were handsomely 
feted by the cordial, cultured, and 
matronly elderees of tbe community.

A “ community" of Shakers is 
oom posed of the entire number of 
men and women found in any single 
settlement or village. These oonsti- 
tute the “family." They have all 
things in common, and live together 
as one large family of brothers and 
sisters, none of whom are, or can be, 
married. This particular community 
in Canterbury consists of about one 
hundred and fifty members, some 
throe-fifths being women.

Tbe hennery, drying rooms, dairy, 
laundry, kitchen, dining and recep­
tion rooms were all on a large scale, 
and kept with virgin neutnees. Some 
idea ot tbe extent of the settlement 
may be obtained when I say that we 
visited industriously for three hours, 
and then left soma buildings unseen 
for want of time. 1 was especially 
sorry to miss the school-room. In 
addition to farming, some manufac­
turing is done, though we had but 
little ti ne to devote to these indus­
tries. The chemical department, 
where a medicine similar to Pond's 
Extract and a decoction of witch- 
bate! are manufactured, was tbe only 
foctory visited. In material prosper­
ity the community seemed far in 
advance of thoir neighbors, judging 
from the appearance ot the surround­
ing farms and building*.

“Stokers," is only the popular 
name ot tbe sect. It was given to 
them in their earlier history, because 
of spasmodic actions in which they 
indulged during worship. Sull this 
name is now so universally used, and 
even by themselves, that the name 
with which they baptised themselves 
—“ United Societies of Religious 
B.lievors in Christ's Second Appear­
ing"—is rarely heard. In faith 
tbey approach toe Unitarian*. Tbey 
deny tbo divine conception of Cbnst, 
bat exalt him a* a perfect human 
pattern. Their celibacy finds it* oo- 
cation in bis example. They regard 
non resistance, non participation in 
any earthly government, and the 
necessity ot a life of celibacy and 
virgin purity as eH«enti*l to a perfect 
Christianity, and ot prime obligation 
to a true believer.

They originated in Eneltnd in 
1770, but are now confined to the 
Ulined States, whore tbey have 
-oventoen communities and some 
four thousand members, and several 
hundred novitiates. Their founder 
was Ann Loe, wbo was brought up 
in an erratic congregation of the 
Society oi Friend*. This congrega­
tion was noted for physical manifes­
tation of *piritaal illumination, *ucb 
us dancing, shouting, and speaking 
with tongues.

Hance wo have no confidence in tbe 
“ lo boros " and V lo therea " of these 
latter day*. And, with due deference 
to the learning and good intention of 
those who, from tbe mystic numbers 
of Daniel and grand symbolism of 
the Apocalypse, would fix with defi- 
niteneM the rise of the millennial 
day, we do not believe that, in ad­
vance, any such accuracy of determi­
nation can be reached. Nor do wo 
believe that prophecy bu been given, 
primarily, with any such object in 
view. Indeed, the purpose seems to 
be that, in the light of the fulfilled 
prediction, the truth of tho Inspired 
Record may be more clearly seen, 
more profoundly recognised. “ I tell 
you before it eome to pass, that, when

THAT i AM HB.” Bat the very fact 
of the certainty of our Lord’* coming, 
and of tho uncertainty of the time of 
hie coming, ia intended to inopire 
watchfulneM on the part of God's 
people, and ehould do it To watch 
and ba ready, should be the special

—that ones it bad. Bin, even in the 
pulpit, betimee,is excused,apologised

And yet, were 
Chrmt to come daring thia preaent 
year, how many are there who woald 
be ready “gladly to hail him de 
aoending the akiee? " Are there not 
many who would want the ooming 
deterred till they oould take up 
cloeet dntlM, family duties, prayer- 
meeting and Bunday school duties, 
sanctuary duties, and duties to their 
fellow-men ? And as the groat desire 
then will be to bo found ready, wait­
ing; so now every opportunity 
whereby God may bo glorified and 
souls saved should be carefully im­
proved.

But are tbe indications to-day snsh 
as to warrant the belief that our 
Lord's coming draweth nigh?

Hence 
indifference, ooldneee, worldlinees, 
have largely taken the place ol 
“ watching,” “ expectancy,” warmth, 
and spirituality.

But “ what are the signs that mark 
his coming?" We oan only indicate 
twocr throe of these. “In tbe last 
days scoffers shall come." And the 
Savior declares that there shall come 
first a falling away; and he nrges the 
question—full ot startling signifi mnoo 
—“ NjV« r holes*, when tbe Sjo ol

The thilor (tends notice an hour or 
two previous to calling.

A dos-n at 
tendants escor. you to the reception- 
room. According to your relative 
rank, the host meets yon at the fool 
ot the staircBao, at the door, or at the 
upper part of the room. The ques­
tion of s< ats is one also requiring the 
utmost circumspection in observing 
the various shades of rank. If your 
rank is superior to that of the host, 
you are invited to ooonpy a sofa 
alone, at tbe upper corner, while the 
boat sits on a chair or on tbe floor at 
your right. Toe left is more honors 
Die than the right in Persia. It of 
equal rank, he occupies tbe sofa with 
you; but if you are inferior, then the 
positions are reversed. The upper 
oorner of tbe room is in any case tbe 
most bono> able position.

TypMS Fever.

The alarming prevalence of ty­
phoid fever in two leading cities. 
Boston and Brooklyn, has prompted 
a very careful inquiry into the possi­
ble causes of the disease, which ha> 
brought out tbe fact that it is due. 
not to defective sanitation in either 
ot tbe cities, but to detective sanita 
tion in various country hotels and 
watering places. The physicians wbc 
bare ma io tbe inquiry report tbat in 
every case tbe victim bad betn spend 
ing the summer in one or other o' 
the innumerable summer resorts; and 
they are unanimously ot the opinion, 
in the absence of any local causes, 
tbat the country, and not tbe city, is 
rj>pons<ble for the epidemic. There 
is a melancholy incongruity in the 
tact that the seeker after health 
brings back from his annual pilgrim 
age the seeds ot one of tbe worst dis­
eases. And yet we suspect tbat tbis 
state of affairs has obtained for a long 
time before attention was directed to 
it There are probably no localities 
where sanitary conditions are so ut 
terly neglected aa in small country 
places which have rapidly become 
over-crowded with city people. The 
great majority of people who visit 
such places do not take tbe trouble to 
inquire into tbeir surroundings, and 
take it for granted tbat tbe water 
they drink is pure and tbe drainage 
of tbe house all tbat it should be. A 
little examination in a great many 
localities would show an exact rever­
sal of thia imaginary condition. More 
than one summer resort has suffered 
permanent eclipse on account of its 
disregard of good rauita'.ion; and 
wbat is needed to worl a revolution 
in the whole system is the persistent 
exposure of every place which re­
fuses to provide for tbe health of its 
visito's. People owe it to each other 
to make public the name of every 
hotel and every country place which 
imperils life and invites disc me by 
bad water or bad drainage.
