If your child is not 
converted yet, answer this question—

Have yon come betaro tbe Lord with 
tin's and eries? Have voa laid hold 
upon tbe oovennnt angel, aa Jacob 
did at Jabbok, with, “ I will not let 
thee go except thou bless me?"
