IMTRODUUTORY.
Ninety years have passed since the events 

narrated in our last lesson occurred. The 
foundation of the temple was laid B. U. 686. 
and that building, owing to Interferences of 
the Samaritans and other enemies, was not 
completed until tbe end of twenty years, In 
516 B. 0. Then occurred a period of fifty- 
seven yean, during which, owing to the pov- 
erty of the people and its unwalkd condition, 
Jerusalem re ained a small, unprotected vil 
Iago. The generation of Zirubbabeh and 
Jesbua had passed away, and, because of tbe 
neglect of Israelitish precepts and Institu­
tions, and of Intermarriage with tbe Gentile, 
idol-worshiping nations around, and of neg 
loot of the Sabbath (it becoming a day of 
trade in tbe market), and because, children 
were being raised unable to speak their owi 
sacred language, it appeared as though utter 
debasement and nattoral extinction woulr 
ensue. Just then, when a hreat moral re­
former was needed, God tent Kara fron 
Babylon, in 467 B C , as the leader of a sec 
ond great caravan ot 5,000 persons and much 
treasure. In tbe seventh year ot Artaxerxer 
(Er.-a 7:8) While Ezra iffcied great re­
forms and restored tbe law ot Musea to its 
ancient authority, tbe people still remained 
poor and unprotected by walls, and, there 
fore, held inf contempt by surrounding na 
tlons. (Read Ezra.) Then G.*d sends Ne 
hemiah to repair the walls, in 446 B. U — 
just 90 years after Z<rubtabel came aid laid 
the foundation of tbe temple. In our lesson 
wa ba.0 the causes that led to Nehemiah's 
commission to rebuild tbe walls and restore 
tbe city.
