Great care should be 
exercised lest un worthy and uoquali 
fi id men be given a prominence in 
wfiioh tboy may unfavorably impress 
tbe world.

of heaven. The real thing is purity 
of heart, satisfaction in tho likeness 
of Christ, communion with God. 
And with thsse oome all tho inoi- 
donta that belong to them.

Precisely as wo think too muoh of 
heaven in tho external sense, so wo 
may think too much of getting there. 
What wo should think of ia tho heav­
enly mind which wo may have hors, 
and all that belongs to tho heavenly

be eome standing here, that shall not 
taste of death till they have seen the 
kingdom ot God come with power." 
Inthe present life, there ia divine 
power and help.

What is there now for us in Chris­
tianity—at least in a seminal way? 
Ono thing is the constant feeling of 
a Obbist auvb.

I 
can not set this forth in language. 
Aa tbe heart knowetb its own bittsr- 
nera, so it alone can know its own 
joy. There ia no joy so deep ra 
when wo fool that we talk with God 
and God with ns. This ought to be 
our usual oxporienos.

One Christian woman/ used to rat 
aside an hour which obd called “ the 
Master's hour.” She would open her 
Bible, and would ask God to shine 
on it; she would hold her heart open 
before God, feeling that God knew 
and oared and directed. Each of us 
ought to have a Master’s hour. 
Have you such an hour, a time when 
you go by yourself, and open your 
self to God?

P. 62: “Lookirg 
back, from our point of view, upon 
the community at Jerusalem, we seo 
in it the beginning of that great ooci- 
ety, the church, which has continued 
down to our own time, distinct both 
from Jews and heathens.” P. 61: 

> “ And in tho very first days of the 
church, we find ita wealthier mem­
bers placing their entire pooaooaions 
at the disposal of "—Abraham ? Sure

“ It refers to a congregation dis­

tinct from the Jewish (‘My church); 
the flrot intimation of such a separa­
tion. Ita foundation only is predict­
ed (‘I will build’). ‘Ths kingdom 
of heaven' is the now dispensation of 
grace from heaven, of which our 
Lord was Ruler and Dispenser; bis 
church wra to be an organized and 
visible congregation of the faithful, 
manifesting and sxtonding by its 
worship and ministry that kingdom. 
Tbs next verw to snob a visible con- 
gregation." Ph. Bohaff, D.D., LL.D., 
Oom. on Matt. 16:18, R. V. Again: 
“The Old Testament organization 
would perish by violence; but MO ad­
verse power shall prevail ’ against 
Christ’s church." Ib. v. 19. And 
“ A wonderful prophecy of the inde­
structibility of Christ's church before 
it wra founded.”

happiness and joy. Hippineas is i 
that which oomra to us by kap, which , 
happens to us from without. Joy is , 
ia an internal spring. Christ doos 
not promiss happiness; ho does not 
say that all without shall be smiling, : 
that there shall bo no sorrow in tho 
Christian’s life. But he'tells us that 
we shall have joy within us; that 
whatever may bo without us, within 
there shall be a source of delight, 
the oomfort of the Holy Spirit. This 
Joy, this oomfort within us master* 
the outward oircumstanoee.

All this wo may havo now and 
here. Wo often quote those words 
of Paul, "Eye bath not seen, por 
ear heard, neither have entered into 
the heart of man, tho things which 
God bath prepared for them that 
love him," ra if they referred to 
heaven; but thoy do not refer to 
heaven at all; they mean now; 
" God hath revealed thorn unto us by 
his Spirit.”

There is, at the present day, a very 
wide demand for something new in 
matters of religion. New methods 
.of preaching, ot o inducting religious 
serv;oa, especially that which is 
styled evangelistic, and of receiving 
persons into the fellowship of tbe 
ohttfobee, is quite urgently demanded 
in ceria'u quarters. And the grave 
and alarming fea'.ure in the o me is, 
that the demand is being heeded in 
many of our pulpils. Now, we con- 
fee* to a 'great love and veneration 
for Iht old. Tea*, which is old is 
tested and proved. That which is 
new is untried and unproved. And 
we would rather 1st the chariot of 
Truth run in the old, time worn rut, 
than run the risk of breakig off the 
wheels in trying to get it out. We 
would rather travel on the old road, 
though it bo civeeed with dust, than 
take a “now out" over the newly- 
cleared space, endangering the lives 
of passengers by a possible overturn­
ing of the vehicle.

We have been led to this train of 
reflection by expressions of appre­
hension and alarm that have fallen 
from tbe lips of honored brethren in 
our ranks, bith in the ministry and 
out ot it. Tbere is a tendency—nor

would—to depart from tbo “ anoiem 
order ot thing*," that threaten* the 
foundations ot truth itself. A writer 
in one of our religious papera aay* 
that in Boston, and even in the Sem­
inary at Newton, there are doubts 
and qieationinga on the part of paa- 
tora and aome ot the protosaor*, aa to 
some of the vital and eaaeutial doo 
tnnM of Curiaiianity, that oocaaion 
aeriou apprebenaion. Happy would 
it be for us, if Boetou stood alone in 
thia matter I But the evil ia abroad. 
Consciously or unconsciously, there 
is a toning down, in many a pulpit,

The idea of planting the school- 
hoMe grounds with trees and shrubs 
aad flowers, has been persistently 
advocated, and there is some advance­
ment in thia direction, though it io 
clow. Naturally wo may expect that 
a similar improvement may be ex­
tended to the church ground* It is 
a work that all are interested in, and 
all can assist in. A great, bare 
building standing alone, without trM 
or twining vine to lend it grace, m 
the country church is usually soon, 
has little in its exterior to make it 
attractive, and there are few - among 
us puritanicd enough to think it bet­
ter for the purpose it is designed for, 
by reason of the poverty of ita sur­
rounding* Why should wo no', take 
a pride in making the grounda about 
the country churches neat and at­
tractive?

The stretch of straight board or 
picket fence usually seen on either 
side, and the carriage shed at the 
btek, can be clothed with hardy 
vine*, snob as Clematis Virginian*, 
B gnonia, or Tecoma radio ins, Aris- 
tolochia sipho, Cjlastrus scandens, 
Periploca gr®ix, Wistarias, and 
Honeysuckle* Low-branched trees 
can be set in clamps,* in such a way 
m to screen the carriage shed' from 
the view in front; and about the 
church there can bo groups of low- 
growing trees and flowering shrubs 
that will make the place a acene of 
beauty instead of one of desolation, 
as it most commonly is. Such a 
work should be a work of love, and 
many hands conld maki it a light 
work.

Oar thoughts and aspirations in 
our visits to the place would be no 
less reverent for thoko pleasing sur 
roundings—on the contrary, all ex- 
perietej shows that our sense of the 
beautiful and our moral ideas are 
closely allied, and that the latter may 
be more effectually ministered to 
and advanced when the former is 
satisfied. If the gates of Zion are 
beautiful, we shall none the lees 
sincerely enter its courts with praise.
