Tbn idea of combining our M'ssionarv end 
Buuday-scbool work lu Kentucky originated 
with Rov. J. W. Warder, Corftapondmg 
Secretary of our General A»eooiation, some 
five years since, and he introduced it into 
some District Associations on bls own re- 
spooribility. Tbe idea of uniting the st verai 
objects under the direction of one Executive 
Board originated with tbe Blate Bunday- 
Schocl Board in January, 1884, and, after 
careful consideration by members ot the sev 
oral Boardr, a jilsii was formally presented 
to our General Association at Glasgow 
in May following. Toe matter was referred 
to a cotnmille of fifteen brethren, which re- 
cmniended that action be pmtponrd for one 
year (See Minutes of General Association 
for 1884, pp. 11-18)

At the last meeting of our General Associ 
aUon tn Mayfield, the su'jsrt was again re 
ferred to a special committee of fifteen 
brethren, representing all sections of the 
State. After mature deliberation, said com­
mittee reported our present plan of Mission 
work, which was freely discussed, and finally 
adopted and recommended to the churches 
with remarkable unanimity ; the few dissent­
ing brethren pledging their co-operation in 
carrying out the plan in their churches.

Nobody now can bo 
accused of straining st gnats; -bat 
the swallowing of oamefa, bumps and 
all, is performed bolh in public and 
in private as a common affair; end 
he who raiees any objection io de­
nounced as strait-laced. People look 
at you with amassment if you sug­
gest tbat tbore is suc'i a thing as 
fixed truth; and they eye ybu with 
supreme contempt if you dare to hint 
that tbe opposite of truth must be a 
lie. Yoa must bo some old fogy, or 
antediluvian, or you would novor 
make such an observation. Tho । 
sooner you are back in Noah’s ark 
the better.

There can ba no doubt that, in years 
gone by, some brethren bavo drawn 
tbe line too tightly, and have pro 
yoked men to license by refusing 
them liberty. Wo are willing to ad­
mit that there may have boon too 
ready a condemnation of brethren 
who were sound at heart, because 
they did not exactly correspond in 
opinion with the dominant section. 
No doubt true Israelites bavo been 
smitten because they ooald not pro­
nounce “ Shibboleth," and bring out 
tbe th distinctly. We do not for a 
moment defend ungenerous oensuros 
of good man; neither would wo will­
ingly utter them ourselves. But, after 
all, the evil of bigotry has been casi 
out at too great an oxpensu, if firm 
adherence to principle bos been 
thrown oat with it. Thore was no 
need that it should be so ; for a man 
can surely be at the same time liberal 
in his judgment of others and firm in 
his own convictions; but that the 
grip of principle ba* boon relaxed in 
favor of the graipoi cinfederacy is 
clear to the moat casual observer. 
Wnero are now the men who would 
sooner die than betray a grain of tho 
divine treasure of tho gospel ? Where 
are the sturdy believer* who earnest­
ly contend for the faith onoo deliv­
ered to tbe saints? A compositor 
had to set up a text concerning Dxn- 
iel, of whom wo read in tbe Sorip- 
tures that “an excellent spirit wa* 
in him;” bat the worthy workman 
misread his copy, and the proof ap­
peared thus—" an excellent tpine wa । 
in him ”—by no means a mischiev 
ous mistake when it described one bo 
fearless in following the Lird his 
God. Could more of such excellent 
■pines bo inserted into certain breth­
ren, it would be well; but backbone 
would render them unfashionable, 
and lead them into tbe wars.

Meanwhile, it i* worthy of notice 
that latitudinarian opinions have not 
increased tho amount of brotherly 
love in tbe world; on the contrary,1 L--—-« Sk*

