The destruction of property, riot­
ous intimidation of workmen, and 
other violent proceedings which bave 
frequently disgraced these labor dis 
putes, are not countenanced by rep­
utable labor organizations, or by 
workingmen generally. Tbe fact of 
tbeir occurrence is evidence that the 
laborers have sometime* been impell­
ed by desperation or by tbe indiffer­
ence of the public to affiliate with 
ihoee lower and baser element* of 
human society, that usually go under 
the name* of Anarchists, Nihilists, 
Collectivists, or Communists. The** 
dark conspirator* agamst modern 
Booiety, under whatever name they 
may be called, believe that tbe whole 
scoial structure is incurably bad, and 
that everything that exists must be 
entirely destroyed before there can 
be any hope fir better thing*. With 
them, the laboring clashes proper 
have nothing whatever in common, 

their discontent with the pre*

era ever lend themselves to tbe pur 
po*es of these violent revolutionist*

The most violent weapons *vor 
countenanced by the better class of 
labor organizations are strike* and 
boy cotte ; and these are to be resort 
ed to only in those extreme cases 
where all other resource* bave failed 
Though frequently abused under the 
influence of mistake or passion, it 
can not be maintained that strike* 
and boycotts are in themselves 
wrong or improper when rightly 
used in the name of a good cause.

A " boycott" is a new name for a 
very old thing. A* used at pres­
ent, tbe term mean* tbe intrude c 
tion,' by combination and procon 
osrled effort, of other than ordinary 
business motives into the bus 
ines* affaire of life. So nicely adjust­
ed are many of the business affair* of 
tbe community, through tbe opera 
tion of demand and supply, that the

A* employed by labor organisa­
tions tbe boycott is simply a discip­
linary weapon intended to chastise a 
refractory capitalist in'o rrapeoung 
the rights of organ rod labor.

These 
questions are never touched in tbe 
ordinary diicuisions of tbe labor 
question, so abundant in our publ'c 
press. No amount of idle rhetoric 
about our “ great free country whose 
every laborer is born to noble oppor­
tunities," like tb* elcquent speech 
ricen'lv made in Congress by one of 
our Kentui ky Congressmen, will 
ever throw one spatk of light on 
these vexscious riddles.

Now ibe laboring men and their 
friends contend that phenomena like 
tbe degradation of the New York 
cloak-maker* are the legitimate re­
sult* of the unrestricted action of the 
principle of free competition in the 
iconom c world. A* long a* this 
principle alone is relied on to fix the 
wagesnorm, so long will all laborers 
every where be exposed to tbee ag-^ 
gresrions of capital.

«OBLIOAXIOM or BAPTIST* TO BUPPOBT 
TH1IB OWM INaTITCTIOIfX"

The** institution* of loaming nat- 
uraliy fall into throo olaaaea: acaaa- 
miea, college* and aeminariaa. Wo 
aball not bo far from th* truth if wo 
any that the fleet in order is alao the 
first in importance, ainoo a now era ia 
opening out to tie scholar aa he en­
ters the academy, which ia only con­
tinued in the more advanced jchoola. 
And thia thought ia the more aignifl- 
oant when we remember that bur in- 
tonata at present acem to be especial­
ly centered in the academy at 
Owatonna, which,if it grow with the 
denomination, and it should, and the 
denomination grow with the State, 
and it should, will be in a quarter ot 
a century or leu what Rochester ia 
in New York, or Ooioago in Illinois, 
an educational center for Baptista.

What obligation rests upon ua to 
aupporttheae institutions of learning? 
Thia will appear, we trust, aa we con- 
aider our relation aa a denomination 
to them in three aspects; as they 
have existed, as they will exist, and 
aa they now exist.

