A coaBMPOKDMT of the Examiner 
gives facts, which set tbe perplexities 
of Piedobaptisu in a strong light:

•noe with which almost everybody, 
oonscioualy or unconsciously, has 
learned to estimate tho facts of the 
production and distribution of econ­
omic goods.

Hence these 
labor agitations which our economic 
system does not provide for are look­
ed upon with general alarm and hos­
tility.

But thia tendency to consider pres­
ent economic conditions as necessary 
and final is not peculiar to modern 
political economy. It is probably os 
old as human history. Sjo for ex­

discriminations between patricians 
and plebeians. Taking advantage of 
a critical period in the conditions of 
Roman industry, the plebeian labor­
ers struck and withdrew to a place
outside-the city where they proposed 
to set up a new city for themselves. 
The business and government of 
Romo osmo to a standstill, the patri­
cians being, of course, unable to carry 
on tbe State alone.

In these straits, a deputation was 
sent to the common people with 
Monenius Agrippa at its head, who 
related to the strikers tbe following 
fable:

THE HILLY AND THE MBMUEUS.
Once upon a time there arose 

amongst the individual members ot 
tbe hemaa body a great agitation 
cdused by tho fact that the other 
parte of the body became indignant 
because, by their care aud labor and 
service all things wore produced lor 
the belly, which, like a full-blown 
aristocrat, sat luxuriously in their 
midst and consumed everything that 
was provided. " Why do wo <nduro 
this?!' they cried. ‘Let tho hands 
ref use te carry load to the mouth, 
thu mouth to take tho food aud the 
teeth to ouuw it! " So they conspir­
ed together to subdue the belly by 
famine. Tho result was, the whole 
body' began to pine away. From this 
it appeared that tho belly ai»o per­
formed agro it service to the body and 
Hint in return for the sappsrt which 
it received m»m tho other members, it 
nourished all the rest.

The story goes that tho striking 
piobomus wero so impressed by this 
table that they immudisieip sur 
rendered and returned to tbe city

not construct human society. Ho 
did not establish the relations be­
tween the governors and the govern­
ed, between lords and commons, rich 
and poor, capitalists and laborers. 
All the regulations of human society 
from the most trtval rule of etiquette 
to the highest maxim of jurispru­
dence are simply the products of hu­
man contrivance, and, like all other 
human contrivances, are liable to 
error and subject to revision. Yet 
we are rometimes co solemnly ad­
monished about tbe sacred new of 
vested rights, that we are almost 
ready to forget that there is no such 
thing as a monopolist by divine right, 
any moro than a king by divine 
nght. w

Of a piece with this old assump­
tion of the divine origin and eternal 
necessity of the existing order of 
things is the very general misuse of 
several important economic terms. 
Whatever is new and strange to the 
old established political economy, is 
at onoe stigmatised as

COMMUNISM OX AQAAUANIBM.
Even editors of prominent journals 

frequently make use of these words 
without any accurate notion of what 
they really mean; so that there 
seems to be abundant need of a gen­
eral clarification in tbe public mind 
of this branch ot the Bub|«cL

With this end-ttmBir a few defi­
nitions may be pardoned.

I. AOBAB1ANIBM.
The historic term is of Latin deri­

vation and was applied by the ancient 
Romans to those agitations led by 
tbe Gracchi and others, which had 
for their object the enactment ot 
laws, prohibiting the absorption of 
the public land by the patrician capi­
talists, and securing the distribution 
of a jut share of it among tho poor 
plebeians. So far from being a mat­
ter of reproach, it constitutes the 
•highest distinction of many great 
Roman statesmen, that they passed 
and executed agrarian measures.

The Roman Republic may, indeed, 
be said to have perished for the want 
ot agrarian laws wisely emoted and 
faithfully executed. But this word 
has no place in modern economic dis 
ow»*oaa,-axoapt in ao far m they re­
late to eohemM lor tho nationalise- 
tion ot land, and even here its-use is 
of doubtful propriety.

II. COMMUNISM AND C0LLICTIV16M.
These words denote that Byetom of 

economic belief which not only de­
nounces the existing economic order, 
but especially insists upon tbe aboli 
tion*of private property in land, 
capital and all other forms of wealth, 
and the bolding ot all these things 
by tbe oommunity in common. 
Communists and Collectivists usually 
contend also that the only way in 
which this oommunity ot goods can 
be brought about, is by revolution, 
i. e., by a violent overthrow of tbe 
existing order of things aud confisca­
tion ot projierty,

III. ANABCHISM AND NIHILUM.

Candor, however, compels me to 
add that the boot tnatori s ntato that 
the plebeians did no; yield until the 
pairiciana hud made very substantial 
uonoeasiotiB.

