Nothing will dis­
turb a life of faltb more effectually 
than a Spirit of complaint, or enter 
taining the thought our Heavenly 
Father is indifferent concerning our 
welfare.

3. A life of faith will be impossible 
without an assured conviction qf the 
divine presence with and in one.

Whenever tbe child of &od regards 
Christ as seated some millions of 
miles away in the presence of the 
Father, and has no recognition of 
the Spirit's presence io him, his faith 
will necessarily grow feeble, and his 
will be largely a life of doubt But. 
when he recogn sis his body as tbo 
temple of the Holy Spirit that is in 
him (I Cor. 6:19). or when bo cau 
truly say, “ L am croo'fiod with 
Christ; it is no longer I that live, 
but Christ livoth in me; and the life 
wbici I now live in the flesh I live 
by the faith of the Son of, God "—io 
this state of the cue, p life of faith is 
easy and natural, fluoh a life brings 
much of boavon into the heart of the 
believer ; while it confers a rich rev­
enue of glory upon Curist, who can 
-restore poor, sihfai, wretched mon to 
harmony with his Mtkor!

Last July, there appeared in two 
consecutive numbers of the Wmtbbb 
RnooBDun, an historical essay on 
William Fox and “Tae Society for 
promoting flanday-aohools in the 
British Dominions." Tais society 
was organic»d in London in 1785, 
under tbe leadership ot William Fox, 
who, in various ways, proved himself 
to be a true philanthropist, but 
upecislly in hi* zeal, liberality, and 
personal efforts for tbe education and 
moral elevation of the lowest classes 
bl his ooantrymen. Wien he ro 
sided iu London, he bad the bappi 
no*s of sitting under the ministry of 
Abraham Booth, whose friendship he 
enjoyed, and he was chosen a deacon 
of tbo Baptist church in P.-osoot 
Btroit and being blessed with affla- 
once, bo turned hi* attention to tbe 
diatremes of others. Tae Sinday- 
eohocl Society, foi med as tbo result 
ot bis exertion*, daring the first six­
teen yoars of its existence, paid out 
4 000 pounds sterling, for tbo Barview 
of hired teachers in flanday school*. 
When, however, the plan of gratui 
tons teaching camo to ba universally 
adopted, and Cnristian* and churches 
became generally enlisted in promot­
ing Sunday school* from merely ro 
tigious motives, the importance and 
infTlOnce oi this Society declined un- 
’il it becimo extinct.

In 1803, throe or four warm friends 
of Sanday schools mot in L indon, in 
the parlor of William Brodie Gurney, 
and gavo birth to “ the London San 
day echoil' Union." Thia 8 icioty, 
with hut scanty means in ite early 
history accompli-hod a vast amount 
of good. It wa* composed of *ay 
flanday-schao) work sr* of different 
douomifation* ot Cnristiau*. Tins 
Union ha« hud an -aouorab e and 
prosperous career froiq.5t» or:-?in to 
the priseut ': me. LtsojgUt to form 
tbo 1 rge body of fliaday-school 
leacber* into one compact and roiju 
lar aasooiat'on ; and to combine their 
eueri’ie* witp a view of extending 
universally the Sunday school system.

engulphed. A common school teach- 
•r was encouraged by a committee 
w^had a secalar school in charge 
anrwbioh they supported, to open it 
on Sunday for religious instruction, 
und was rewarded with a penny 
(worth about 2 cents,) a child for 
each Sunday, up to tbe number of 3f> 
children. Too son of Mrs. Gurney- 
William Brodie Gurney—now anont 
nineteen year* of ago, took a deep 
interest in tbi* Sunday-school. Ho 
says of bimrelf—" Fueling a desire 
to be of some use, I determined, to 
visit this Sunday school; and I vory 
soon asoerla’nod that tbe attendance 
wa* uniformly the same."

11 the thirty did not make tneir 
appearance, the muter * son wa* 
soul to letch in the requisite uutaber, 
who ware informed that they would 
not be detained.

