ProvWtRce of^d In HlMl#n«.

Were it' not for two thing* we 
should not bo a Baptist. The first 
thing is, the Bible *t*nds in the way 
of oar being anything else. It is a 
very atabborn Baptist book. It ao 
clearly teaches everything wo be­
lieve, and ao fully authorial* and 
justifies all oar practices, that wo can 
not get away from our old-time faith. 
The second thing, however—and 
that to which we specially refer in 
this article—is the providence of 
God in oar Baptist mission*—tbe 
certainty with whioh God is thrust­
ing the work of the world’s evangeli- 
aatiun apo* Baptists. Indeed this ia 
One of the most striking facts in the 
history at CorimioHity. God, in his 
providence, it throating the work of 
giving the gospel to the nations upon 
Baptists. It is aw denominational 
prejudice or partiality that leads tu 
to say thia. It ia the dear, sober, 
logical deduction from the facts of 
history.

Baptista, like others, have lacked 
in the spirit of a thorough aggres­
siveness. They have not sought to 
41 lengthen their oord* and strengthen 
their stake?." They have been too 
much disposed to be satisfied with 
simply .holding their own. But, as 
we would not go.out into all the 
world, in loyal, loving obedience to 
our Lord, ho has laid upon ua the re­
sponsibility of either accepting the 
trust or rebelling against hie will, 
moat clearly manifested. Let us too.

Seventy-four years ago American 
Baptists had not a single missionary 
on the foreign field. Toe churches 
were slumbering, and the nations 
were wheeling downward. Too final 
oommiiwion Baptists somehow had 
come to conclude was not as yet ot 
binding force—bad not a* yet come, 
as it were, into effect. The o'lurcbes 
sought to excu>e their apathy in this 
matter by the specious plea that they 
had all they could do in caring for 
the heathen at borne. Toe Macedo 
nian cry, "Como over and help ns7' 
—had never as yet awaked the Bap 
tint hosts to the needs of the field, or 
the moral grandeur of the work. 
Indeed, while many aimired the spirit 
of self-sacrifice man nested by conse­
crated young men and women who 
were willing to give tho>r lives to the 
work; yet it was regarded, by most, 
as a hopales* undertaking. Indeed, 
it was with d;ffl:uity, even some 
years after Judson first wont out, to 
procure passage for missionaries to 
India. Thus our churches slumbered 
on, and the world was left to perish.

History bnt repeats itself again in 
the introduction of tbe Baptist faith 
into Mexico. Too evidently has God 
been leading the Westrnps and the 
Powells; and too surely are the peo­
ple being prepared to receive tho 
gospel from Beptists, for us to doubt 
for a moment that it is according to 
the divine mind that Baptista shair 
occupy that field.

Bat the central thought in this 
article is, if possible, more clearly 
illustrated in tbe remarkable move­
ment on the island of Cuba than else­
where in history.
