And if our noble, young 
mon havo died in vain, it must be our 
fault

Lot us teach ourselves and our chil­
dren to draw inspiration from thoeo 
gravee. As on this bright evening 
tho little ones scatter flowers on tho 
mounds, lot us all resolve af reoh to 
live worthy oi tho men wbo are 
buried hero.

The Irish Question.

We do pot profeaa to be speoUtUy 
posted in regard to the details of the 
ootnplicated and perplexing queetion 
of Home Rule in Ireland. Yet there 
are tome things that, at our distance, 
and with onr imperfect knowledge, 
it may not be wholly presumption 
for us to say. And, withal, there are 
lueona that we, aa a people, .may 
study with profit.

That there is eomething radically 
wrong as to the relations between 
the landlords and the peasantry, 
there is scarce any room for debate. 
Indeed the dieonesion that has been 
going on for weeks in the British 
House of Commons of the Home 
Bule Bill evidono oe the fact that some 
of the beet th ink era in the British 
empire fully appreciate the existence 
of a great wrong. Homo rule, while 
in this instance it recognize# the fact 
of financial oppression — a great 
wrong done to the peasantry by the 
land-owner; contemplates also the 
right that Ireland has of attending 
to her own affairs, just as Kentucky 
has the right to attend to her own 
interests, without the intervention of 
any power outside Herself. Without 
any intention of touching upon dis­
puted political questions, there is a 
oense in which every State is sover­
eign. It is only right thst it should 
be so. And as right io the same on 
both sides of the Atlantic, Ireland, 
while she is a member of a great 
political confederation, yet, in a 
sense, is sovereign. But this is just 
what has been denied to her all the 
way through. In a Parliament of 
658 members, Ireland has but 105, 
while Great Britaih has 553. And 
yet Ireland can do nothing in the 
administration of her own internal 
affairs, nothing in the matter of in­
ternal improvement—in a word can 
do nothing for the advancement ol 
her material interests, whether in 
city or country—without the consent 
of Parliament. That looks to us like 
injustice. And in these days of ad­
vancing democratic ideas we think it 
ought to bo crowded out. Let quu 
tions affecting the interest and well­
being of Ireland be settled by the 
Irish themselves. Nono are so caps 
ble of settling them—none are so 
deeply interested in them. The samo 
thing is true of England and of Son- 
land; while questions appertaining 
to the woal and interest of the Brit 
ish Empire should bo left to Parlia­
ment. That seems to us to bo a short 
method, and the right ouo.

Ireland, it oocurs to us, when all 
restrictions and hindrauc-os are re­
moved is capable of doing grand 
things for borsolf, and, also, of being 
a fellow helper in tho work ol lifting 
the nations up into the brightneso of 
tho Millennial day. Lord Macaulay 
hat said some things as to the re- 
markable fertility of the Irish soil. 
But wo have more roocn-i and more 
thoroughly informing facte than anv 
thing that tho groat historian ever 
gave. In 1880, statistic, inform us, 
Ireland produced 4 000 000 baehok 
of wheat, 8,000.000 bushels of barley, 
70,000,000 boshols of oats, 110 000 000 
bushels of potatoes, and 185 0^0.000 
bushels of turnips and mangold-. 
Of flax she produced 6(1000 000 
pounds, of cabbage 850 000,000 
pounds, of hay 880,000 tons. 8ae 
bad st that time 4 000 000 head of 
cattle; 3.500,000 head of sheep; 
500,000 horses aud 200 000 muleu

It ia no wonder that Ireland ia ornah- 
ed to the earth. Thia ia what Glad-
