It is a ptrange, sad comment on 
pocr fallen humanity that such advica , 
as this should be needed by those for 
whom it wm intended. It is bard to 
understand how such a character a» 
our Lord describes in tbe parable I 
have just rpad in the 18.h chapter ol 
Matthew epnid ever have existed— ' 
bard to believe that human nature 
could sink go low at it did in tbe case 
of the unforgiving steward. But it 
is harder still to understand how a 
church could need such an admoni­
tion as this!: “ Be ye kind one to an 
other, ten dur-hearted, forgiving one 
another.'' Tbe greatest contradic 
tion in but^an language is the term 
so often used, a oburoo quarrel.

It is said that in the early days of 
the ohurob, when tbe followers of 
the Naztrqne wore a detp:sed and 
persecuted people, outcas's and out­
laws, they wrong from tbeir enemies 
the involuntary tribute, “ Bshoid 
how those ^Christians love one an­
other I” I‘have sometimes thought 
that could {those old heathen have 
lived to see the bitterness and per­
sistence of 4 modern churoh quarrel, 
and could know how unforgiving are 
some of the jnodorn professed follow 
ew of the > Nazareno, they would 
change tbeir critic sm and say, “ Bs- 
hoid how these Christians bate one 
another!" A church need Io bo told 
to be kind tp one another, to forgive 
one another? What is a church? 
Only a company of pardoned sinners 
striving to reach a place where no 
hard hearts; can come and no hard 
feelings can exist, bound together by 
a tie which, God knows, ought to 
keep out all malice—the blood of one 
whose last breath was a prayer that 
even his enepriea might bo forgiven, 
the blood of >ono who gladly gave his 
life that he might forgive. Tnat ia a 
church—just a lot of souls doomed 
forovtr wersit not lor the forgive 
ness of Gop. And yet bo pleads 
with a church, “Be k nd ; forgive 
one another;” 1 know that 1 am 
dealing to-d^y with an unpopular 
subject—onoof the “hard sayings” 
of the gospel— but, sad to say, it is a 
eubjict that'is appropriate for any 
occasion and almost any church. In 
speaking uppn it I shall not give 
you my opinions, but God's opinions; 
therefore I need no apology, and 
shall make none. Remember, if my 
words are plain words, they arc 
God's, not mine. In discussing thia

I. WHAT IS roBOtVBNBSB?
I mean by that tbe term as used in 

the Bible and not tho sickly, senti­
mental moaning which is given to it 
in modern usage. Perhaps we can 
best arrive at tbe true meaning of 
tbe word by noticing espeotally the 
proceeding verse, in which the writer 
describes the progressive step* of tho 
unforgiving spirit in a human heart: 
“Lot all bitterness and wrath and 

and evil speaking 
you, with all maf

fto “ be stow to anMr." It i 
only take this advloe, how 1 

any neartacbes would be saved' i 
Wrath is the next step, and means t 

that sudden passion which flame* up i 
when our aenaitive feeling* are touch- I 
ed. It is the indignant, stormy out- I 
burst of fury which is seen some- I 
times when wo think onr feelings । 
have been outraged. Bitterness and i 
wrath refsr to the time of the injury; < 
the others are what follow afterward. ;

Anger is the settled, luting resent­
ment which comu from nursing the ' 
memory of some real or fancied 
wrong. We bear it said sometimes, 
“ I can forgive, but I never can for- 
fet" Such iorgiveneu i* a taroe. । 

n the eenae in which the exprestion 
is generally used it shows that there 
bu been no real forgiveness. It is 
thia spirit of nursing or remember 
ing wrong which ia here translated 
anger.

Clamor and evil speaking are the 
next steps, and they follow naturally. 
You know how hard it ieto avoid 
speaking harshly and unkindly of 
those who have done us an injury, 
or who we think have wronged us. 
It take* tho piety of a saint to bold 
your tongue sometimes, and many of 
us, I fear, have never reached that 
point in Christian grace where we 
have the power of silence. O! the 
harsh, bitter words wo hear some­
times from Christian lip* that ought 
only to, sprak words of tenderness 
and love I

