The Lats Urkin KMMdy, of Todd

BIS BB00LLBCTI0N8 OF THB B IT HOOD 
OF JBFPBBBOM DAV18.

The late Urban Kennedy, who 
died in Todd county, in 1879, waa an 
oil farmer of high character and in 
tegrity. H i represented Tcdd cpon- 
ty in the Legislature of 1862-3, and 
1864 He wat a firm and consistent 
Union man during the late civil war. 
In all the relations of life he was an 
honest man, and beloved by all who 
differed from him in the issue of the 
great war for Southern independ- 
enoe; but it was in religion that the 
exoellenoy of Mr. Kennedy’s obarao 
ter appeared pre eminent. His piety 
was like the characteristics of his 
mind, deep, decided, firm and hum- 
ble. In bis political course, it was 
liberal, consistent, never hidden, re­
laxed, or dimmed by undue influ- 
enoes. The consistency of his char­
acter was never compromised, and 
his coarse sa a member of the Ken- 
tacky Legislature in the days of the 
civil war was always open, liberal, 
and honest. He contended for gene­
ral principles, and watched over the 
vital interests of his constituents 
with a vigilant eye and a paternal 
heart Few men ever sought lees to 
load, and few have ever had more in- 
flesaoe in a civil community. Ho 
had grown up with the people of 
Todd oounty, and no man over served 
its civil intereeta with more sial and 
ability.

Bat eo highly did ho prise the gos­
pel of C irist, and eo ardently love 
the preaching at Ue gospel, that 
these objecto never became second­
ary with him. His acts as a member 
of Ue Kentucky Legislature were 
dictated by benevolence towards man 
and piety towards God, as much as 
wars his mors direct labors to pro 
mots the spiritual intonate of his fol- 
low-eroatarsa. Such io a brief out 
lino of Urban Kennedy, aa upright 
oituon, a Christian patriot, whom 
the people of Todd oounty delighted 
to honor. A year before his death 
ho gave the following aoooant of his 
reoolloctiona of the boyhood of Jof 
tenon Daria.

Ib the cold winter season it was often 
very dlfleult for the little fellow to

and forty eight large warehouses 
were burned, and the loss waa es­
timated at 818,000 000- In July. 
1846, the same district waa visited by 
another fire, attended with a toes of 

' 85,000,000. In 1848, 500 houses in
Brooklyn were destroyed by fire.

Ban Francisco wsa destroyed by 
fire sbout twice a yr ar regularly from 
tbe time of tbe discovery of gold in 
1849 till 1852, owing to tbe crowded 
condition of tbe wooden houses. 
Columbia, tbe capital ot South Caro 
line, wu burned when 8herm*n on 
u red it February 17, 1865, and very 
little waasaved. Richmond waa fired 
when the Confoderatea evacuated it 
in April, 1865, and the entire busi­
ness portion of tbe oily waa burned. 
Charleston. 3. C , was reduced to 
ashes in 18F1, by an accidental fire, 
and in 1865 there waa a fire, followed 
by an exploeirn of a war powder 
niagtsine and 200 persona were killed. 
Poland, Mo., was halt destroyed on 
July 4,1866, by a fire which started 
from the explosion of a fire cracker.

The most destructive oonflsffration 1 
which ever occurred in tbe United । 
8’ates was that of Chicago, October 1 
8-10, 1871. It broke out in a shed *

west part ot the city. Tbe legend is 
that Mrs. O'Leary’s cow kicked over 
a lamp when the young people went 
out to milk her at night in order to 
make an.oyster stew. The conflagra­
tion swept over 2,100 acres, destroy­
ing 17,460 buildings, and 98 500 per­
sons were made homeless. Two hun­
dred people were burned or killed by 
facing buildings. Toe loss waa 
9198 000,000.

Boston was in 1872 visited by a 
Conflagration second in extent only 
to that in Chicago. It began N». 
vembtr 9 and ended November 11. 
Seventy acres were burned over and 
800 buildings destroyed. Ton value 
of the property burned was 880.000,- 
000. Fifteen lives were lost It was
