tbe plains. Every twenty tour hours 
throughout tbe annual revolution ot 
the earth, each square yard of its sur­
face would have received, during iis 
diurral rotation, the same amount of 
sunlight and heat. Here was the 
earth rotating daily around the sun, 
its axis fixed in the plain of the hori- 
son.

Now we learned in our boyhood, that 
the axis of the earth is not in the 
plane of horison, but that tbe north­
ern pole ot tbe axis is elevated twenty- 
three and a half degrees above the 
horiuon.

A minister of 
Oorfst, then, implies a work to be 
done, a service to bo rendered, a pur- 
poo* to bo accomplished among men, 
to tbo glory of God. That God has 
sanctified human agencies to do bio 
work among men, displays hie eter­
nal wisdom and goodness, and awak­
ens in ua deepest gratitude at tbe To- 
mtmbracoe of the fact that it is not 
eimply hie glory we seek, Jbut our 
participation with Cbrlat in bio glo­
ry, aa we become coworkers wilb 
God here, and cosufferers with bis 
Bon, Jesus Christ.

That God baa always bad a work 
to be done among mon, and a chosen 
agency to do it, is inseparable !Rrm 
the pragmatism of sacred history.

When it became wine, in tbe pur­
pose of God, to separate a people 
from all other peoples, and give them 
an established cultus, one tribe was 
set apart to tbe services of tbe taber­
nacle, and Aaron and hie eons were 
aet apart to the priesthood. Seo N a. 
18:6,7. “ And I, behold I have taken 
your brethren tbe Levites from 
among tbe children of Israel; to yon 
they are given as a gift for tho Lord, 
to do tho service of the tabernacle of 
the congregation. Therefore thou 
(.Aaron) and thy booh with thee shall 
keep your priests' office, etc., and ye 
shall serve."

In tbe days of the prophets tbe 
Lord had a mouthpiece in his minis­

Notice, then ; God’s call ol bia min­
isters ia impressed by hie Spirt on the 
desires ol those whom be baa already 
called into hia kingdom.

3. Paul aaid to Timothy, "If a 
man deeireib the office of a biatop, 
be deeireib a good work." Aa God 
is a God of wisdom, he couples this 
desire with the aptness of the indi­
vidual " to teaob." Tbe one may be 
said to belong to the " vooatio enter- 
na," and the other to " vooatio ex­
tern*;" the first negative removing 
obstacles, tho other positive; tho one 
to be beet judged of by hie brethren, 
the other judged of only by himself.

4. It may be well to consider some 
valuable human authority, corrobo­
rative of our views on this subjtot.

Bishop Barnet, in his Pastoral 
Care, says: " I wish it were well 
considered by all clerks (ecclesiastical 
term) what it is to bo run withont 
being called or sent; and so not to 
thrnat oneself into the vineyard 
without being called cr sent; and so 
not to thrust oneself into the 'field 
till God by hie providence puts u 
piece of work into bis bands. This 
will give a man vast esse in bis 
thoughts, and great satisfaction in all 
of his 1st ora." His question to can­
didates was: “ Do yon trust that

side that, yon have not touched a 
thread or a shoe la'chet of the King 
of Bodom’e goods, but you have 
borne yourself in a right royal man­
ner ; therefore, fear not to enjoy y our 
suooeos, you shall be safe from all at- 
tacks, and you shall live in the re­
spect of the great ones around you. 
This blessed “ Fear not” was a qui­
etus to every form ol alarm which 
might come near the man of God.

But tbe Lord seemed to think that 
after hia conflict and victory Abram 
might begin to sink; such is often 
tbe case with bold men; it was ao 
even with Bliss, tbo prophet ol Are. 
Meo are not afraid when the battle 
rages; their spirit ia equal to the dan­
ger and tbe atrngglo; but when all ia 
over, then a reaction comes, and they 
greatly need tbo Lord’s “ Fear not” 
Have you never felt yourself strange­
ly supported under tbo direct affl o- 
tiono, so that they seemed not to be 
afflictions at all? And yet, when tbe 
proMure has been removed, you bavo 
been ready to taint, like Samson after 
ho had slain the Pailiatinee. Fear ia

for it is smallMU We are often quiet 
in a storm, and distracted in a calm 
Wo are singular beings, mysteries to 
ounolvee, and riddles to our neigh­
bors. Our constitution and disposi 
tion are made up of odds and ond«, 
and gatherings from all meaner of 
beasts, and birds, and fishes, end no 
one oon understand as except tbe 
Lord; but, blessed be his name, ho 
knows ns altogether, and tieretore 
be brings forth the right consolation 
at tho right moment, saying •• Fear 
not,” in tho instant wherein we are 
ascot likely to fear.

