In baptism, 
three actions are allowed, according 
to thee* histories. Van Coater zee, 
himself a Dutchman, says that there 
ia no general history of tho Men­
nonites of the Netherlands, and that 
almost insuperable difficulties beset 
him who undertakes to write one.

In this apparent obscurity I wish 
to say one thing which to my mind 
has important bearing on this vexed 
question- Dooptqdnden wa* tho 
Dutch name either given to those 
people or assumed by themselves. 
Of the meaning of thi* word no 
doubt can exist—the dipping soot. 
The first part of thia compound runs 
in its radical form through tho Teu­
tonic family of languages, Gothic, 
German, Saxon; whence our word 
dip. To tho verb doepen, Hohrop

gives the meaning to dip. An old 
Saxon Bible of the fifteenth century 
translates John A:33 by thi* root 
word, to doepen inaer waetcr, “ but he 
wbo rent mo to dip in water." Note 
here too that tho Saxon in water de­
termines the notion of baptism.

Dr. Eaton, of 
the Walnut street Baptist church, is 
known all over the country aa 
preacher, lecturer and writer, and 
ready for every good word and work; 
but perhaps hie higheat excellence ia 
seen in pastoral effioiency. He 
adapts himself witn great facility lo 
every grade ol culture and type of 
character. Ho hae groat skill in 
finding Tcrk for people and people 
for work ; and when be wishes you 
to do something and you are obliged 
to decline, he take* it so pleasantly 
as to make you ball sorry afterward* 
that you did not consent. By the 
way, Dr. Boyco say* that one chief 
teal ol a good agent ia tho way he ac­
cepts defeat.

Why we Practice It.

1 Oor. 11:2
The L)rd gave to his church two 

ordinances—baptism and the Lord's 
Supper. The relation of these ordin­
ances has been a matter of much dis- 
cuuion, and the distinctive views of 
Baptists regarding the Lord's Sapper 
have been much misunderstood and 
nuiareproeonted, while strong propb- 
eqiea have been made as to the final 
outcome of our exclusiveness, or close 
communion practices. And yet it is a 
fact that the larger we grow aa a de­
nomination, and the betterour people 
become acquainted with tbe underly­
ing principles of cloee communion, the 
more tenaciously they cling to them. 
Oar denomination haa never been 
better eatiafied with the practice than 
it is to-day. Tbe principles of cloee- 
communion are held alike with our- 
eelvee by our sister Calvinistio de 
nomination*, the Presbyterian, Con- 
grugations], Episcopal and Lutheran. 
Tbe time never haa boon in the hia- 
tory of the Supper when these prin­
ciples were sot aside aa something 
unacriptural and derogatory to Chris­
tianity.

upper.” Dr, Wall says; “No 
church ever gave the communion to 
any person before they were baptis­
ed." The Now Testament ohuroh 
consisted wholly of baptised boliov- 
ers. Of such was the ohuroh at Phi­
lippi composed, and thooo of Corinth 
and Epheous, and the oh uro bee 
throughout Asis Minor. “ Be bap­
tised, every one of you,” said Peter 
on ths day of Pentecost. “ They that 
gladly received the word were bap­
tised and added to the church." It 
is not on record that any joined the 
primitive-ohuroh who wore not first 
regenerated, nor that any communed 
who wore not first baptized.

These denominations raise the bar 
riers of “close communion," there 
fore, because it is scriptural, of divine 
appointment, and enforced by the 
example of the primitive churches. 
And for this reason will the practice 
ever hold sway over tbe human oon 
science and the great body of the 
truly regenerated followers of Christ.

Now there is one principle com­
mon to ail the churches named that 
does not enter in as a constitnent 
part of restricted oommunion, but 
which yet attends it, and tbat is, the 
church has control of the Supper. Il 
is for the churoh to say who i* regen 
erated, and who is baptized, and 
whit an orderly walk is, and desig­
nate who shall partake of tbe rio 
ments, and who shall not. They 
hold that while it is the Lord's Table, 
it ieyefrtbe prerogative of the church 
to keep it from desecration. It be 
longs to the ohuroh just as baptism 
doe*. On presenting yourself as a 
communicant tbe oburoh may ask 
and determine whether you are eli­
gible to tbe Table, and aa ebe can 
deny you baptism, so may she also 
deny the elementa to you aa being 
unqualified to receive them. If you 
are not regenerated, as tbe individual 
ohuroh understand! it, you can not 
oommunA It you are not baptized, 
aa tbo individual ohuroh understands 
it, you oan not commune.

