DWuo Up_« Giant
Ths little town of Petersburg, Kv., 

on ths Ohio river, jaet opposite 
Lawraucsburg, is enjoying a sensa­
tion just now of a peculiarly inter­
esting character. Several days ago 
Mr. B'ck Gwydor, Covington's ex- 
superintendent Dl public works, waa 
in Petersburg with a party of friends 
making ooms excavations While 
the w<>rk of the pick and shovel was 
going on they came botom a strangs- 
looking Indian grave, tho receptacle 
of which had been made of stone 
and clay, formed into a kind of 
cement, about throe feet in height 
and fully nine in length.

Within thio rude vault lay a giant 
human skeleton that measured eoven 
feet two inchoein length. Tho bones 
were all of large proportions, and the 
moniteou skull, with the teeth per­
fect and intact, was more than half 
an inch thick at tho base. A number 
of copper pieoee, evidently worn for 
ornaments, a stone pike and a quan­
tity of arrow heads were found with 
the deesying bones. The air had 
scarcely reached the receptacle when 
tbo bones broke and crumbled into 
dust

Evidently the remains were those 
of not only a giant among men, but 
probably a loader of his people, jedg 
ing from tbo remarkable care with 
which they had been laid to rest 
Here is a chance for speculation by 
tho friends of tho ancient moa nd- 
builders and ail people interested in 
America’s long ago.

manner of living in the boats and 
tanks, thousands of which frequent 
every bay along tbo coast Tbo awk­
ward junks always belong to tho 
members of ono family, and usually 
every bracoh of tbo family, old and 
young, live on board.

“ Tho smaller sail-boata are made 
like a narrow flat-boat, and the sail 
(they have but one) is placed very 
near the atom, and extends from the 
meat about the same distance in 
either direction, L e., the mast rune 
in the middle of the sail when it is 
spread.

“ In these little boats men are born 
and die, without over having an abid­
ing ph ce on shore. Women and all 
during rains put on layers of tringy 
straw mats, which give them the ap- 
peiranoe of. being thatched. At 
night, if in harbor, they bend poles 
over the boat from aide to side in the 
shape of a bow, and cover them with 
this straw, and go to sleep all together, 
like a tot of pigs.

“A child three years old can swim 
like a fish, and often children who 
will not learn of their own accord, 
are repeatedly thrown overboard 
until they become expert swimmers. 
In the harbors children seem to ba 
perpetually tumbling overboard, and 
the mothers deliberately pick them 
ont of the water, and oafflag them a 
little, go on with thair work. It ia 
really astonishing at what an age 
these boys and girls will learn to scull 
a boat.

“ I have seen a boat twenty fest 
long moat adroitly managed by three 
children, all under Sevan years of age. 
1 am tofd that notwithstanding their 
aptneos at swimming many boatmen 
get drowned, for no boat ever goes to 
another's aid, nor will at.y boatman 
save another from drowning, because, 
as he Bays, it is all fete, and he who 
interferes with fate will be severely 
punished in some wsy. Besides thia, 
the Baring of a boatman’s life only 
keeps a chafing soul so much longer 
in purgatory, when it ought to be re­
leased by the death ol the sailor 
which the gods, by fate, seem to have 
selected for the purpose.”
