It is a matter of great 
moment that tbe people of God do all 
the good they can in the world. They 
are said to be “ the salt of the earth" 
and “ the light of the world.”

The former suggests that tbe mass of 
humanity is in a state of moral cor­
ruption and that Christian character 
and influence, at work in this mass, 
are to counteract this corruption and 
arrest its tendency toward hopeless 
ruin. The latter metaphor teaches 
by implication that tbe world is in 
moral darkness and tbat Curistians 
are to give it light, or rather, are to 
be its light. Some one may say that 
Christ is “ tbe light of the world." 
Even so; but' there is no oontradio 
tion. In the superior mbm Christ is 
tbe world's light, as the sun is the 
light of the natural world, while in 
an inferior eenM, Christians receiv­
ing light from Christ reflect it on the 
moral world as the moon reflects on 
the earth tbe light she receives from 
the sun. Laying these figures aside, 
1 may say tbat Christiane should be 
as nMful at possible in the work of 
MVing sinners. Christian influsnoe, 
so far m wo know, has an instrs 
mental connection with tbejalvation

Tbe most ancient and best manu 
scripts have the singular; the plural 
buing found mostly in Iho later cur­
sive, such aa those in the catalogues 
marked G, H, K R, S, etc. The I 
oldest manuscripts wero discovered 
or uoltected after the work on our 
common English version waa done.

Versions tavor the same,—ice 
Syria;:, Coptic, Vulgate, etc. Fow 
■'Varums readings" in any verso of 
the Bible can present stronger claim* 
than this word “enurcb." L Uber's 
version has the singular. So has the 
German version published by the A. 
B Boc ety, and that by the A. B. 
Union ; so al>o has Do Wi to's trans­
lation, and Mjyer’s revision, and 
Suer’s revision, and— AllateEig- 
lish translations, so tar as 1 know, 
give the singular. Bat singul-ir it is 
that the oo aparaliveiy roc mt Span 
isb version, la ely mentioned in this 
j lurnal, should, in defiance of all the 
beet authorities, give the plural.

devotion to classic antiquity." The * 
requirements of the church’s minis- i 
torn necessarily bocatae more olevat 
ed, and in the onward march of 
knowledge and enlightenment, they 
must appear in the van; for they 
were the standard-bearers, end their 
banners must wave in triumph st the 
head of the advancing columns.

There never has existed an institu- 
tion whose paramount or final end 
was the civilisition of mankind, that 
did not have as its originators men of 
thought and wisdom, and its sucoees 
is always in proportion to the en­
lightenment and intelligence of its 
directors. The ohurch being ot di­
vine origin, was therefore the prod­
uct of the highest wiadom, and in or­
der that her divine purpose may be 
beet accomplished, her minietefs mut 
be mon of ability and learning,—men 
capable of uing logical tools sharp­
ened on the whetstone of faith.
