All crebture* hero God dwelling in 
them in the measure of their capaci 
ty.

Nothing would 
happen if there was not abiding in 
creatures the tore*, at any rate, wnich 
is God. But jasl a* in ibis gr at at 
moepbere:>n wnich we all live and 
move and have dur being, the eye 
discerns 'undulation* which m»ke 
light, and: tbe ear ostchoa the vibra­
tions whidh make sound, and tbe nos­
trils ar* 4*ciptent of motions which 
bring fragrance, aad all thee* are in

inspiration. And the difference be­
tween all other and lesser nobilities 
of life, and the supremo beauty of a 
true Curistian life ia that the sacrifice 
of the Christian is properly a sacri­
fice—that is, an offering to God, dons 
for the sake of the great love where­
with bo bat loved us. As Cortot is 
the one true temple and we become 
so by partaking of him, so is ths one 
saorifloe for sins for*ver, and wo be 
come sacrifices only through hint. If 
there bo any lesson which comes out 
of this great truth of Christians a* 
temples, it is not a lesson of pluming 
oursslvss on our dignity, or losing 
ouraelvss in the mysticisms which lie 
near this truth, but it is the hard Im- 
sob—It a temple then an altar; if an 
altar then a sacrifice. “ Ye are built 
up a spiritual bouse, a holy priest­
hood, that ye may offer spiritual eao- 
rifioM, acceptable to God.” Sacrifice, 
priest, temple, all in one; and all for 
tbe *>.ke and by the might of that 
dear Lord who l as given himself a 
bleeding isor fiee for the sine of tbe 
whole world, that we might off jr a 
eocaaristic sacrifice of thanks and 
praise and seif surrender unto him, 
and to bis father God.

IV. And lastly, this great truth ol 
my text enlc roes the solemn lesson of 
tbe necessary sanctity of tbe Coris 
tian life.

Earthquakes taTWa C«BBtry.

Although generally free frost syeb 
visitations, tbs United Slates, si 
different times siboe the advent of 
tbe white rsan, bat experienced some 
severe shakings.' Tbe first was tho 
tremendous convulsions that over 
whelmed Jamaica in 1692, and buried 
the beautiful town of Port Riyal 
fathoms under the sea, with its un­
lucky inhabitants. For years, mar 
iners sailing ovsr ths spot could see 
down in the clear depths this wonder 
fol city of the dead. This shock was 
felt all along the gulf coast within 
the United States proper. There are 
only throe regions that have over 
been visited by shocks of great vio­
lence. One of these is in Nsw Eng­
land, another in ths Mississippi Vat 
ley just below tbe mouth of the Oslo, 
and the other is on tho coast of Cali­
fornia.

In New England there have boon 
three preUv strong earthquakes—the 
first in 1695,!the second in 1727, and 
the third in 1755 Of these, the two 
last were Iba most violent. Teat of 
1727 lasted for several years, and 
priccipaliy affected the region near 
Newburyport, Mass. A quaint ac­
count of tbisotrange phenomenon is 
found in the library of the Riyal 
Philosophical 8:oiety in London. It 
is tee account written by Rev. Ma­
thias Plant, fbe pastor of Newbury­
port at that | time. It was a very 
curious disturbance, for while tbe 
•be ck^ of which some hundreds were 
fdt in course of years, were at 
first violent, they soon became slight. 
Tee strange feature was that with 
each there came from the earth a 
wonderful thundering or bellowing 
noise, loud eccugb to startle people 
from sleep, even when they had been 
bug use to it.; Many believed that it 
was the evil ope himself raving in hie 
empire beneath the earth, and threat­
ening to burst it asunder In his rage.

In November, 1755, happened the 
great earth quake, as it is called, whioh 
is supposed to have been part of tho 
groat shock that destroyed Lisbon. 
The shocks fell in New England, 
however, eamq from the direction of 
Canada, so snigo doubt is entertained 
if the New England tremors were in 
any way connected with those felt in 
Lisbon. In Hoeton It came as one 
violent shock, and tor a moment was 
so strong people could not keep on 
their feet. Many chimneys were 
overthrown in this city. New 
Eog’aod bad Ithen mostly wooden 
buildings, so test i’l destruction of 
properly was small, but such a shock 
at this day wodld have caused a ter 
rible loss of life snd property.

Tbe MhtiMiypi Valley had butene 
great earthqu|ke, a sacwMion of 
shocks that begun in November, 
1811, and lasted until 1813 Tee 
first of these quakes was so strong 
that it probably made more than hall 
tbe -eontinent'tremble. Tbe shock 
was felt in Florida. New York, Mich­
igan, and ths West Indies Toe
