When 
he slept bo dreamed about Jerusa­
lem. W on he woke, the first thought 
waa “Poor Joruaaleml" and before 
he fell asleep again, hia evening 
prayer wan tor the rained walla of 
Jeruaalem. The man ot one thing, 
you know, is a terrible man; and 
when one aingle passion has absorbed 
.the whole ot bis manhood, something 
will bo sure to come of it. Before 
long, Nehemiah had an opportunity. 
Men of God, if you want to serve 
God, and can not find tbe propitious 
occasion, wait a while in prayer, and 
your opportunity will bteak on your 
path lite a sunbeam. There waa 
never a true and valiant heart that 
foiled to find a fitting sphere some­
where or other in his service. Every 
diligent laborer ia needed in some 

■■part of hia vineyard. Yon may have 
to linger, you may seem aa if you 
stood in the market idle, because the 
Master would not engage yon; but 
wait there! in prayer, and with your 
heart boiling over with a warm pur­
pose, and yonr chanoe will come. 
The hour will need ita man, and if 
you are ready, you, aa a man, will 
not be without your hour. God sent 
Nehemiah an opportunity. That op

But thia devout Israelite, at such a 
time And in such a place, when he 
stands at the king's foot to hold up to 
him the golden goblet, refrains from 
answering the king’s question until 
first he baa prayed to tbe God of 
heaven.

II. The manner ot this prayer.
Notice, how very sbo-t it muat 

have been—waa introduced—slipped 
in — sandwiched in — between the 
king’s question and Nehemiah's an­
swer; and, as 1 have already said, I 
do not suppose it took up any time 
at all that was appreciable—scarcely 
a second. The prayor was presented 
like the winking of an eye; it was 
done intuitively; yet done it was, and 
it proved to be a prayer that prevail­
ed with God.

We know, also, that it must have 
been a silent prayer; and not merely 
silent aa to sounds, bat silent as to 
any outward signs—perfectly secret 
Artaxerxes never Knew that Nebe 
miah prayed, though he stood prob­
ably within a yard of him. He did 
not even move hia lipa aa Hannah 
did, nor did be deem it right even to 
close bis eyes; but the prayer was 
strictly within himself offered ante 
God. In the innermost shrine ot tbe 
temple—in the holy of holies of his 
own secret soul—there did he pray. 
Short and silent was the prayer. It 
was a prayer on tbe spot He did 
not go to his chamber aa Daniel did, 
and open tbe window. Daniel was 
right; but this waa a 4ifferent occas­
ion. Nehemiah could not havp been 
permitted to retire from tbe palace 
just then. He did not even turn his 
face to the wall, or seek a corner of 
the apartment No, but there and 
then, with tbe cup in bis hand, be 
prayed unto the God of heaven, and 
then answered tbe question of the 
king.

1 have no doubt, from the very 
wording of the text, that it was a 
very intense and direct prayer. He 
says, “So 1 prayed to the God of 
heaven." That waa Nehemiah's fav-

glaas of water and hold acme of it in I 
ber mouth five minute* before she 
scolded her husband. I daresay it 
was not a bad receipt, but if, instead 
of practicing that little eccentricity, 
she would just breathe a abort prayer 
to God, it would certainly be moro 
effectual, and for more scriptural.

The babit of offering these brief 
prayers would also check your confi­
dence in yourself. It would show 
your dependence upon God. It would 
keep you from getting worldly. It 
would be like sweet perfume burnt in 
tbe chamber of your soul to keep 
away the fever of tbe world from your 
heart. I can strongly recommend 
these short, sweet blessed prayers. 
May the Holy Ghost give them to 
yon.

Besides, they actually bring us 
bleMinga from heaven. Ejiculatory 
prayers, aa in the case of Eiiesar, the 
servant of Abraham, as in the case of 
Jacob when he said even in dying, “1 
have waited for tby salvation, 0 
God,” prayers such as Moses offered 
when we do not read that he prayed 
at all, and yet God said to him, "Why 
cryest thou unto me;" ejaculations 
snob m David frequently presented, 
these Were all successful with thq 
Mist High.
