Ohrist? That church people have 
bo other idea of Ohrist, bat aa ho Is 
exhibited to thorn ia tho oharoh and 
the orood? How ooald It bo other 
wise, when they read their Bibles 
bat soldom? Whan they look so 
rarely Into that mirror where atone 
Ohrist la to bo.oosn? God’s Word 
alone reflects tho perron of Ohrist. 
Thore atone ha ia to bo aeon in all 
the beauty and lovollneee of hie 
character. There atono do wo dis­
cover tbo odor of bls goodness. Tbe 
Blbla la tho aJaba*ter-box that oon 
tains tho precious ointment ol hie 
broken body, whoso perfume fills tho 
world. Paul, In his letter to tho Oo- 
looaiMs, noon this langusgo: “ As ye 
have therefore roooivod Christ Jeans 
tho Lord, so walk yo In him." And 
Is II not a lamobtaolo truth, that peo­
ple do receive him, fast aa the 
preacher present* him ? J net as tbo 
preacher exhibits hia photograph, or 
portrait, ao, and not otherwise, do 
the people see and receive him. Your 
croed, my brother, io not Obriot—can 
not poeeibly be Ohrist. Can not I 
convince .yob? Tako the creeds ot 
ths dossn, *sy, evangelical denomi­
nations in our own country only. A 
dcsen different creeds or symbols of 
faith; of a dosen different, distinct, 
and I may say, antagonistic organis 
ations of men called Christian 
churches. Each one ol these creeds 
claims to be a true and faithful epit­
ome, synopsis or syllabus, of the doo 
trine of Ohrist, and God’s plan ot 
redemption. Is it not impossible 
that these separate and distinct 
claims should al! be true? Wbat 
says Paul to tho Corinthians? “ Now 
this 1 say, that every one of you 
saith, 1 am of Pau!; and I of Apol­
los : and 1 of Cephas [and I of Ohrist. 
Is Ohrut divided ? Was Paul oruoi 
fled for you?" Is it not self-evident, 
that two different, opposite and con­
tradictory description* of the same 
object, taken from the earns point of 
vision, oan, not both be true? Ooe 
must be false. How much more is 
thia true of a dosen diverse, antagon- 
teMi eiimwtekinwi ft tbs •am» Qb- 
ject? Id not each one of these creeds, 
and each one of these churches, a 
badge and an evidence of a schism in 
the body of Chriet ? Do they not de 
claro that Christ is divided, and each 
one of them represent* a fragment of 
his body? And of course neither 
can claim to represent the entire, un­
broken body. How often have I 
been led to exclaim, in tho language 
of Madam Roland, as, marching to 
the guillotine, she oast her eyes upon 
the statue of tbe Godde** of Liberty: 
“O Liberty, wbat crime* are com­
mitted in thy name I" “ 0 Cbrist, 
wh*t crime* are committed in tny 
name! ” How like that ot a common 
felon, in the olden Engliab time*, baa 
thy preciou* body been mangled, 
scourged, drawn and quartered, in 
tbe face of the world, and O, horn 
bte, by those who profess to revere 
and love thee.

Is it not undeniably and lament* 
bly true, that these churches are not 
all worshiping the same God, and do 
not all adore the same Savior? Often 
in tbe put bitter political contest* 
between the anti-*lavery and pro 
slavery parties, before tho war, did I 
remark, that those two parties, om 
bracing a largo majority of tho peo 
pie of each section of country, North 
and South, oould not possibly wor 
ship tho same God, and coaid not 
possibly worship tho true G id. For 
Whilst one belioved that s'avery wa» 
a “ divine institution,” and was ready 
to die for his faith, tbe other as hast­
ily proclaimed, that if th > Bible pro 
tooled and countenanced 'human *1* 
very, they would stump upon it and 
reject it* Author. Evidently neither 
was right, and neither worshiped tho 
tr^o God. So evidently tho Christ 
who is received and worshiped in a 
doson or fitly different sonaes, .can 
not bo tbo same Onrist, nor |he true 
Cbrist Onrist is one, at God is one ; 
and though tbe rays of “ tbo truo 
light, that lighteth every man that 
oomoth into the world " be as various 
as tbd colors of tho rainbow, yoi 
flawing through tbo alembic of tbe 
Holy Spirit, those various colors are 
all blended into a pure, cdorlots 
light, suited to the spiritual eye, as 
tbo various rays of sunlight are pro 
pared for tbo natural eye. If either 
parly could domonatrato the truth ot 
its creed, thSu ui questiousbly would 
it be tho duty of all the rest to stfr 
render to that one. But so long a* 
tbe imperfection of human language 
exists, a dernonatrstion is impossible, 
and not to bo expected : only in a few 
particular* in which all ao agree, is 
union possible. And these are tbe 
limits ol faith ; all else is matter of 
opinion; and it i* tbe baigbt ol in 
tolaranoe, not to say arrogance, to

