We have revivals in trade, in poli­
ties, in fashions, in amusements, in 
art and ecienoe, and we have also re­
vivals in religion. It is uselsss for
men to declaim about tho neoeesity 
of being always in an equable and 
highly spiritual condition. No church, 
no denomination, and no individual 
overdid maintain such an exalted 
level of religious experience, and 
probably none ever will. Tho fact 
that there is In our natures a ten­
dency to retrogression maxes roviv 
all a necessity. There come seasons 
of dormancy succeeded by an awak­
ening, and this awakening we call 
revival. It io m living again of the 
life forces in tho church, it may be
general, or it teay be local. It may 
affect an individual, a church, a de­
nomination, a country, or the world. 
In either case, it is a revival; for it 
is a revivifying of the dead or dor­
mant forces. Nations may sink into 
spiritual apostaoy, denying the faith, 
and teaching for the commandmenta 
of God the traditions of men, and 
there will oome a mighty reaction, in 
which men like Luther and Calvin 
will take a leading hand. Call it 
“R-formation " if you will; it is a 
revival in the beet sense, for it is an 
awakening of spiritual lUo, a living 
again of old experiences and old doc­
trines. Profeeaore of religion may 
becomo lax, tbojr lives corrupt, so 
that Christianity is brought into dis­
repute; ministers may become hire­
lings, preaching for pay and not car­
ing for the sheep, and thus the name 
of Jesus became a hissing and a re­
proach : but after all this will oome, 
by God s ordination, men like Wee- 
ley and Whitfield, filled with the 
Holy Ghost, who wik set a nation on 
Are with the torch of an old truth re­
kindled. This it revival. It is the

■ without seeking. No church will be 
- revived without asking. Charles G. 
I Finney says: “Prayer is an essen­

tial link in the chain of causes that 
' lead to a revival, as much ao as truth 

ia” I am in hearty aympathy with 
this statement. And ft eeems to me 
that, in nearly all our modern revjvdl 
movements, there is too much reli­
ance upon preaching, and too little 
upon prayer. In the thought ot 
many people, a “ revivalist ” is ne­
cessary to a revival; but nothing is 
further from the truth. On the hu­
man side, I regard prayer as the only 
abeolutely necessary thing. Many 
instances are on record of revivals 
that have been preyed into existence. 
A work of graoa hai oome upon a 
church, mystdrious, unsooounted for,

rily mean tho conversion of tinners, 
though of nsoessify it will involve 
this; it may be rifont aa tho whisper 
of tho Spirit in the. heart; but if 
there bo awakening—a now lite, a 
quickening of spiritual forcoa—it is 
revival.

It is not my purpose in this paper 
to make any argument in reference 
to revivals, but eimply to give a few 
oardinal thoughts hpon the subject; 
and thia I will do finder tho form of 
four proporitiona. •

My first proposition is that every 
revival is preceded’ by a deep sense 
of need.

I will not dispute the idea that 
God might, if ho dwtired, bring upon 
cartain people a revival spirit apart 
from their aetire. He might compel 
our hearts to burn with holy seal and 
tho enthusiasm of'souls. Possibly, 
hs might All ns with the Holy Spirit 
without ths consent ot our wills. 
Bat whether this be pomibfo or not. 
we knowft never has occurred, and 
reason and expsrisnoe tench us it 
nsvsr will occur. God operates 
through human consent The very 
idea (3 religion suppooM the agency 
of men. Man is Miatool; ho is a 
thinking, sell-willing bung. Before 
tho oonvereton of every unsaved per­
son, there must be the acquiescence 
ot tho wiU. Jeans complained ot the 
Jews: “ Ye will no| oome unto me." 
Ho could not force their wills. Nei­
ther will bo force a revival upon a 
lifeless and nn willing church, Thsre 
must be tho toMgnition of the need 
of a revival, and then, born ot thia 
need, will come a Strong desire, a 
yearning for revival^ Tais is inovi

> a marvel of spiritnal power, whioh 
afterward baa been explained by the 

J fact that a devout and aged Chris- 
[ tian lady, unable, on aooount of in- 
। firmity, to leave her home, had liter- 
, ally and absolutely preyed the re- 
; vival into existence. Before the re 
i vival began in which I was oonvert- 

ed, eeverel of the men of the church 
. became alarmed at the sins of the 

city and the apathy of Christiane, 
- and they met for private prayer. On 
। the return of the pastor, who had 

been absent from the city, they told 
him their feelings, and found him in

. hearty sympathy. Without the aid 
, of outside help, with nothing extra­

ordinary in the preaching or the 
methods, a revival came, in whioh 
over a hundred profssaed conversion.

, Such instances are numerous. In­
deed, it may be said that every true 
revival is promoted in just this way. 
There comes upon tho church, or a 

’ part of the church, a sense of need 
and a deep desire, and this being ac­
companied with sincere prayer, God 
hears his people's cry and sends the 
blessing.

