In thto case the assumption of 
tbs oxistenos of the practice ot 
sprinkling water as the ground of 
the figure diminishes the force and 
besuty of more epeoifio allusions in 
the context The doinge of the ehil- 
drAn of Israel are compared in verse 
17 to the “ unoleennem of a removed 
woman.” This required the applica­
tion not of pure water, but the “ wa 
ter of purifying." See Lev. 15:19,30, 
compared with Numbers 19 Tne 
allusion to to an existing national 
custom. But in all the Mosaic ritual, 
in all the LovitiCAl oeremoniee, in all 
the nqmberleM purifications of the 
old dispensation, not one case can be 
shown where purification was either 
performed or reproeented by eprink 
ling water—unmingled, simple wa- 
ter^-npon any peraon, place or thing. 
Sprinkling water is totally unknown 
in all God's Book. The well-known 
customs of the Jews, viewed in con­
nexion with the context, preclude 
even the moet distant allusion to 
sprinkling unmlxed water in this 
passage. There to, therefore, no case 
of sprinkling unmixed water given 
in the Old Teatament. Tbe thing 
can not be proved ever to have been 
donA If it ever was done, it was to­
tally unauthorized by God then aa 
now, and tbe traneaotion haa not 
been dignified by an insertion in the 
sacred record.

There to not only no actual case, 
but not even a bint that the thing 
ever took place. The Jews did many 
things not commanded by Jehovah, 
but it oan not be shown that they 
ever in a single instance sprinkled 
pure water upon any person or thing 
whatsoever. If it was ever practiced 
in Jewish osremonies, that would be 
no reason why we ehonld practice it. 
If sprinkling as now practiced haa 
any countenance from God at all, it 
to to ba found first and exclusively in 
the New Teetament. Let us examine.

The only word tranalated oprinkle 
in our version of the New Teetament, 
and the only word there to to denote 
that idea to rantixo, allied to our word 
rain. Thto to uaed in every oiae of 
sprinkling Blood—never of sprink- 
Ifng water. It oooun only In He­
brews 9:13,19, 21; 10:22. In all but 
ths last blood is expressed as the ob­
ject. When a word to to be supplied 
ai the object of a verb, the one moet 
frequently used in connection with it 
ie to be taken, unlew the context 
manifestly points to a different one. 
But the context, aa well, as usage, 
here demands blood to be understood 
asthsobjict. Thto to shown by the 
connection of the apostles' argument 
with the Mosaic ritual, and by tbe 
distinct mention of “ the blood of Je­
sus” in verse 19. Moreover, the 
sprinkling of the blood of Jmub to 
the only kind of Sprinkling which 
takee away an evil conscience.

The only inetanoee ot ponring in 
। the Na* Testament are aa tollova:

The words sprinkling and pure wa­
ter are never joined in the Bible. 
The word which properly signifies 
pouring to never once coupled with 
the word water.

Why is it that kaplixa, which all 
lexicographers a ad scholars ot all dd» 
nominations testify means primarily 
to dip or immerse, is chosen to de 
soribo the rite, and the word which 
means to sprinkle never used in any 
allusion to tbs rite, if sprinkling to 
the act to be performed? Why to 
baptizo chosen to describe the rite, 
and tee word which means to pour 
never used, if pouring is the act to 
be performed ? If baptism is imman­
sion, it is easy to see how the bap­
tized may be said to have their " bo­
dies bashed in pare water;" but if 
baptism to sprinkling or pouring a 
little water on the face, it is unac 
countable that no word descriptive of 
euon an operation occurs in the Bi­
ble, and that no allusions to such a 
practice are ever even hinted at. 
There is but one conclusion. That 
neither sprinkling nor pouring is 
Christian baptism, is aa certain as it 
is that holy men of old, speaking as 
they were moved by the Holy Gboet, 
called things by their right r amee.
