This ia not said without examination. 
Nor is it said without being aware 
that many will be pained, m well m 
surprised, by the statement. An op- 
post to judgment hM been so often 
and so boldly assorted, and is so wel­
come to all the friends oi total ab 
■unenoo (with whom, foh other rea- 
oons, I am in hearty sympathy), that 
the language employed by me has an 
air of boidneM Bat it is scarcely 
wrong to deprecate the use of bad 
arguments for a good cause.

This is about m good m it well can 
be. Here is another:

The best argument with which 1 
am acquainted for the use of unfer- 
mented grapeiaice, instead ot wine 
at the Lord's Supper, is the fact that 
Christians have made a similar 
change in the other element—many 
of them using leavened bread instead 
of unleavened. For it is urged that 
unfermented juice of the grape is a 
“fruit of the vtae," and not unlike 
the fermented juice of the grape in 
oolor and flavor and rcfrMhing in flu 
enoe. As an ad hominem appeal this 
is forcible, but one would be glad oi 
a more solid ground on which to rest 
the change waioK so many churches 
have vestured to make. But if a 
more solid ground can not be discov­
ered, shall we substitute the unfer­
mented juice of the grape, for or­
dinary grape-wine mingled with 
water (m the Jews and early Chris­
tians mingled it), or shall we adhere 
to the use oi the latter, because it 
wm chosen by our Lord ? It iq to be 
hoped that our churubM will aM in 
this matver with great deliberation 
and much prayer.

Wo should like to meet the man 
who can put more sense than thiq 
into the Same space.

examination. Infant baptism never 
hM been fairly proved from the Bi­
ble, in ancient times or in modern. 
Strong minds have toiled in its de­
fense, but talent and learning have 
toiled in vain. It never can be 
proved from the Bible; the whole 
genius of Christianity, particularly 
m apprehended by the Apostle Paul, 
is decidedly adverse to' it. It can 
not be found in the Bible, until, m 
the learned Lutheran, Sohlsiremach- 
cr, quaintly and candidly said, "some 
one puts it in there I ” It is, then, 
plainly tn opposition to the cardinal, 
irreversible sentiment, that the Bi­
ble, and particularly the Now Testa­
ment. is to Christians the rule of 
faith and practice. Luther wm led 
to discard the prevalent dogma of his 
time and to embrace the true doctrine 
of just; fixation by following implicitly 
the teachings of the New Testament. 
A similar course in regard to bap 
num, bad that subject weighed with 
deserved power and oonsoientious- 
nhi ou his mind, and had he not 
been exposed to infelicitous preju 
dices in regard to it, would have led 
him, in like manner, to renounce the 
doctrine and practice of infant bap­
tism. President Edwards discerned 
■be trnth concerning the Lord's Sup­
per. as it shines from the New Testa­
ment. Had he brought infant bap­
tism to the Mme test and been satis­
fied with nothing short of a reply to 
the question, What Mith the Scrip 
lures? he would have again naked 
reputation and qaiet, and gone into 
the wildernem rather than perform a 
ceremony which he oould not but 
have concluded wm without authori 
ty from Christ Bat the light had 
not sufficiently advanced; then, m 
now, false reasonings were uncon­
sciously indulged in; and it pleases 
God frequently to let the light ot 
truth oome in gradually upon indi­
viduals and communities, m he 
brings in the light of day.

’ evidence of thia Teen unless we 
give, or lay by something to givo, 
our worship ia not complete. As an 
act of worship, we can not afford to 
neglect giving. It muat be done 
regularly, or the soul suffers. The 
moat deadly enemy of tbe soul is oov- 
eiousness. And for it there ia but 
one remedy, and that is giving. But 
unless applied regularly, it will fail. 
’When fine of tbe convicts of the pen 
itentiary would not work, he waa 
placed 1 in a deep box with a stream 
of water turned in upon him. There 
he was left with a vessel either to dip 
it out or to drown. By dipping reg­
ularly be saved*his life. Bo it is 
with tbe Christian. The devil has 
turned loose upon him a constant 
stream—tbe love of money. And it 
is only by giving regularly that his 
soul can be saved from this cause (1 
Tim. 6:9?.

2 Our' dependence upon God is 
regular. There are two ideas of giv­
ing. One is, that thia duty ariaes 
out of our relation to man; the other 
is, that it ariaes out of our relation to 
God Most Christiana give because 
of their relation to man, and in so 
doing never think of God. Of course 
they never give except when cilled 
upon; except when n the presence
