the Polios Court, and the juries were 
drawn by the clerk of this court from 
a box provided for the purpose, and 
were summoned as occasion required. 
The negligence of the members ot 
council in providing names raaalted 
in an amendment to the ordinance, 
which authorised the clerk of the Po­
lice Court, the city clerk, and the city 
treasurer to select the names of jur­
ors, who wore drawn and summoned 
as before. This is now the method.

It ia fair to say, that under such 
system, jurors were provided and 
drawn, made n^ of some opposed to, 
and cf romo in favor of, the enforoe- 
mefit of s plait, la v. There seems a 
conviction abroad, in some quarters, 
that the penal laws relating to the 
Sabbath mty or may not be enfosdod, 
according to the interest or prejudi- 
oes ot some of the jurors, and ao the 
system is made to play into tho bands 
of the vfolators of the law. But one 
person has ever b»en convicted of tho 
violation of the Bunday laws by a 
jury on the Police Court, ao far as I 
can remember: not that there has not 
been plenty of "worn evidence to 
convict under lawe vhioh everybody 
understands, and not that the jury 
did not concede that the parties were 
guilty; but became of what would 
-eem to be a fair make up ot tee jury 
and the lax observance, or the actual 
ignoring, of a solemn oath. A few 
prosecutions for perjury would have 
a healthy effect in vindicating the 
sanctity of an oath.

These peculiar juries have never 
convicted anybody under the most of 

, Bunday laws. They conveniently dis- 
, agree, there being always enough 
। conscientious men on tho jury to pre- 
> vent a verdict of acquittal.
