moTe certain the spuriousnau of the 
conversions. But rapid growth in 
numbers ia not the thing that insures 
the genuineneu of conversions, nor 
is it the evidence of the fact When 
growth in numbers becomes tbe 
standard, by which a ohurob’s relig­
ious welfare and progress are esti­
mated, then, you may be sure, the 
one ia in the inveree ratio to the oth­
er. Numbers versus spirituality ia 
the true deeoription of any church 
that even seems to regard numbers 
first. The longer I live and the more 
experience I undergo, the more thor­
oughly 1 am convinced that a regen­
erated membership is the only cope 
of a Baptist church. The principle 
of regenerated members sip ia a 
fundamental one with ns. That is a 
requisite without which wo may say, 
the body is not really a churoh of 
CnrisU But as the hearts of men are 
actually known only to the omnis­
cient eye, the principle, aa to matter 
of fact, mas. be so modified or ex 
tended aa to allow th) insertion of 
tbe word “professedly” before the 
term “ regenerated f membership." 
No church can be s Baptist churoh 
even m form, which is not composed 
of professedly regenerated persons 
Wo may nay, aflirmativoly, that a 
Baptist churoh is composed of per 
sons who have made a profession of 
regeneration and on that profeoeion 
have been baptised. The strength of 
the proof that they give of the 
actuality of their regeneration does 
not constitute them more or leas 
members. If they are in, they are’ 
in, proof or no proof. It ia quite 
evident, then, that our principle of a 
regenerated membership is- not im-. 
paired by the fact thata great many, 
who professed regeneration, give no 
very good proof of it. So tar u<lhe 
constitution of tbe ohurcb ia con­
cerned, we must bold on to ite prin 
oiple, though nineteen twentieths of 
the membership give evidence of un- 
regenaration. But while we hold on 
to the principle, with grim tenacity, 
w*qbould be equally anxious that so 
far aAge can avoid it, tbe principle 
should not be a dead letter. For in 
fact the principle is importantYh pfo 
portion to the evidence produced that 
those who profeee regeneration are 
really regenerated. A Baptist church 
of unregedsrate material, white it 
can not afford an argument ad homi 
asm against the principle, or afford 
any proof of the falsity of tse prin­
ciple, yet can not afford a vary atrik- 
ing example Of ite wisdom, nor canoe 
the people Io see ite beauty, Not 
only ao; there are positive evils at­
tending the existence of anregeaer- 
ate malarial in a oharch, which grow 
with ite growth, and which tend to

The Congregationalists 
of the North, in their general teach­
ings, express onr sentiments in all 
important particulars. With all 
these Christian brethren we delight 
to take sweet counsel, and walk to 
the house of God in company, We 
rejoice in their success. We grieve 
in their efl!iction, and wo gladly co­
operate with them in every good 
work, jest so hr as wo can do it 
without compromising onr fidelity to 
conscience.

The difference which separates us 
from other denominations of Chris­
tians arises mainly from our views of 
the ordinance of baptism; and from 
the results which naturally flow from 
that difference. What our views are 
on thia subject, it will bo proper for 
me hero bntfly to explain:

First, then, as to the mode of bap­
tism.

Wo believe that the ordinance of 
baptism is to ba administered by the 
immersion of the body in water; 
baptising the candidate “into the 
name of the Father, the Son, and the 
Holy Ghost." We much prefer the 
simple formula aa given in tbe 
Bvangsliats, though of late some of 
our ministers have hero and there 
added a phrase or two to it, after the 
example of other denominations, or 
in explanation of their own views of 
the subject

We prefer the proposition into to 
in, in the apostolic formula. Into is 
the proper translation of the original 
word. This is a oeflloient reason for 
our preference. Ncr is thia all. It 
sxpriwT-, as wo believe, the meaning 
of the ordinance, which the other 
word does not In the name of any 
one moans merely by the authority 
of, and nothing more. Tao word 
name boro, however, haa a totally 
different aigailaatton. The name 
“Of the Fai .or, Bon, and Holy 
Ghost,” io only the Hobrow mode of 
signifying “ths Father, Bon, aad 
Holy Ghost” Thro, “ wo will trust 
in the name of the Lord our God. 
“Hallowed ba thy name;" that is, 
wo will trust in tho Lord oar God.

the case ia but little better. It 
soeroely affords a chock. ILit bo in 
tbe majority, it is still hampered by 
those who have “ao pert nor lot in 
this matter." Nothing can take tho 
place of spirituality in a church, of 
Christ; and there can be no spirit 
uality without regeneration. If the 
members are not children of God, no 
amount of organisation, no amount 
of training, no amount of instruction, 
no amount of persuasion, no amount 
of anything, can develop them into 
eariamt consecrated Christiana. Nay, 
no amount of wisdom, tact, push, 
pluck, seal, oonaemtion, fidelity, on 
the part of tbe pastor, can develop 
dead bones into a living army. In 
my next I wish to notice some of the 
evils connected with thio deplorable 
defect in tho membership bf a church. 
I wish to enforce tho foot that a re­
generate membership is the only 
hope of a Baptist ohurcb.

Tbs pastor who lolls away the days 
in “ recreations " never leads his peo­
ple up tho heights. The peraeher 
who doos not delve into tho mines of 
study never brings gold or diamonds 
before the eyes of hie hearers. Tho 
man who bae charge of a circuit or 
Station, who does not push things with 
retention energy and unflagging per- 
severance, dose not bring things to 
pass God does interfere to save snob 
from the disgrace of failure.

With those 
views, whatever be the consequences, 
wo prefer to obey tho simple oom- 
mswd of the Savior.

Few things are more impressive 
than the act of Christian baptism.
