John Bunyan.

Bunyan waa the oppoaito of a mya- 
tio. Hie cbmmon sense in his ser­
mons of advice ia extraordinarily 
oloae-paoked and hard, and oxhibita 
acute obaervat.on of the ways of hu­
man nature in practical life. He 
wrote oqce what waa almost a novel, 
a history of one Mr. Badman, which 
is probably truer to contemporary 
life than the adventures of Jonathan 
Wild in the next century. /If he did 
not weaken his eyesight over books, 
he sharpened it on men and women. 
All his volumes abound with anec­
dotes and incidents which hs had ev­
idently seen in the town street* or 
by the rosd-side, and with'^phrases 
and proverbial saying* oloselo the 
soil. Not the least agreeable of the 
signs of thia realism, thia eight for 
the bare fact in sense alone, are those 
descriptions of the country, of the 
birds and flowers and fields, and the 
aimpie bheerfalnoas of them to tha 
ooantry-born boy, which strew it* 
pages from cover to cover. So, 
when he came to write his great 
book, ho united in a perfectly natural 
way, and without lorethought, the 
reality of a journey on earth with 
that of the search for heaven. The 
success with which, in a literary 
work, truth is fused with fancy, is a 
measure of genius. Lt is, perhaps, 
mors striking in this case because 
the work is an allegory, which is 
usually so drearily pale a kind of 
composition. The character* and ao 
tion of the “ Pilgrim's Progrsi*,” on 
the contrary, are a transcript of life, 
so vivid that it can not wearont. it 
is not more realistic, howevsr, than 
other portion* of Banyan’s volum­
inous writings, In which one may 
get an idea of English provincial 
character of high historical value and

k On the whole about this time in 
opr life we were a reasonably happy 
set of children. The Thanksgiving 
festival of that year ia particularly 
impreaaed on my mind aa a white 
day. Are there any of my reader* 
who do not know what Thankagiving 
Day ie to a child ? Then let them go 
back with me and recall the image ot 
it aa ws kept it in Old town. People 
have often auppoeed becauae the Pu- 
ritana founded a society where there 
wore no professed public amusement* 
that therefore there wa* po fun going 
on in that undent land of Israel, and 
that there were no cakes and als, be 
cause they were virtuous; they were 
■ever more mistaken in their lives; 
thers ws* abundanos of sober, well- 
considered merriment, aid ths hinges 
of life-wers wsll oiled with that sort 
of secret humor, which to this day 
gives the naoineea io real Yankee wit. 
Beaidea thia, we muat remember that 
life itself is the greatest possible 
amusement to people who rsa ly be­
lieve they can do much with it, who 
have that Intones senss of what can be 
brought to peas by numan effort* that 
waa oharactoriatio of th* New Eng­
land oolonje*. To auoh it ia not ex­
actly proper to aay that life ia an 
amuaement; but it oertaialy ia an en- 
groaaing interest that taksa tho place 
of all these amusements. Looking 
ovsr the world on a broad aoale, do 
ws not find that public entertain 
monte have very largely boon tho sops 
thrown out by tho ongroaping upper 
olaaaoe to keep the lower oiaaaea irom 
inquiring too particularly into their 
rights, and to make theta aatiafiod 
with a atone when it waa not conven­
ient toz give them bread.

camo into our hands i^we rough and 
in bulk, and ths reducing of it into a 
state for neo was deemed one of the 
appropriate labors of childhood. Ev­
en the salt wo used in cooking was 
rock salt, which we were required to 
wash and dry and pound and sift be­
fore it became fit for use.

Great as the preparations were for 
dinner, everything was so contrived 
that not a soul in the houss should bo 
kept from the morning service of 
Thanksgiving in the church and from 
listening to tho Thanksgiving ssr- 
mon, in which the minister was ex 
pected to exproes his visws freely 
concerning the politics of the country 
and the state of things in sooisty in 
general.

But it is to be confessed that, when 
the good man got carried away by 
tjie enthusiasm of hie subject to ex­
tend those exercises beyond a certain 
length, anxious glances, exchanged 
between good wives, sometimes indi­
cated a weakness of tho fiish, having 
a tender reference to the turkeys and 
chickens and ohiokenpies which 
might possibly be over-doing in the 
ovens at home. But your old brick 
oven was a true Puritan institution, 
a truly well-bred oven, and it would 
have blushed redder than its own 
fires if a God fearing house nation, 
away at the temple of the Lord, 
should come home and find her pie­
crust either burned or undone.

Although all servile labor and vain 
recreation on this day were by law 
forbidden, according to the terms of 
the proclamation, it was not held to 
be a violation of the precept that all 
the nice old auntk*«hould bring their 
knitting-wdk and ait gently trotting 
their n*c<|M around the fire; nor 
that Uncle Bill should start a full- 
fledged romp among the girls and chil­
dren, while the dinner was being set 
on the long table in the adjoining 
kitchen.

But who shall do justice to the 
dinner, and describe the turkey, and 
chickens and chicken pies, with all 
that endites variety of vegetables 
which the American soil and climate 
have contributed to the table and 
Which, without regard to the French 
doctrine of courses, wore ail piled to­
gether in jovial abundance upon the 
smoking board? There was much 
ooming, and laughing, and talking, 
and eating, and all showed that cheer­
ful ability to dispatch the provisions 
which was tho ruling spirit of the hour. 
After tho meat camo the plum pud­
dings, and then the endless array of 
pies till human nature was actually 
bewildered and overpowered by the 
tempting variety; and oven we chil­
dren turned from tho profusion offer­
ed us, and wondered what was tho 
matter that wo could eat no more.
