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be indifferent to his own character. 
Ho surely ought to desire to have 
everything essentially evil entirely
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u no transgression, and Baptist usage 
or custom in itaslf is not a law. Ths 
New Testament *ay* nothing about 
how one church i* to treat the ex­
pelled members of another church, 
and under church independence a 
church might receive *uon members. 
In doing, thi* it doe* not require a 
new experience, it recognize* tbe 
baptism administered by the former 
ehuroh; it allow* for human weak- 
ne**, and receives the excluded mem­
ber* about a* tho excluding ehuroh 
would restore them, and being an 
equal church it violates no law of 
Cnrist in doing so. J

4. Now, in that ease, what princi­
ple i* violated ? Who i* hurt? What 
injury i* done to the cause of Christ? 
What hurt is done, to tbe expelling 
phuroh? And suppose you declare 
non-fellowship on account of it, to 
what does it amount ? Can not the 
other church got on about as well 
without your fellowship a* you oan 
without theirs ? What doe*'it amount 
to? In all thi* business among Bap­
tista in declaring non-fellowship there 
is a vast amount of hutaan spite.

5. For a long *uooe**ion of year* 
we were pastor in Talladega, and our 
church received member* aa it pleased 
without regard to Baptist usage. The 
only thing wo wanted to know' of tbe 
person who had been in a Baptist 
church wa% whether be had a Cbri*/ 
tian experience, and if we found him 
to have that we baptised him and ad­
mitted him to fellowship; and all that 
we wanted to know of those Who had 
been in the membership of a Baptist 
church was, whether they had a let­
ter from a church, and if not a letter, 
whether they bad a Christian experi­
ence and a Christian character, and 
bad been baptised by the order of a 
Baptist oburoh. Finding these thing* 
to exist we received them. And if 
anybody bad declared non-fellowship 
with aa on account of it we should 
not have been disturbed in tbe least.

6. Therefore our advice i* that 
Baptist churches, as far a* possible, 
respect the expelling act* of each 
other; but where thi* is not respected 
it amount* to nothing to issue a dec­
laration of non fsBowship. This is 
especially th* case where the two 
oburcbe* do not belong to the same 
association. If they belong to differ­
ent associations, we do not see how 
even tbe shadow of a case can be

Lst u* supposs you are settled in 
oity of 10,009 inhabitants with many 
ohurohss and a oonetitusnoy in this 
church which include* a number of 
oountry people round about. Bay 
from your pulpit that you will on 
such a day Visit this or that district, 
and will preach at tho house of Mrs. 
So and-so in the evening. Devote 
tbe day to Waiting and reach the ap­
pointed house in time for tea, whore 
you will probably find a company- of ' 
neighbors awaiting you. In the 
evening the people whom you have 
called upon will come; preach inform­
ally, and in a oourss of time they will 
say, “ He i* in earnest; it is a shame 
we do not go on Bunday to bear him 
preach from his own pulpit.” You 
will gain many adherents in this 
way. Men gifted with apostolic fer­
vor and piety will not be content to 
prepare one sermon and lecture a 
week. If we have the piety of the 
early church, we, with the blessing 
of God Almighty, will be able to 
achieve results of the same kind. '

You oan do a great deal for mis­
sions in our pulpit. Preach upon the 
subject, not only upon stated, formal 
occasions, but at other times. The 
Bible is full of missionary subjects. 
The epistles of Paul can not be ex­
pounded faithfully Without frequent 
reference to missions; neither oan 
prophecy be understood apart from 
thia subject. Talk about missions 
occasionally when there is no collec­
tion to be taken up, though do not 
yield to the ordinary prejudice against 
“ begging sermons’’ Bring the peo­
ple into Constant living contact with 
the truth and they will not be think- - 
ing of the collection.

