On the opposite oxiremvirom those 
last mentioned, some do not even 
connect the chnroh with salvation at 
all Their connection with the 
oburoh has nothing to do with ealva- 
lio# in any sense, They hold the 
churob aa the moans merely of selfish 
aggrandisement in this life. They 
do not care at all about the church 
accept aa tbe stepping-stono to some 
worldly preferment, or m a helper 
in jtheir secular basin ess. It is a 
matter of dollars and oente, or of so­
cial standing or wordly gain of some 
sort. If the Bsptist oburoh at a 
given place doos not answer the pur­
pose, tbey go forthwith to tbe church 
that does. They manifest an interest 
in tho church’s prosperity and work 
for it And why not7 Is it not 
through the church that they are 
building up thoir own proeperity? 
The tie that binds them together is 
not love to the Savior; but a fooling 
of dependence one upon another in 
earthly relationships. Wordly in­
terests are the center around which 
revolve alt thoir thoughts and feel­
ings. “ Yon tickle me and I’ll tickle 
yon” is tbe principle upon which 
everything proceeds. If there ia any 
duty devolving upon them as mem­
bers of the church, which they think 
will make them less popular, or in­
terfere in any way with their secular 
bayiness, they will not touch it with 
one of their fingers. “ That man is 
my friond; that ia, heia useful to me, 
and I mast do nothing that would 
jropard xo tho pleasant relatione ex­
isting between us” A man of in- 
flaenco may do most anythin?. 
There are no many bound to him in 
one way and another that they are not 
disposed to put themselves in tbe po­
sition of being reminded of certain 
obligations to him, or of losing the 
benefits to bo derived from his good 
will. Now in this case discipline ia 

tion. True, there may bo some show 
of discipline when it can not well bo 
overlooked; but it is nothing but a 
sham. Too ImM^pologr without 

this oountry. And as he urges hon­
esty as the only policy to save our 
trade, so our consuls have constantly 
to urge honesty on oar exporters of 
sugar, butter, beef, breadstuff*, canned 
goods, machinery. Foreigners are 
afraid of tbe Yankee catenets, which 
onght to be called what it is, cheat­
ing.

And through such methods it nas 
come aboat that dishonesty and fraud 
have been glossed over, until oom 
morce and conscience alike have fallen 
under their baneful' power, and the 
best of men confess sadly that busi­
ness is all out up; that trioks in trade 
have s'wept away cor fi fence until 
with every man in every enterprise 
it mast bo a selfish scramble against 
unscrupulous competition. Bat men 
will real si some day that “a just 
weight and balance are the Lord's,” 
that “ better is a little with right­
eousness, than great revenue without 
right,” and that dishonesty under­
mines all worth preserving in our 
buainess and institutions.

2 Bee business sick with the con­
tagion of speculation. This has in- 
fused its poison into the avenues of 
legttiinpte business. It has with- 
drawntoapital from enterprises need 
ing it;'templed men to risk other 
people's money; turned the heads 
and tripped tho honesty of thousands, 
young and old ; sold out homesteads 
and beggared families without nam 
ber. It has done more to corrupt 
conscience than all other evil agencies 
of the century. W non will men cell 
things aright7 Woon will tbe thief 
who steals a bank or an estate be 
ranked and punished with the thief 
who steals a watch or a loaf 7 When 
will speculation in what does not ex 
ist be called gambling snd made to 
bear tbe odiam of that word 7

What multitudes have gone down 
in the vortex of this unrighteous 
speculation 1 This breeds the de- 
faultets and all the train of high- 
c*am wreckers wbo wave tbeir ill- 
gotten gains in the faoe of virtue, 
and inspire the youth of the land 
with the idea that it makes no matter 
how money is made. This is a sub­
tle danger—the exaltation of rascality 
and lack.

