24:46, two i 
d ffurent words are employed to letch 
the duration of two different destin­
ies: “Tnese shall go away ipto ever­
lasting punishment, but the right­
eous into life eternal.” This is the 
translation of the common authorized 
version, but in the orgioal Greek the 
two clauses have one and the self I 
same word, and, bonce, tne Revised 
Vetsion translates: “These shall go : 
away into eternal punishment, but 
the righteous into eternal life.” As 
it will be with the one in dura .ion, so 
will it be with the other. Indued, 
we hesitate not to afiiran that not a । 
single instance oan be found in the 
Greek Now Tastamont where tho 
word aioiMO* expresses any other idea 
than that ot endless duration. It ec 
curs no fewer than seventy one times 
in the original, and a careful exam­
ination ot all the passages will show , 
that it is used forty-two times of tbo 
life which God gives threugu Jasna 
Christ; fourteen times ot salvation 
and its issue; throe timds of duration, 
as measured by tho ages of a pa«i 
eternity; twice of J mu* Cnriat as tbo 
“E.crDal Life"; once of the “Ever­
lasting God"; oiico of the “Eitrnal 
Spirit”; and one? of the “power ever- 
laktinv," asoribod to the bio*and and 
only Potentate. There remain »osJ>n 
other solemn pauagoa in which tho 
Werl is used of future woe; twice 
(Matt. 18.8; 2&41) ot “everlasiing 
tiro" aa the portion of the wicked, 
both angels and men ; once (Matt. 
25:46) ot “everlasting punishment"; 
once (2 Toe**. 1:9) of “overlauing 
destruction"; Onoe (Hub. 6:2) of 
“eternal judgment"; once (Maik 
3.29) of “eternal damualion"; and 

' once-(Jsde7) of that “vohgeanoe of 
1 eternal firo” which fell on tho doomed 
1 inhabitants of Spdom and Gomorrah.

Bat we do not build our belief on 
the eternity of future punishment on 
merely one expression of the New 
Testament, however plain and uni­
form its moaning. To the saute con­
clusion the repeated testimony of 
Scripture invariably leads. Is the 
condition of the lost hereafter repre­
sented as “darkness,” a figure which 
is always em^yed in God's Word to 
indicate a condition of ignorance, and 
wickedness, and wretchednesk? Thon 
that “darknAss" is both dense and 
unrelieved,—it is the “blackness of 
darkness forever” (Jude 13). Does 
coming woe, like a “worm,” prey 
upon the very vitals of their bjing ? 
Toen three times over (Mark 9.44; 
46.48) the loving Savior tolls us that 
“their worm dieth not." In the pun­
ishment of the impenitent symbol zed 
by “fire"? Then it is set forth in the 
Scripture as at onoe “eternal" and 
“unquenchable” (Matt. 3:12). 1* the 
awful abode of the lost described as a 
“lake of fire and bnmatone,” where 
t.he devjl and deceivers have their 
portion ? Then we are taught (Rev. 
20:10) that there they “shall be tor- 
incnted day and night forever and 
evor.” Ie the future doom ot tho lost 
los'gnated aa “deatruotion” or ruin ? 
Thun it is “everlasting destruction 
from tho presence of the Lord and 
from theglory of his power" (2 Theas. 
1:9). I* the constant employment of 
hu living creatures round about 

God's throne in heaven eat forth by 
tne peruse (Rev. 4.8), “they rest not 
day and nigat"? Toon by the same 
purasa, and in preoiioly the same 
words in the original Gretk (Rev. 
14:10), ia the severe and oeaselesa tor­
ment of the unaavod described. Dj 
wo read (Mark 3 29) that he that 
shall blaspheme against the Holy 
Ghost “is in danger ot eternal damna­
tion”? Tnen it is affirmed (Matt. 
12:31, 32) that the same sinner shall 
not be forgiven, “neither in this 
world nor in the world to oome.” 
la the phrase that teaches the eternity 

