It 
may not bo slander m tho legal eenso 
of tho term, that is, it may not be 
prompted by malice, but the least 
that can bo said of it ia that it ia not 
true. It is far beneath the character 
of a gentleman, and infinitely un­
worthy of the ohanoier ot a Chris­
tian, to say what is not true.

All will agree that speaking falsely 
io evil-speaking; but many, it may 
be, will dissent irom another proposi­
tion I lay down, namely, that to 
■peak disparaging truth, un:ma it is 
neceuar^, concerning a fellow-being, 
ia evil-speaking. Tuero are persons 
who insist that there ia nothing 
wrong in speaking the truth oonoern- 
ing anybody, at anytime, and in any 
circumstances. They labor under a 
great mistake. Here some words of 
explanation are needed: If we 
know that a man has committed 
murder or felony, the obligations we 
are under to civil government to tell 
of the wrong done, to speak of the 
evil, require us to do so last the pur­
poses of justice may be carried into 
effect.

The case of the penitent thief who

The possibility 
of genuine conversion, even at the 
last hour, is undoubtedly established 
by this instance; bat, on tho other 
hand, the probability ot such conver­
sion is greatly diminished by the 
fact that the other thisf who was in 
the same condition, and under- the 
earns it fluence, did not repent. Thur’, 
viewing this instance alone, the pros­
pects ot repentance at the last hour 
are equally divided between the prob­
able and tho improbable.

It is quite remarkable that of the 
many thousands of conversions re­
corded in the New Toaument, there 
is only this one that occurred at the 
bour of death. This fact is highly 
significant. Had there been more 
than one, people would be presump­
tuous, and delay repentance until 
the last hour; and it, on the other 
band, there had been no such exam­
ple given, dying sinners would de­
spair. Thue this solitary instance 
stand* between hope and despair; it 
encouiages hope, but condemns pre-
sumption.

we are not at liberty to shield him by 
our silence. If a man who is about
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to term a partnership with your 
natural brother or with a dear friend 
is known by you to be dishonest, it is 
your duty to your brother or friend 
to give a word of warning and thus 
forestall the partnership. It would, 
however, be wrong for you to divulge 
your views of the man's dishonesty. 
\ The point I make is tbat it is evil- 
•leaking to tell the truth about our 
fellpw-creature* unless the telling 
doe* good and not barm. When un­
favorable truth is spoken it is almost 
■ure to do harm; for it injure* the 
influence of tbe person against 
whom it is spoken and impair* bis 
power of doing good.

Illustration* of the mischievous ef­
fect* of evil-apeaking might be given 
without number. 1 mean that theee 
effect* result irom telling the truth 
without exaggeration, though exag­
geration is often connected with evil­
speaking.

There ar* fathers and mother* who 
have spoken so disparagingly of Sun­
day-school teacher* that tbeir chil­
dren have taken little or no interest 
in attending the schools. Who 
knows wbat influence theee unad­
vised word* may have on the destiny 
of those children?

There are editors of paper* who 
any unkind thinga about other editors, 
and the tendency of what they say 
ia to hinder the circulation of the 
papers that ar* in tbeir way. There 
are preachers whose spirit is not al­
ways angelic, and they say what they 
ought not to say. It is to be pre­
sumed tbat what they say is true, but 
it ought not to be said. Tney criti 
cise their absent brethren, find fault 
with the matter and manner of their 
sermona and have scarcely a favora­
ble word tq »ay- They do not intend 
it, but they are lessening the ability 
of their brethren to do good. There

In theexpresaion, “ Christian world 
lineu,” there may be considered by 
some to be a ■formal contradiction in 
terms. But it is the plain epitaph 
written ov*r the historical grave of 
one of lh*^**t known and worst re- 
Let us take up a few oironmstaters 
in this story ot Lot'* ohoioe of life in 
Bodom for the moral lesson* they will 
bring u* under New Testament teach­
ing.

Th 3 two great parallel passages 
which connect this man’s personal 
biography with ourselves in the gos­
pel dispensation are those found in 2 
Peter 2:7, 8, and in Luke 17.32 Lot 
i*.called a “ righteous man ” in one of 
them; and in the other, Jesus bids us 
“ remember.Lot’* wife.”

