when this las boon dona, how often 
in our prayer-naoelinga there follows 
a pauar. No one except the leader 
has made any preparation for the 
meeting, and the mind, wearied it 
may ba with the business and cares 
of the day, fails to respond to what ■ 
may be a sincere desire to add to the 
interest of the meeting. The ex 
hortation, however often repeated, i 
"Brethren, let no lime be lost," does 
not succeed in awakening thought. 
Perhaps some one suggests a hymn, 
and itia sung. But dullness rules 
the hour, pause follows pause, end at 
la it.the meeting is closed

The old question is qpoordingly re­
vived, W hat can be doae to add new 
interest to the prayer-meeting?. A 
pastor tells us that a recent article in 
the Advocate, suggesting that at the 
next prayer meeting we tell what re 
ligion has done for us, made that 
meeting with them one of the best 
they aver had. It took tho meeting 
out of the ruts, so to spsak, and the 
freshness of tbo tsstimonies interested 
all. Of course tho method then 
adopted could not bo repeated each 
weak; but it suggests an important 
thought, namely, that in this part of 
the eou .1 service of the church fresh­
ness is indispensable. Wo do not 
mean by this that simple testimony 
has no place ic such s service. Who 
has not known a young convert with 
tho words, “ I love Jesus; pray for 
me," to thrill the hearts of those pres­
ent as no orator, however gifted, 
oould have thrilled them? But such 
a testimony, repeated by the same 
person week after week, and contin­
ued long after the trembling voice ol 
the spiritual infant should have bden 
Mooeoded by ihe speech and thought 
of a full grown man in Cnrist, ia any 
thing but thrilling, and is only sug­
gestive of the hidden or neglected 
talent.

But how oan tho improvement in 
our prayer-meetings, which all so 
much desire, ba Moored 7 Certainly 
not without some preparation for this 
service. The experieaceaof our daily 
life, oar study of God's Word, our 
roading, all should be laid, under con- 
tribation. Siradga mark it if there 
ahoBld not be aometbing ia all these, 
at least by way ot suggestion, that 
Would both interest and instruct.

are as good as anybody and a trifle 
batten Sometimes, ills’true, their 
feelings may biaroused and from im­
pulse they be induced to work or 
give; but they are Ike the flsre of a 
dying taper and settle buck to their 
natural state—stolid indifference. 
Where the root of the matter is in 
thorn, indifferencecaa bo overcome— 
the church can be revived. Without 
regeneration the indifference will bo 
inveterate, a fixed habitude of soul. 
Spiritless, lifeless, such a church will 
sometime cease even to have a name 
to livd.

Eich one of these three reasons for 
the culture of the missionary spirit 
in the church might bo discussed at 
length. But we address ourselves to 
the prsbtioal questions involved, 
How shall these principles be brought 
to boar in actual life? A few sug­
gestions only can be made at thia 
point. The pastor must begin with 
ihoie who are young in years and in 
tho Christian life. He must insist 
upon willingness to give for Christ's 
cause as an evidence of conversion 
when persons are received by bap­
tism Into the church. When wears 
converted we profeu to give all to 
Christ in joyous Mlf-eurrender. If 
Christians are not trained to thia 
duty i^tho beginning ot their Chris­
tian life-, nothing short ot dynamite 
or an earthquake will move them 
when th by have grown old in mieer- 
lincM. Covetousness is idolatry. Of 
this idolatry many of the members of 
our churches are guilty. It would be 
an exoellent thing to make ths 
charge, furnish the proof, and ex­
clude the guilty/Juch an example 
might be blessed ft their own spirit­
ual good, snd ft certainly woull have 
a wholesome itfluence over others 
who are guilty of the same sin. The 
pastor must also urge men to give 
when they are relatfvcly poor. If 
they do not give then, they will not 
Avo when they are absolutely rich. 
The accumulation of wealth often 
doses and hardens the heart; its 
loss sometimes opens both heart and 
hand.

