The twelve vereee condemned con­
tain nothing that conflicts with the 
facta given by ths throe other his­
torians in the corresponding portion 
of Christ's history. They repeat the 
promise of miraculous gifts made to 
the apostles when first sent out, and 
to the seventy disciples. Is it not 
more probable that a oopyist would 
omit a portion of the copy set before 
him than that he would insert new 
material? And if he should insert 
new material, would it not contain 
parts and doctrines at variance with 
other parts of Scripture?

Does not the length of this passage 
militate against the ides, that it is 
spurious? I notice that nearly all 
the admitted changes that are made 
in the new versions are brief, embrac­
ing only a few words. To this re­
mark there is only one prominent 
exception (see John 8:3-11), and thio 
last cited passage bears the marks of 
divine wisdom.

Two writers, John William Bur­
ges, Dean of Chichester, and Dr. 
Scrivener, have published works to 
prove the genuineness of this passage. 
Will some friend who has access to 
those books publish in the Rbcobdxb 
a synopsis Of their arguments? I 
think it is very desirable that those 
brethren who have aooeM to large li­
braries and to rare books that disease 
such topics, should give us—the less 
favored—the rosso no for repudiating 
the two paaasgM to which 1 have al­
luded in Mark and John. It does 
not satisfy the public mind to bo sim­
ply informed by brackets or other
