In this closing article, tbe writer 
proposes, according to promise, to 
make some reference to' the tenden­
cies and roes Ite of one of the unscrip 
tural theories be has been examin­
ing. ' In its fully developed form, the. 
annihilation dogma lends to the 
grossest kind of materialism. Dsny- 
iag ths immortality of the soul, it 
nukes the body the whois ot man; 
it tells the Christian mother thst this 
infant whom God took, and whom 
sho expecdi to meet again, will have 
no future existence'; it says to those 
who are mourning the lose of loved 
ones who have diM in the Lord, that 
tbe spirits of the departed are not 
" with Christ, which is far batter; ” 
that to be' “ absent from the body ” 
in n«f to be “ present with the Lord,” 
and that tbe souls of believers do not 
immediately pass into paradise, but 
ere consigned to a condition of un- 
onnecions slumber. With such a
prospect before him, instead of being 
“ gam ” for the Curistian to die, it 
would be loss immediate and im­
mense. O, it is a dreary, dismal 
creed, against which every one 
should be most solemnly warned. It 
oan not ba found in the Bible, and no 
Curiatian church of any name has 
sver hold it Wo learn from history 
that for the first three centuries ot 
the Christian era, it was never once 
heard of, till a rhetorician named 
Arnpbuis began to teach it. Of thio 
man, the church historian, Mosheim 
says that hs was “ superficial in his 
knowledge of Christian doctrines, 
and commingled great errors with 
important truths.” That is still the 
characteristic of those who uphold 
the annihilation dogma. When will 
men learn that their own specula­
tions are unprofitable, and that it is 
beet for them to abide by “ the law 
and the testimony?”

Over thirty years ago, a good but 
erratic man called William Miller, 
aroused public attention, in some 
parts of the United States and Can 
ads, to the subject of Christ's speedy 
coming and personal reign. Havaa-

suede sinners to “firn from the wrath 
to coma.” He points them to the 
Lamb of God, and presses for serious 
and saving solution this unanswered 
and unanswerable-question: “How 
shall wc escape if we neglaot so great 
salvation?" He would remind his 
hearers of that other awful question 
propoied to the impenitent bv »>»• 
lowly and loving One ofvNutreth 
himself: “How can ye escape the 
damnation of hell?'f O, « the 
deep, dark gulf of despair Mb any 
terrors, th^caviler should relMmsber 
that Chrilt died to save f»bm it, 
and that none shall hereafter-know 
the “ outer darkness,” except M they 
refuse thd «light of life." Men may 
speouiate as they please, but ate faun 
infinite evil, and demands either aw 
infinite satisfaction or an infinite 
punishment. That could be ne light 
doom which the sacrifice of -God's 
only-begotten Bon alone oould avert, 
which Jmm wept to think oLwhioh 
Jeans died to save from. Ponder 
well, dear unsaved reader, these

give an aoccunt of himself to God.” 
wo are indeed stewards of ths mys­
teries ot Gid; we are expected to bo 
faithful The attitude of the shirker 
before God is that of a thief.

Moreover, the denial of the eterni 
ty ot future punishment can not fail, 
in its direot results, to strengthen tbe 
hands of the impanitent and encour­
age them in their sins. Could wo at 
sure the wicked of non existence 
hereafter, many of them would adopt 
the old Epicurean mottos: “Lot ui 
eat and drink, for to-merrow we 
die." “A short life and a merry 
one.” Could we tell tbe unsaved 
that, -it they do not repent and oe 
liere in Jesus, they will bo blotted 
out of exiotenc?, would that consider 
ation either stop them in their re­
bellious career, or lead them in peni­
tence to the Savior's fee. ? Assured­
ly not Annihilation was tbe very 
thing they wished for, but hardly 
dared to believe in. Tbe history ot 
the French revolution of 1799 fur­
nishes fearful corroboration of tbe 
moral, or rather immoral, tendency 
ol this dogma. “My abode will 
soon be in annihilation,” said Dan­
ton, one of tbe chief actors in that 
terrible tragedy. Steeled and stupe­
fied by the thought, he condemned 
hundreds to the guillotine withont 
one pang of remorse. “ Death is an 
eternal sleep," they said in those 
dsya; sad ‘so they pursued their 
plunderings, and debaucheries, and 
massacres with infernal glee. Can 
wo wonder at it? D.d not the sys­
tem produce its legitimate results? 
The Savior himself has given us the 
text by which all false teachers and 
their doctrines are to be tried: “By 
their fruits ye shall know them." 
Materialistic and even sensual in its 
tendencies, wo might well expect 
that the theory of the destruotionista 
would, in process of time, degrade 
men to the level of the beasts whose 
destinies they claim. -

