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I happen to know of some things 
concerning Methodist preachers 
which I think may witn propriety be 
made public, as tho preachers have 
passed away. If those who read my 
article shall (laugh ss heartily as I 
bave often done over what I commit 
to paper, it will be good for their 
health.

This anecdote was told <o me by 
3. A. Atchison, EHj7, in 1837, very 
loon after I became pastor in Bowl 
ng Green, Ky.

Years after this there was in tbe 
" Russellville District" a Presiding 1 
Elder much beloved and familiarly 1 
called “ Father Taylor." He was 
preaching on one occasion when some 
young persons in tbe congregation 
were talking and laughing to tbe an­
noyance ot the preacher and ot seri­
ous besrers. “Father Taylor " said 
in a very deliberate manner, “I was 
once in the habit of reproving per­
sons for misbehavior in church, but I 
bave quit iU I will tell you why. 
Daring one of my sermons there was 
a young man in the gallery who was 
very disorderly and I rebuked him 
with some severity. When tbo serv­
ices were over one of tt eold brethren 
said, ‘ * Father Taylor,’ you did migh­
ty wrong in reproving that young 
man ; be is an idiot and did not know 
what he wae doing.’ Since then I 
have not reproved as formerly."

This anecdote was related to me 
by Hon. Asher W. Graham, who con­
sidered tbe reaqpn given for not re­

heard.
More than fifty years sgo I so­

journed for a few months in Russell­
ville, Ky , and duhng tbo time the 
Methodist pulpit was occupied by 
R^v. Mr. Ciopper. 1 im pretty sure 
this was tho nsme. He was very 
fond of big, high-sounding words, so 
that in preaching from Epb. 3:18, he 
was not content to speak of tbe 
breudtb, length, depth and high*, of 
tbe love of Christ, but referred to its 
“ latitude, its longitude, its profund 
ity and its Altitude." There whs in 
tbe congregation an eccentric schol­
arly man who bad been in a lunatic 
asylum and be loft tbe church. In 
explaining to me why bo did so, bo 
said, “ There was in tbe preacher so 
much pomposity, and superciliosity, 
and bombastioism that I oould not 
stand him."

Dr. Jab; a Banting of England, who 
died some years ago, was the leading 
man among tbe Methodists. He was 
undoubtedly a great man, and tbe es­
timation in wbiuh he was held was 
indicated by the extravagant lan­
guage ot the funeral sermon. The 
preacher said, “ When Jab< a Bunting 
died tho sun ot Methodism wont 
down.” Au old brother sitting in 
wbat is in common parlance called 
the *amon corner," ejaculated, in

While Bro Solomon has presented 
wbat may be appropriately called an 
able paper on be RwurrectioD, yet 
1 am not. convinced that ho is oor- 
reel. His theory strikes one as both 
rational and beautiful, but every­
thing which wears the sobriquet of 
“ rational ” and “ beautiful," is not, 
therefore, scriptural

1 wae the more struck with his ef­
fort, when I road it, because, oniy^a 
few yiars ago, in a sermon. I set 
forth some such theory as his, but am 
now satisfied that the B.ble teaches 
no such thing. I was misled, just as 
bo is, in the interpretation of the 
“ bare grain " and its development. 
I, too, planted a living germ (or 
something of thq kind) in the dead 
body, which spiritual thing, I fan- 
oioa, would be raised up, leaving tbe 
dust to mingle with dust forever. It 
is a pleasing thought that one shall 
never mor.i be cumbered with flash 
and blood; and this pleasupd is 
heightened when, in this theory, we 
imagine all physical or philosophical 
di ffiouities are avoided.

But to begin my objections to the 
theory, I sebmit that philosophy has 
nothing to do with the resurrection. 
It is note question that finds even 
an analogy in nature, much lets anj 
scientific favor or indorsement. Ris 
urrection moans tbe rising again ol 
a dead body having resumed the 
properties oi life. In other words, 
it is the resumption of life of that 
which was dead. Hence, when the 
apostle introduces the “ bare grain *' 
and its development, ho does nd 
mean to give ns the analogy of resur 
rection ; that is, that the farinaceous 
part represents the dead body, that 
tho germ represents the spiritual 
body, and that tho stalk, tbe blade, 
the corn, , and the full corn in tho 
ear, tbe resurrected body. I mean to 
say, all tbete, or processes similar, 
will not take place to constitute a 
resurrection; but tbo argument i» 
simply this—that every seed shall 
bring forih a body of its own; that 
the resurrected body shall be as dif­
ferent tn its essence and glory as it 
is possible for the stalk, tbo blade, 
and ful< corn in tbe ear to differ in 
aupcaranoti front the bare.grain

