Consider now Plan No. 2 (the 
agency plan). Compared With Na 
1, its advantages are very great. 
The visits of a worthy agent are of 
tentimM of inestimable value to a 
church. Some harsh remarks are 
frequently made about agents, and it 
may bo admitted that mistakes have 
sometimes been mads by our mission 
boards in the selection of agents, just 
as our churches sometimes make mis­
takes in appointing unsuitable men 
for pastors. B-ill it is true that 
many nobis, self denying agents 
have done a work for Christ not less 
important than that of our most oon-

tributions, it is poor economy to em­
ploy an agent from abroad to do thia 
work.

Another advantage of Plan Na 3 
is that it throws the responsibility of

Haw Cholorx Travail.
The dieease is beet known in Eu­

rope under the names of cholera, 
cholera morbus, Asiatic cholera, sinoe 
the epidemic of 1817 to l819 in which 
the English army,' under the com­
mand of the Marquis of Hastings, 
during a war sgai ui ths natives, was 
rendered unfit for fighting and almost 
annihilated. But cholera had never 
visited Europe till the present oen- 
tury, when in 1830 it appeared in 
Russia and spread to Poland, where 
war wm prevailing. Sinoe that time, 
sometimM at longer and sometimee 
at shorter intervals, cholera baa ap­
peared in Europe.; The question why 
oholsra remained a thousand years in 
India before it first began to seigrate 
is one of great internet, but one which 
oan not be satisfactorily answered. 
The principal consideration appears 
to ms to bo that the event happened 
at tho time when iatairoommunioation 
in all directions, both by water and 
land, had become more rapid. The 
first steamship appeared in the In­
dian waters at the beginning of the 
second decade of the present century.
