It Is' a pity that 
this important occasion should have 
lieen allowed to pass by without being 
emphasized by an appropriate ceremony 
of some kind. There is no more fitting 
season to establish an Ebenezer than lx 
supplied by tbe centennial recurrence of 
an incident of so much consequence in 
theannalxnf an important house.

John Eaton is supposed to have iwen 
a widower when She landed on these 
shores, since no mention fa given of hte 
wife, although the name onii* son Jo­
seph 1s expressly cited.

These 
married among the families of Yerkes, 
Davis, Shull or Sbewell, Ingles, Rob­
erts und Melchior, and in the year 1770 
their descendants were lietween fifty 
and sixty in number.

At the close of his sec­
ond semion in Fayetteville he returned 
to New York and married Mira Esther 
M. Treadwell, a lady of excellent gifts 
and graces, with whom he had likely 
formed an engagement during the [ie- 
riod of his sojourn ut Madison. In the 
summer of 1840 he fetched his bride to 
Tennessee, where she found a home In 
many heartafoexldex his own, and was to 
the end of life a hel|>-meet for him.

The Baptfata of Tennessee nt the in­
stance Of Dr. Howell nnd others had 
been for several years employed In dis- 
curaing the feasibility of establishing an 
institution for higher learning within 
H10 limits of theState. In the year 1841 
prrqKwlx for the location of the new en- 
terpriw were sent forth in tlie ndwxpn-. 
[lers, und there wax a deal of rivalry, but 
Min-frecstairo continued to carry off the 
prizc^ The school wax plnced under the 
charge of Profexxora Cyrus Bmith und 
Joseph H. Euton, the latter having been 
preyalled ujion to surrender his position 

' in the academy ut Fayetteville for tliut 
purjxise. By this means hte residence 
liecame fixed ut MuCfroestairo for tlie 
coming seventeen year* und u iudf, until 
hte death on the 12tli of Junuaiy, (’■dt*. 
Tlie time wax short, but a wonderful 
work was iH-rfonned in those xeventecu 
years.

■ Tlie example of the celebrated Ixauu 
Eaton, of Hopewell, ap|H-urs to have lui- 
prciMed Itself on thp family to the ex­
tent tiiat tlie Eatons hud Ixixnue in some 
sort a guild of teachers. To uppearaip-e 
ul least it was not tile pur[x>se of Joseph 
H. Euton in early life to liecome u min­
ister of religion; lie expected to devote 
hia energies to the business of Instruct­
ing youth. Butin the year 1842, after 
the fashion Of hte Master, "when he he- 
gnn to lie about thirty yeani of uge " In­
laid ids baud to this other enteqirixe. 
He was ordained to'the full work of the 
ministry on the 10th ofBeptembcr, 1843, 
the day upon which he was thirty-one 
years of age.

Meanwhile tbe interests of tlie school, 
wiilch tbe Baptista of Tennessee luui 
committed to ids providence and indus­
try, prospered exceedingly, and in the 
year 1848 it had reached 11 stage where it 
wax conaidenxi uppropriatii to alter the 
name uud call it Union University, a 
titie which bus liecome xo well lieloved 
to many of us. At tile time when the 
name wus changed Joseph H. Eaton, 
who had grown and strengHiened with 
Id* .charge, was constituted the tint

preach unto them that dwell on the 
earth. Where have you encountered a 
voice that was of the like timbre os that 
of our beloved teacher? When I en­
tered Mr. Spurgeon's tabernacle there 
were several notes In hte magical voice 
tiiat woke up memories of (lays that 
were long since dead, and brought tears 
to my eyes.

It would be pleasing to be informed 
what manner of man wax Isaac Eaton 
in his personal presence; Joseph H. 
Eaton was one of the xuperbest xpeci- 
meiis of manly licauty that my eyes 
have ever witnessed. There is u por­
trait of him in hfa son's house, but to ; 
my thinking it is very little like; that 
saintly, splendid face fa one of Hie fast 
dFchsurex that I keep in Hie storo-homic 
of memory; no representation will do it 
justice for me, und it shall never fade 
away ax long ns my powers endure.

But these merely outward (oni[iari- ( 
xons wHI not signify ’irgreat deal, sine.', i 
.most of them are plainly accidental.. 
There are other parallel* which relate to j 
tlie interior nature of the men in ques- i 
tion and.go fur to illustrate the power of 
tbe principle of heredity within the] 
Eaton family.

Both Isaac Euton and Joseph H. 
Baton were endowed with tbe gift of! 
singulur discretion. . When he wax u । 
young man, Ixaac Eaton was xurrounded | 
by tlie linliappy conflict that broke out 
at the M jntgomery church between hfa ■ 
father und Rev. Benjundn Griffiths, and 
j'ct lie kept ills skirts entirely clear of 
tbe business. Hfa membership wax held 
at Pennepek, whence he went iuto the 
organization of tho church al Houtliani|>- 
lon; he had Iio concern of any sort with 
tlie discussions that were waged between 
New Britain and Montgomery.

Joseph IL Eaton in hte matures! years 
was caught in the midst of a more seri­
ous eeclvsiastical conflict in the Htate of 
Tennessee/ and yet be contrived by u 
process, tiiat I never could understand 
how behiui the wImIo . to invent, to have 
no share in the issue and yel to retain 
tlie frieudshlp and regard of either party 
toil.

Both Joseph and Isaac Eaton were 
alike in respect to the power [bat they 
displayed to win th.- atfection of men. 
It te rare that you can ever meet within 
tbe bosom of tlie same family two men 
who have xuch a genius to be loved. 
Their feelings were tender, profound, 
affectionate; their handywaa open to

educational advantages that were in i 
teach. George W. Eaton, who grew to ' 
manhood liefore the death of hia father, 
waa provided willi us good opportunities 
aa coidd lie hud in that time. Possibly 
the family were in comfortable pecuni­
ary circumstances; or, on the other 
hand, it in conceivable that these two 
members of the family were disponed to 
make extraordinary sacrifices that they 
might taste the sweets of good learning.

When Joseph H. Eaton hud arrived 
at the uge of sixteen, he was In the year 
I828ja>nt into the adjoining county of 
Franklin, where tin academy of note 
was situated at Worthington, a hamlet 
which at pn'MHit ixmtalnx nlKmt live 
hundred souls, and Iles a few Th I les away 
from Columbus, the capital of the State.

At Georgetown he prosecuted 
his studies and fulfilled the functions .of 
tutor until 1835, and then followed his 
brother to Madison University in Now 
York. Here he graduated in a very dis­
tinguished elans during the summer of

I thought at 
once of our dear brother Tupper and bis 
heart-broken wife, who lost their dar­
ling babe Just at the close of our great 
meetings in Louisville.

We expect others to Join to­
night.

The last time I assisted in a meeting 
here, the night of the afternoon that 1 
left, the Romaufats rode up to the door 
on the street and fired thre .• shots into a 
corner of the liall where the pastor and 
I had been sleeping on account of the 
heat. No harm was done. By the 
providence of God the pastor slept in 
hfa own bed, while I was ail unconscious 
of danger in my own home a hundred ;
