Mr. Bright is 
quite old and feeble—hte head is white 
as cotton—still, he is perfect master of 
assemblies..

Paul Mot Bent to Baptize, but to Preach 
ths Gospel.

A Paper Head Defon'tlie Ministers and Mem-

Motes from Morthweatern Kentucky.

I have Just returned from an extended 
trip through Crittenden and part of Liv- 
ingston county. The church at Marion 
has Rev. J. 1^ Crewdson as pastor, and 
is at peace. This te a young and smsll 
church, but some of the best brethren in 
Crittenden obunty form a part of its 
membership. There is scarcely a more 
important p<rint in the State, since the 
town te tiie capital of a large, populous.

/br Christ sent me not to bnjitizc, but 
to preach the gospel.—KCor., 1:15.

The circumstances which elicited this 
expression from tiie ajMMtie show Ilie 
wisdom of God in the appointment of 
l*uui to tills special work. Thia early in 
the history of the ehureb, human am­
bition and iieraonal preference liegan to 
lie developed, which was about to lead to 
a division of God’s people’ and t,lie estab­
lishment of dlflerent parties with human 
leaders.

For, by comparing 1 Cor. 3:14-16, and 1 
(Dor. 4:15, we see that Paul claimed to 
have begotten tbe Corinthian brethren 
In Christ through the gospel, while be 
baptized but few, which he could not 
have done if .baptism was essential to 
salvation.
| I stated, in the introductory, that in 
tbe context was shown the wisdom of 
God in tbe appointment of I*aul to this 
special work. The Gentiles, to whom 
l*aul was sent to preach, were an idol­
atrous pupple, and liable to make too 
much of- the ceremonial a^T symbolical 
part of religion. •

1. They might make too much of the 
act of baptism, and attach to it a saving 
eflicacy.

2. They might make too much of the 
administrator of baptism, and fail to be­
hold in Christ the only source of life 
and light.

Hence, l*aul says, “ I thank God that 
I baptized none of you but Crtepus and 
Gaius, lest any should i«0.1 had baptized 
in my own name,” etc., “For Chrtet 
sent me not to baptize, but to preach the 
gospel.”

We will now consider, briefly, the 
aftlmiative proposition of tbe text':' 
II,—AFHRMAT1VELY—“ Itut ( Chritt »e.nt 

me) to jrrmch the gonpcl.''
'Hiis text evidently shows that Paul's 

principal mission was to preueli the gos- 
j»ei, and that he regarded it as lite most 
important work. Htesoul-moving theme 
was the cross of Chrtet. He suys, in 
Galatians 6:14, “ But God forbid that I 
should glory, save in the erose of our 
Lord Jesus Chrtet, by whom the,world te 
cnicifled unto me, and 1 uuto the 
world.” He taught that the preaching 
of tbe cross is the power of God unto 
salvation. He says, in 2 Cor. 1:18,“ For 
tbe preaching of tbe erose te to them 
that |>erteh, foolishness; but unto us 
which are saved it is the power of God," 
Then, again, in Romana, 1:16, “b*or 1 
am not ashamed of the gospel of Chrtet; 
for It te the power of God unto salvation 
to every one that believeth.”

So deeply was he impressed with the 
imjsirtance of preaching the Word, and 
of its power to save men, that he could 
not be silenced even by the bitterest 
persecution. For he says in Acte 20:24: 
“But none of these things move me, 
neither covet I my life dear unto my­
self, so that I might finish my course 
with joy, und lite ministry .which I liave 
received of the Lord Jesus, to testify the

This text plainly 
teaches that these jiersons could not be 
saved, because the word was taken out’

Heve. It teaches also that faith is a nee- 
essaiy concomitant of salvation, and not 
merely a consequence of salvation. The 
New Testament abounds with texts, 
which teach that faith te a concomitant^ ’ 
of salvation and the new birth, while

1. In the first place, I do not under­

stand that tiie text teaches that Paul was 
divinely prohibited from administering 
the ordinance of baptism; liecause lie 
did baptize Crtepus and Gaius, and tiie 
family of Stephanas,, which he could 
not, or would not, have done if it had 
been a divine prohibition.

2. In tbe second place, I do not under­
stand that Paul intends to leach that 
baptism is a non-essential or unnecessary 
rite, that may be, or may not be per­
formed,.according to the pleasure of the 
individual, or tliat may lie so changed as 
to meet the approbation and convenience 
of men. For Paul commends the breth­
ren atj^orintli for strictly otmerving 'Q)e 
ordinance. In 1 (for,, 11:2, be says, 
“ Now I । raise you, brethren, that ye 
remember me in all things, and keep.the 
ordinances as J delivered them to ydu.”

3. In the third place, I do not under­
stand tliat the apostle himself would 
ignore or underrate the ordinance as an 
Indefinite and insignificant form, M his 
references to it on other occasions show 
that he regards the ordinance as a pre­
scribed form and a symbol of wonderful 
significance. For he says, in Romans, 
6:3-5, “ Know ye not that so many of us 
as were baptized into Jesus Chrtet, Were 
baptized Into hte death Therefore, we 
are buried with him by baptism iinto 
death ; that like as Christ was raised up

Argentine Republic alone importing II,- 
107,441 yards, Brazil 8,773,333yards, Cen- 
ttpl America and British Honduras 5,- 
430.435 yards, the United States of Co­
lombia 4,018,188 yards, and nil the oth­
er countries in South America, in addi­
tion to the above, 22,110,338 yards. It 
will be seen at onee how important the 
South American trade has already be-' 
come to this country, and also how val­
uable such a trade would be Co this coun­
try if developed to its highest capacity. 
No trade more naturally foils to this 
country than that of “South America. 
We are large- consumers of hides, of cof­
fee, and of the various product* of South 
America, and there should be such a re- 
clprotaty of trade as should innuce much 
larger shipment* of domestic .cottons and 
other manufactures from the United 
States to the various countries in South 
America.

Mexico, during the ten months end­
ing April 80, 1887, imported of our do­
mestic cotton* 9,787,228 yards, and the 
West Indies 1^619,006 yards.
