We were burled, therefore, with 
him through baptism into death,” etc. 
(Revised Version.) Here We have “ eis”- 
three times again following “ baptize,” 
anti in neither place can it be rendered 
“ in order to ” without marring the 
sense. We were baptized into the con­
fession of Christ Jesd* as our Savior; 
baptized into the doctrine that his death 
was the ground of our salvation ; buried 
with him through baptism into the hope 
of dying to rin and of walking in new­
ness of life. As men are not buried in 
order that they may die, hut because 
they are dead; so Paul says, having died 
to rin, we were figuratively burled, i. e., 
baptised into the hope of a resurrection 
to newness of life.

A 
correspondence ensued, in which he ex­
plained tliat the challenge did not con­
template an. oral debate, but a written 
controversy, and therefore, be did not 
feel obligated to engage In an oral de­
bate in pursuance thereof, and suggested 
that I should write a tract in review of 
his.
