The remedy is in the liands of the 
pastors and churches. The world de­
mands the sensational preaching of the 
period, but it expects the churches to 
pay for it. Few of even the most brilliant 
and popular evangelists, if a single one, 
can be supported in his work by thoee 
who desire their preaching. If the 
pastors and churches will prayerfully 
discriminate between the true gospel 
minister and the sensational preacher, 
and employ and encourage only the 
former, the latter will soon cease to vex 
the churches.

We have 
at Bethel i H the appointment* of a 
flnit-claw InatttuUon of learning, and 
then we have in Bonthweat rn Ken­
tucky a very large Baptist memberahip. 
If all Baptists in that section of the 
State would do as they ought to do— 
send them to Betbei—the Trustees 
would soon have to provide larger ac­
commodations for the students; but 
alas! so many of our people are ready 
to send to any school provided they be 
made to believe that they can by so do­
ing save a little money. But cheap 
schools are for from being the best 
schools. Our Baptist schools are now as 
cheap ae they can be made consistent 
with thorough work; and no man 
should be satisfied with anything short 
of thorough work for his children.
