Besides, the men who are 
engaged in this very kind of investiga­
tion, are the ripest scholars in any de­
partment of study, and many of them 
are among our most consecrated Chris­
tian men. But, taking the words of the 
text, “ Buy the truth and sell it not," as 
the rule of their life, they are determin­
ed that all their energies and all their 
talent shall be directed toward the as­
certainment of the truth.

But, my brethren, we as Baptists 
should be the last jienton* in the world 
to disclaim any interest in new transla­
tions of the Scriptures. We have not 
suffered by the revision, but, on the 
whole, have been materially benefited. 
It has revived discussion and thereby 
interest in one of the commands of our 
Savior which has been so much abused 
for centuries; and reviving discussion 
on baptism has likewise revived discus­
sion on every doctrine with which it is 
connected, and the Baptists have emerg­
ed victorious from the contest. As firm 
as we are as a denomination, and as 
grounded as our people are on the great 
fundamental doctrines of th^Hcriptures, 
yet we should always bail with delight 
any new Investigation that will still 
further strengthen our peeple in their 
frith and increase their confldence in 
the truthfulness of that faith.

Especially is it important that Baj>- 
tlsts be flrm in their adherence to the 
truth in this day of boasted liberality in 
religious views and indifference to what 
men are pleased to call the non-essen­
tials of the Scriptures. I say llberality 
011 the one hand and indifference on the 
other, and yet liberality, in a great meas­
ure, is but another name for indifference. 
Who are the men that are crying out 
longest and loudest for doctrinal liber­
ality? They are the men, as a rule, 
whose doctrines would suffer most by 
comparison with the true doctrines of 
the Bible—the men who recognize the 
weakness of their (MMitiou on these very 
doctrines of whose discussion they are 
demanding silence; They are aWare 
that discussion will undermine their jk>- 
aition—if not in their own estimation, 
at least in the estimation of the most 
thoughtful people.

The two well-deflned drouths of four to 
five weeks each, which were rendered 
phenomenally damaging by the intense, 
blazing heat, have made such yield next 
to, if not quite, impossible. However, 
should the rains that generally precede 
or follow the autumnal cqUiuox, prove 
copious, with moderately warm weather, 
the resulting improvement in the all- 
IMTVading grass crops, may, in some 
measure, compensate the farmers of 
Kentucky for their losaes by the burn­
ing drouth.

These fish are left to shift 
for themselves until they are a year old, 
when they are usually fit for market. 
In winter the ponds yield a crop of ioe, 
which is disposed of at a fair price.