excuse for robbery.
Tbe other day we besrd of a per- । 

son who whined that he wa* per*e 
outed, beoause he oould not remain , 
in a oharch whose dcc’.rines he alto­
gether denied; tbe "cultured" crea­
ture ooald not see tbat he wai tbe 
persecutor. What right hod be to bo 
there? For our part, we wore only 
too happy to find that there remained 
yet on tbe earth a band of religion 
into who believed something, and 
oould not hold equal fellowship with 
the truth and its opponte. Ot course, 
th* snythingarians echoed the whine 
ot tbeir brother, and soon there fol­
lowed a genera' bowling that free­
dom bad been violated I Nothing 
can be more illogical and deceptive 
than the complaint which is thus 
raised. It is the old talc of the wolf 
and Hie lamb. According to this the­
ory, it is intolerance for men to aseoci- 
ate (or tho maintenance of any doo 
trinee unions they are prepared to 
admit into tbeir number those who 
deny thoee dootrinos. This appears 
to be the case if those teaching* h*p- 
pon to be the veritiee ol God; it 
would be different if they wore the 
opinion* of a political party. Clubs 
of Conservatives are not considered 
to be persecuting if they exclude 
Radical* from tbeir membership; but 
churches of the Lord Jesus Christ are 
bitterly accused of intolerance if they 
reject mon who deny tbe fandamen 
tale of tbo faith.

" Great is Diana of the Ephesians ” 
was a fine cry for Demetri as and tbe 
craftsmen; and, now a-days, false 
touchers of all kinds make equal use 
Of tbo cry, “Charity! Caarityl"— 
moaning thereby indifference to all 
truth, or, at leait, unrestricted cur­
rency for thoir own special error*. 
They claim to enter anywhere. 
Though thov ore barely so right as 
Socinians, tnoy demand a welcome 
inio any and every Christian oh .rob, 
end they claim liberty to promulgate 
their own dogmas within any fold ol 
believers which they choose to enter. 
Their more honeit fore s'.hore never 
a«kod lor such privileges, and would 
have soornod them bad they been of- 
ierod.

Wo have known cake* in which 
oompanieti of faithful mon have, with 
great sacrifice, built for tbomselvo* a 
house of prayer, and have founded 
charitable, religious, and educational 
institutions in connection therewith. 
Thoir views of tho touching of our 
Lord Jesu* have boon clear and defi 
nite, and for many yours they buve 
remained a flourishing fellowship. A

hoped for the best, and have waited 
with patience; we lAve behoved in 
oar brethren, and expect*! to see 1 
them return to a better mind.;* Mean 
while, there haa been no foAearanoe < 
on the other side: respect for the t 
ooorteeies ot brotherhood, >nd ten- 
demobs towards other men’s eon- 
sciences, have failed to restrain onr 1 
opponent*. Th* truth ba* been ahot I 
at in a-idreMee to fraternal aaeem ; 
bli**, in termon* preached for evan- ( 
gelicxl societies, and in lecture* sup­
posed to be delivered in the interests 1 
of tbe gospel. Are we to endnrethis 1 
forever? If it were only our own 
persons, or pooulier ideas, tbat were 
attacked, reason would that we should 
bear with it; but when truth, dear as 
life, is insidiously undermined, -we 
msy be fonhd traitors to God and to 
tbe souls of men if we do not besr 
witness by decided steps. Divisions 
we have had enough of already, and 
more would bo calamitous in ths

’ highest degree, and would, itutbe 
long run, bring no relief; but ^ain, 
honest, outspoken witness-bearing I* 
a more scriptural line of action; and

1 if it be coupled with a decided with- 
' drswai from fellowship with error, it 
' may in due time work for good.' We 

can not be expected to meet in pro- 
feese-1 communion with those who in­
sult onr religion; nor to supplyytcu-

1 niary resource* tor tbe propajatioc 
1 of error; nor to erect platformfand 
। furnish audiences for the adv^garies 

of onr faith; and we must let it be
- known tbat if such things be looked 
1 for they will not be forthcoming. In

It is qnito the boast of tbeee latter ( 
days that tho cultured spirit Of the nge ( 
haa ontgrown tho necoaaily of tho gos- ( 
pel; that all we need, for the intelleot- 
nalandmoraladvanoementof theraoo, ( 
are achoola and tho moral forces ( 
which the philanthropist and Kaman- ( 
itarian are wont to atilisb in the ( 
work of uplifting fallen man. Tne ( 
trouble with thia theory ia that it ia 
both anti-acriplaral and anti-hiatorio. , 
Wherever the theory has been tasted 
it haa been found wanting. Notwith­
standing tbe presence and prevalence 
of Greek cultarc in tho days immedi 
ately preceding the advent of oar 
Lord—notwithstanding tho intensely 
quickened intellectual activity of tho 
times—notwithstanding the presence 
of schools and philosophers, yet tho 
race was going downward from God, 
from parity, from troth, from right­
eousness, down into tbe abyss of vies, 
of immorality, of sensuality, of god- 
leaaneM. Such was history then; 
such is history now.