1. In looking at the past we turn 
our thought mainly toono, the oldest 
of our institutions, as perhaps bettor 
illustrating our purpose. For more 
than a century after the first ebnroh 
was organised in America, the Bap 
tints had no school of learning. Ai 
Hopewell, N. J., an academy wat> 
founded in 1766 by the Philadelphia 
Association, having as its object the 
education of young men for the min­
istry. Thin was moved to Provi­
dence in 1764, becoming Brown Uni­
versity. This academy, college and 
seminary, for in its history it was 
each and all, was in its origin and in 
its work eminently Christian ; in doc­
trine and influence Baptist, “ strongly 
modified," one tells ns, " bv the beet 
style of Presbyterianism." For many 
yean this school was without a rival, 
and large numbers ot the ministry ol 
that day entered active work with no 
further preparation than they re 
oeived here. Now, mark the impress 
of that school during the years fol­
lowing. To show this wo quote from 
an address delivered at the semi cen­
tennial of Denison U niversity : " The 
establishment of Roode Island Cuf- 
lege constituted an ora in the history 
ot the Baptist denomination. les 
unifying iLfluonce was amaz'ngly 
great It gave a new typo ot charac­
ter to the denomination, which it re­
tains to this day, both in doctrinal 
belief and methods ot ovang,Isi- 
lion." Wo have spoken of Brown, as 
it is the oldest of our schools. 01 
m cb the same obartetr has been 
tho work and influence of all others, 
founded in much tbo rame way; 
Colby, of Maine; Hamilton, of Now 
York ; Shurtkff, of Illinois; Denison, 
of Ohio— edch of these started fi-st 
as a literary and theological ichool; 
and many others ounid bo added.

This glance backward assures u» 
of this: as a denomina ion wo aro 
greatly indebted to these schools for 
our present strength and posiliod ; 
we are under “ obbgation ” to them. 
Are wo willing to a knowledge that 
Obligation? Are willing to pay 
tho debt? We speak not toa'ummi ol 
tho schools, but to B iptists; it is not 
simply a personal, it is a donomina 
tional debt. Fordo only tboso who 
have been trained at Weal Point ao 
knowledge tbo influence going out 
from that more than military fortress, 
or does the entire country look upon 
it as a center of power for defense? 
3j may we look upon our citadels ol 
learning as a d< tense for the entire 
denomination. Or, as ohildien, ar 
rived st man's estate, look upon their 
parents, acknowledging tbo debt ol 
gratitude they owe, so mav wv look 
upon these schools of our denonhoa 
lion, these olmt m itm, " foster 
mothers,” of which we are tbo alumni, 
11 footer children."

2. As we turn our eyes to the fu­
ture the obligation presented is fur­
ther enforced. Want is to be the 
future of these institutions, especially 
in the West? Wo may simply an­
swer : " Want we make it" Our

fathers have made them what they 
now are.* Wo are the heirs of their 
work. They now exist in measura­
ble prosperity, and will rise or de­
cline according to the measure of our 
fidelity to them. There is not one, 
even the strongest to Which this 
will not apply to a considerable ex- 
tent, while it will affect the very ox- 
istenoe of the youngest and weakest.

Looking into the future then,we 
may read this word: We are under 
obligation to support them bemuse 
they need oar support. Brown, the 
oldest and richest, leels the need of 
bettor appliances and asks lor more 
aid. Others, bolding positions hard­
ly lees important, are looking to 
us, and crying as it were for the 
means of subeistenoe. Here is a 
strong appeal from those in want. 
But more than this ; they are not 
strangers asking alms ot us, they Are 
our friends. It is not the cry of an 
outcast on the street that reaches our 
ear*, it is ths cry of a nesdy child I 
“Woat manner of child shall this 
be ? ” is a question that to a great ex­
text may be answered by tbo parents, 
the natural guardians of the child. 
So may we, the natural guardians of 
‘•our own institutions,” answer the 
question : What manner of schools 
shall theee be? A child, uncared for 
by natural protectors, may find a 
guardian in the State; but if theee 
children of our adoption are forsaken 
of father and mother, will the State 
take them up?

3. Wo turn to the present and no­
tice the existing relation between 
these institutions and tho dsnomina- 
tion. In the family circle there are 
duties from children to parents and 
from parents to children ; there are 
also duties which the individual owes 
himself. By this we mean to say 
that the schools founded by us, sup­
ported by ns, are not external objects 
holding a relation to us, thy are a 
very part of ourselves. Whatever 
may have been the cbm in the past, 
to-day the denomination has so aa 
similated its schools that they form a 
part of it. Then, if this is so, sup­
porting them is simply self-preserva­
tion. called the “ first law of nature."