Be that as it may, I cite this old 
fable simply to point out the fallacy 
oi thia sort ot reasoning, whether it 
be need against the striking prohla- 
riant of ancient Rome, or against the 
striking laborers of tne United States 
oi AEnonua.

Tne <a lacy lies bora: Agrippa 
quietly swuicw that the relation 
wmoh actually subsists between the 
different cIsmos ot tbe community is 
a necessary and natural sort ot rela 
non, like that between tne different 
members of tbe human body; and 
that all efforts of man to abange this 
relation are as futile and foolish in 
the one case as in the other, it is 
needless to point out that this as- 
sumption is entirely wittfoul founda­
tion. God himself constructed the 
human body, co-ordinated its'differ­
ent parts, and fixed forever the re­
lations between them. But God did

These words denote the most ma­
lignant form that modern discontent 
hoe over usshmod. Tuoy mean the 
apotheosis of destruction and rum. 
Anarchists and Nihilists denounce, 
not only the economic order, but also 
the State, tho church, tho family, and 
.cwry otucr institution and organisa­
tion wh-.ch mon havoforraod and have 
learn od lo love. Thuy a old that ua- 
mun solely in all its phases :s incur­
ably bad and the only way lo begin 
o reioiin H is uUcny io destroy te. 

When ail things that exist have Deen 
Violently overthrown, out oi ibo 
rn-nx, tney hope some form of socioiy 
may ariso, wmcb might bo buUei, 
but could not be worso than the pres- 
en;.

IV -SOCIALISM
Thia is a very nidus-vo term om- 

btu.ing tEUti> diffortni classes ot so­
cial reformers. Soc-ulisls are :ilten 
miotekonly ^onftuod with Common- 
ista. Tnej' ngreo with too latter in 
believing that' tho present oigan za 
Uoo of economic, rocioty is noiiaur 
iiocessary nor jam,; bat tho> differ 
from Corunianisia, ds a ruio, in two 
very important respecte: (a) Though 
denying thu jostics and exp-jdiuncy 
of many forms ol private property, 
as for ustanoo, teat in land aud 
active capital, they do nut generally 
approve the abolition ul ail private 
properly. Those forms of projierty 
WDich--mvalve tbe control ot tho pro­
ductive agencies oi thu community 
the Sec alisU would nut allow to ibo 
individual, but would pul under 
8jue ownership, (b) As«a proctic*! 
method ot attaining thoir ideal, the 
Socialists advocate not revolution but 
tvoiution. By a gradual process o‘ 
legal and social development, tt>0 
modern nations should be o^anged 
from the present mdividp^ii(u0| to 
tbe eacuilutic basis.

It should be slated that many 
tbe greatest economists ot recent 
times sympathies more or lees tally 
wilb tbe aims and methods of tbe 
Bocialists.

Another effect which is no doubt 
partly das to this widespread, though 
faulty, political economy is tbe gener­
al conviction that it is impossible by 
legal ensetments to control in an 
effectual manner the operation! of 
strong corporations and powerful 
capitalists

Attempts to prevent by law tho 
financial legerdemain, by which these 
great operators exploit the commun­
ity, are usually considered in tho 
tame light as would be an attempt 
to causa by etatatory provisions a 
rise in the thermometer. On what 
other supposition can it be explained 
that a man like Jay Gould—a man 
whose life has been a " race between 
a misdemeanor and a felony "—can, 
in a land of settled government like 
ours, carry on for year* his exploits 
without let or hindrance ? I refer to 
Jay Gould not as an individual, but 
aa the lype and leader of a great 
class—tho Prinoe of unscrupulous 
monopolists ns BeeJsebnb was the 
Prinoe of the Powers of the air.

There is a numerous class of oper­
ators in tbe United States, who are 
every day devising and executing 
schemes of aggrand zement, which 
are a cross between bunko-steering 
and highway robbery. If it is not 
impossible to prevent these things, 
why are they not prevented?

[ Tho answer is that men of this 
Bort accomplish their aims not so 
much by illegal measures (though 
these are common enough) as by 
extra-legal mossuree.