These institution* arose 1 
at this particular period, and have 
proved ospsoially aisful in the man- 1 
afacturing districts, m the only 1 
means adapted to impart instruction 1 
to the great majority of the children, 1 
and to counteract the evil* to which < 
they are exposed. To understand 1 
and appreciate the influence of Sun- 1 
day schools in England, it is neces- ■ 
asry to oast a glance backward* to 1 
the condition of that country, intel- 1 
leotually, morally, and religiously, t 
prior to the introduction of Sunday- < 
school*. Il wa* a psriod of groat 1 
national darkness. In London, 1 
drunkennesa and beer-drinking pro- 1 
vailed to a horrible extent, *0 that 
Hogarth could paint “Gn-laneacd < 
Beer street, in works which will live 
forever, a* a moat graphic, though j 
disgusting exhibition, of tbe vice of 1 
tbo metropolis at that limo. Sabbath 1 
breaking waa carried to a greater i 
extent than even it is now, and blas­
phemy and lewd language prevailed, 1 
even in the genteel ciroles'of society. ( 
In tbo country at large there existed 1 
a great ferocity of manner*; bull- < 
baiting, cock-fighting, and all the 1 
low and vulgar oocapation* in which t 
cruel and barbarous minds oould do- । 
light, prevailed in every district. 1 
Tno northern and western section* of 
England were particularly oharanteT- 
ized by barbarians-—A—great change - 
will be found in all these ro*pacts, a 1 
change which will be universally ad- । 
milled to be for tbe better; and it । 
will then remain for conaidera.lon, 1 
whether that change may be at- 1 
inbutod, in any aad 10 what degree, , 
to toe establishment and progress of 1 
tbe San day-school system of mstrno- । 
lion.

made the moan* of greatly pramot 
ing the instruction of tbe young, and 
of raising up, both from the scholars 
and tbe toaouera, many devoted and 
euoceuful laburors in the ohurob of 
Christ. Thera is much in the early 
history of Sunday-school*, that is 
worthy of consideration, and th*t is 
calculated to make u*grateful to G >d, 
and to stimulate the friend* of those 
institutions to carry on, with inorea* 
ing seal an! dovotodns**, the work 
in which others.have labored with 
glorious auocees. Io tbe beneficial 
changes produced by these institu­
tions wo should adore the Providence 
of God, and wo should view every 
amelioration of society a* originated 
from his goodness.

This is a very eingular text it is 
not very easy to understand it st first 
sight Hero are some who are said 
to draw sin with cords of vanity, 
which are slender enough, and yet 
they also draw it as with a cart-rope, 
which is thick enough. They are 
harnessed to sin, and the trace* ap­
pear to be fragile, insignificant, and 
soon broken. You can hardly touch 
them, for they are a mere sham, a fic­
tion-vanity. What osn be thinner 
and weaker than cob-web-cords of 
vanity? Yet when you attempt to

lock. Motives which have no logical 
foro*, and would not bind a reatona- 
ble man for a moment, are, neverthe­
less, quite sufficient to hold the moot 
of men in bondage. Such a slave is 
UM to iniquity, that unworthy mo- 
tivM and indefensible reasons, which 
appear no stronger than little cords, 
neverthele** hold him m with bonds 
of steel, and he is fastened to tho load­
ed wagon of hie iniquity m a hone is 
fastened by a cart-rop*. That is our 
subject at thia time, and may God 
make it useful to many. Beyond all 
things 1 would hav* you saved, you 
who are tugging away in the harnees 
of tin. God grant it May the free 
Spirit not yon free.

I shall first of all explain tho sin­
gular description—explain it by en­
larging upon it, and quoting instances 
from Mily life. Secondly, I shall en­
large upon the woo that is certainly 
connected with being bound to sin; 
and then thirdly, as God shall help 
me, I will encourage you to get oat 
of tho traoe*. I pray that you may 
have those cart-ropes cut, that you 
may not be drawing iniquity and sin 
after you My longer. O that this 
might be salvation’s hour to mMy of 
yoa, in which, like Samson, yon may 
break the cords and rope* with which 
you have been bound!

I. First, lot us explain the singu­
lar description. Hero are person* 
harnnesed to the wagon of tin—har 
neoaod to it by mMy cords, all light 
as vanity, and yet strong as cast- 
ropes.

Let me give you a picture. Here 
is a man who, as a yonog man, heard 
the gospel, and grew up under the 
influence of it. He is an intelligent 
mM, a Bible reader, and somewhat of 
a theologian. He attended a Bible 
class, was an apt pupil, and o )uld ex 
plain much of Scripture, bat he took 
to lightness and frothiness. H > made 
an amusement of religion, and a sport 
of serious things. Sermon* ho fre­
quented that ho might talk of them, 
and say that he had heard tho preach­
er. After the sermon, whon other* 
were impressed, he was merry. Hi 
had discovered «ome mistake in the 
preacher, in his pronunciation, in the 
grammatical constructions of a eon 
tence, or in a misquotation from a 
poet,and this he mentioned with go« 
to, passing by all the good that was 
spoken.