With all malice, adds the apostle. 
This is tbe natural fruit of such seed 
sown in a heart. Malice in the heart 
of aCaristian! It is a poison spring 
which poisons every stream which 
flow* from the heart. It is the hid­
den fire which burns up all tbe good 
and leaves only the bad; a fire lit 
from tbe forge of hell and fed by the 
demon of the pit. Christ can not 
abide in a heart burning with malice; 
neither can any of the graces which 
the gospel gives. No matter bow in- 
nooent and pure the heart may be, 
let malice enter and that heart be 
comes a hell where only demons of 
darkness dwell and the noisome 
vapors of the pit are brewed. And 
yet ju*t so sure a* a heart cherishes 
the memory of untorgiven wrong*, 
just »o sure will it become the seat of 
malice. Nurse that bitterness or 
sensitiveness, let it blazo out into 
wratb and burn on with tbe white 
host of anger, let tho spark* of clamor 
and evil speaking fl ire up from the 
fires if you will, but know all the 
time you are feeding tho firos by 
which Satan shall prepare that mal 
ice which ahall at I ait burst out into 
the volcanic fHmoa of rain. These 
are tbe things -rhioh the apostle says 
shall be “ put away.” Lst those fires 
be quctc\ed with tbe cool waters 
from tbe fountain of For^ivenos* 
This alone is forgiveness—tbe put 
ting away of these things utterly 
snd entirely and forover ; to bo k* il 
they never were ; to treat the offend 
ing ones as if they nov<r had off.nd- 
ed. You say this is hard to do? I 
grant that, and yot it must bo doro. 
Yon say it is not man-liko to ignore 
a wrong; that your manhood de­
mands a certain amount oi resent­
ment? 1 admit tbat it is not mau- 
I ko ; but there is a higher aim for a 
Christian than to b» like a man. It 
is to ba like a G>d; not man like, but 
God-like. " To err ia human, to for­
give D.vino." Tne mm who posses­
ses most of a forgiving spirit is most 
like tbat God who forgive* tho deep­
est insults and injuries. To pat away 
utterly, entirely and forever all sense 
of wrong is Christian forgiveness, 
and nothing abort of thia is worthy 
of the name. But there arises an­
other question:

11. WHY SHOULD WB FOBQIVZ?
Is it worth while to ask that ques­

tion ? But perhaps it will be well to 
remind you of tho many reasons 
which the Scriptures give.

First—Bi cause “God for Christ's 
sake forgave us.” What, are wo to 
cherish roiontmont? You remember 
tho parabio of tho steward—how a 

! certain King came to settle with hia 
servants, and found one who owed 

, him ton thousand talents. 1 don’t 
, know bow it was tbat ibis servant 
' waa so deeply in debt. 1 supple ho 
, had been wasteful aud extravagant, 
, perhaps had spent it in riotous living. 
, so that when tho day of aottlomont 

camo ho had nothing to pay. Ruined 
and bankrupt, he heard tbe harsh 

; command, “ Go sell him and hit wile 
1 and his children and his homo and 
- all tbat ho has to pay tbe dobt! " 
■ Thon the poor bankrupt fell down 
। and prayed tbe King, “Have pa- 
‘ tienoo with thy servant, Lard. Those 
1 little children of mine, 1 can not bear 
* to tee them slaves; tho loving wife, 1 
‘ can not boar to see a master's lash 
• upon bar back. Have palienoe, mas- 
1 ter, and 1 will pay thee all.” Then 
J the heart of the King waa touched, 
■ and bo not only complied with the 
* request for further time, but bo “for- 
1 gave him tho debt," gave him a re­

ceipt in full for the ten thousand tal- 
i ent*. Codld tbe servant ever, do 
> enough to show hie gratitude to that 
• King? Was he not in a position to 
t sympatiso with all unfortunate 
■ debtors? But follow him on. He 
- wont out at once and found a poor fel- 
- low that owed him one hundred 
I pence. I reckon he owed it for bread 
i to feed hia little family. Work waa

Bitterness, or sharpness, as ths 
term implies, ia that asnmtiveneaa so 
quick to take offense at some real or 
fancied wrong; that foolish spirit 
which interpret* a word or look or 
action as an Intended wrong or in­
sult Let me say hare that 1 hoaeat- 
ly believe half our wrongs are fancied 
wrongs; that half the quarrels in
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enough •* without our makinguses, and wnlkeih in darkens, and < 

tf«." I Jabfo2:9-ll. Again, “We i 
(now tkatww have passed front death 
n«o life, beMHfoe we love tbeibreth-