“ Fear not, Abram." Were there 
not two tbingo about wh oh the pi- 
triaroh might have tearod? Firot, 
about his own »at1y. Tais was met 
by the assurance, » Fear not Abram, 
I am thy shield." When be bad no 
other guard, Abraham was sbioldod 
by his God, Ho was like a sheep in 
tbo midst of wolves, a lone strangor 
surrounded by hostile nations; bo- a 
^1 was upon the Canasnites, for

Lord had aaid, "Touch not mine 
anointed, and do my prophets no 
ha^m." The protected of the Lord 
needed not to wear armor, nor to 
bear a sword, for Jehovah bad said. 
" I am thy shield." Abraham poe 
sMied no fortress, he commanded no

wealth enough to a believer to pos- 
sesa hia God, honor enough to please 
his God, happiness enough to etj>y 
hia God. My heart's best treasure 
lies here: “ This God is our God for 
ever and ever; be will be our guide 
even unto death.” “O but people 
have boon so ungrateful to me.” 
True, but your God does not forget 
your work of faith and labor of love. 
“Ah, sir; I am dreadfully poor." 
Yet you have God Allpuffloient; and 
all things are youra. "Alaa I 1 am ao 
ilk" But Jehovah Ropbi is the Lord 
that healeth thee. "Alaa I I have no 
friends left to mo." Yet the beet of 
friends changes not, and dies not la 
he not better to you than a host of 
other frienda How great is your 
God! He filleth all things. Then, 
what more can you seek? Would 
you have two persona occupying the 
same place? If God fills all, whe-e 
is thore room for another? Ix not 
God's grace suffic ed for you? Do 
you bemoan a cup of water which 
has been spilled at your foot? A 
well is near. Did I hear you cry, " 1 
have not a drop in my bucket? " A 
river flows hard by—tho river of 
God, wh:ch is full of water. O 
mournful soul, why art thou di qui 
eted? What ailetb thee, that thou 
shouldst fret thy life into rags ?

Very fitly dore the Lord say to 
Abram, “ I am thy exceeding great 
reward.” He is infinitely more aa a 
reward than we oould aver have de 
served, desired or expected. There 
is no measuring such a reward as 
God himself. Ir we were to pine 
awsy in poverty, it would be joy 
enough to know that God gives him­
self over to us to ba our portion. Tbe 
tried people of God will tell you that 
in their sharpest sorrows tbeir j >ys 
have reached flood tide when they 
have known and felt that the Lord la 
tbeir Covenant God, their- Father, 
tbeir all. Our cup rune over when 
faith receives Jehovah himself as tbe 
crown of the race, the wages of tbe 
service. What more can even Gid 
bestow upon himself ?

Now you see what I meant at tbe 
beginning, by honey drops. 1 have 
not strained alter novel thoughts or 
choice words; but have pereuadod 
you to taste the nature' sweet nets of 
tbe Scripture. Receive it as God 
givee it, and go your way, and let the 
flavor of it fill your mouths all 
through tbe week.

parents. Whence did they come? 
Common report informs ua, .they 
grew ont^Llhp earth " (i. e., jnodern 
science); “ but if so, why does it not 
still happen that men grow out of the 
earth?” (a logical question; a nut 
bard to crack). "And from whence 
did the same earth itself, the sea, tho 
sur, the moon and stars arise into

In Acta 13:2: " Wuen tbe prophets 
and teachers in tho church at Anti­
och ministered unto tbe L>rd, and 
fasted, tbo Hily Ghost said, Separate 
unto mo Barnabas and Beni for the 
woik wherounto I have called them.”

Paul constantly appreciated the 
solemn import of tho Lord’s choice 
ot him to preach his gospel, as shown 
in tbe language: “ Necessity is laid 
upon me"—"Woe is unto me if 1 
preach not the goopsl." Col. 1:24: 
“ I Paul am made a minister . . . and 
fill up that which is behind of the af- 
fliotions of Christ in my flesh for his 
body’s sake, which is the church ; 
whereof 1 am made a miniater accord­
ing to the dispensation of God," etc.

them to tbe knowledge and obedience of tbe 
truth.

In order to conversion, there must b» in 
every mind a conviction ot sin, a conviction 
of tbe necessity of a personal change;

In a few days the 
head gardener came to our friend, 
and ruefully explained that he bad 
carelessly permitted an assistant to 
attend to one of the smaller bouses, 
and tn at the leaves cf the rose biuhes 
had all fallen c ff. ‘ But," be said, “I 
will take care of the others myself, 
to avoid any further disaster." He 
did so, but to his ami ssment the same 
thing happened again, and it wqs 
then discovered that the trouble was 
not with the assistant's carelessness, 
but with the quality of the tobacco. 
That was two years ago. Sino^that 
time no cigarette tobaeco has been 
used, end the plants f ave flourished 
as usual.

The inference is obvious. Lt this 
vile stuff, in toe attenuated form in 
which it was appl'cd to the rose*, 
could cause so much injury, wbat 
must bo the iffic. of its direct appli­
cation to tbo del cite membrane of 
throat, nostril* and langs of young 
boy*, to »ay nothing < f grown-up 
mun? Too tsut is, it i* good staff to 
let alone—the be»t ol it. The be*; 
(or least bad) is bud enough; the 
worst— such as boys are commonly 
in the babit of stacking—is vilo and 
nasty, as well as pouonous, beyuud 
all words to express. Don't loaru to

at all—and you will be healthier, 
tuppier, and butter off in every way 
when you grow to bo mon.