But this ex 
oluion by Baptiste does not change 
the principles of olooe communion 
practiced by the denominations 
named. It only applies the common 
prinoiplo to a baptism whioh doos not 
include sprinkling. If one should 
say, Let each man! oonioienoe de­
cide whether he is baptised or not, 
we reply with tbo position taken by 
all these denominations, that the 
Word of God, and not ths conscience, 
is tbo ultisuate appeal. Tbe issue, 
therefore, oomee not on cluse com 
munion, but on wbat is baptism. 
Psrsuado Baptiste that tbe New Tes­
tament teaches sprinkling as baptism, 
and one of the conditions of on j >int 
communion is met; or let Pndobsp 
lists oome on to Baptist ground and 
practice immersion, and an equally 
good result woo Id be r ached. Bo 
ueving aa wo do^Bsptiata oculd not 
oommune with Pmdobaptista without 
trampling on a principle as dear to 
our outer denominations as it is to 
ua, and of more importance to Cnris 
tianity than the communing tog ther 
of tbo different denominations at tbo 
Lord's Table.

Thooo who understand our position 
frankly say it is consistent. A Con 
gregational pastor of high a ending 
aaya: "If I hold that immersion 
only was baptism, 1 should restrict

the one story of our redemption 
through our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Those ordinanoks, therefore, can not 
bo separated from each other so as to 
bo changed about. They are meant 
to speak of the beginning of life and 
ite perpetuation. Bsptism stands at 
too beginning, and occurs but once, 
as life begins but once. The Supper 
occurs at intervals through life, as 
we need frequent refreshing.
only place for baptism, therefore, is 
at birth, and the only place lor the 
Supper is st suitable intervals after 
birth. As birth necessarily comes 
before living, or tbe need of food, so 
does baptism as necessarily come be­
fore the Supper. And as it is impos­
sible to eat before being born, so it is 
impossible fittingly and consistently 
to eat st tbe Tsble of the Lord before 
being bsptized.

Tne order of the ordinsnoee is es­
sential to the truths they are design­
ed to convey. You can not speak of 
sustaining life that has bad no be 
ginning Communion, therefore, be­
fore baptism is meaningless. When 
you change the relation of tbe ordin- 
acces, you change tbeir meaning, and 
that is to change them and make 
them rpeak things that are not true, 
wbioh is perverting them.

Our life in Cbriil begins with the 
new birth, and continues in eating of 
the bread and water of life. He 
who would symbolizi thia relation to 
Christ,' most use the symbols strictly 
in^ their order, ff be begins the sym­
bols with tbe Sapper, be paradoxi 
caliy asserts tbe existence of a life 
that has never had a beginning, or 
makes the ordinance affirm tbe her 
esy that no such change aa the new 
birth needs to occur. If afterward 
he is baptised, be makes this symbol 
oontradiet the story he has jasf told, 
by tbe Supner. Thu by changing 
the order of the ordinances, bo makes 
them contradictory and the heralds 
of horsey. You oan no more ohange 
tbeir order and have them moan the 
same thing, than you oan change fig­
ures written in their order and oall

Evidently dirtcUy against 
tbe church at B. Should that church 
demand an apology, or other satisfac­
tion, so far as possible the church at 
A should satisfy her aggrieved sister 
church. Or, if the presbytery err in 
obeying the voioe of the oburoh at A, 
to whom are tbe members amenable? 
To the oburoh or churches where 
their membership is, of course. Those 
churches have tbe icriptural right to 
rebuke their members or otherwise 
chastise them for any blunder com­
mitted. If any other ecclesiastical 
body has any jurisdiction, tbe Bap­
tist idea of ohuroh sovereignty is it­
self a blunder.

While members of other ohurohss 
may regret and severely disapprove 
the act of the presbytery, the only 
tribunal before which they can oall 
the offender is tbe oburoh to whioh 
he belongs.

First of all, the church at Chatta­
nooga made—any church makes—a 
great mistake by calling to the pas­
torate a man whose antecedents are 
unknown.

To Mothers

Revivals of religion, which in their 
influence ewtend beyond quickened 
church members, and through their 
aroused asal by tho Spirit, to tho 
conviction and conversion of sinners, 
entail great and grave roaponaibilitios 
upon pastors and churohM during 
their program, but greater and more 
serious responaihililies afterward, ia

some and tho inefficiency of others 
who may hold fast their profeeeion, 
but by a very feeble grip.

If tho object of a revived church, 
in organising and carrying forward 
a aeries of revival meetings, is simply 
to. bring the goopol to bear directly 
npon the impenitent, arouse their 
religious cunsoiousneoe, make them 
anxious over their sins, get them to 
make a public profession of religion, 
and thereby to increase the roll of 
church- members—then with this ob­
ject accomplished, continued special 
servicM in behalf of tho newly added 
members will bo relaxed, and they 
bo left, in the weakest, most delicate 
and critical time of their Christian 
career, to pursue their new course of 
Lfe as best they can.