third missionary journey, ha board 
about a young man who had recently 
been tbere and who roear to have 
ersated no little seuratfon. Ho wa* 
an Alexandrian Jew by birth. Ho 
had hoard at Alexandria, from aome 
follower* of John the Baptlrt, about 
a perron who was soon to oomo In 
fulfillment of tho Jewish expectations 
of a Messiah. Oarriod away with tbo 
Idea, ho began to preach thio Obriot, 
probably first la Alexandria and tbo 
towns and country around, and after 
awhile o*b* to Ephesus preaching 
him. Hia preaching made a stfr. 
People began to talk about thia ro- 
markable young follow. Tho reports 
reached tho oan of two converts of 
Paul who happened to bo in tbo dty. 
They wont to boar him, liked bins, 
but perceived the error into which 
ho had fallen, so they took bias borne 
with them and kindly told him that 
this Ohrist ho woe preaching bad 
already come; that bis name wm 
Jeans, and that bo had lived and died 
a tew years ago in the country of 
Palestine. The young man, Apollos 
by name, seems to have gladly re- 
ooived the information. He left 
shortly afterwards for Corinth, carry­
ing with him letter* of recommenda­
tion from the brethren at Epbeaus, 
and with tho seal of a fresh convert 
he preached tbe new doctrine with 
much eloquence and power. Hie 
Greek training and style of oratory, 
acquired at Alexandria, jaet suited 
many of thoe* Corinthians, and they 
wore loud in bis praises, oven pro 
claiming openly their preference of 
him to Paul, who had not long ago 
organised their church. Some of 
tbe older oneo, however, said they 
didn’t like ro much rhetoric, that 
they preferred to bear tbo go*p*l 
preached in a plain, simple way, and 
they liked Paul better. Thu there 
wore diviato'is and parties among 
them—now all of this esm* to tho ear*

Both are 
needed. Speaking aa a young man, 
let me say to the old men: We do 
not want to crowd you out We 
want you to stay with ua We need 
yon. We need your conservatism. 
Old Ben are apt to hold on to what 
ia aetabliabed. They do not readily 
change. They are cautious, sus­
picions of innovations, slow to adopt 
them. Young men, on tbe contrary, 
usually have ardent temperaments. 
They are impatient ol fixedness. 
They quickly adopt anything new. 
They do not always stop to discuu 
it* merits. The fact that it is new is 
frequently a sufficient recommend* 
tion of it to them. And so, with 
their hot blood, they ere apt to run 
away from tbo old paths. But they 
need the old men as a check to them 
—a* a broke upon tbe wheels. Then 
we need tho experience of tho old 
mon. You have lived * long time. 
You have tearnod many things only 
to bo learned by oxperionoo, which is 
after all tho best teacher, beyond

ng fresh reports about tbo sensa­
tion he had created there and the 
factions arising in tbe church aa tbe 
result of hia preaching.

These two, Paul and Apollos, what 
fine instances do they present of two 
different types of ministerial char- 
aoter. Paul was now getting a little 
old. Apollos, one naturally judge* 
to be still comparatively young. 
Paul waa plain and rather unpretona 
ing in hi* preaching. He eimply 
preached the goepel in a straightfor­
ward style. He determined, ho says, 
to these Corinthian*—celending him­
self, probably, from the unjast com­
parison which had been made be 
tween him and Apollo*—he “de­
termined to know nothing among 
them save Jesus Onrist and him 
crucified." Hi* speech and his 
preaching, he lays ag«in, “were not 
in persuasive words of wisdom, but 
in dcmonstraiion of tbe Spirit and of 
power."