My third proposition is that when 
true prayer is offered, there is posi­
tive dependence upon the Holy Spir­
it Prayer is not only the expres­
sion of a desire; it is the confession 
of weakness and of dependence. God 
does not ask us to pray merely be 
cause he takes pleasure in hearing , 
our requests, but because it is essen­
tial to our salvation that we should 
know our dependence, and that we 1 
should confess it This posture of ’ 
dependence the eoui must assume, ( 
else it can not be bleeeod. The pride 
of the Pharisee is a wall which the 
Holy Spirit will never ohrab over; * 
the humility of the publican is a pre- 1 
assurance of mercy. So the church « 
must humble itself, must take ths at- i 
titude of prayer, and call upon the 
Holy Spirit for help. Look at the 
posture of the early Jerusalem 1 
church. In a human sense, those * 
mon wore well equipped tor preach­
ing the gospel ol Christ? Had they ( 
not boon with him tor years? Had

The only apology that the writer 
; can offer for imposing thia article 

upon the readers of the Ruoounn is, 
; that there are oome miaapprehendona 

concerning biblical wine. Tbe im­
portance of thia topic comes from tbe 
signiAoanoa of wine in tho most sa­
cred ordinance of Holy Writ. For 
this reason it must ba oonsidsred 
with that degree of dignity and sol­
emnity whioh is, if possible, oom- 
msnsurate with the subject ^itself. 
An excellent account of biblioal;wine 
io in Crudan’s Concordance, whioh is 
vi follows:

“ Several of the ancients were of 
the opinion, that Fine was not in use 
before tbe deluge', and tha'. Noah waa 
the first who used this liquor. If 
wine, say they, bad been used before 
tbe flood,' Abel would not have failed 
to bring an offering of it to tbe Lord, 
and Noah would have been upon his 
guard, so as not to have drunk Jt to 
excuse. But, on tha other hand, it 
ie maintained by others, that it is 
much more probable that tbe first 
men were not ignorant of the use of 
wine, whioh is a liquor ao generally 
useful and agreeable, that it could 
scarcely be unknown even to Adam 
himself. Andas to Noah, they aay, 
that though he knew tbe intoxicat­
ing qualities of wine, yet bo might i 
be deceived in tbe strength of it, and । 
think that the quantity ho drink of I 
it was not capable of causing drunk । 
enness in him that he afterwards '
found it did.

“ Thor* were many excellent vine­
yards in Palestine; and to show how 
great a number there should be of 
these in the single tribo ot Juda, the 
patriarch Jacob says of his son J ada, 
He washed his garments' in wine, 
and his clothes in the blood of grapes. 
Glen. 49:11. The use of wine was 
forbidden to the priests during all 
the time they were in the tabernacle, 
and employed in the service of the 
altar. Lev. 10:9. Drunkenness is so 
odious a sin in itself, especially in a 
minister, and most of all in the time 
of his administration of sacred things, 
that the use of wine waa forbidden 
on tboee occasions. This liquor was 
forbidden to to the ^curites. N am.

Odoriferous wines were not unk 
known to the Hebrews. In Cant. 8:3 
mention is made of a modioated wino, 
spiced wino, wino mixed with per­
fumes. Tbe winee of Palestinejbeing 
heady (Intoxicating), fhey us:d to 
qualify them with water, that they 
might bo dAunk without any inoon- 
venienoe, Trov. 9:2, 5: She hath
mingled her wine: oome, drink 
the wine which I bave^mingled.

The wicked oat the bread of wiok- 
odnees, and drink the wino of vio-' 
lenoe (Prov. 4:17); that is, they are 
maintained with ill-gotten goods, or 
they abuse the good things that Ged 
gives them,: they offend him by tbs 
bad use ofthe necessaries of life. In 
Amos 2:8 it in said, They'drink^the 
wine of the condemned in tho house 
of their gods. They drink ;tho|wino, 
they make themselves merry at tbe 
expense of those they have unjustly 
condemned. The Beptuagint says: 
They drink wine earned by ’their 
slanders. The Chaldee, the wino of 
rapine. In Matt 9:14, 17, our Lord 
Jesus Christ telle the ^disciples’of 
John the Baptist, who inquired the 
reason why they and the Paarisees 
did fast often, but] his disciples did 
not fast, that men do not put new 
wine into old bottles, else the bottles 
break, and tbe wine runneth out, 
and the bottles perish. Oar Savior 
hereby tells us that it waa not fit for 
him to impose upon his dtsciplor, 
who wore as yet but weak in grace 
and spiritual strength, tbe severe ex­
ercise of frequent and extraordinary 
fasting, lest they should be discour­
aged thereby, and so fall off; or lost 1 
it should produce hatred and oon- ' 
tempt instead of obedience. But, 
adds he, they put new wine into new ' 
bottles, and both are preserved. My

f ?Jocipleo by degrees,
?9kat*ngthened for such exercises,

The foregoing is sufficient to estab­
lish proporiuona,?aa lollowa:

First—In ancient as well as in 
modern times, there was more than 
one kind of wine.

Sioond—That all wines are^intoxi-

tion? Whst more wm needed? In 
the human sense, nothing more; but 
in the divine sense, the great essen­
tial was needed. Had they gone to 
evangelise the world with the truth 
atone, they would have failed. They 
must wait for “ the promise of the 
Father." The Holy Spirit must be 
the agent; they ware but the instra- 
ments ol the Spirit. And so the 
church ol to-day must exhibit the 
same dependence upon ths Holy 
Spirit. The time spent in waiting 
for ths Holy Spirit, oven though it 
be weeks, in whioh not not one soul 
is saved, is not toot time.

My fourth proposition is, that

To offer any other evidence in sup­
port of these propositions would be 
an insult to common sense; but if 
further proof is wanted, it can be 
supplied. The point which is of the 
deepest interest to the Christian is 
the significance of wine in the Lord's 
Supper.

The establishment of this Sapper 
was a most momentousfoocasion. It 
was a conversion of the feast of the 
passover into one for the commemo 
ration of the death of Jesus upon the

The Spirit, the Holy Spir­
it, comes into the coni, whioh'quiok- 
ens it into new life. “ Verily, I say 
unto you, I will drink no more of the 
fruit of the vine, until that day that 
I drink it new in the kingdom of 
God.” Who is the vine? Jesus. 
Who are the branches? The re­
deemed. What is the fruit? Re­
deemed souls. Where is it to be 
drunk? In the kingdom of God. 
What does this drinking-signify? A , 
union of the branches and the vine. 
O what a happy drink it will be for