My ideal of missionary presenting is 
to incorporate with all my teaching 
tbe great truths about missions; tho 
duty of the individual Christian and 
of tbe oburoh to the world; and thus 
lodge the great principles of the work 
in tbe minds of the people, iso that the 
soil will be prepared for the presenta­
tion of the claims of the separate 
field* of China or India it the more 
formal miaaionary addreasee, and the 
giving Will be more intelligent. That 
paator poorly perform* hi* duty to­
ward miaaion* who reads a profound 
theological essay upon “The Distinc­
tion between Bupralapsarianiam and 
Infralspaarianiam,” or ’ upon *ome 
other equally * live topic, and then

the Niger a less majestic stream in 
past ages bocaaoe its course was un­
explored and its people unknown. 
But thia is not all. The Baptista
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Satan never had any creative pow­
er. This belongs only to God. Satan 
can pervert; and.this i* what he has 
done for our race. He did hie work 
very effectually; euperindaeing that 
etate of. moral obaraoter fitly otylod 
"total depravity." Jfeu Cbriet 
came to " destroy the works of the 
devil.” To do thia, it was necessary 
for him to sxpiate the gxilt of actual 
transgression, and correct tho foun­
tain at its source. It is believed by 
many that the beet that Christ can 
do for human character, is to pardon 
ths out-flow of bib I It fa not genor- 
erally believsd that tho principle of 
sin, i. e., depravity, can bo broken up 
in thio life. Preoieely what ie the 
worst thst can bo done for “ the old 
man,” "the flesh," “the carnal mind," 
“ the body of Bin,” or depravity, few 
theologians are prepared exactly to 
define. Some say the old nature may 
bo destroyed; others, that it may be 
paralized; while others maintain that 
sin, as a principle in the believer, ie 
indeetruotible so long, as‘soul and 
body are united. Tbs two former 
views differ very little in their prao- 
tical results, since so long as “ the old 
man ” is really paralized, he is harm- 
lees. The latter view may accord 
very well with almost universal 
Christian experience, but the Scrip 
tures are overwhelmingly against it. 
I suppose that every true Christian 
enjoys some blessed seasons, when- 
" ths old man ” in at least for the time 
“put off” out of sight. To have this 
experience intensified and perpetu­
ated, would be greatly to heighten 
the enjoyment of the average Chris­
tian. If his heart could be contin­
ually filled with the love of God, it is 
perfectly evident that the malevolent 
elements in his character would be 
effectually excluded from hie oon- 
sciousnes*. If, therefore, one could 
reach the point, where he loved God 
with all hie heart, mind, soul, and
strength, and hie neighbor as him­
self, “ the old man ” would give him 
little, if any, trouble. Sach love 
would lay an effectual paralysis upon1

of his chief objects in making the 
body of the child of God his temple, 
the wonderful teak of revealing 
Christ to the spiritual apprehension 
of the believer. When this is done, 
and Christ bsoomss a recognized 
presence in the believe^ his character 
will rapidly lose the elements of evil 
and the marks of former sins; while 
in his daily walk “ the life of Christ” 
will be gloriously manifested.

Tha Bapti«t»-TlHlr History.

The Baptista are not a modern, re­
actionary sect. On the contrary, 
they claim their origin to be aa old as 
the ministry ofgpbriit and his apos­
tle*. They further claim that all the 
churches of ths first two centuries 
after Christ were founded and built 
up on their principle*. Fer thi* 
they appeal to tha higheat critical 
authoritiea in oburoh hiatory— 
Mosheim, Neander, Waddington, Ha- 
senbach, Jaoobi. and Bunsen. Dr. 
Bunsen, in his Hipolytus, gives, as 
the mature result of twenty five 
years’ critical study of all .the re­
mains of antiquity, this picture of the 
opening of the third oentury :

“The oburoh adhered rightly to 
the principle, as constituting the 
true import of the baptism ordained 
by Christ, that no one can be a mem­
ber of tbe oommunion of saints but 
by hi* own solemn vow made in the 
presence of the oburoh. It was with 
this understanding that the candi­
date for baptism wu immersed in 
water, and admitted a* a brother, 
upon his confession of the Father, 
the Son, and the Holy Ghost. The 
keeping of thin pledge was the condi­
tion Of continuance in the church; 
its infringement entailed repentanoe 
or excommunication. AU church 
discipline was based upon this vol 
utarw riadn. and tha raanonaibil.