3 See business sick from greed— 
greed of money. “ The public mind 
is utterly poisoned and diseased on 
the subject of money making.” 
Greed ot riches leads to fierce oom 
petition; fierce competition leads to 
thd under pay of labor, the adultera 
lion of products, halt-done work, and

whole not particularly useful to any­
body in secular affairs goto “ before ” 
the oburoh. His connection with the 
church ia not a matter of very great 
importance. Tbe moral perception 
of the church seems to bi—gone 
Moral delinquencies call forth very 
■light comments. “Yon must not 
disturb the peace and harmony of the 
church by bringing every little thing 
to its notice.” But there are two 
things that will aroase tbe slumber­
ing giant. Let one of the members 
act a little crooked in money matters 
and get somewhat into the pockets of 
the fraternity, the moral sense is 
awakened tremendously. Any inter­
ference with “ my basinets ” is a sin 
Which is tangible—can be felt, and 
must not bo broken. But sins .not 
involving such interference are not 
worth bothering aboat. Oar reta 
tionship to God and offences against 
him are not considered. Another 
thing will disturb the serenity of this 
quiet Cody. Tbe pastor’s duty is to 
please, and whatever displeases— 
anybody—is beyond endurance He 
may vapor generalities as much as 
ho pleases about sin, and may de­
scend to particulars and touch up 
Baul, the son ot K*sh and J sibel, 
the scr bee and Pharisees, and the 
daughter of Herodias. He may pat 
up men of straw and knock them 
about prodigiously. Bat “personal 
ikies” will not be brooked—and such 
a wide latitude of construction is 
given to tbe term as to leave the 
preacher ho margin to make a point 
to suit the “ present case." Ho had 
better beware lest he tread on some­
body’s toes. A, frank and pointed 
“ laying bare ” of things that are not 
right makes him an enemv who is 
•• working against them.” He is an 
onemy wno tells them tbe truth—ap­
plicable truth. And in the language 
of another, “yon need not put any­
thing past such a church.1’ Tbey 
Will surpass the expectations of tbe 
unsophisticated. Tner« ia no hope 
tor improvement in a church whose 
members see no further than tbeir 
worldly selfish iniereate. and use the 
church as tbe instrument of subserv­
ing them. A regenerated member 
ship is tho line qua non.

Why is bosinesa corrupt 7 Because 
, men have divorced it from Christian- 
. ity. Christianity is met at the lac 
( tory door by 11 No Admittance,” and 
. so everywhere. Men say they get 
> business enough in the week and 

want to hear about something else on 
, Sunday; want the pdre gospel, un- 
t mixed with practical allusions. And 
. when Bunday is over tbey lay piety 

aside and go in for business. If 
, Christianity happens to get out ot 
. Sanday they thrust it out of store 

and bank and shop, and pelt it back 
( to church. No wonder. Christian- 
' ity in business means corruption oat 
, ot business, and men are not ready 
. to give up corruption's profits.
' But Cnristianity iathe cure, and 
i can not be shut up to feanday, nor to 
' the role of a creed that mast not ven- 
r turn to control conduct. It must be 

oome more and .more aggressive. 
Simple Sunday Christianity is a sham 
and a snare. God has not given two 
different sets of law for Sanday and 
Monday, nor given man two kinds of 
conscience for worship. If a man 
does not carry his Christianity into 
his business he hasn’t enough to carry 

To change tho figure abruptly, I 
think busineea is morally diseeaed. 
And 1 want to call tho attention of 
young mon ecpecially to tho diocese 
and the remedy, aa something with 
which they have to do. As I see Ibow 
business is imperilsd by increasing 
moral laxity, how can 1 help preach­
ing from Tht Slandard't pulpit.

1. 8m how sink business u with 
the disease of dishonesty. The state 
ment is made on good authority that 
there is scarcely a manufactured food- 
product which Is not adulterated. Bo 
that when you buy fijur or coffee or 
baking powder or spices or what not, 
you can never be quite oertain as to 
what or what not it may be. In a 
Congressional report on the adultera- 
tioff of food, presented by tbe com­
mittee on epidemic diseases, it was 
stated that “ tho adulteration of ar­
ticles used in the every-day diet of 
the people has grown to ouch an ox- 
tent as to seriously endanger tbe pub­
lic health and to call loudly for leg­
islative correction.’’

And how this ovil is poisoning tho 
minds of young mon as they enter 
tmsinaas! There are great bosinesa 
bouseo in this country—and smaller 
ones, too—that are practically thieves’ 
training schools. I do‘not. say in­
tentionally, but practically. And the 
men at tfie head of them beoome what 
Socrates was falsely charged with be­
ing, “ corrupters of the youth.” Too 
pressure of business dishonesty pot 
upon young mon is beyond concep­
tion. Tae alternative is simple: 
“Shut your eyes to it, fall in with it, 
or gel oat 1 ”