pnnat's throne, and the perpetuity ol 
tho saints’ reign, eonfeuedly the 
strongest employed, in Scripture, to 
designate duration'' Then by tbo

hand* on the Samaritan brethren, 
“that they might receive the Holy 
Spirit.” It does not appear that 
Barnabas and Saul received any spir 
itual gifte-when hands were laid on 
tbam a> Antioch. They appear to 
havo been designated in this way to 
the missionary work to which the 
Lord had called them. Is not the 
laying on of hands asymbdl of desig 
nation aa well os a symbol ot impsr- 
tation ? Was it not the former with 
the seven detcins at Jsraraiem, and 
with Barnabas and Saul at Antioch? 
Wks it not the latter when Peter and 
John went down to Samaria? Why 
may wqanot all settle down in the be­
lie! that in ordination the laying on 
of hands is simply a symbol of desig­
nation to office? With this view, wi 
shall see that the otremony should 
continue as long aa ministers and 
deacons are appointed to office.

Tne words of Paul to Timothy, 
“Lay hands suddenly on no m»n," 
are scarcely susceptible ot a rational 
interpretation apart from their con­
nection with ordination service. 
Paul had written in the same letter 
that a bishop must not be a novice— 
one recently converted. In perfect 
accord with the spirit of thi* pro hi 
bition, he said, “ Lay hands suddenly 
on no man;" that i*. be satufijd of a 
man’s qualifications for office before 
yon set him apart to it. There ia not 
th a remoteai intimation that Paul 
supposed that Timothy would, by th*- 
laying on of hands, confer spiritual 
“itte, and his words are as applicable 
to ministers now aa they were to 
Tiiaothy^ It ia morally certain, 
therefore, that Timo.hy understood 
the laying on of hand* to ba tymboliu 
uf designation to office.

1 bare noticed in the disouMion al­
ready referred to a mention of “ re- 
ordination."

torment represented. Surely every 
unprejudiced reader of tho Bible, ■ 
must acknowledge that forms of ox 
pression so strong and nnwarying in: । 
their meaning, would not and could 
not havo been used in a revelation 
from God, unless tho doom of the 
wicked is to bo one of endless woe.

In another article, the writer hopes

I learn from The National BaptUt 
of Jan. 13, that this Su eject was dis­
cussed beiore the Baptist Ministers' 
Conference of Pailadelphia three 
days before. Prom the roport ot the 
discussion, it is certainly to bo re­
gretted that there is so great a variety 
of views among the brethren. Il 
would be well for uniformity of opin­
ion to prevail; nor is it easy to see 
hew some brethren can bo satisfied 
until some things in the Po-ladolphia 
Confeasiq^ ot Faith are revised, cor­
rected, or expunged. I have not the 
“venerable document" at hand, but 
1 a n auro it teaches that elders are 
sot apart to efflie by prayer and the 
laying on ot hands. They are, of 
course, first chosen by tho churches. 
Tnoir cffijial existence depends on 
the action ot the eh arches.

As to the form of ordination by 
prayer, and lho laying on of hand*, 
it is to bo hoped that there is no ob­
jection to prayer. It is well to pray 
at ordinations and at all other times. 
The obje -tion is to tho “ laying on of, 
hands,” and this question seems des­
tined to a sort of periodical agitation. 
1 remember that it was discussed in 
some parts of the United S ates more 
than fitty years ago, and some minis­
ters decided against the laying on of 
hands; but afterward they recanted 
their decision. Tno genotal practice 
has been to lay on hands.

What is tbp objection? It has 
been said that tho apostles laid on 
bands to impart tho Holy Spirit, to 
confer the gift of miracles, etc.; and 
as this can not now be done, the cere­
mony should ba omitted^ Un or tun

It may be suitable for me to confess 
that, although I examined Dr. Strong’s 
systematic theology with great satis­
faction, and especially that part of it 
which treats of Christian churches 
and ordinsucss, my attention was not 
arrested by tho sentence which Prof. 
Wilkinson has criticised in the Stand 
ard, name.y, that “cider, milk, or 
oven water, may be substituted for 
wine [m the Lord's Sapper] when 
this latter is not to be obtained, just 
as dried fish is substituted for bread 
in Iceland."