1. To begin with, let u* accept the 
announcement that thi* kinsman of 
Abram waa an Old Testament Chris­
tian. A “righteous man” dwelling 
in Bodom is so palpably out of plaoe 
in our conception of propriety tbat 
ho need* the word offered in extenu 
ation, namely, that, day after day, he 
vexed hi* righteous soul with the un­
lawful deea* he beheld around him. 
We must never forget that the ques­
tion of hi* piety a* an orthodox be­
liever in God is settled for us. The 
apostle Bimon Peter calls him a ‘ just 
mac,” and declare* that God saved 
him in tbe terrific overthrow of the

They make compromises with a very 
easy conscience. They do not go 
straight into wrong; they. “ pitch 
their tents towards ” it. '* Men fall,” 
said Guizot, “on the side toward 
which they.lean.” Lot leaned toward 
Sodom; by and by he went inside a 
little more fearlessly ; then he set 
himself up there; after awhile he 
married there, and tho wife and 
daughters liked tho plaoe very w,ell.

3. Observe, in the third plsoe, that 
Lot was soon evidenced as a back­
sliding Christian. External ciroum- 
stanoes have much to do in making 
internal experiences for even tho 
most spiritually minded persons. It 
was a great loos, which very likely 
Lot never fully appreciated, at a crit­
ical time in bis history too, when he 
?artod from his kinsman Abrabam.

'hat old saint may have been an un­
comfortable companion in his house, 
but he was a mighty help to him. 
Ho lost him as he went to Sodom. 
Thore we look in upon that family 
across those thousands of years of 
history since; and we see this world­
ly Christian, all-abeorbid, his wile a 
woman of pleasure, hisobildron grow­
ing up without serious convictions, 
careless and sarcastic, without tho 
influence of prayer.

How do we know this? We notice 
that wherever Abram went in that 
wandering life of his, he sei up an 
sitar the first thing be did, and a reg­
ular service of worship made him 
known as a follower of Jehovah. A 
careful search will fail to reveal that 

; Lot ever did anything to cause re- 
majk in thiudirection. The story ot

ward, as they grew depraved more

that the les* he said about his inter­
views with God, ths safer it would be 
for bis credit; they thought he waa 
joking.

6. It i* somewhat cheering, now, 
in the sixth plaoe, to look upon Lot 
as a truly saved Christian. And yet 
we are forced to go over into the New 
Testament passage to get our proof. 
Read again the text of Peter. This 
shows, not only that Lot was saved, 
but that hie salvation, so graoiouly 
achieved, was of so narrow a sort that 
it oould be given as one of the ex­
treme examples ot divine mercy to- 
ward tbe undeserving; and tbat it 
must be taken in connection with the 
fact that all the inhabitants of the 
wicked city, out ot which he was so 
hurriedly rushed, were “ turned into 
ashea” Father mere, thi* passage 
shows that, while “tbe Lord know- 
eth bow to deliver the godly,” he 
knows bow also “ to reserve the un­
just unto the day of judgment to bo 
punished."

One thing i* absolutely dear: he. 
never oould have been saved in Bpdom. 
The turning point in his career 
was reached when Sodom wa* set on * 
fire. Sometimes men become so at­
tached to money that they can never 
be pulled out ot it; the money ha* to 
ba burned away from around the 
heart of them. Lot did not forsake 
his sin; tbe Lord consumed hi* sin - 
in an hour, and io it forsook him.

There is no 
instance more pathetic in the Bible 
ot an intense *tragglecf prayer for 
a lost town. We hardly suppose a 
sufficient number of good men oould 
be found in such a place so that a 
plea could be based upon their pres- 
•ence; and when the grand old man 
in his speech begin* with the depre­
cation tha; the Jjord would not de­
stroy tbe righteous with tho wicked, 
we do not have very high hope* ot 
Sodom because of tbe showing it 
oould make of its piety.

Brethren, 
this dignity is reserved for us, whom 
he bas made a little tower than the 
angela. Think ot what hie only-be­
gotten Son is like—that glorious Sjn 
ot God of whom he says, “Leonil 
i ho angola of God, worship him." 
Behold how in splendor ot bonefi 
uonce ho deigns to call us also nis 
sons, and so to put us side by side 
with the Obly-begotten; not on an 
equality as far a> his Gonnoad is oon- 
oerned, ior tbat can not be; but yet 
bestowing on ns that same love 
wherewith be loves his Son. He 
loves us in Carist oven as ho loves 
Christ himself. Beboll, what man­
ner of love it is, tbat wo should be 
adopted and regenerated by the liv 
mg God,