In -these meetings prayer, as all 
will admit, should have a large place.

S ngihg, too, haa a prominent place 
in these services of the church. There 
was a time, indeed, when Biptists a« 
woihu other Christiana, were strong 
ly oppbsed to singing. They were 
afraid of forms of praise as well aa of 
forme of prayer. But all this ia now 
only a matter of biatory, and the 
singing of hymns ia everywhere roc 
ogn aad as having a rightful place in 
our social services. With these there 
is the exposition of Scripture It is 
customary for the leader of the meet­
ing not only to read a passage from 
the Bible, but to comment on what is 
read, unfolding and enforcing the les

The church is to be benevolent; 
but it must be also beneficent. Be­
nevolence is well wishing; benefi­
cence is well doing. The first comes 
into the sphere ot the heir ; the sec­
ond into the sphere of the hand as 
well as the heart Benevolence 
without benitioaooe is dead, being 
alone. Ths church must possess 
both theso characteristics. The church 
must be a missionary organiaRion in 
all the length and breadth of that 
great word. It is the instinct of the 
new life in the soul to give of that 
life. We are redeemed that wo may 
aid in the redemption ot others; wo 
are Christianised that wo may Chris­
tiania >. A man who can keep his ro 
ligion to himself has a religion not 
worth keeping. Christ oin not bo 
hidden within the soul where ho 
abides. His presence will reveal it 
self in the glance of tho eye, tho 
grasp ot tbo hand, and Ihe tones oi 
the voice. This missionary spirit 
must be present also in obedience to 
tho command ot Curiot. Telegraph 
and telephone, steamship and rail­
way are tho messengers of the cross. 
They arc girdling the world fur truth 
•nd God. The church which fails to 
possess and manifest tho missionary 
spirit, ceases to bo a church of 
Curist. It is robbed of its high hon 
or and its gra »t glory. It consents 
to degrade itself and ;o dishonor its 
Lird. Teo oburch ought also to 
possess this spirit for the sako cf its 
own spiritual life and growth. Noth­
ing is more certain than the groat 
diamond truth of uur Lord that "it 
is more blessed io give than to re 
coive." G ving tor Const is not sim 
ply a duly; it is a privilege. Il ia 
not simply a privilege.; it ia a glory. 
It develops manhood ; it develops 
Caristhood. Ii lifts a man from his 
own soiflih nature to ihe lofty moun­
tain lop whore bo may breathe the 
pure atmosphere, and may bask iu'

is blessed to give because of the ri- 
flex ir.ffaence upon the giver’s own 
soul.

But giving must be inspired by 
even higher motives. It must bo for 
Christ’s special honor. It is often as 
much a pastor's duty to take up a 
oolloe ion as to administer baptism or 
the Lord's Supper. Some of ihu 
tendorest and most glowing utter 
ances of tho great apos h wore in­
spired by taking up a collection. A 
revival Which taking a collection for' 
Christ’s cause will hurt, is a revival 
hot worth hurting or helping. All 
giving which ministers to a worldly 
spirit is utterly beneath tho dignity 
and glory of Christian service. All 
gold, every gift of every sort, Suda 
its true place when laid at the Mat­
ter's feet. The pastor himself, as a 
rule, ought to preeent all cases of te 
nevolence to his people. Tho oaaeq 
which is worthy of their benefactions 
is worthy of his careful prbparatioh 
and earnest presentation. We need 
the large gifts of the wealthy, but we, 
need also the smaller gifts of the 
poor. Our great denomination is 
achieving glorious results, bat it has 
not yet reached its highest possibili­
ties. Our treasuries are groaning 
and our work ia languishing beeauso 
God's people have not laid more on 
hia altar. The cry for retrenchment 
has been heard, even whetTGod’s 
providence was laying in a thousand 
voices, "Go forward." Wo rejiiqe 
in wbat baa been achieved, but we 
must go on to greater endeavors and 
to grander results.