On a certain bright morning, long 

centuries ago, two fishermen were on 
the shores of Gslilee washing their 
nets. Two others,, named John and 
James, are nev by mending tbeir 
nets in a smack. Our Savior comes 
in sight, followed by a multitude of 
people, and wanting a pulpit to ad­
dress the crowd, he uses Peter’s boat 
for the purpose. As soon as his dis- 
oourae is finished he turns to his four 
disciples and gives the order, “Launch 
out into the deep."

Impulsive, quick-spoken Pater— 
who hss been wittily called “ the 
Irishman of the Apostles”—replies in 
a desponding tone, “We have been 
toiling all night and caught nothing." 
Just so, many -a pastor and many a 
Sunday school worker baa often felt 
The business of every minister and 
of every Christian laborer is to fish 
for souls. Honest efforts sometimes 
result in empty nets and disappoini-

know how, but I have seen few or no

The teacher says, 
"My instructions and prayers do

have lowered their basket nets, just 
as the Master commanded them. Lo 
and behold, a multitude of fishes are 
inclosed, and thb net in beginning to 
break I Pstjr signals to John to 
bring his boat alongside and help 
gather in the prodigious “haul." Up 
cornea the other smack, eager to have 
a hand in the exciting partnership; 
not a single fish must be allowed to 
escape. (Ln like manner might a 
Dutch church which could not cover 
a mission fl ild invite help from their 
Presbyterian neighbors ; and if there 
is a revival under way in a Methodist 
church, let their Baptist and Congre 
gationalist neighbors catch the fire 
and co-operate.) The two little ven- 
seis on Galilee were soon so over­
loaded that they threaten to sink ; 
and Peter tbrpwa himself down in 
adoring wonder and cries out that he 
is unworthy of such a marvelous bless 
ing. “ Depart from me, Lord, for I 
am a sinful man! ” That was Pater’s 
way of saying what we ministers 
sometimes say in times of glorious 
revivals when we realise how much 
more God is giving us than we deserve.

“ Follow me,” saysfJesus lovingly 
to his disciples, “ and I will make you 
flihers of men." The loaded boats 
are pulled ashore; faith has found its 
rich reward, and hard work in obedi­
ence to Christ ends in a fullness of 
blessings. Is there not sn instructive 
and inspiring object lesson for us all 
in this scene on Galilee ? Sure we 
have been that all spiritual labors 
that were undertaken without the 
presence and the power of the Divine 
Spirit have endei in total failure. 
Sure, also, we may be, that when we 
launch out at Christ’s direction, and 
in humble, honest co operation with 
him, we shall find hie promises ful­
filled. This will be a good fishing 
season in every church that has faith­
ful arms at the net and the Lord Je 
sue in the boat.

Heinous crimes are variously pun 
ished; sometimes the criminal ia put 
in a large cage and left in tho street 
with a guard, before tho people, with­
out food or water. Starvation re 
mite in a few days, as no one is al 
idwsd to provids food. Ths dresdfui 
lufforings of tho poor wretch are tru­
ly pitiful, but they act powerfully in 
tho repression of future crimes. Thia 
is proved from the rarity ot the esses 
in which such punishment is inflicted.