gM say that He at will changed his 
gforiou body into his former body, 
or his former body into bis glorious 
body M willT Jens Christ is ip 
heaven now in the identical body 
that was laid tn Joseph's new tomb, 
bat it is tbs vsry body glorifisd. 
(Aoto 7:58 ) And so our very bodies 
shall bs resurreoted, or there-will be 
no rosurrection, for there is nothing 
ribs to bo rssurroeted but our bodies. 
The idea that a kind of epiritual 
body is in these natural bodies is sim- 
pm gratuitous, for “it (the dead 
bWy) is sown a natural body." It 
istnoi sown a natural and a spiritual 
bady, tbe natural to be left and the 
snntual to b#raiMd ; “it is raised a 
smritual body,” that is, tbe very aot 
off resurrection converts tbe natural 
into a spiritual body. Thia is tbo 
eitonge which the resurrection mys­
teriously brings about.

I should like to know what oom- 
tori it would have been to the Thea 
aaloniana if their dead raieed into 
lite were not in nome senae to be 
their owoeelvea again at reaurreoted 
or bronghOrith Cnrist at bis oom 
ing? Tne^riptural idea ot the res­
urrection is that of inconuptible, 
powerful, glorified, spiritual, con 
*cious, penonal, identical body. If 
Bro. Solomon and I aro so fortunate 
aelto be found in the “better reeur 
reetion,” we will be our present 
eelvee glorified.

Dr. John A. Broadus’ Comnnntary 
on Matthew.

U ntil 1 eaw thie book, 1 wae dis­
posed to complain that tbe price was 
put so high, 82.25; having seen it, 1 
think it would be hard to find a book 
the price of which ia so reasonable. 
It is a boc k of 600 pages, brevier 
type, printed on good paper, well 
and neatly bound. Books like this 
usually well at a higher price, and 
not unfr qaenlly at double tbe price 
of this.

Even a cursory examination of the 
book will impress the reader that tbe 
author writes as if ho would make 
his commentary “the Lpst word " in 
the way of a commentsry on Mat­
thew. This is admirable in any an

dogmas; and benoe, there is no slav­
ish adherence to denominationalism 
that would lead him to read, with 
the sacred writers, views and 
thoughts that can not else be found 
in them. Baptist views are not so 
scarce in tho New Testament that wo 
need resort- to the forcing process. 
Besides, fairness, independence and 
candor are indispensable good feat­
ures in a commentator on the sacred 
word. Tbe man who sots himself to 
interpret the Scriptures, must not 
find in them any more or any other 
meaning than rightly bslongs to 
them, even if the whole world should 
demand it. The author .is a Baptist, 
because he read* Baptist doctrines in 
tho Book, without trying to read 
them into the Book. Let no one say 
that this is a distinction without a 
difference. It makes a very great 
difference.

These pointe of the commentary 
might be sustained by fr< quent and 
explicit quotations, but space forbids.

While 
continually bringing lorward the 
helpful and suggestive thoughts of 
Others, the author does not for a mo­
ment lose his individuality and inde­
pendence a* a commentator.

3 Another admirable feature of

Removal of Georgetown College.

Since the question of removing 
Georgetown College has been raised, 
it is well to consider what principles 
should control the Baptists of tbe 
Stalo in deciding what shall be done 
In locating a college, there are three 
questions to be considered :

1. Which location is most easily 
accessible to the people under whine 
direction and icr whose benefit tbe 
college is established? Georgetown 
College was located before the days 
of railroads in Kentucky. indeed, it 
has been only a few years since there 
was no railroad to Georgetown at all. 
When the location was decided upon, 
tho points considered were turnpikes, 
fertile land, and a good community. 
These points were secured, and so at 
that time tbe location was wisely 
chosen. It by no means follows, 
however, that it is wise to let the 
college remain in Georgetown now, 
in tbe changed conditions which sur­
round ns, if any other place is pro­
nosed more accessible to theconslitu 
oncy of tbe institution.

2. In what location can the largest 
endowment be secured? it is of 
groat financ'd! advantage to a town 
to have a college. Tbe presence of 
tbe college in Georgetown secures to 
that place not less than 840 000 a 
year, which it would not bave if tho 
college were elsewhere. Tbe oiti 
sans and friends of a town, therefore, 
can well afford, as a simple business 
proposition, to subscribe liberally to 
tho endowment of a college in order 
to secure its location. Other things 
being equal, let the college be located 
where tno larges; endowment can be 
secured.

3. Which place will secure the beat 
local support ? A college has a right 
to expert that the people who are 
benefited by its location shall give to 
the institution their hearty sympathy 
and support. They should give it 
their patronage, and use their influ­
ence to attract from a distance as 
much patronage as possible. The 
town that will beat do this, other 
thinga being equal, should have the 
location of the college.