Our thought has been called into 
this channel by noticing the account 
of an experiment that has been tried 
in the matter ot ruling out God and 
Christianity, as given in a recent 
number of Christian Thought, of 
which Rev. Dr. Charles F.' Deems, of 
New York, is editor. The experi­
ment referred to was begun five yean 
ago in Barton county, Mo. A com­
pany of atheists secured land at a 
given point and established a city. 
It was named “ Liberal,” indicating 
the infidel tendency of the peoplof 
The founders boldly and confidently 
announced that they would furnish 
“a demonstration of what man could 
do for himself, withoat the supenti- 
tions of religion." They proposed to 
show to the world that Caristianity 
is nothing bat a myth of human de 
vising,, and a* such is oi nd more 
worth as a moral force tbau isConfa- 
cianism, or Mohammedanism, if, in­
deed, of worth so great; that the 
world would be ja*t as bright, and 
life just as sweet, without it as with 
it; that ministers, and churches, and 
Sunday-schools and religious service 
and Sabbath keepings—that all these 
things are simply and only hum 
bugs.

Well, after five years, what do we 
see ? The city is not exactly the par 
adise that its founders expected it 
would be; at least, it would not bo. 
to the majority of men. There is not 
a single school-house in th'e city. 
The childen, the writer informs ns, 
are taught in rented buildings, and 
in an edifice about the sizj and gene­
ral appearance of a smoke-house, 
bearing the pretentious title of" Uni­
versal Mental Liberty Hall." The 
fineet building of which the city 
can boast ia worth no more than 
•3,000. A majority of -tho buildings 
cost loss than’91,000. This aeoms to 
indicate that Christianity puts nerve, 
ambition, elevated desire into man; 
that it refines the mental as well as 
glorifies the moral nature. Dissen­
sions and disoord prevail; street

The other extreme is that of an nt- ' 
ter disregard of style—a lasy, loose, ' 
slipshod manner of handling gram- ' 
mar, rhetoric, logic. This—while it * 
may not bo so grea'. a defect as that 
of too groat regard for. style—yet it is 
a delect that should be overcome by 
every one who would gain the oar 
and draw mon to Christ. Happy tho 
man who cm strike “ tho fgoldon 
mean ” here.

That style should be made a mat- 
tor of study—devout study on tho’part 
of the preacher—is well nigh univer­
sally admitted. It must be borno in 
mind that not oven all Christians will 
ait and try to follow any tort of a 
preacher as a religious duty. A ser­
mon to catch the popular oar must be 
so put together that it will catch it 
Mon must be compelled to listen to 
tbe gospel message. They may sit 
in the house of God and give an ap­
parently roapeotful attention to tho 
preaching of tho gospel, no^matter 
who or what the preacher is. gBat if 
|hoy givo that attention that, jin the 
end, is to secure to themselves Spirit­
ual good, tboy must give attention 
without any conscious effort Tho 
literary style of a sermon^should bo 
free from grotesquenoM and crude 
nose on the one hand,"and fromfan 
air of pedantry on^tho other. 
Tnougt should ba expressed in plain, 
simple, meaning words. Redundan­
cy should bo avoided, or the^mind 
will grow tired. Ambiguity must be 
avoided; for thought can never be

Tn ere were reported 
445 students for tho ministry in our 
theological seminaries—a falling off of 
22 f om the prqvioas year. In the 
colleges there was an increase of 21 
in students for the ministry. There 
is an advance in tho matter of«£ving. 
And, while it is not as yet more than 
a tithe of wl.at it ought to be, wo yet 
rejoice in the simple matter of ad­
vance.