Wa present some considerations to 
show that such is the case, (a) The' 
very statement of our topic. No 
words oould be more expressive, " our 
own institutions.” Thore is a vol­
ume in that word “ institution." How 
comes it that a word so deep-sound­
ing, so forceful is a synonym fora 
seat of learning? Because it is de­
signed and destined to endure, its in­
fluence becoming deeper and broadhr 
aa years become centuries. Bat these 
seats of learning wo are aikod to 
support are oar own. Not schools 
founded by tho 8 ale. those might de­
mand our patronage; not Christian 
schools, these we strongly favor—but 
"ourown institutions.”

(b) The fael that religion and edu­
cation are inseparably united and 
have ever been considered so. Road 
these words from John Locke: " If 
virtue and a well tempt red soul be 
not settled so as to/keep out vicious 
habits, language and all accomplish 
xnonla of education will be to no pur- 
pose.” Read those from Francis 
Waylan-I : " Intellectual cultivation 
unrestrained by the love of right 
must eventually overturn tho social 
fabric which it at first erected." Or 
those striking sentences from Dr 
Minor, of Virginia: "It is one of 
tho most remarkable phenomena that 
among a Christian people ibo ques­
tion whether tho education of youth 
may be seoaralA'd could over arise 
from discussion. Wbonce comes il 
that Cnristians aro so indifferent to 
a doty so obvious and so obviously 
recognis'd bv Jow and pagan ? " In 
tbo famous Girard-will osae Webster 
expressed tho testimony of universal 
history in those memorable words : 
" In what age, by what sect, where, 
when, by whom, has religious truth 
boon excluded from the eduction of 
tho young? Nowhore I Nevorf 
Everywhere and at all times it has 
been regarded aa essential, tho vitali­
ty of useful instruction.”

(<•) Tboaction of all denominations 
in this country but confirms those 
strong testimonies. Not ono of them 
but has established academics, col 
leges and seminaries. And we may 
say with Dr. Pepper, " -There is not & 
denomina ion that- would think ol 
abandoning its tcbools nnhas it had 
resolved upon dissolution. From tho 
first tho chut ch has anted aa though 
its prosperity, if not its very exist 
enc', depended on its possessing the 
means of liberal culture.”

An -eloquent passage in Poilok's 
“ Cour«e nt Timo" is the conclusion 
of book V , whore bo onnmeratrs all 
the nations of tbo world in the Millen­
nia' day. An olcqdent appeal in favor 
of Chris ian institutions ol learning 
would be a " mere list of natnee " o1 
the two hundred and more homes of 
Christian culture by ocean and 
moun'ain and river and prairie, be 
<ng so’on-eigh a of tho oollogea in all 
'his land, ^enters of light ajd in- 
fl iince. Sha'I we abandon tbeao? 
As B ptis s shall we abandon our 
part of 'hem? Tne charter of the 
first coIlego f'undei in America, 
named for a Cbr s'-an minister, de­
clared i's obj -ot to be, “ tbo idstruo 
lion of the English and IndianVyouth 
of this country in knowledge and 
godliness." Shall that laat word be

blest types of consecrated intellect. 
In the distant qtaarrise and in tho 
forssto of Lebanon were oat, and 
hewn, and polished tMb laaaekve stones 
and timbers that adorned and 
strengthened the beautiful taeaple of 
Solomon. In Christian stnsools are 
chiseled, and fashioned, and polish­
ed the living stones and pillar* that 
are to be prominent in the building 
that groweth unto a holy temple; 
leaders in all departments of church 
work, not only as laymen and pastors, 
but in the great branches of denomi­
national labor prominently represent­
ed in this convention. A reference 
to one of these branches will suffice, 
and we mention the foreign work, as 
in spirit it includes all others. 
Among the first generation of labor­
ers in foreign fl olds, one name holds 
a plape that can never be second to 
any, Judaoh, a graduate of Brown. 
Among tho present generation of 
workers no one can be mentioned in 
labors more abundant, more far-see­
ing in plana, more capable in exe­
cuting, aa we have jut learned from 
the Foreign Secretary, thagpDr. 
Ashmore, a graduate of Denison. 
We might continue the list of those 
who have spent their lives in distant 
lands prepared for their service in 
Christian schools. From our own 
seminary in tho West have gons 
Williams, Drake, Bennett and others; 
and even now is on tho way another, 
a member of this convention a year 
ago, Brother Fisher ; for eight years 
we were fellow-students in 4^0 of 
“ our own institutions." Anti at 
home wbat seems to bo the most on 
thusiastic revival of the missionary 
spirit ? We think it can bo seen in 
the missionary conventions of all 
seminaries of the land, the third of 
which meets in Chicago this month.