Tbe most striking peculiarity of 
our fine old system of Common Law 
is the slow and cautious manner in 
which it is developed. It never 
looks ahead to make provision for 
ideal oases that might or might not 
arise. It is far too unimaginative 
and matter of fact for this. Its prin- 
oiples are extended only so far aa is 
ncceeaary to cover cases that have 
actually arisen and are before the 
courts.

A system like this is quite unsaited 
for an era of great industrial expan­
sion, each aa thia country ia now 
paasing through. Indeed, originat­
ing aa it did away back in antiquity, 
when industrial corporations wero 
unknown,, there is ground for tho 
suspicion that the Common Law is 
quite unable to cope with the com­
plexities of tbe modern corporation. 
At any rate its march is do slow and 
Btatoiy that it is- quite easy for the 
nimble-footed gentry who deal in 
“ corners ” and " watered etocks " to 
keep out of its reach.

But the only way in whioh the 
work of the Common Law/cAn be 
Hupplemented and hastened is by leg­
islative enactments ; and during the 
last ten years tbe average American 
legislature has been sue 3 an aggrega­
tion of crudities, incompetencies and 
knaveries, that from this source the 
public has little to hope, and oorpo- 
ration magnates little to fear.

Add Until this the fact that in our 
American jurisprudence wo bavo two 
systems ol law, stalo and nationals , 
and that choae Iwo systems are nol 
yet thoroughly welded togeihgr, bul 
between thorn are many intervening 
spacoh utcovorod by oithor, whore 
power! ul and skillful operators may 
disport themselves unchecked/by any 
law.

Tne not result ol all this is, Ihat 
moi: like Juy Gould nro magnificent 
treebuotors in regions yet unexplorod 
by positive law. ^hoy are the Dick 
Turpi ns and Robin Hoods of modern 
times, Hnugly hidden uway in rolroais 
yet 'umiurvoyed by legislation, and 
uuleucod by legal adjudication.

Nol until the American jmoplo, 
fully awakened to the necessity of 
action, have thrown atido their old- 
fashioned laistt: faire political econ­
omy, and have taken u firmer grasp 
□ pot, tho illusive forces of th* c-jm- 
m acnl world, will those modern 
depredators bo driven from thoir 
rovers and forced to submit to the 
law. _

We are aa heartily ia favor of nnion 
aa any man. But anything in the 
way of nnion, formally organic, mutt 
be the reankant of an antecedent 
unity. Union other than thia would 
be a diaaeter; yea, it would be a farce 
and a* mianomer. it would require 
some one, or all, of the varioua de- 
nominationa to lay down principle* 
that they believe to be according to 
the gospel, or io submit to practices 
and teachings that they believe to bo 
contrary to the Scriptures. We m a 
denomination, for instance, hold all 
the essential truths that are held by 
any other people; and, in addition, 
some truths that none others bold. 
We are conscientious in our convic­
tions of Bible teaching. Wo believe 
itUtbe immersion of a believer in wa­
ter as the only baptism. We believe 
that baptism and church membership, 
acoording to the gospel, oome betoyb 
the Sapper; that the Supper, in other 
words, is a ehuroh ordinance. Wj 
believe that the church, itself, is the 
highest—aye, the only—ecclesiastical 
tribunal in the universe. Wo bow to 
the authority of no pope, bench of 
bishops, nor council. Church author­
ity is supremo.

Now wo, as Baptista, can lay.down 
none of these things for any sake. 
The Lord never requires any one to 
« do evil that good may come.” What 
he requires is simple obedience to his 
commands. But to ns the command 

JUta-bkptizod,” ipone to which obedi­
ence can bo rendered Only by an in 
telligeat, responsible agent, acting for 
himself. It must be the voluntary 
act of a Christian man or woman, or 
one who has reached the period of 
personal accountability to God. And 
the command, too, can only ba obey- 
od by an immersion in water on pro­
fession of faith. We are not now ar­
guing that this position is correct. 
But we honestly believe that the doc­
trine of the immersion of a believer 
in water is the only correct doctrine 
as to the subjects and mode of bap­
tism. Believing these things, we 
must hold to them. To do other 
Were to be disloyal to our Lord. We 
could, in a word, never unite with 
any one in ehnreh- organisation, who 
is nnt in harmony with us. For a

That we may emphasise and clear­