His life is all trifling nov 
You could not make him eorioiB. H 
epond* his time in one porpetuabg g 
gio. Every holy thing i* now tn* 
subject ol comedy. Like Behhazz tr, 
he drinks his wine ont of tho saoroi 
vessels of the temple. Earnestnos* 
hath a pleasantry of it* own, and a 
a bold spirit yoke* mirth and laugh­
ter to it* car, and subdaes all the fao, 
ultie* of the mind to God, not even 
excepting humor; bat this man own* 
no Lord within hie heart, bat laaghe 
at the moot oolemn troths, and does

Peo­
ple of that tort begin at first with an 
inquiring spirit, and then go on to an 
objecting spirit, then to a conceited 
spirit, and then to a perpetually 
quibbling spirit. In the caie to 
which I refer, there is nothing earn 
o*t; for when a man i* a eincore ques­
tioner, snd is willing to rec live an 
answer, be io on the high road to 
truth; but when he merJy questions 
and questions and questions, and 
never stops for an answer, and ,is 
nothing but a heap ot cavils, he is not 
worth clearing awAy. Tne last thing 
ho wants is an answer, and tho thing 
he dreads beyond everything is that 
he shpald be compelled to behove 
anything at all. Hucu a man at last 
gets bound as witb a cart-rope; be 
becomes an atheist, or worse, for all

geta up and ooms* to ths front, snd 
the better self, if ever he had each, is 
dragged on an unwilling captive at 
the chariot-wheels of its destroyer.

III. Now, listen. There is hope 
for every harneesed slave of Satan. 
Thore is hope for those who an most 
securely bound. u O," you say,

leoeo from it/’ Listen. Jeans Christ 
has come into the world to reocue 
those who are bound with chains.

One of tho moot delightful, end 
every way helpful part* ot public 
worship, a* well as of family devotion, 
is singing the songs of Zion. Epis­
copalians and Catholics havo, far 
more than Protestant*, availed them­
selves of this beautiful e'ement cf 
public divine service. In our Bun­
day - school*, prayer - meetings and 
public worship, singing ha* become a 
much larger factor than formerly.

The bortatory^and devotional in­
fl aencs of our sacred^ong* can hardly 
bo over ectimated. Engaging in this 
delighfal employ all God’s children 
can become teachon] and exhortere. 
With Christ'sJword dwelling in them 
richly in all wisdom, they teach and 
admonish^one another in jpealms and 
hymns Md spiritual songs. How 
mMy indelible imprestions have been 
mad* on the hearts of both saints Md 
sinners by sentiments] expressed in 
song! Who has not often pillowed 
his tortured head and troubled heart

In some religions poetic rhapeodies 
are personified the divine attributes, 
especially the divine love. Dr. Pen­
dleton justly lifts his pen against 
such sickly sentimentalism as*1 wor­
shiping the sweet will of God." 
But, when ho says that the holiness 
of God, the crowning glory of his 
moral character, is referred to in 
“ Worship the Lord in the beauty of 
holiness,” be will, I am convinced ip 
a moment's reflection, see that the 
a'junct belongs to the worshiper, not 
to the bemg worshiped.

Tb« Sabbath.

It fa not tha purpoM in this article 
to diacuaa the general queetion of 
Sabbath obaervanoe. That baa boon 
done more than once in these ooi- 
anno. We wieh limply to note some 
of tbe evila that grow out of a disre­
gard of the sabtatio law.

It certainly needs no argument to 
prove that conformity to God’s law 
fa esaential to both individual and 
national quiet and well being. In­
deed the simple fact that God baa 
given a law for the guidanop of men 
in the individual and tbe collective 
capacity, aa cations, is proof positive 
on this point, unices we assume that 
obedience to law renders men miser 
able. This no one can seriously m- 
sume for a moment. Divine law is 
perfect and just. It strikes ita roots 
back into tbe prirciple of eternal 
right; hence it ia a t raigkt rale of right

"Thou shalt not kill," is designed 
for the protection of life and the best 
interests of organ'xid lociety. The 
law which says, " Thou sb alt not 
commit adultery,” throws a safe­
guard about the home, invents the 
marriage relation with a divine eanc- 
tity and lifts man above the level of 
tbe brute. Thus also in regard to 
tbe Sabbath law. Its design is to 
protect society and to promote tbe 
highest interests of the race. And 
M bitter evil tuid moral chaos would 
result from a general disregard ui 
tbe tew touching mftrder or adultery, 
even so will it be, in the end, from a 
disregard of the tew aa to the Sab­
bath.

Nor can wo ditcass, at present, tho 
province and prerogative of tho State 
in Ute domain of morals and relig­
ion.