He thalJoveth not his brother 
abideth in death. Whosoever batoh 
his brother is a murderer ; and ye 
know that no murderer hath sternal 
life abiding in him.” 1 John 
Arsm, yet stronger words: “It a 
man say/ I love God,' and bateth bis 
brother, bo is a liar." 1 Johto 4:20. 
A murderer, a liar, a blind, unfor- 
given sinner, is God's judgment. O 
you relentless, untorgiven protestor 
ot religion, beware lest your bitter­
ness turn to hatred, and tried by 
God’s infallible test you find that 
you have never yet passed from 
“ death unto life." It would be bet­
ter to nurse a viper in your bosom 
and expect to go unharmed, better to 
handle coals of fire and expect them 
not to burn, than to cherish any of 
these things which the apostle says 
should be put away, for just so sure 
M tbtro allowed to remain, will 
they bring ruin to a human soul. 
Another question comes up in dis 
cussing this subject

111. How WB BHOULB FOBOIvn.
Part of that has rlready been an­

swered, but tbe Book leaves ub in no 
doubt upon tbe subjoot

First—We should forgive oven ag­
gravated and repeated wrongs, freely 
and voluntarily. Onoe Peter went 
to Jeans and asked him, “ Lord, how 
ofc sHTIl my brother sin against me, 
and 1 forgive him? till seven times?" 
Hear tbe answer : " Jems aaith unto 
him, 1 say not unto thee till seven 
times, but till seventy times reven.” 
Now our Savior never mrant to say 
that four hundred and ninety times 
should be tbe limit of forgiveness, 
but that there was no limit We say 
sometimes, “ 1 could have forgiven 
tbe offence, but it was repeated over 
and over.” What if it woe? Have 
you yet reached even tbe limit which 
Peter fixed? Then sometimes wo 
hear it said, “ Mine was a deeper 
wrong: 1 could have forgiven some 
things, but not this" How deep 
was the wrong ? Was it deeper than 
the wrongs which Jesus boro and 
forgave? In the language of another 
leak, “How do jour wrongs com 
pare with the wrongs of him who 
forgive you ? Have your purest mo 
tires boon mif construed, your noblest 
actions misjudged? Have you been 
slandered, contradicted, banished 
from home and friends, persecuted, 
insulted ? H »ve they mocked you i n 
your hour of sorest need ? Have 
they laughed at your bitterest agony ? 
Have they spit in your face yet? 
Have they taken you to tbe whip 
ping poet yet? Have you suffered 
all these things yet? If not, then 
hush about your “deeper wrongs.” 
All these he boro, and more, yet with 
bis dying breath could pray, “ Father 
forgive them, they know not what 
they do." You who talk of your 
“dfc^or wrongs,” you who chafe 
nndor the sense of your injuries, go 
to Gethsemane and Calvary, and 
learn how to bear and forgive, not 
like a math but like a God. Then 
the text tells how to forgive.

S.cond—As God forgave yon. You 
remember how he forgave you. You 
remember all the years of ingrati­
tude and rebellion and sin against 
him. And at laat you had to come 
as tbe steward cam;, rotaod and 
bankrupt, burdened with a debt you 
never c.-uld have paid, and “ he 
freely forgave you all.” 1 know 
bow 1 came, but I don't know why 
ho forgave mo. These hand* hat 
done no deed of love lor him , these 
lips had spoken no word tor him; 
this heart had hold scarce one 
thought for him, and yet he forgave 
all tbe sin of all tbe years. 1 know 
I did not deserve his mercy. None of 
us do. There is no beauty in us th it 
wo should be desired, nothing to 
commend us but our weakness and 
helplessness, yet the great heart is 
over touched when the poorest and 
weakest ol us all tall at his feet, and 
forgiveness Is sure “Ashe forgave 

1 us,” that moans whether the offender 
deserves it or not, we are to forgive. 
That moans that we are not only to 

■ forgive,. but to forget, for God never 
brings up forgiven sms against a soul 
and when he forgives, the soul ia to 

। him us if it never had sinned. Ho 
ireals the forgiven soul as ho would 

1 have treated our first parents bal 
they never fallen. Can you forgive 

1 that way? Will you thus forgive all 
wrongs of the past ? Brethren, Ido 

1 not ask it for my sake. It is the 
■ spirit of God which asks it through 
’ the pages ol the inspired word. Not 
i for my sake, but for Christ's sake, 
1 and tor your own soul's sake, 1 plead 
। with you to day to “ be kind one to 
1 another, tender-hearted, forgiving 
1 one another oven as God, for Christ's 

sake, forgave you."
1 And now my task is done, and my 
1 message is delivered. 1 have spoken 
' plainly and tenderly, and I pray that 

God may bless his moasaga. It any
. Ono thinks that 1 have meant these 
> words for a few, you are mistaken, 
i They are meant for all who need 
; them, and if in this house to day one 
i nan or woman or child has aught in 
. their heart against another, they are 
' meant for you. We are all hoping 
- to reach a land where no contention 
■ or strife can come, and no hearts can 
i burn or ache. In the little while ere 
i we shall go hence, let us strive to 
, obey the command of the text, and 
i “scatter seeds of kindness for ths 
- reaping by-and-by.” Life 4s hard

Mohammedanism Still Spreading.