Apollo*, on tho other band, waa 
eloquent, brilliant, rhetorical. True, 
ho wa* “ learned ” and “ mighty io 
the Scriptures," but be had such a 
pretty way of expressing himself 
It needs hardly ,to be added thai 
A nollos wa* tbo popular preacher. 
Paul was dabbod, old-ta«hioned. 
tamo, dry—particularly by tbo 
vounger element* in the church. 
Toey didn't caro much to go and 
hoar that old follow who waa contin­
ually talking in simnle language 
about J seas Christ. Thor ba l got 
tirod of listening to him. They 
wan tod something pretty, beautiful, 
sparkling with wit and fluking with 
rhetoric.

When Apollo* came along, yonnir. 
handsome, forvi I, and eloquent—Ot 
ho was just the man for them. Tney 
wore completely carried away with 
him. “Haveyou heard Mr. Apo los?" 
“ Ya* " “ OI isn't be j u*t splend'd?" 
“ Beautiful." “ O I my, he's so awful 
nice.” “Awful." Sc crowd* flick 
to hoar him. Tne others wore kept 
busy seating people. Hundreds wi re 
turned away from tho door* He 
wa* tbe grrateat a'traction in tbe 
town. People every wher.i were dis­
cussing him. and admiring him.

Lot me add on* mor* thought about 
Paul and Apolloa. Paul waa. after 
all, th* mor* suceaeaful preacher of 
the two. On* might bar* expected 
otherwise. Apollo* bad crowd*, de­
lighted ondienoe*, great aansation. 
Paul had fow to liaton to his simple 
story. But with Apollos it waa 
crowds, aansation—and nothing moro. 
At any m*, we never read ot any 
church founded by him. We never 
hear of any converts madn_hy__hjm. 
There may have been, there probably 
were such, but no mention is made 
Of them. The special impression 
which he seem* to have mace upon 
the mind of Luke and which is left 
upon our mind* i* that of a brilliant 
meteor, bright, dasxling, evanescent, 
and leaving no trace behind. Paul, 
on the other hand, wa* like the sun, 
constant, steady, and leaving gra­
cious result*. Hl* preaching wa* 
solid. Christ waa his only theme. 
He attracted no large crowds. He 
made no great sensation, except by 
the novelty of his theme. He 
preached not to entertain, but to do 
good. But he had fruits. Ho made 
convert*. He organised churches 
wherever he went. It took him a 
good while in some plan**, but he 
hardly ever left a place without aome

That Shunamite woman who** 
kindness to Elisha ha* bssn trans­
mitted through the ages aa a memo- 
rial of her, is styled aa a “groat 
woman." And without question the 
Hebrew adjectiv* ftdho> most com­
monly means great. Yet th* artless 
narrative, so redolent of rural sim 
phcity, shut* out *11 idea of worldly 
greatnaa*. The little chamber had, 
as its sole furnishing, only a bad, a 
stool, a table, and candlestick.

Looking ovsr, aa a simple praxis, 
the Obaldea tergum of Kings with 
Raahi'* comment in rabbinic, wo were 
arrested by tho rendering of this 
verse, “sho was a woman fearing 
sin ” (dkaehalath chimin'). Buch waa 
Jonathan's conception of tho moan­
ing of tbo Hebrew text. White wo 
must regard thia a* interpretation, 
not aa translation, yet it *o struck aa 
aa to prompt these lines.

■low, plodding, old carriage-horse. 
A comet attracts more attention for 
the time than tbe sun. But bare 
are these Pauls all over the land, 
patiently, quietly, silently, steadily 
toiling away, preaching Jesus, mak­
ing converts, organising churches. 
And those are tbe really successful 
ministers ot tbe gospel. Toe world 
may not think so. But God think* 
so. Success is not measured by 
crowds, but by seals saved and good 
accomplished. “ By their fruit* ye 
sxall know them " will apply to min­
ister* a* well as to other Christians. 
Ol cjqfso, if crowds and frail* go 
together, all tbe better. But fruits, 
not crowd*, are the final teats of sue 
cos*. When people beard Cicero 
they would.go away saying: “ Wnat 
a magn ficent ora-or."