ry, not only within, but beyond the 
bounds of the Roman Imperial and 
Papal Church, through the OuAari, 
and their confluent streams, drawn 
by the graos of God, age after age, 
under different names, from the bos­
om of the State Church as subjected

Mosheim and Limboroh, 
mac Newton, who, accord- 
histon, affirmed that “ the 

Baptista wore the only body of Chris­
tians that had never symbolised 
with the Church of Rome." It is 
also explicitly acknowledged by Drs. 
Dormont and Ypeig, of Holland, in 
their work W the Origin of the 
Dutch Baptiste (Breda, 1819). Those 
learned divines of the Reformed 
Church thus sum up the result of 
their investigations:

“We have now seen that the Bap­
tiste, who ware formally called Ana­
baptists, and in later times Mennon­
ites, were the original Waldensee, 
and who have long in the history of 
the church received the honor of that 
origin. On this account the Bap­
tista may bo considered as the only 
Christian community which has pre 
served pure the doctrines of the gos­
pel in all ages. The perfectly cor­
rect external and internal economy 
of the Baptist denomination tends to 
confirm the truth disputed by the 
Romish Church, that the Reforma­
tion brought about in the sixteenth 
century was in the highest degree 
necessary; and at the same time, 
goes to refute the erroneous notions 
of the Catholics, that their commun­
ion ie the most ancient.” [Baptist 
Family Magazine.

What’s to beJtaw About It?

Done about what? In several 
places, as we have visited assooia- 
t ons, brethren have submitted to us 
questions concerning a church receiv­
ing to fellowship persons who had 
been excluded from another church,
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Bomb man profess to believe that

heart, ungriovod; if Chris* does 
dwell in his heart by faith; and if he 

, is continually “ filled with all the ful- 
, -nees of. God ” (and surely all these 
' things are possible), there would be 
' an effectual paralysis laid upon every 
‘ sinful element in his nature. The 

heart would then be clear and pure— 
a fit place for the abode of Christ. 
Under the supposition that the whole 
being ie perpetually surrendered to 
God, and that universal and exhaus­
tive obedience characterizes the 'be­
liever, the evil elements in his char­
acter would be reduced to their sw^- 
m«a; and though these elements 

' might remain as possibilities of evil, 
1 they could never burst forth into 

overt act, until the Reaper of the 
heart relaxes his control of it. Let 
it be admitted that the trend of " the 
old nature” can be only towards 
evil; yet if omnipotence contrasts, 

■ on certain conditions, to effectually 
paralise “ the old man,” and neutra- 
uz* his evil tendencies, the result 

i would, for the time, M the same as if 
“ the old man "• were literally extin­
guished. The old nature crowded 
out, or “put off," the character is 
pure; for the same power that par- 

, aiizes the evil, cleanses from the guilt 
of sin. Parity, therefore, is the 
negative side of the character God 
requires of ns; love—perfect love, ie 
the chief element in the positive side.

Now, we know that if we “ live in 
the Spirit,” and “walk in the Spirit,"
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commanded (Eph. 5:18). If we obey 
this command, our evil nature is 
practically eliminated from ns. We 
are, therefore, responsible for the 
active existence of every sinful ele­
ment in our characters. Wo might 
have them removed, if we would ap­
propriate God's omnipotence freely 
tendered to us in the offer of the Holy 
Spirit. How guilty wo are for fail­
ing to have these fearful evils re­
moved I

A man has a fearful disease. 
There Ie but one remedy that can 
cure him; he knows what that rem­
edy is; but fails to appropriate it 
Ho voluntarily nurses ths evil that 
brings him so .much pain 1 This is 
jut what that Christian is doing, who 
fails to appropriate by faith Christ as 
his “wisdom, righteousness, sancti­
fication, and redemption.” If ad­
mitted freely into the believer’s heart, 
ho would “ destroy the work of the 
devil" there, and thoroughly adjut 
the soul to its Maker.