People ought to wake up to the 
fact of this prevalent dishonesty; 
ought to know that trickery has coot 
us dearly in more than one line ot 
export trede; that our country has 
tbo reputation in foreign markets qf 
making tbo best tools in the world, 
and the cleverest imitations, and that 
tbey say Americans must be watched 
with lynx eyes if tbe customer would 
avoid being cheated. Our consuls 
arpAfton embarrassed by the dishon- 
emy of their countrymen. With 
what a blush of shame should be

pure they beoome. He who loves 
God supremely can not live dishon­
estly. and disobediently. He whp 
loves his neighbor as himself will 
not cheat him or lie to him nor poison 
his food. Pat this principle into 
business and you have taken the 
greed and selfishness and dishonesty 
and abomination oat of it. What a 
world thia would be 1 Pare Christian 
love prevailing, governing all deal 
ings, regulating all relations. To­
ward this end Christianity is work­
ing. Practical Christianity is the 
kind Cbrist* wiirowq. A man who 
will systematically defraud and de 
ceive in basinets may keep an elastic 
conscience which he can stretch over 
all this and a church-membership be­
sides, bat he is deceiving himself it 
be thinks be is a Christian safely 
bound for heaven.

The Standard s columns have been 
filled for weeks with reports of the 
conventions of Christian pastors and 
laymen—pastors chiefly. Lst tbo 
cal) go out for a convention of Chris­
tian laymen to consider the curve 
and cure Ot business, and to plan no. 
for a revival of bosinesa, bat for a re­
vival of religion which can be carried 
into baaineas, for its panfioation and 
tbe world's great gain in godliness.

At least, CurisUan in business, let 
Laurens appeal to yon to put into 
yoar business a genuine Christianity. 
Thus shall you do your part to diffuse 
in the world’s busy lite the religion 
of Jesus; the religion that makes a 
man considerate of employes and 
castomen as well as of his own 
prefix; that means honesty to'the 
last iota; thatprodaoee no fraudulent 
failures and permits no tampering 
with the property ot othen; a relig­
ion that would rather die honeetly 
poor than live dishonestly rich ; that 
leads h man to lay up real riches in 
heaven and secure him entrandb 
there; that gives a conscience void 
of offense towards God and man; 
'That keeps business pure, hallows and 
satfbtifius the lite, and swinge wide 
tbe gates to immortal glory at tbe 
end. Tans shall yoa do wbat you 
can to put into business what busi­
ness needs most. [Sxndard.

In that church was one man who 
resolved to give the Lord one-tenth 
ot hie profits on his merchandise and 
to mark it eff every week. To thia 
purpose he introduced new columns 
in his books of entry in. which 
he entered the loos and gain of each 
article sold. It was only a little 
additional trouble. Aside from the 
vast spiritual gain the accurate knowl­
edge of hie business that attended 
tbe transaction enabled him to-tide 

carried Or else they can not make the 
journey. Borne are financially de­
pendent, and look to the church tor 
shelter and food. Borno are intellect 
eal pauporc; they are ignorant, inex 
ptr.enood and dependent. They need 
instruction, and have to be guided 
by tho superior knowledge of others. 
Others are moral weaklings. Tney 
are weak in their toet and constantly 
falling in the way. They need to ba 
wetched, lost Satan seduos them into 
forbidden paths. Others yet are spir 
itual cripples. Tnoy'are not ground 
ed in tho faith and often sink into de­
spondency. Every church has its 
helpless classes.

2. Tbo self supporting. Those have 
passed beyond the lino of charity and 
dependence and can take of them- 
Mlvoe. They are not pensioners upon 
tho charities of thoir brethren. They 
have sufficient moral strength to walk 
up rightly. They are established in 
doctrine and arc not specially liable 
to fall into grievous errors. They do 
not need to bo carried on stretchers, 
or kept in tho hospitals. But this is 
all. They are barely sufficient unto 
themselves. They have enough, but 
nothing to spare. If they do not 
draw upon the strength ot the church 
they add nothing to it.

3. The helpful. These have a sur­
plus of resources. They can take 
care of thetsselves and have some 
thing left. After bearing their own 
burdens, they can extend the hand ot 
help to others.

It is well to remember that this 
supci fl nue strength is tbe working 
capi.ai of the euurch. From this 
class come the money, tho iiflienee, 
the example and the strength which 
make the church a power on tho earth. 
The aggressive value of every church 
is foand in the'helpful class. In the 
light ot this statement we see that 
tbe numerical strength of any Chris­
tian body, is no index to its useful­
ness. It may abound in the helpless 
or the self sustaining, and yet be sad­
ly wanting in a productive and en­
riching element.