Water is the ele­
ment for baptism and immersion the 
act, while for the holy supper bread 
and wine are the elements, and eating 
and drinking the acts. If water were 
unattainable, I would not attempt to 
baptis >; if bread and wine could not 
be had, I would not attempt to oele 
brate the holy supper.

as this. Look at it: The man in 
question must be baptized (immersed) 
to become a member of a Baptist 
church. His baptism, so-called, will 
not do, b,ut his ordination, so-called, 
must do I Ue who can see the beauty 
of this consistency oan, no doubt, see 
tho consistency itself. Who among 
Rjmaniste or Protestants ever hoard 
of ordination before baptism ? Such 
priority would vitiate any ordination 
or. any number of ordinations. 
How thoughtless, then, to talk about 
re*ordination when an unbaptized 
man joins our ranks, and j jins them 
that he may receive baptism I There 
has been no ordination, and tho re is 
entirely out of place. The person in 
question may have been ordained ac­
cording to the usages of his denom­
ination ; but there has been no soript- 
ural ordination. This has been The 
general view of Baptists. Hence, 
when Dr, Stephen Chapin, ot New 
England, a Congregational minister 
became a Bap.ist (about the year 
1B21I), there wa* no question as to tho 
propriety of his ordination, and bo was 
ordained. Iio subsequently became 
President of Columbian College, D. C.

As to the time of laying on hands 
in ordina ion, it should certainly be 
at the close of the prsyer. 1 make 
very scanty pretentions to a know! 
edge of the Greek language, but I 
say with perfect confidence that the 
proper translation of the latter clause 
of Acts 6:6 is, “and having prayed, 
they laid bands on them.” They 
prayed first. The same form of ex 
pression is used by Lake in his Gos­
pel and in tho Aois more than thirty 
times. That is to suy, he uses the 
first aorist participle, middle voice, 
in connection with a verb, the parti 
oiplo indicating the first act perform­
ed, and tho verb expressing the sec­
ond act I need give but one exam 
pie to'sbow wbat 1 mean.

Too best argument'with which 1 
ani acquainted, for the u-o ot enter 
monteu grape juice, instead of wine 
at the Lord's Supper, is tno fact that 
Canavans have madeusimilar change 
in the other element—many of toew 
using leavened bread|ibsLead ot un­
leavened. For it is urged tost unior- 
mented juice of the grape is a “ Irnit 
ot tho vine," and not unlike the it o' 
mented juice ot tbegrape in color ana 
flavor and refreshing in dienes. A* 
an ad hominem appeal this is forcible, 
but one would be glad of a more solid 
ground on which to rest the change 
which so many churches have ven 
tured to make. But if a more solid 
ground can not be discovered, shall 
we substitute tbo nnlermented juice

beyond tbo power of the gospel than 
the common people." Ho thought, 
also, that although they were “deep­
ly sunk m wondlmcsa and eelfiitness 
ar.d hardened by pride," they could z 
bo reached and saved by proper ef­
forts. This meeting was not bold 
undir a satirical impulse, but those 
who participated bad evidently good 
in view. The question, “How to 
reach^tbe masses,” is discussed con­
stantly, but bow to reach tbo rich 
and well-io do who -keep aloof from 
ouroburchei, and whos-j main knowl­
edge of Curisttanily is only such as 
they get by cbance reading in news­
papers or conversation with their 
neighbors is a very serious problem. 
Thera are hundred* of people in 
“good society ” whose knowledge of 
Christianity is not equal to that of 
the average boy or girl of ten years 
of age in our Sunday school. [Bap­
tist Weekly.