And thia is true, recollect, of that 
poor man who does not know where 
to morrow's bread shall come from. 
You say he is not respectable, but 1 
say that ho is right honorable, for 
God baa oalled him hia son. I mean 

gracious Spirit of God now move on 
your soul, and make you stand in 
amssemont at divine grros 1 Do ybn 
not melt with humble gratitude? 
What was there in you? Wbat is 
there in you, tbat yon should bo a 
son of God ? “ It children, then heirs; 
heirs ot God, joint-heirs with Jmus 
Christ; " why are we lifted to such a 
privilege? The blessing ot aonship 
nas earth and heaven wrapped np in 
it; aud all this is oars. If we know 
ourselves we mourn our want of wor­
thiness, and yet we njoice tbat We 
are the Lord's dear children. When
we consider the persons who are 
called the children, ot God, there is, 
Indeed, reason to say, “ Behold what 
manner ol level ”

ALL THAT IT MBAHS.
And, once more, let me just go over 

the ground again, and show you what 
is connected with being called tho 
children ot God.

It is,-as it were, God's public ac­
knowledgment of his relation to ns: 
he owns us as sons. Sometimes we 
hear of clandestine marriages, which 
may be valid, but tho man seems. to 
be ashamed to own his wife. Ho 
pleads tbat he could not introduce 
bar into the noble family to which be 
belongs, and so he keeps the mar­
riage in the dark, and he does notown 
the children. This is after the man­
ner of wicked men; fqfij^pd isnot 
ashamed ot us ween bo takis us to be 
his children. It is written concern­
ing our Lord Jesus, “ For this cause 
he io hot ashamed to call them breth­
ren.” I have heard of some fine gen­
tleman in London, dressed in all his 
beat, walking out in tho park. He 
had a poor old lather who lived in 
the country, and who came up dress­
ed in his rustic raiment to see bis 
son. As the son was not at borne 
when tho father reached tho honse, 
ho went into the park to find him. 
Now tho fine gentleman did not abso­
lutely disown his father, but he went 
out of ths park at a pretty sharp trot, 
for tear anybody should say, “Who 
is that country follow you were talk 
ing with?” Ho did not like to own 
his father, beoauso ho was a laborer. 
Teat is medu as tho mud in the kon- 
nel, is it no.? Wa could not thus 
wonder if the glorious Lord refused 
to own us. Thore is stroh a come 
down from tho lofiiness of “is holin mw 
to tho depth of our faultiness. But 
yot ho has such love, such a manner 
ot love, that he bestows upon usthia 
honor, that we should bo openly called 
the sons of God. He himself t- Ils 
us so in our text. His Spirit makes 
tho avowal. “ Thore," ho says, “ you 
poor people that love me, you sick 
people, yon unknown, obrouro peo 
plo, without any talent, I have pub­
lished it beforo heaven and earth, 
and made tho angels knew it, that 
you are my children, and 1 am not 
ashamed ot you. 1 glory in the fact 
that 1 have taken you tor my sons 
and daughters.”

There is, moreover, this involved 
in it, that bo claims our loving obedi­
ence. Do not put dishonor upon your 
Father’s name. Stand up for your 
Father. Itisono of the marks of a 
true child that ho can not bear to say 
or do anything tbat would place his 
father's name under a oloud. God, 

: a* it wore, stakes his honor upon the 
character of every one of his people. 
Ho has said, “ They shall ba called 

' my coildren." Now, if you do any­
thing tbat is wrong or base, what 
will mon think ol your Father? Ha 
has condescondod to call you a child : 
do not let his name be evil spoken ol 
through you. He has put this h'gu 
honor upon us, .that we sa^uld be 
called hie sons and daughters :Nqt us 
sock so to behave ourselves that men 
may see our good works, and glorify 

' our Father wbo is in heaven.

No, nol “Be­
hold what manner ot love the Father 
hath bestowed-upon ns;" as muoh 
as to say that the adopting of a man 
to be ahon of God is an act which in­
volves io much of love that you are 
bidden specially to fixjbur eyes on 
tho love Of it, and to notice its man­
ner. • ‘‘^Behold what manner of love 
the Father bath bestowed upon us, 
that wo should be oalled children ol 
God.” ■