(e) These institutions are, in their 
very nature, adding strength and 
permanency to our churches. Can 
any one present estimate the part in 
our denominational work which the 
two institutions at Chicago have been 
doing during the past fifteen years? 
“ It would be better,” says one now 
an educator in the Bist, "to close 
the twenty-fivo churches in Chicago 
than to close these two schools." Bat 
upon the pupils themselves deep and 
lasting impressions are made in such 
schools favorable to religion. It is 
inevitable that religious convictions 
in the teacher will, to some extent, 
give direction to the inquirer in 
philosophy, in science, in language, 
and that at least such inquirers will 
n'ot be prejudiced against religion. 
To be sure, the studies are not upon 
religious topics, but the surround 
ings, tbo atmosphere is religious, 
and we aro otten uffsutod by tbo air 
wo breathe as well aa by the food we 
oat. Remembering that we are al­
most in tbe shadow ot the State Uni 
varsity, we quote this from an old 
teacher, for twenty years a professor 
in a Slate institution, and for nearly 
tbo same length of time in denomi­
national schools: “ it is a Cafl- 
known tact that men now hold post 
tions of influence openly opposed to 
the doctrines that all evangelical de­
nominations bold of vital importance, 
and that fatal skepticism is gradual­
ly instilled into the minds of many a 
youth, and tbe State haa not tbe 
power to remove tbe evil it it has tbe 
ir-clinsKon.'' Wbat a contrast to the 
influence exerted in a school whore 
religion is honored ! It is given as a 
fiot that in Kalamazio college there 
aye more con versions year by year 
than in any Baptist church in Mich­
igan, that S ate of strong Baptist 
churches. It was Judson, tbe groat 
m-so'onary, who raid, as bo approach­
ed M ,diron University : ‘-It 1 bad a 
’housatid dollars 1 would put it, not 
into foreign missions, hut info an in 
etitulion like that. Founding such 
scioole and filling them with Chris­
tian young mon and women is plant­
ing seed corn for the world."

ei< Danes trom E igland to preach tbe 
gospel to tbo heathen." The spot 
rosy still bo visited dost the S arlot 
Weil, but the railway has diverted 
tbe river to the otb. r side.

In speaking of the Roman Catholic 
ohubb, aa alwaya, wo should exer­
cise tbe utmost charity which loyalty 
to truth will permit. At tho same 
time that church gives us no very tol­
erant ground on which to stand. I 
have transcribed two statements from 
two eminent autbontioe of tho church 
of Rime as showing what judgment 
wears compelled to pass upon tbe 
Papacy. John Henry Newman says, 

Tbe question really lies, be it ob 
served, between theee tiro alterna­
tives: either tbe church ot Bomb'is 
the bouse of God, or the house of Sa­
tan. There is no middle ground be­
fore them." Cardinal Manning says, 
“ Tbo Catholic church 1s either the 
masterpiece of Satan, or tbo king­
dom of the Son of God.” Being thus 
compelled to oboooo, wo must accept 
tbe position, which we believe tho 
Scriptures make very plain, that tbo 
church of Romo is antichrist. At the 
same time, it may humble ns and con­
vict ns of our danger aa Protectants 
to trace. tbe stope of decadence bv 
wnich tho Catholic church deeoendod 
from its primitive parity to its pres­
ent apostasy and corruption. Speak­
ing generally, thsoo steps may bo 
summed up in three.