"Toe powers 
that ba are ordained of God." The 
State ia a teacher neither of morals 
nor religion. Yat,a< tbesoare essen­
tial to man’s highest good, it muat 
protect tho former and encourage the 
tetter. Tbe State, through its repre- 
senta ive magistrate, whether in tile 
lowest or the b gbest courts of judi­
cature, is " a minister of God, a re­
venger to execute wrath upon bun 
that doeth evil." Tbe State has no 
authority to interfere with individual 
righit For tboee are laered. But it 
tells back upon tbe principle, clearly 
iucu'catcd ia tho divine law, that uo 
man baa a right to do wrong. No 
man Um a right to adopt any coune 
ol condQcttbat will war against tbe 
interest and well being of society. 
Tne interente of society are to be 
oe nsidered rather than tbe will of 
the ind vidua! unit in scc'Oty. And 
it is upon this principle that tbe 
State fulminates iu prohibitory do 
orees. Taking life, while it may 
gratify tbe persona! revenge of tbe 
murderer, or aecar<L,to himself the 
wealth of hie victim, yetis forbidden 
under tremendous penalty, because 
it wars against society, wuose inUr 
eats too State is bound to prouc . 
D ali ng in ardent spirits, though it 
may enrich tbe vendor, yet, beo*use 
it demoral x >1 society, the State has 
the right to prohibit. So all tbe way 
through.

Tao State, it is true, has no right 
to interfere with any man's con 
science. Tnoro, to his own marten, 
every man s.andeth or frliotb. W.nst 
is considered positive good, civil gov­
ernment inn never compel; but pos­
itive evil it can, without overstep­
ping the bounds ot its author!'y, re­
strain, even to tbe extent of ixicut 
ing the law's penalties. Too S ate 
can never proscribe in the ma.tor oi

define the ritee and oeremoniM that 
he aball observe. In all theee tbinga 
charob and State arc eternally eepa- 
rate, and there muat be tbe largest 
poMtble individual freedom. And 
even we may go farther, and say 
that the State baa no right to compel 
any one to attend tbe bouse of God 
or to engage in any form of religious 
service. Tais again ie a matter that 
must be relegated to the conscience 
of tbe individual.

Bat, as tbe Sabbath lice at the ba 
sic, and constitutes one of the chief 
bulwarks of our institutions, and as 
the ^tate is act for tbe defense oi 
these, it has tbe unquestioned right 
to prohibit, by wise legislation, Sab­
bath desecration and punish tbe vio- 
later of law, here as elsewhere. It 
must be admitted, in the light ol 
history, and according to general ob 
nervation, that Bunday beer gardens, 
Sunday theaters, Sunday drinking 
Mloons, Sunday trains, concerts, and 
so on to tbe end, are demoralising. 
The influence of these things is not 
only corrupting society, but Imperil­
ing our civil and religious liberties. 
The State, therefore, should step in 
and put an eternal interdict upon all 
these things. We can not stand 
quietly by, the arms folded in lasy 
lock, and sea the institutions of di­
vine ordination trampled underfoot, 
and be guiltless. Sabbath rest, Sab 
bath quiet, Sabbath worship arc es­
sential to our stability, growth and 
permanence as a nation, and the 
State must see that theee things are 
secured and maintained. The pulpit 
must speak, the prow must speak un- 
til the needed reform in this matter 
shall come. The fathers of the Rev­
olution founded our institutions in 
their own blood, and bequeathed 
them—a priceleM legacy of good and 

1 blessing—to their children. And we 
are unworthy the name we bear, it 
we nit supinely by and see them 
brought to the ground io ruin.

Beware of*Colt! Baths.

A oold bath should never be taken 
when the nervous system is exhausted 
with the toils or cares of the day, or 
soon before eating. Under these 
conditions the nervous system can 
not and Will not sustain and »eoure 
the necessary reaction in the circu­
lation. .

A very oold bath on a hot day 
should be indulged in only with 
great care. There is a peril in it ii 
continued more than from five to ten 
minutes. It cotitiBued long the 
chilled blood sent in from the surface 
may produce a congestion fatal to 
health if not to life.

A oold bath should not only be 
short, but be always followed by a 
vigorous rubbing and brushing and 
walking to be sure and secure the 
necessary reastion.

It is presumption even, for hatdy, 
good swimmers to strike out in cold 
w^er on s hot day for a long oold 
swim. This is frequently done, and 
friends are all amazed to find their 
dear friend, such a good swimmer, 
suddenly go down and be drowned. 
The secret of this sudden disability 
and daath is that the long chill sends 
the surface blood inward and main­
tains it there so long that congestion 
of some vital organ takes place and 
the swimmer becomes paralyzed, 
faint, powerless, and rinks.