It is customary for people to think 
of Mohammedanism as an effete sys­
tem, dying out in the country of its 
origin, and ready to topple over at 
the slightest attack. They scarcely 
conceive either of tbe strength with 
which it repels assault, or of the zial 
with which it is oven now spread by 
its votaries, especially in tbe barbar­
ous but thickly populated regions of 
Central Africa.

My attention was arrested by an 
article in “ Lo Tour do Mondo,” pub­
lished at Paris, March, 1866, No. 
1313, from which I translate a brief 
extract, and as to which I would like 
to bsve fuller information :

On the southeast bank of Like 
Nyassa, tho missionary, Mr. John­
son, has found a moeqne, where very 
zealous Mussulman instraotion is 
given. This country a few years 
ago wa* altogether pagan. Tho Mos­
lem religion then is making progress 
here, as another traveler tolls io it is 
do-rg al Lagoa, on the Guinea coast, 
whore now many morqnea are to be 
seen, with quite a numerous Moham­
medan community. [Is that so?]

Fifty-nine years ago, when Capt. 
Clapperton chose Lagoa as bis point 
of departure tor hia last trip, be found 
in fact no Mohammedans except for­
eign travelers, merchants from Bor- 
nou, wno were contented with the 
mosque par rxctUtoce, the vault of 
tbe firmament.

I should like to know more of 
their methods, and of tbe measure of 
success which attends their efforts. 
It any of oar missionary brethren in 
Africa can ca*t light upon those mat­
ters, we should be glad to hoar from 
them.

the many thousand appeals ho has in 
person made to individual Baptists to 
be true to their L >rd and Master and 
to the denomination whose principles 
they profess to love.

And in addition to what the editor 
has done in person, ho has usually 
kept from one to three mon in the 
field, preaching, talking, working for 
our common cause. All this in addi 
tion to the prodigious work in the 
Office.

It is now time to take a glanco 
backward and note what progress 
ku been made under the present 
Management of the Bscobdsb.

Immediately after we connected 
ourself with the Rbcobmb, wo made 
it our first business to enlarge the 
paper.

These we have with great labor, self 
denial, and cost, provided for our 
readers; and not only of our great 
anniveesary meetings in Kentucky 
and the South, but in the North is 
well, thus keeping our readers posted 
as to what the great Baptist family of 
America are doing at home and in 
foreign lands.

We have also inaugurated and kept 
np in the Ricobdxb from week to 
week a Fuamere’ Department, in 
which wo have given in facts and fig 
urea, and in hints and suggestions,
more valuable information than can 
be had from th* average farmers’ 
journal. And then, in addition to a 
largo variety of editorial matter, wo 
have given every week, for the last 
eight years, a breezy, newsy, stimu­
lating letter from the find, to say 
nothing of the many tplendid contri­
butions with which we have been fa- 
vorod fam week to week.

With the single oxetption of paper, 
all the other expenses of running th - 
Rboobdkb are as heavy now as they 
wore fifteen years ago But while 
all that is true, we have, considering 
the enlargement of the paper, re 
duoed the cost to our readers fully 
one third. Fifteen years ago each suo- 
soriber had to pay his own postage, 
but, for the last decade, the Govern 
ment has forced ns to pay toe post­
age for all our subscribers. Tost ha> 
been a heavy loos to us, but a gain to 
each of our subscribers. And now 
we propose, in the interest of our 
readers, to make a Hill further reduc­
tion. With this issue we put down

•ubecribera, from 12 60 to *2 a year.

gaining knowledge.

Indefatigable industry coupled 1 
with the desire for knowledge pro- ' 
duced great, r<salts. Walter Boett, 
when he was in a lawyer's effioa, ' 
spent hie evenings in study. John 
Britton, the author of agricultural 1 
worka, aaid: “ I studied my books in 1 
bed on winter evenings, because too 
poor to have a fire.” He used every ■ 
opportunity to read; tbe books he I 
picked up for a few moments at tbo 1 
Lock-sialls helped him, he says. । 
Napoleon bad indomitable persever­
ance and energy. Dr. Livingstone 1 
at tbo ago of ten years, working in a 1 
factory, bought with bis first wages a 1 
Latin grammar, and studied it until 1 
teplve at night. He studied Virgil 1 
and Horace tae same way, and finally 
entered college, and was graduated.