could 44uch a vow So roeefved with- 
out examination ? How could snob 
an examination be passed without 
instruction and observation ? With 
Christian children the condition wu 
the same, except that the term of 
probation wu curtailed according to 
circumstances. Pmlobaptiam, in the 
more modern sense, meaning thereby 
the baptism of new-born infante, 
with the vicariou promises of pa 
rente or other sponsors, wu utterly 
unknown to the early church, not 
only down to the end of the second, 
but indeed to the middle of the third 
oentury.” (Hippolytns 3, 170.) He 
adds (p. 202) : “ In consequence of 
this alteration and complete subver­
sion of its main features, brought 
about principally by the Africans of 
the third century and completed by 
Augutind [in the fifth], these natu­
ral elements have been, in the course 
of nearly fifteen centuries, most trag­
ically decomposed, and nothing, is 
now remaining anywhere but ruina”

Again (p. 104) : “ The Reformation 
appealed to Scripture alone, and ac­
cepted only with a general reserve 
the Creeds of the Councils. The 
R .formation accepted in a similar 
way Ptoiobaptism, although its lead­
ers were more or less aware that it 
wu hsither scriptural nor apostolic.” 
“The theories respecting Pwdobap- 
tism, according to any of these sys 
toms, would be perfectly unintelligi­
ble to the ancient churches, and can 
not be brought into harmony with 
their consciousness and monuments, 
except by fictions and conventionali­
ties.4 Of these fictions and conven­
tionalities, Bunsen adds: “ It can not 
be denied that on the whole they 
prove ineffioaoiou and insufficient, 
and do not satisfy the public con­
science. They who deny this fact, 
show as much ignorance of the real 
state of the world u of the nature of 
Christianity.” On the historical 
ground here conceded, compared 
with the promise of Christ in Matt. 
16:88, and 28:20, tho Baptista argue 
thus a priori, in regard to tho contin­
uity of their history. “We must 
either suppose that there hu been a 
Christian people existing in ovsry 
ago from the apostolic to the present, 
onaraoterizad by tho earns doctrines 
and practices; or that there were pe­
riods in the intervening history 
when apostolic faith and practice 
had absolutely no representative on 
the face of he earth. What then be 
oomes of tho Savior's promise?” 
And what if some records have per­
ished, or wore never written, illu- 
trating this connection ? Tho Jordan 
is no leu certainly a oontinuou riv-

been expelled; and the matter has 
been emphasised in the remark* of 
brethren about it in a way which in­
dicated that they feared the bottom 
was about to fall out on account of it. 
More than twenty years ago wo were 
chairman of a committee in the Coosa 
River Association on this subject. 
The Hon. J. L. M. Curry and the 
Rev. E. T. Smyth were members of 
that committee. Two churches wore 
at war on the subject, because one 
bad received the expelled members of 
tne other. The committee discussed 
the subject until a late hour at night 
at a brother’s house, and then the oth­
ers retired and we wrote the report. 
The report passed the association 
without a dissenting voice; the two 
churches accepted It, and that was 
the end of it. We have soon no rea 
son since to change our position. 
What is that position?

1. Every Baptist church is an inde­
pendent body and decides for itself 
who is to be admitted to membership, 
and to declare non-fellowship against 
its work in receiving members, is to 
non-fellowship this great independent 
principle of our faith. This view is 
to be limited by the unbending posi­
tion that the sots of an independent 
church are to be in harmony with the 
New Testament to obtain respect—to 
be worthy of the protection of the 
doctrine of independence the aaid 
acts must be scriptural. The sover­
eign local church of Christ has no 
right to do wrong; and if it does 
wrong, no men, or body of men, is 
under obligations to respect its act, 
the Word of God being the rule, of 
right.

2. For the sake of fellowship in de­
nominational order, for the preserva­
tion of church comity and co-opera­
tion, for the proper recognition .of 
the doctrine of church independence, 
every true church should recognise, 
respect and support the acts of every 
other true church; and therefore 
when a church baptises a man on 
profession of faith in Cbriet and ad­
mits him to membership, and when it 
ordains a man to the gospel ministry, 
and when it expels a man from fsl* 
lbwahip, all other churches of like 
faiubmnd order should recognise those 
acta and endorse them, where theie is 
no manifest violation of the law of 
God. And so a proper respect tor 
these principles will cause a church 
to reject the excluded members of 
another church, and require them to 
give satisfaction to the church from 
which they wore excluded, provided 
the aaid church is not wrong snd ty­
rannical.