Hero we ar* told that the “ ordin- 
anoe*" of tho goapel on “baptism 
and tho. Lord’s Sapper,” that they 
“ar* to be continued” while the 
world stands, and that they “are to 
b* adminieter*d by thooe only who 
ar* qualified, and thenanto called so 
cording to the oommiaaion of Christ,"

This ia Baptiat doctrine, brought 
into this country at an early day, 
and which found exproesion when 
the Philadelphia Aaaociation wm 
formed nearly two hundred years 
ago. It will be observed that no line 
of discrimination is drawn between 
tho ordinanaaa. That ia to My, it is 
not intimated that there might bo mon 
competent to baptise, but not to ad 
minuter the Lord’s Supper. No, this 
is an intensely modern theory adopt­
ed, no doubt, for tho support it ia 
anppoood to furnish in a certain exi­
gency. Our Baptist fathers b*li*v«d 
that the authority to administer th* 
two ordinance* is prooiMly th* Mme.

officers of any organisation ar* nat­
urally expected to administer it* rite*.

The rMponaibility of tho officers of 
a church to it* members is unqaM- 
tionable. Tho supremo rMponaibility 
is of oouroo, to Christ, but there is a 
subordinate rMponaibility to tho 
member*. Thu follows inevitably 
from the independency of churches, 
a doctrine always dear to Baptista, 
and therefor* hold by them with un- 
yialding tenacity, if officers of the 
churchM, ar* under Christ, created 
by the churchM, they ar* amenable 
to the churches. The opposite view 
is an absurdity. How is it poMible 
for tho creature to be tree from obli­
gation to tho UrMtor.

Every church, I mean every local 
church, is rosponaiblo to Christ for 
tho proMrvation of his ordinanoM in 
thoir original integrity and purity. 
Tho administrator of thoM ordi- 
nanoM, thou, is rMponsible to the 
church of which he u a Member. If 
this wm not the mm, and tho admin­
istrator of the ordinanbM should 
change or mutilate them, where woold 
b* tho romedy? There would bo 
none. ManilMtly tho churchM mu 
not maintain tho ordinanbM in their 
puritymqlem they have control of 
the officer* who administer them. 
This point *hhs quit* plain, but I 
may pouibly make it plaibor by My- 
ing that when a church officer acta 
unworthily of the Christian protM- 
■ion ho io excluded from membership, 
and with tho termination of his mem­
bership ends his official existence.

In closing thu paper I make a sag- 
gMtion: If irregular baptism* (that 
i* immersions performed by Pmdo- 
baptist preachers, and I call them 
baptisms only by courtesy) have 
been tolerated by any of our churchM , 
till now, from this time lot there be , 
a new departure. 1 would not offend , 
any in Baptiat churchM who have r*- 
received immersion at tho hands of 
Padobaptiats, though if I were in 1 
tnoir place I would OMk a better bap- ' 
tiam; and I have in Mvoral inatanoM 
administered it.

Certainly the bMt way to have 
peace in oar churchM ia for thooe 
baptism* only to be received which 
ail tho members recognise M valid. 1 
Even if a decided majority in a ' 
church should bs in favor of Pseio- 
bsptut immersion*, would it be wise, 
would it be bMt to grieve tho minor­
ity? Is thu not paying too dear a i 
price for whet may prove a disturb- i 
ing element?

Misaions. We beg to suggest, in the 
interest of earnest missionaries, ano 
for the good oi the cause, that any 
system which leaves the laborer to 
wait six, of nine months for bis sal­
ary, is worse than no system. In the 
absence of any system, the secretary 
oauld drop in, and after explaining 
toe emergency, take a special oolleo- 
tion, and pay off bis missionaries. 
Bat under tbe present system the 
secretary is kept ont of the field, and 
tbe mimioBariea are without tbe aal 
ary upon which tbeir families are de­
pendent for food and raiment. Some 
thing must bo done, and at onoe. 
E ther tbe churches must mend tbeir 
system, so as to give a regular fl >w oi 
money into tbe treasury, or tbe B jard 
must suspend its missionaries until 
the time set for a collection arrives. 
Which shall it beT This is a serious 
question, and demands the immediate 
attention of the pastors of all of our 
city and town churches. Unless they 
act, tbs Bnard will be forced to aot. 
Twenty five dollars st a time, four 
times a year, ia better than one hun- 
drel dnllsru at a time, one time a 
year.