Ho io suddenly 
awakened by a touch on his side, a 
light shining into tho ooll, and a 
voice saying: “Arise up quickly.” 
Was it tbe light of atoi^h that Bish- 
ed upon him, and the voice ot tho 
grim oxecutionor calling him to pro 
pare fortho worst? O no! it was 
not an earthly, but a heavenly light;

an angel 1 The prayer, of the oburoh 
were being answered; the meuenger 
of deliverance had come.

how God had delivered him, and 
there wm great rejoicing among them. 
The true believer will always try to 
do this; he will not put his light un­
der a bushel, but let it shine for the 
benefit of others.

In many re.ptots tbi. prayer-meet­
ing i. a model one; tbe attendance 
wm large and many prayed, they 
preyed with faith and fervency. 
How unlike many prayer-meeting, 
of the present day, where the pMtor 
takes up the most of the time in a 
long talk, and finally Mye, “broth 
ron, the time is youro." Two or 
three make long prayers; one telle 
how he felt forty year* ago, another 
explains the doctrines of grace, a 
third goes through with a long rig­
marole very much like the others, 
and it io called prayer, and yet they 
have not asked the Lord for any­
thing, have not even claimed the 
promise, for they have not agreed m 
touching anything that they should 
ask. Perhaps a few cold and formal 
testimoniM are subjoined and the 
meeting is dosed. We want to get 
out of theM old ruts and do m the 
church did in our lewon; pray for 
great things, and expect great things, 
and rejoice over them when we get 
them. We ought to pray with great­
er earnostneM and faith, and believe 
more fatly that God will hear and 
bless. Truly, prdyer is tho right 
hand of power in the oburoh. Our 
iMoon telle no what a praying church 
did in other days,'and now let ns Mk, 
and practically answer the question, 
what can a prayingoburoh do now?

The prayer-meeting hM been call­
ed tho thermoneter ot the church, 
because it indicates the spiritual tem­
perature; but we think tho condition 
of the various members of tbe body 
can be better determined by the bMt- 
ing of tbe pulse. “ The blood is the 
life thereof," and tbe pulse shows 
how fMt or slow it circulates. The 
vitality of the church can, in a great 
meMure, be determined by the in- 
teiest manifested in the prayer-meet­
ings. ’

Colportage Work.

The thoughts contained in the fol­
lowing artiole.on colportage in Lou­
isiana are jnst now appropriate road­
ing for the Baptists of Kentucky, to 
whom we commend its suggestions:

One of the moet successful methods 
of propagating truth is colportage; 
and it is one of tbe cheapest The 
humble colporteur is a pioneer in re­
ligious work. Ho enters the home, 
and without exciting prejudice by 
discuMion and disputation he leave, 
behind him a book or a tract that 
will remain there to preach long after 
ho hM finished hi. work and ba* en­
tered into hit rest. He doe. founda­
tional work. The preacher follow, 
tn hi. tracks, and finds a soil prepared 
for his ministry. Think of the tMk 
of that ministry who nreaohM to a 
people who have no Bible* nor relifc. 
ions books in their homes, and yon 
willow, some estimate ol the value of 
the‘'colporteur's work. There are 
thouMnds of homes in our State where 
there are no Bibles, and there are 
other thouMnds where there are no 
other religious books.

Tbo Baptists believe in an open 
Bible in tbo hands of tho people. 
Tboy make thoir appeal to its pages 
as animate authority in doctrine and 
duty. How helpful, then, to them is 
tbe colporteur wbo seeks out every 
homo and puts a Bible where there is 
none!

The Baptists believe in general in­
telligence. They are not afraid of 
tho light. Thxir principles flourish 
better among an intelligent, reading 
people. Their dootruios challenge 
investigation. Ail they Mk in the 
arena of polemics is a fair chance. 
America ‘i. tbe only place on oarth 
where they have had au opportunity 
—an equal showing before the peo 
plu, ana here they have equaled, if 
they bave not outstripped all others 
in their numerical, intellectual and 
cburohly development. In all pMt 
age., and in all other oountrie* where 
Christianity bM had a foothcl J, they 
have been opposed and oppressed by 
eocleeiMtical hierarchies in alliance 
with States, and perMCutod by those 
organizations which flourished be­
cause ot the ignorance and supersti­
tion of the people. Always the ad 
vocatos of soul-liberty their cry hM 
been “ Turn on the light I turn on 
the light!"