Now just think for a mihute what 
intense love is manifested to that 
man who is favored to be called a 
child of God. It is love in the high­
est degree. Wnat love you would 
have in your heart in you were to 
take a wanton and malicious enemy, 
and! say, “ You shall be my son I " 
If one had wronged yon, and de­
spised you, and defied your author­
ity, and you shoa'd nay to him, 
“You shall be my cnild from this 
time forth,” what a singular deed oi 
love Would this be I Yet it might 
not be very much for you to do, my 
dear friend; for you may be, after 
all, nothing very great; it would, 
however, be the utmost your love 
could devise. Only thiuk ol wbat it 
must be for God-reven that Infinite 
and Eternal Spirit—to say, “Thou 
shaft bo my child. I will take thee, 
though thou art an heir of wrath, 
and make thee mine.” Herein, in­
deed, is love, love worth the behold

5t is certainly an undeeerved love, 

because no man can possibly deserve 
to be made’ into a child of God. 
Grace in thia instance is tho sole 
source of the stream oi goodnees. 
You might think lit possible that you 
could deserve some ordinary gift, 
but each a boon aa to be made a eon

heard of, who lives in a room in a 
back street, and when he dies will be 
buried in the corner ot the cemetery, 
“unwept, unhonored and unsung.” 
Yes, God has bestowed this manner 
of love upon him—that he is osiled 
one of bis eons. Ay, 1 mean that 
poor, consumptive girl; 1 mean that 
lame, deceplt youth; 1 moan that 
blind man who begs hia^read. Bo- 
bold, what manner of love the Fa­
ther hath bestowed on auoh as these. 
Poor cottagers, hard-working men 
and woman, cobblers and tinkers, 
and chimney-sweepers, and navvies 
—such as these he calls the sons of 
God when ne baa renewed them by 
his grace. Abi and 1 mean those 
who are lying yonder in the hospital 
and in the workhouse infirmary, who 
are nearing their last hour upon bods 
found for them by charity. Taese 
are God s children it they believe in 
Jesus They pine away until bed­
sores make it hard to move, and 
harder to lie a till. Dissolved by pain, 
they are molting away into eternity; 
but behold what manner of love the 
Father hath bestowed upon such 
poor, frail mortals as these, that they 
should be called the sons ot God.

stance that so large a part of the 
book is devoted to detailed notioee of 
individual cases of conversion.

else that be is deceiving others with 
a show of what be knows ho ought 
to have. But tbetrueiy humble man 
sots humbly. Ho is willing to be in­
structed by an unpretending teacher. 
Though be can afford to ride in a 
chariot of state, he does not desp:so 
the poor preacher who trudges on 
afoot. He does not hesitate to con- 
teas his ignorance, and he meekly 
sake for guidance in his pursuit of the 
truth.

I wonder that I have never heard 
a sermon from the text which tolls us 
that the meek shall inherit the earth. 
The theme is surely a fruitful one-; 
and its discussion would naturally 
lead a thoughtful preacher to empha­
sis) some momentous S' -ripture truths 
woiob, in these modern days, we are 
sorely tempted to ignore. Tne treas­
urer found in the gospel of Christ all 
that “ the earth ” could furnish that 
was worth living lor; and hie meek­
ness opened the way tor the hearty 
reception of that gospel. No .man 
ever “ inherits rhe earth" until he 
learns its greatness a>.d its littleness; 
and tuese oan ba learned by none but 
the meek. He who looks upon thia 
world as a theater upon which to dis­
play hie own greatness, may indeedeat hint of what the evangelist felt, 

he tells us quite distinctly what the 
evangelist did—he obeyed And, in 
obeying, he scon found a satisfactory 
explanation of the mysterious order. 
God had an audience ready for the 
preacher; and in that chariot travel­
ing through the desert, E.hiopia is 
stretching forth her hands unto God. 
Upon the perplexed soul of this for 
sign nobleman struggling with the 
difficulties of a mysterious prophecy, 
the Sun of Righteousness is about to 
rise with healing in >is beams. We 
modern preachers are often too prone 
to underrate the importance of the 
individual soul. We are inspired bf 
the great congregation, and depressed 
by the small company; but it is of 
the utmost importance for both 
preachers and people to remember 
that true • religion is an individual 
thing. Crowds may be converted, 
bnt they are converted as individuals. 
Waen a nation shall be born in a day, 
each individual composing the nation 
must be born for himself. Onoot the 
most striking and unique character­
istics of the religion ot Jesus Christ 
is the unspeakable importance wnich 
it attaches to the individual soul.

2. The nobleman is in a promising 
state of mind. He had been at the 
trouble and expense ot going all the 
way to Jerusalem in order to engage 
in public worship. It deus not ap­
pear tbat he had made this long 
journey with the expectation ot hear­
ing eloquent sermons from distin­
guished “ pulpit orators "—nor, in- 
coed, that ne expected to hear any 
preaching stall.