First, tho adoption of tbe arts end 
customs of the world for popularising 
Christian worship. Few have any 
idea how large a part of tho moot sa­
cred ecolasiaatiosl ritual was bor­
rowed from pagan Rome. When tbe 
primitive church stood on her own 
ground, and rigidly refused tbo small­
est alliance with tho pagan world, it 
was then that chi' was go>»R forth 
oonquoring and to conquer. Thia is 
moot graphically shown in Uhlhora'a 
" Conflict of Christianity with Hea 
thenism.” But when little by little 
she became assimilated to heathen 
customs, tacking these on to her wor­
ship, to make it popular, her strength 
became sapped. Before wo cast 
stones at Rome we might well ask 
seriously, how far we may be repeat­
ing the folly in our Protectant 
churches, in borrowing music from 
the opera to adorn onr worship, and 
entertainments from tho world to at­
tract the young to our sanctuaries,' 
and in using secular methods to at­
tain tbe sacred ends for which tho 
church exists. We may well look se­
riously whither our feet are tending 
in this direction.

Tbe second step ih decadence from 
primitive piety may be seen in the 
custom which gradually obtained of 
allying the church with worldly men 
and civil relent for the sake of their 
support and patronage. It is this 
which characterized the age of Con- 
stantine; and what fatal consequences 
fl >wed from such allianee 1 need not 
rehearse. And yet who can say that 
tho same tendency is not apparent in 
our Protestant churches to day ? To 
say nothing of state churches, 
which wo leave entirely out of tbe 
question, who is not aware bow com­
mon it is by means of the organiza­
tion known aa “Tbe Society,” which 
exists in common with so many of 
our churches, to make large use ot 
irreligious men in supporting and 
carrying on the worship? Wa are 
not unacquainted with instances 
where wealthy brewers and ru^isel 
lers have great influence in the soci­
ety, and have a vote in settling or 
unsettling tbe pastor, which weighs 
ruoro than that of the humble and pi­
ous members of tbo church itself. 
Hore is a noxious gorm of slate- 
ciurobism, or at least tbo same 
worldly and fatal principle.

And tbe last stage ot apostasy re­
sults from this—the secularization of 
tbo cburcb. Shoc£>mes at last to for­
get that her citisensbip is in heaven ; 
that her portion is above, not on the 
earth; that she is a little flock to 
whom a kingdom is promised, and is 
to live as a stranger and a pilgrim in 
tho earth till that promise ia realized. 
When tbo church has settled down 
into this idea, it is quite easy for tbe 
members to heap up wealth, to in­
dulge in earthly luxury and splendor, 
and to live entirely 1 ke tbo people ol 
thia world. Who will deny that oven 
our purest Protestan ism has i d 
varced some steps in this direction?

So wo have occasion, while wo re 
buko Rome, to consider ourselves and 
to fear, lest we fall under like con 
demnation. Unman nature is tho 
same in every age; tb< reforo there 
will have to bo reformation after ref- 
ormation in tbo ehbreh. Cnristian 
ry, as lived and administered by im 
perfect men, is constantly falling into 
degeneracy. Tbe eburoh is like a 
tree, whose brinebos are constantly 
withering and dying, ro that fresh 
shoots must put out. Out ot Riman- 
ism tho Rrformation. oat ot the Ref 
orma ion tbo Wesleyan Revival, out 
of l" 0 R formed bodies other Re­
formed bodies. Free ('aurcb, .Ri- 
formed Episcopal, and so on. The 
fresh shoots are forever putting out. 
We all need to be watchful lest we 
are not of those having a name to 
live and being dead. [A. J. GohuoN, 
D D , in Tbo Watchman.

TH Skcond Comiig of Christ.

It ii certainly a defect in our cur­
rent Onristiamty, both as to teaching 
and living, that we take too littto in­
terest in the sr co nd and glorious com­
ing of our Lord. In the apostolic 
preaching, and in the life of tho firot 
Christiana, this was a matter ot un- 
surpsaaed importance — the great 
event of the world'a future, tbe glad, 
inspiring hope of every Cbrutian 
heart.