Many will ask bow tbeycan ad­
vance themselves in knowledge. The 
first thing is determination ; the next 
perseverance.

Walter 8»tt gave this advice to 
young men : "Do instantly whatever 
is to be done, and take hours of rec­
reation after businoss; nevor before 
it.” Business men often say, “ Timo 
is money.” But it is more than that 
to tbe young man. If used rightly, 
it . is self-improvement, culture, 
strength, and growth of character. 
Tbo habit of idleness is a bard one to 
got rid of. Timo spent in nading 
anything and everything is weaken 
ing to the mind. Books chosen and 
road witb care cultivate tbe mind 
and character. The books yon read 
should raise your thoughts and as 
pirations, strengthen your energy 
end help you in your work.

Thsckeray says: "Try to frequent 
tbo company of your batters. In 
books and in life freqaunt that which 
Is the moil wholesome society; learn 
to admire rightly. Note wbat great 
men have admired; they admire great 
things; narrow spirits admire basely, 
and worship meanly.”

Tae Bible Society Reporter has tbo 
following general remarks of encour­
aging interest with regard to the 
present attimdM of Mohammedan 
nations towards the Holy S jripturea:

And E<au said ' 1 have enough ; ' 
, . and Jacob said ‘ 1 have 

enough.’ ”—Gon. 33:9, 11.
There is a striking difference in 

the oonfeiBion of the two brothers, 
which is not apparent in the English 
resdiog. Eiau said “I have enough" 
— Rib. 1 have much. I havo flocks 
and herds, men-servants and maid­
servants, and all manner of earthly 
possessions. For such is the moan­
ing of the torse expressions. Jscob 
also said, “I have enough"—Kal 
But this meant all, everything, an 
acknowledgment which knew no 
human limit. E<au was rich in tem­
poral wealth. But Jscob waa over 
rich, for bo had God ; and in him he 
poeaoeaes everything.

But Jacob had trod a veritable Pia 
Doloroia to reach this mountain top 
of satisfaction. Hated, outcast, dis­
appointed, defrauded, supplanted, 
threatened, it bad taken him forty 
years to learn the fullness of God, 
and his fullness of blessing for him. 
He bad planned and prayed altern­
ately, squeezing his beautiful prayers 
so tightly between hie plane that tbe 
life aad been crushed out of them; 
never learning to prevail, until he had 
been prevailed over. And ao at last, 
the stealing Jacob became tbe giving 
Israel. His brother could not pre­
vail on him to take his present; but 
Jscib fompels Esau to accept the 
gift.

Tbe Latin Vulgate finely renders 
it: “Thou hast power with God : and 
bow much more wilt thou prevail 
with mtn."—Gen. 32:28.

Tnero ia a Now Testament thought 
which becomes pertinent just here. 
Writing to the Ephcrisna, tbo Apos 
tie reminds them of the time when 
they were ‘ without God in tbe 
world.” Ab mon and women, they 
were surrounded by the moat favora­
ble human conditions. Literature, 
art, luxury, pertained to them. Yet 
over against all their pouMeiona 
Paul wrote bankrupt Obaerve how 
many deficiencies he out-strung upon 
the one single thread without. 
“ Without God; ” “ without hope ; ’’ 
"withoutChrist;” “without strength;'' 
“ without faith ; ” " without excuse; " 
“ without remedy.”

How many of us have read again 
and again the confession of tbe two 
brothers, and never penetrating be­
neath the English rendering, we have 
never discovered the immense differ 
enoe in their soul experiences. How 
constantly the same error of judg­
ment is repeated. Men and women 
pans current for wbat they show ex­
ternally. We say they are “rich, 
and increased with geode, and have 
need of nothing." The Son of God 
says they are “ wretched, and miser 
able, and poor, and blind, and naked." 
“ Woe to them who heap treasure for 
tbe last days,” and have not tbe true 
riohos. Sweet the assurance of those 
who have Jsoob’s portion: “AU 
things sre yours, whether . the 
world, or life, or deoth, or "things 
present, or things to come: all are 
yonre; and ye are Carist'e; and 
Christ is God's.” Sweet also tbo ex­
perience of tbe beloved Paul, who, 
having nothing, yet possessed all 
things. “I have all things and 
abound.” [Kas. G bo bub C. Nmd