Ths Pastor’* Relation to Mission*.

In hi* lecture before tbe Society of 
Inquiry of the Theological Seminary 
st New Brunswick, thq Rev. John 
Hall, D D., said :

We come now to the relation of the 
settled pastor to missions. Unless he 
hu at the start an unusually large 
congregation be should do personal 
mission work. I am-sometimes puz­
zled to know what a vigorous young 
minister does with himself, when be 
is placed in charge of a very small 
congregation. He is educated, and 
has a vigorous constitution. How 
does he employ hi* time, with a church 
50x30 feet, and a congregation of 50 
families and a membership of about 
80? Probably in writing the most 
eloquent, splendid, transoendant dis­
courses; but his light shines where it 
is not appreciated. Young pastors so 
situated should do active missionary 
work. Let ns suppose one to be set­
tled in some quiet New England or 
•New Jersey village. He will find 
tew places where there is not a float­
ing population who have no definite 
connection with any church. Let 
him be a missionary to them. How 
can he ? Let me draw a little from 
my own experience. You are asked 
to conduct a funeral in some house­
hold not closely allied with any 
church. Ask them incidentally whetb 
er they have any church connec­
tion ; if not, invite them to your 
church and Sunday school, it will 
often lead to their conversion. Upon 
some such occasions you may be in 
troduoed to relatives of people belong 
ing to your church, who will aak you 
to call and see them. Take them at 
their word, and do not lose sight of 
them until you have them under gos­
pel influences. In such ways mission 
ary work oan be done just as genuine 
a* that accomplished upon heathen 
soil.

If the church is to do the work 
committed to her by her King, she 
must be aggressive. Tbe necessity 
•for this ie increasing every day. We 
have papers to eatiefy tbe intellectual 
ourioeity of our people, entertain­
ments to minieter to the taste for 
pleasure; social arrangementa, benev­
olent and quasi benevolent; some 
sensible, some esneuoue, all tending 
to the development of a selfish, proud, 
arrogant, mean individualism against 
which tho church must contend. 
Added to thio is tho influence of for­
eign unbelief. Tae church must do 
aggroeeive work to counteract all this.

your convictions, and lay upon tbe 
conscience of the people the question 
whether they will be active or apa­
thetic in this work. Constant refer­
ence to this subject will nuke tbe 
people better, large-hearted, more 
spiritual and consecrated.

Some will say that this will do very 
well tor wealthy churches, but their 
congregation ie poor and their own 
regular expenses can hardly be met 
Such an objection may be well 
meant, but it does not reveal an ao-, 
curate knowledge of human nature. 
By placing the demands of the mis- 
sion fields before the people their 
sense of responsibility as stewards 
will be deepened; their hearts will be 
enlarged, and the local interests Will 
gain in proportion to this increase in 
liberality, for it is not *o often the 
means that are lacking as the will to 
giik There ie much of criminal ig­
norance or negligence among nom­
inal Christiane regarding the claims 
of missions. The sooner such are 
made to understand their responsibil­
ities tbe bettor it will be for the 
church. The pastors should be lead­
er* in educating them to a higher 
standard of duty and cultivate a spirit . 
of large-Hearted liberality. I have 
found many of the most liberal giver* 
are those who earn their bread in tbe 
sweat of their brow. It is no uncom­
mon experience for me to receive a 
letter from a hired servant regretting 
that she would not be able to oome 
tbe next Bunday, a* it was her day 
to stay at home, and enclosing per­
haps five, and, in one case, ten dol­
lar* for the foreign missionary collec­
tion. 1 would rather lose *11 tbe 
wealtby carriage-owning people than 
thi* class who form the strength and 
glory of the church. I wish nothing 
better than that you should look 
upon people as men and women;

all, rich and poor, feel that the field 
is the world, and they will be your 
firmest supporters in your homo work.