The Baptists have a literature, and
it i. growing year by year. They 
have often been obided, because they—4; .   nave 01 ten ooeu omuou, uooause tnoy 

confidently affirmed: that it wm even- haTe M compared with acme other 
ao. The propbet had Mid “ While denomination., so .mall an amount ol thuv nwa I will ” .. . . a . ro*.they are yet .peaking, 1 will hear,"

attended: “ Jf«*y were gathered to­
gether praying." It sho ws that they 
were all intereatod in tho spiritual 
welfare of tho obnrob and ot ite lead 
ere. A dark oloud overshadowed 
them, and it required too united 
prayers of all to remove it. Thoir 
•ore affliction* Jhrougbt them into 
doopor aympatay with each other, 
and nearer to God m their only ref- 
nge. Tney wore peroevoring in 
their prayere: “Prayer wm made 
without ceaeing of tho ohuroh." 
Their oom wai Very urgent and they 
preaaod it with Upwreried faithful- 
neaa. No doubt the burden of prayer 
wm upon them continually, not only 
in the meeting, bat in to* family 
circle and in tbo ofoMt; it wm pray­
ing without OeMing. Nor wore they 
random prayere; tboy wore all united

and .ure enough, the anawer to their 
prayer, was .tending at the door 
Making admittance I No doubt they 
prayed in faith, and expected the 
Lord would hear, and in Mime way 
rMpond, but oould scarcely realise 
that the answer Would come in the 
way it did; in fact, they thought the 
news too good to be true. Truly

Praying poop's should watch the 
workings of Providence and learn 
when and bow their prayers are an­
swered. A good marksman does not 
content hinuelf with simply firing hie 
piece, however brilliant the discharge 
ma> be, but looks carefully around to 
ms it be *m brought down any game.

Accordingly, bs Went direct to the

author, and book*. There are two 
reasons for thin One ia the fact 
■toted above, that it ia only during the 
last oenlury, and in thia country 
mainly, that they have had reat and 
recognition enough to build up a 
literature. Nearly all their polemic 
diaaertationa and ditenaaiona in the 
peat agea were auppreaaed. Only 
now and then can wo fix a book or a 
pamphlet aetting forth the great 
principles that differentiate them 
from other denomination., and tbeae 
have outlived the fire, of a malignant 
and deadly poraecution. Another 
reason perhaps may ba found in their 
seal ior the Bible itself. Their idea 
was that men ought to get their re 
ligion out of the Bible, and. show 
men thoir religion m the Bible. 
They never thought of oppooing lit­
erature with literature. The Bible

up in th* oburoh to that rather than 
to tbe-,<nho)y political ambition of 
the clergy, and to tbe natural trend 
of unMnbtified learning. Bo they, m 
abody, were fora longtime prejudiced 
against *duoatlon.

But, however thia may have been 
in the p*St; it is a fact of to-day that 
the BsptisM are no longer opposed to 
true oduemion, and that they have a 
literature which enunciates, enforces 
and defends their principles. Ndw, 
how to make this literature available 
in tbe great struggle of truth against 
error ought to be a matter of deep 
oonoern to every true Baptist. It is 
not acocMible to the people of our 
State. How shall we bring thes* 
books and tracts within the reach ot 
oar people? The answer is plain. 
It is by a system of colportage. Toe 
books and tracts can be obtained. Wo 
must employ godly, humble men, 
whose business it shall be to take 
these books to the homes of onr peo 
pie. The books and the men can bo 
had. Will our brethren furnish u* 
the means to pay the oolportera and 
furnish them for their work ? It wi 11 
not coat a great deal. Eight hundred 
dollars will put two efficient oolport- 
ets in tbe flop the whole time for the 
year, and this may be reduced by the 
profits allowed on tho sale of the 
books. What do you My, brethren ? 
Shall we have colportage work in bur 
State? [Baptist Chronicle.