Ho refers to a young man to whom 
Easebins makes reference in his 
★ritinge. Eusebius, “the father of 
ecclesiasticil hi«tory," who lived in 
tbe latter part of the third, and tbe 
former part of the fourth, century— 
a Greek by birth and whose history 
was written in Greek—speaks of a 
young man who wa* brought to 
Christ by John, who afterward went 
astray, but subsequently was reclaim­
ed. This young man was very deep­
ly penitent, and wept bitterly over 
his wanderings. Eisobins says''of 
him that be was “as if baptized a 
second time with his own tears." 
The writer under review, speaking 
of this iBDgukgcof Eusebius, says: 
41 We have hero the testimony of this 
old Greek that a-man was baptizid 
by a few drape of tears trickling 
down bis face. Baar in mind it waa 
tho whole man, not merely his face. 
Ac this was his second baptism, it 
was no doubt like unto the first. It 
is very clear that he was neither 
dipped nor immersed.” Exactly so. 
And it is equally clear that the man 
was neither poured nor sprinkled. 
This is just as decisive against one 
mode as it is against anothsr. This
incident

bo triekliBg wbsrs tbsrs wm muob 
wstsrT Well, tbs UrtthMiutbroks 
in upon our dark mind in regard to 
this passage, It takes much water to 
make a man trickle.

Jssus, speaking of his sufferings, 
according to thia ills min sting inter­
pretation, said: “I have a trickling 
to be trickled with, add how am I 
straitened until it be accomplished." 
Christ’s physical and soul anguish, 
then, instead of passing over, him, 
like to great sea billows, wm simply 
made to trickle down his face. This 
changes vMtly the current notion in 
regard to tho sufferings of oar Lurd. 
Paul, to carry out tho principlee of 
this now revision farther, saya: 
“ Know ye not that so many of us 
wore trickled into Jmi Christ were 
trickled into his death: therefore we 
are buried with him by trickling," 
etc. But wo can pursue thio no 
farther.

Hm this writer under review never 
heard of language being need in the 
metaphorical or the accommodative 
sense? Hm he never heard of a 
whole congregation being bathed in 
team, oven when only a part—tbe 
largeet part^-of the congregation 
wept? Evon so Eusebius could 
speak of this young man as being 
immersed in tears without doing vio- 
lenoe at all to the use of language. 
And for any min to call tbe matter 
in question is to argue a vast deal of 
ignorance or a very bad state of heart.

The government of these ohurcbae. is con­

gregational; .each body being immediately 
dependent on Uhrist, ia Independent of all 
others, and is complete in itself for the man­
agement of its internal affairs, each as the 
choice of cffl»rs^fieclaralion of faith, recep­
tion, dismission, or discipline of members. 
Bach church is a tribunal where Uhrist him­
self presides, ratifying in heaven whatever is 
done according to his will on earth. (Math. 
18:17-20) Baptista>ecogelxi no higher tribu­
nal on earth aa constituted by Uhrist.

This principle of independence Is, however* 
quite distinct in their view from selfish isola­
tion. Il ia balanced by another principle 
equally dear to them--that of inter-commun­
ion, or the communion of churches. This 
inter communion is the highest form of visi­
ble unity, and is never to be interrupted 
without necessity. Ou this principle our 
churches nuociate; invite councils for advice 
and organist sccietiei for mutual co-operation 
in any benevolent, educational, ur missionary 
enterprise. But all such arsociations among 
Baptista disclaim the slightest, jurisdiction 
over the churches, and any attempt to exert 
ecclesiastical power would be.indlgnantly re 
pelled.

Baptists make no distinction but that of of­
fice between minister and layman. Each 
ohutch ia a little spiritual republic; so every 
member is entitled to a vote, and is trained 
to all the dutisa of an active citizm. The 
voice of the majority governs; but they seek 
by fraternal discussion and prayer, mingled 
with loveAsd forbearance, to secure perfect 
unanimity according to the will of God. 
They raoogniza no higher church effleere than 
peetoroand deacons E'dara, aa evangelists 
and mliionariea, after due trial, are also or 
daiued and sent to preach the gospel. Coun­
cils are usually called by the churches to ad> 
vise and assist In the ordination of ministers, 
the formation of churches, and the settlement 
of serious difficulties Such councils are 
somettmse called presbyteries; but they must 
not bjoonfounded with tho bodies that bear 
tbsly™* among tho Presbyterians, as they 
have neither judicial or appellate powers