Wbat is the leading doctrinal topic 
of Paul's Epistle to. the Taeeaalon- 
ains ? In most of the Epistleiwe 
find some such topic; and to seek for 
it ia an interesting task. There can 
be no queation that the meet promi­
nent doctrine of these two Epistles is 
that of ths Savior's second coming. 
During his brief but sucoeaaful minia- 
try in Tneesalonios, the apoeile had 
laid great stress on thia inspiring 
theme ; and baa also warned against 
that abuse of it into which fanatics 
are always so ready to fall. (2 
Thee, ii, 6 ; iii, 10) In the First 
Epistle (iv, 13 to v. 11), he dwells on 
this great theme in the way of con­
solation concerning those Christiana 
who had fallen asleep, showing that 
they would not fail ol a share in the 
privileges of the Lord's coming, but 
would rise to meet him. He then 
declares it unnecessary to set before 
the Teaealoniana the uncertainty of 
the time at which tbe Savior will 
come, because they themselves “ know 
perfectly " (i. e., from Paul's teach­
ing when with them), that it is as 
uncertain as tbe time when the thief 
comes in the night; ao that tbe only 
way to bo ready for it ie to be ready 
always. But again, the fanatics had 
seised upon the Epistle aa showing 
that there was no use of working at 
tbe ordinary pursuits of life, because 
tbe day of the Lord wae now pres­
ent. (2 Theas, ii, 2.) And tbe apos­
tle writes his second Epistle for tbe 
very purpose of repeating his censure 
of thia abuse. (2 These, iii, f-15.) 
He hipu»U-had worked ha^d for hia 
support when among them, and had 
taught that the church must not sup 
port those who would not work— 
which he now repeats witb emphasis. 
Ho declares that various events must 
precede the Lord's second coming, so 
that it was certainly not "now pres­
ent ; " yet theee events are so obscure­
ly described (2 These, ii, 3-12), as to 
leave it quite uncertain bow much 
time they will occupy, and quite nec­
essary to be always looking out for 
the Master's coming.

In Paul's other epistles, and in the 
writings of the other taposiles, we 
find this same great subject made ex­
ceedingly prominent, and urged aa « 
motive to holy living. This was but 
carrying out the Savior's own teach 
ings, especially in hia great diebourse 
on tne Mpunt of Olives. Tne com­
parison to a thief in the night was 
twice used by him (Luke xii,39; 
Matt, xxiv, 43) ; and wa^ borrowed 
not only by Paul, bit also Pete r and 
John (2 Peter iii, 10 , R,v. iii, 3: 1G, 
15). Ho taught that he would come 
in his glory ; and so Paul urges us to 
“ look tor tbe blessed hope and ap­
pearing of the^lory of tbo great God 
and our Savior, Jesus CnnaL” (Tit. 
ii, 13) ; and holds up the inspiring 
hope that “ When Christ, who ia our 
lite, shall be manifested, then shall ye 
alao be manifested in glory." (Col. 
iti, 4). He laughl tbat at hia coming he 
will '■ render unto every man accord­
ing to his deeds" (Malt, xvi, 27), and 
tbat all nations shad bo gathero<i oe 
tore bis throne ol judgment (Mslt. 
xxv, 32) ; and again and again the 
apostle urges tbat we must all appear 
Delore Christ aa judge. He taught 
tbat wo must wan । a.ientty amid the 
worst ilia ol life ( Luke xxi, 19) ; ai.d 
l'aal, Poiei and Junn, all concur wii b 
James, when bo says : "He ye pa 
lient, therefore, brethren, until the 
coming of tne Lord.” Ln many ways 
tbe glorious coming event is present­
ed as a motive lor doing right. “ Let 
your forbearance be known unto all 
men. The Lord ia at hand." (Pml. 
iv, 5 ) “ It any man lovelh not toe 
Lora, lot him bo anathema. Onr 
Lord comelh. ’ (1 Cor. xvi, 22) 
" Deny ing ungodliness and worldly 
lasts, wo should lire soberly and 
righteously, and godly, in thia preaenl 
world, looking for t ho blcsaed hope,” 
ofc. (Titus it, 12) “So tbat ye 
come behind in to gift ; waiting tor 
the revelation ' of our Lord Jesus 
Christ." (Cor. 1,7) “ W nat man­
ner of port-on ought you to be in holy 
living and godliness, looking tor and 
hastening tne coming ot the day ot 
God.” (2 Polor til, II, 12) And 
Paal, in bis last words, dtc.aros mat 
the Lord will give tho crown of 
righteousness "to all them that have 
loved appearing." (2 Tim. iv,8)