Bat in 1806 cho attended a series 
of meetings, then carried on in Brad­
ford, and they made a deep impres­
sion upon her. From that time a

Many years ago a pwty in most of 
tho States separated themselves from 
the groat majority of tho Baptist 
churches, beesue these churoheo 
wore favorable to Christian missions 
Wuat is tho history of this faction? 
Everywhere its churches have been 
stationary or declining, or have bo 
come extinct A blight has been 
upon them. They have not watered 
others, and they have not been water­
ed themselves. Laboring without 
liberal views and generous sacrifices, 
they have been dwarfed, p.rchod, 
and powerless. In some places they 
nave regained their effijienoy by re 
tracing their steps And it ia dear 
to ail observers, that those who will 
not change their spirit and plans, are 
doomed to an ignominious extermina 
non. On the other hand, the mis­
sion churches have advanced with 
steady and astonishing rapidity. 
Since the rise of too Foreign Mission 
woik, the Baptista, who have been 
engaged in it, have multiplied more 
than five-fold; and in ail the ele­
ments of in fl hence and asetulness, in 
a fat greater ratio. Select from the 
denomination those oburohee which 
have enjoyed tho highest and non 
uninterruptol prosperity, and you 
will name those that have oontrib 
uted moot systematically and liberally 
to the mission cause. Theee are the 
churches that built comfortable 
houses of worship, support their pas­
tors, have flourishing Banday schools, 
enjoy freqaent revivals, and train up 
yorag ministers for Christ. H*d tho

Our Indian Mlaalona.

A general view of our Indian Mis­
sion work, for 1886, ia cheering. 
Along the whole line there has bee a 
advancement. New churohea have 
been organised; new atationa have 
been established, and new preachers 
licensed. There are several new 
churohea in Suullyville county—the 
ground where Peter Folaom, Smedly, 
Burna, Lewis Caae, Mea Shonubby 
and A. Pope labored no faithfully 
from 1844 to 1862. Indeed, a little 
aaaooiaiion has been formed there, 
called Short Mountain Association. 
During 1886, considerable growth hu 
been made in the Chickamw Associ­
ation. Two or three good men are 
at work among them, partly sup­
ported by the Texas Baptist Conven 
tion. An active and strong man is 
needed to work among tbe full-blood 
Indians, where there Jias been lees 
advancement.

Among tbe important and useful 
interests started, in tbe Indian Terri­
tory, towards organising and syste­
matising our Baptist work, may be 
mentioned: 1. A Missionary and 
Educational Convention, of all the 
tribes; 2. Local Associations for mis­
sionary and other work; 3. A school 
for training young preachers and 
Christian teachers; 4. A little Bap­
tist paper, called “ Tae Indian Mis­
sionary,” an excellent and good look­
ing monthly, of eight pages. These 
are some of the things accomplished 
in the Indian Territory, largely by 
the Southern Baptist Convention, 
through ita Home Board and mission­
aries, of whom in lata years Rav. J. 
8. Marrow has been one of the most 
useful. One of the greatest ot our 
works, over there, ia the Levering 
School, which has just lost its Super­
intendent, J. G. Yore. At A to ka 
toe Board is helping to establish a 
Baptist Academy, which will do great 
good and be celt-sustaining. The lot 
is already bought

The Board has fifteen or twenty 
missionaries in the Indian Territory, 
and there are a great many churohea 
and Sunday-acboela there. But, a 
oonatant income ot money ia required 
to keep -all thia up, and tbe Board 
ahould receive more money tor In- 
dian Miaaiona. [Kind Worda

Thi Society of Friends report a 
total membership jn thia country of 
about 75 000, and in Great Britain 
and Ireland about 18,000. They 
carry on considerable mission work. 
Among the various Indian tribes 
they have twenty-five Friends en­
gaged in teaching, and in the for­
eign field are doing a noble service. 
Tney are sustaining thirteen mission­
aries in Madagascar, Ave in India; 
and a medical mission in Turkey 
under the care of the London Yearly 
Meeting. In Syria they have two 
stations—Bar mana and Mount Leb­
anon, with a training home tor boys