Moody’s Peroovonutco.
There wm a terribly wicked man 

who kept a saloon, whose children I 
was very anxious to bave come to 
XSabbotu school. So one day I

d on this man and said, “Mr. 
Bell, I want yon to let your children 
come to the Sabbath-school." He 
wa* terribly angry, said he did not 
believe in the Bible, school, or any­
thing else, and ordered me to leave 
tbe house.

Soon after I went down a^ain and 
called on this man, and Mkod him to 
go to church, and again he wm very 
angry. He said that he had not been 
at church for nineteen years, and 
would never go again, and be would 
rather see his boy a drunkard and his 
daughter a harlot than that they 
should attend the Sabbath-school. A 
second time I wm forced to leave the 
house..

Two or three days after 1 called 
ag*in, and he Mid, “Woll, I gaew 
you are a pretty good sort of a man, 
and different from the reat of Chris­
tians, or you would not Come back." 
So, seeing him in a good humor, I 
atked him what he had to say against 
Cnrist, and if he had read His life ? 
And he Mkod me what 1 had to My 
against Paine's “Ago of Reason,” 
and if 1 had road it. I Mid I bad not 
toad it, whereupon he Mid bo would 
read the Now Testament if I would 
read the “Age of Rjmod," to which 
I at once agreed, though he bad the 
host bargain, and I did so. I did not 
like it much, and would not advise 
any person to read it. I Mkod Mr. 
Bell to oome to church, but he said 
they wore all hypocrites that went 
to church. This he would do, how­
ever ; I might oome to his house, if 1 
hkod, and preach. “Hore, i n this sa 
loon?’” “Yos ! but look here, you uro 
not to do all tho talking;" be said 
that he and his frienas would havo 
their My as well as I. 1 agreed that 
they might’have the first forty five 
minutes, and 1 the lost fifteen of tbe 
hour, which ho thought fair, and that 
wm settled. Thu day came, and I 
wont to keep my appointment, but 1 
never, in all my life, met such a 
crowd as when, on the day appointed, 
1 went to that saloon; snob a collec­
tion Of infidels, deists, repro bates of 
all kinds I never saw beiore. Tbeir 
oaths and language were horrible. 
Some of them ace mod m if they had 
oome on Imvo of absence from tbe 
pit. 1 never wm so near helj before. 
Toey began to talk in the most blas­
phemous way, some thought one 
thing, some another; some believed 
there wm a God, others not; some 
thought there wm such a man m 
Jusus Christ, others that there never 
wm; some didn't believe anything. 
Tney couldn’t agree, eontradicted 
each other, and very nearly came to 
fighting with one another before the 
time had expired.

I had brought down a little boy, 
an orphan, with me, and when I mw 
and beard such blMphemy I thought 
I had done wrong to bring him 
there. When their time was np I 
Mid that we Christiana always began 
service with prayer to God. “Hold," 
Mid they, “two must be agreed first." 
‘ Well, here are two of us." And so 
I preyed and tbe little boy did so. I 
never heard a prayer like that in all 
my life. It seemed m if God wm 
speaking through that little boy. 
With tear* running down his cheeks 
he besought God, for Christ’s Mke, 
to take pity on all these poor men, 
and that weat to their very hearts; I 
heard sobs throughout the hall, and 
one it fide! went out of this door and 
another at that; and then Mr. Bell 
cam* up to me and Mid, “Yuu can 
have my children, Mr, Moody." And 
tn^est friend that 1 have in Chicago 
to da^is that Mme Joshua Bell, and 
his son bM oome out for Christ and is 
a worker for Him.