Oar Loras second Ctimog is tnua 
seen to be a aubjoit ot great practical 
importance—a comfort amid life's 
sorrow, a motive to patience, torboar- 
anoe, and ail holy living, a warning: 
to those who love him not. and those 
who a>e ashamed of him (M*rk vid, 
38). Why, then, is it so much neg- 
lucted 1 if our presciing, conversation, 
tbougbts, feeling, life ? It is tbo old 
story. Some have tried to know 
moie than wsa taught—even to know 
the day and hour which Jesus him 
self declared be did not know. 
(Mark XIII, 32 ) They have mapped 
out complete programmes of tbe sec­
ular events preceding his coming, 
and all its circumstances. And in 
every successive age fanatics have re­
peated tbe abuse of tta> gnat hope

which arose immediately at Th. 
lonka. Ob tbe other bawd 
portions of the Curistian world T* 
adopted theories concerning t 
Isnmal period ot world.wid«\wd ZT 
toot piety, which postpone the nil bility of our Lord’s coming iatott 
distant future, and blind men’s 
to the numerous promises, warnZm 
and exhortations which imply aS 
we know not when he will ooms 73 
must therefore be always rwmu 
Would it not be better to have 
theory concerning that millenaiv, 
whose precise nature and relation j 
time to our Lord's coming it is m 
hard to determine from a uagU'nv 
scare past age, and to direct our attX 
tion rather to the great praotZ 
duty of looking out and being tvw 
ready for tbat coming, which in 
numbered passage* is urged upon M 
by our Lord himself, by James-aaj 
Peter, by John and Paul? fBantta

AU things considered, perhaps ■ better ptae 
oould not have been selected. Arkidslphhi 
was one among the first towni settled in 
Stela, and was onoe the leal of a fiouttaiag 
female school; but, like many other iasUta. 
tion* of a ilmilar character, it went down tn 
the cloud of war and roee no more.

The town i* situated on *□ eminence saS.

It • there i* any one thing that 
stands out more dearly on the sacred 
page, and receives a more emphatic 
indoroement from Christian experi­
ence than all others, it is tbe fact that 
religion is of the heart, and is pro­
duced by the power of God. We are 
not unmindful of th* fact that it ba* 
it* intellectual ride. There are prop- 
osition*, auch as tbe being ot God, 
the trinity, the divinity of Christ,' 
salvation by faith, which, while the 
intellect can not fully comprehend 
them, yet becauM it is more reasons 
ble to receive than it is to reject, ibe 
mind indorses them. We can not 
comprehend God; but a* we look out 
upon the multiplied and multiform 
evidences of divine power and wis­
dom which nature reveal*, wo accept 
of tbe fact of God. It i* more reas­
onable to aooopt than it i* to reject 
Thu* of tbe divinity of Christ Tbe 
miracle* that he wrought render it 
mor* reasonable to believe in the in- 
oomprehenrible fact of the divinity 
of the mighty Worker than'to disbe­
lieve. So of all the great propoai- 
tions of revelation. Indeed, the 
Word of God itMlf encourages the 
right um of reason.

Birth of an Iceberg.

Al an adj turned meet­
ing at New Oaclle, on Ue 3d Saturday in Oc­
tober of Ue Mme year, Ue committee report­
ed Ual Ue flret number of tbe paper bad 
been imued by Ue editor, U-iel B. Cham 
bera, under Ue name ot The Crou and Bap­
tul Banner.

Tbta paper waa published at Frankfort a 
little leea than two yean, when it consoli- 
dated wiU the Baptul Weekly Journal at 
Cincinnati, O, where it continu'd to be pub 
l',hed under Ue Hyle of TAa Crou and Bap- 
tiet Journal. Here it continued to be Ue 
organ of Ue Kentucky Bapttet Convention 
till that body dtaeolved.