Wo believe in hand-picking for 
souls. It is, in the end, more eaving, 
and oousequsntly more profitable. 
The only hindrance to aucoeaaful and 
wide-redohing hand-picking in lack 
of hand*. Given the neoeuary num­
ber of willing hand, and the largest 
crop may be garnered. To save an 
orchard of ripe fruit a prudent farmer 
will put on extra hands. To eave a 
ripened barveat of eoul. the Matter 
of the harvest calls formoro laborers. 
The law and its working, are identi­
cal in nature and in grace. Had it 
been otherwiM Christ would surely 
have told the Church. In God’s wis­
dom the gospel of salvation is to be 
carried forward in the world through 
individual effort, ft is to be pro­
claimed to every creature, not to large 
masses.

The Master’s example is the moet 
powerful argument for the truth of 
thia method. Take the story ot His 
life, and, with bnt tew notable excep­
tions, it is the story of personal influ­
ence and individual work. By Gali­
lee with the fiahermen; by Jacob’, 
well with the Samaritan.woman; by 
the wayside with Bartimeus; outside 
ot Jericho with Zaocheos; at Simon’, 
feast with the nameles. penitent; in 
seclusion with Nicodemusin Hi* 
dwelling place with Andrew and 
John; on His Orosa with a penitent 
thiat; after His resurrection alone 
with Peter;—theM and many more 
fill the record of that life which ia at 
onoe onr hope and our example. The 
Maater acts the oopy; hia pupil* 
ahould follow it. How quickly Andrew 
learned hia lesson when, after that 
twilight conference with Ohriet, he 
started after hie own brother Simon 
and brought him to Jesus. This per­
sonal effort of Andrew enfolds the ap­
parent exception to this method 01 
gathering souls,—Penteoct. It was 
Peter’s preaching, preceded and fol­
lowed by tho Holy Gboet, that gain­
ed the signal triumph of the Christian 
faith; bnt it was Andrew’s personal 
work that gained Peter for Christ, 
under the same Spirit In the matter 
of the Pon.eoo.tal ingathering, the 
presence of the one hundred and 
twenty disciple, filled with the Holy 
Ghost in the crowd leading inquiring 
soul, to Christ, is sometimee over­
looked. A forcible illustration of our 
subject is the incident in Philip’s 
ministry, where he is called away 
from hia successful preaching tour 
through the Samaritan villages to 
meet an Ethiopian traveler on hie re­
turn from J ertualem, where he had 
come to worship. The story is fa­
miliar; its troth is the importance of 
hand picking in tho service of Christ 
Illustrations might be multipled 
from the Word bearing upon the 
truth that persodal effort is the secret 
of spiritual ingathering of souls.

But ia this method 01 work adequate 
to meet the need of the world for sal­
vation ? If the evangelisation of the 
world depends upon individual work, 
will it over be accomplished ? Is not 
the method too slow ? The Lord did 
not seem to be troubled with thi* 
question^when at the beginning he 
*unt forth toe handful of disoiple. to 
conquer the world for him. Eleven 
men against the world,—the world 
sneers at such supreme folly,—but 
.the Master says, * Go preach my gos­
pel to every creature." They went, 
and history holds tho result of thoir 
individual tffjrU.

The church has lost sight of this 
principle of the growth of the king­
dom of Cnrist. Too much thought 
of reaching results by wnoiesale 
method*, rather than diligent person­
al effort for individuals, has marked 
the history of the church. In every 
congregation there are enough 
hands to gather a continual harvest 
of souls, but they are idle hands, and 
idle hands never gather anything. 
A careful inquiry into the causes of 
this idleneu will reveal the fact that 
many .believe that they are not called 
to this work of harvesting souls. 
They have hired a miniater to do 
that work, and with the payment of 
his salary their obligation to preach 
the gospel to every creature is over.