At the aame time, In Ue tall of 1834. Ue 
•Ixth Bapttet periodical in Kentucky waa eg 
labluhed. It waa leaned at Shelbyville, un­
der Ue name of TAa- Baptut Banner, by 
Jame, Witeon, MD. Tn hu prospectua, Ue 
editor My,: " The otjwt of Ute paper ta to 
receive and dlmcminate religion, intelligence 
in relation to Ue condition and prosperity of 
our BadMmer'. Kingdom, with M much ot^- 
er UMful and literary matter aa clroumctaucea 
will admit ot.

oooaty and vwtslty, end thna to >U a !»!• 
■pees cf bttbwto unoo^ted Mad, ta nw 
ommended to the hvorable notice of our 
brstbren.” *

Buch wm th. tMgtnstog cf tha now widely 
known Waanax RxcoBDBa. Tha eflort to 
“ehoko it out" by confining it*to “ Shelby 
ooanly aad victnily ’ fUlad. The next year 
after it wm Inktlluted, the gifted John L. 
Wallar took edltoHal charge of it, atd loon 
afterward moved it to Loutaville, where he 
changed it from a eemi-monthly to a weekly 
paper. Again, after a abort Uma, It ooelme- 
ed with Tha Baptiat of NaahVuia and tbe 
Weatarn Pioneer ot Illinote, under the ityle 

of the Barrier Baxxbb amd Wxarxax 
Pioxxxb,and ite publication wm continued al 
Louteville under tha editorial control of John 
L. Waller, aateted by R. B. O. Howell, of 
TmneeMO A H. Hinkle, of Indiana, and 
William Gary Crane, of Alabama. At thte 
period the paper waa an extra large folio, 
the inbecription price of which waa $8 a 
year. Tha leading meaiurea advocated in ite 
columni were the education of preachy the 
•upport cf paetora, and the came W Home 
and Foreign MimIohi.

In 1841 William 0. Buck, the champion of 
minieterial luppqrt and State Mimlon*. tuo- 
oeeded Mr. Waller ae editor of the Bimrr 
Babxbb ABD Wbstxus PtoxBBU. Under 
hit control the paper exerted a mighty in 
fluence in favor of mteaioat, the eupport ot 
prelore ud the cauie ot education during tbe 
period of about nine yeart, when he failed in 
butlneet ud moved to Alabama. Dr. John 
L. Waller again took charge of Ura paper 
May 1, 1860, and in 1861, exebuged ite 
name for tbat of the Wbtih Rxcokdxr 
having aaaociated S. H. Port with him in 
tbe editonhip. Hit inuagamut continued 
till 1864, when Dr. Waller wu tudaenly 
called to bta final reward. S. H. Ford then 
became tole editor ud proprietor ot the Wu- 
TBBM Bbooxdbb. Al it* meeting in Lonte- 
ville In October, 1864, tbe General Araoda- 
tion adopted the following :

•• ReKlead, Tbat we recommend the lor. 
nation of a Joint stock company for tbe pur- 
puM of purchaxingthe Wirtibb Rxcobdkb, 
ud diroctirg Ihii periodical uterprue tor 
tbe bent fit ottbe Bapttet denomination."

For a ibort lima alter this tbe paper wu 
edited by five brethren, it te believed, living 
In different localitiei, after which Joceph 
Otte, M. D., became ite tdilor ud proprietor, 
about 1868, ud conducted it eume two 
yeart. It then puied into tbe budx of S. H 
Fort ud U. Y. Duncan, who continued to 
conduct it till tha fall of 1861, when Dr Fort 
veil South, the paper wm reduced to very 
imall dimenxion, and, alter a brief druggie, 
wu smpendpd About 1863 it* publication 
wu returned under the editorial manage­
ment of A 0. Grave*, who wu succeeded by 
tbe now venerable J. O. Wallar. About 
1866 R M. Dudley took charge of the paper 
and controlled it till I860, when J. W. R ut 
wm uaoctaled with Dim, ud the two con­
ducted the paper till 1871. Thte bring! the 
htetory of tb« paper down to a period within 
the memory ot our young men, ud hence 
within tbe peraonal knowledge of the readera 
of the Htetory of Kentucky Baptteta.

Several other brethren have been copncct- 
nected with the famous old j iurnal during 
brief periods u A. W. LaRue, Normu 
KobltuoD, J. M W-avar ud acme olfleri 
Of couree it wu deemed need I Ml to give the 
preaont generati n of Kmtncky B«ptuta a 
butory of tbe WaaTxiur Rxcubdik under 
control of Dra. Worrell, Uolemau ud Caper- 
ton.

Hoping your friend will procure a copy of 
tbe Hutory of Kentucky Baplltti ud read 
it, ud that the Field Editor ol tbe old Bap- 
tui Banner may find opportunity to fold 
“ the wing " long enough to glance through