Suppose a farmer with a large 
orchard laden with ripe fruit should 
put only one man to pick all the 
fruit, what would be the result ? The 
work of one man, and, more than 
likely a discouraged man at that 
Yet how often do we see, not the 
owner, but the laborers, sent by the 
Master to work at gathering souls, 
forming a combination and selecting 
one of their number to do their part 
of the work. The Lord never pro­
vided for subatitute. in His work. 
He expects everyone to do his duty. 
No other soul can gather your share 
ot the harvest, even though you pay 
him for it. Significant statistics 
might be gathered in all our congre­
gations concerning the amount of 
band picking going on. Surely the 
Master's method of gathering the 
harvest is inadequate if the earnest 
efforts of a church of one hundred 
pickers produce* in a year only three 
or six soul*. But before, wo charge 
God with folly, let us carefully in­
quire whether the hundred pickers 
are really doing their work. We be­
lieve that any wide awake pastor, in 
the majority of our churcne^ oould 
count on the finger* ot both hand.all 
the winner, of kuIs in each church 
Toe harvest delays because so many 
laborer, .tend all the.day idle.

Attendance on the Sanctuary.

Before closing whatwe intend say­
ing at the present time on the train­
ing of converts, we with toemph^sizo 
the importance of the matter sug­
gested by the heading to this article.

Few things is it. more important 
that ye emphasizt than this. Be­
cause, first of all, there is a sort of 
general lawlessness, wide-spread and 
misobievous, in regardi to the matter 
ot attending the services ot the sane 
tuary. Account for it u we may, 
the indifference that ia manifested in 
regard to the public worship of God 
is alarming. If ths preacher ie a 
star of the first msgnitude; if he is 
entertaining, magnetic and splendidly 
eleqaent, the people -will flick to 
hear him; if be is of tbe medipcre 
sort, not possessed of unusual mag­
netic power cr of tbe charms and 
graces of finished oratory, they 
stay away. The fact is, there is no 
principle among the people in regard 
to matters of this sort In this, as 
in some other things, feeling usurps 
the place of principled Wa put the 
church on a level with tbe theater. 
We go to one, as to the other, for en­
tertainment -It is estimated that lit­
tle, if any, more than one-fifth of the 
population ot our country are regu­
lar attendants upqn tbe Sabba’.h 
service in the Evangelical churches. 
The great question it: Whit is the 
causo of all this? Wo do not kpow 
that we are fully competent to give 
answer to a question of this sort; 
yet we venture k suggestion or two. 
We have, here and there, a sensa­
tional mountebank in the pulpit—a 
man whose striking and extraor­
dinary eccentricities of manner and 
of method are attract ve. He excites, 
ho entertains, he *t:rs and he— 
“ draws.” He stimulates, in the pep- 

—~-»iar-Mnind, a desire for something 
fresh, original and ont of ordinary 
methods. The result is the average 
preacher, who adheres to gospel truth, 
gospel plane and gospel methods, 
even though he telle the old etory 
with tenderneu and power, loose, to 
* great extent, hie hold upon the 
meoedb. True it ie that the cross is 
still poesoeBod of attractive power; 
but it ia equally true that, a* a dir- 
eased and perverted natural appetite 
can be created by wrong living, svin 
■o a diseased and perverted epintuak 
appetite may be created by wrong 
teaching.

Another trouble in regard to thia 
matter ie the lack of home-training. 
Tna home, the ehurch, the Khool, 
the State—theae are the four great 
faotore in the work of building ao- 
ciety, strongly, symmetrically. Tbe 
home is first of all in the order of

And no reason 
only—“ don’t feel like jt ” Yet there 
is nothing said or done about it by 
the church. Churches muit adopt a 
different morality in regard to thia 
Members mutt be required to attend 
Tbe Lord requires it Ho command* 
it. Churches must be no leu strict 
in requirement than ia Cnrist, the 
Head. - i . ' j

Then, too, how it work* injury to 
the absentee himself! What a bless­
ing Thoma* missed by being absent 
from tbe meeting of the disciples on 
the evening of tbe resurrection day I 
Jjbus was there, as h» always is, 
when his disciple* meat in bis name. 
The other di*oiple*enjoyed tbo bene­
diction of hi* presence and hi* love.
